• Au quatrième trimestre de 1988, lindice total des salaires 
syndicaux de Ia construction pour le Canada est demeuré 
le méme quau trimestre précédent. Par region, les indices 
des Maritimes et des Prairies ont augmenté faiblement de 
0.5% et do 0.6% respectivement. Cette augmentation na 
toutefois pas inttué sur t'indice total pour le Canada. II ny 
a eu aucun changement dans les autres regions, soit le 
Québec, Ontario et la Colombie-Britannique.

Highlights 

Fourth Quarter 1988 

Construction Union Wage Rates and Indexes: 

• In the fourth quarter of 1988, the Canada total 
Construction Union Wage Rate Index remained 
unchanged from the third quarter of 1988. On a 
regional basis, the Atlantic and Prairies indexes 
rose slightly, 0.5% and 0.6% respectively. 
However, these increases were not significant 
enough to move the Canada total index. Indexes 
for to remaining regions - Quebec, Ontario and 
B.C. did not change. 

Residential and Non-residential Material Price 
Indexes: 

• During the fourth quarter of 1988, the Residential 
Construction Building Material Price Index declined 
0.5%, whilst the Non-residential Construction 
Building Material Price Index remained unchanged 
from the third quarter of 1988. The largest price 
decreases were observed for particle board 
(-10.9%), gypsum wall board (-5.1%), lumber 
(-3.0%) and plywood (-2.0%), while some 
noticeable increases were recorded for building 
wires and cables (4.1%) and copper pipe and 
fittings (28.8%). 

New Housing Price indexes: 

• In the fourth quarter of 1988, prices at the Canada 
total level rose 3.6% from the third quarter of 1988. 
The Ontario Region showed the largest quarterly 
increase at 5.3%.This increase was strongly 
influenced by Toronto. which exhibited an increase 
of 7 0% between the third and fourth quarters of 
1988. 

Other regional changes were: British Columbia 
2.4%, Quebec 1.1%. Atlantic 0.8% and Prairie 
0.7%. 

Non-residential Construction Price indexes: 

In the fourth quarter, prices of non-residential 
construction work in Canada rose 1.79 16. This is 
exactly the same rate of increase as occurred in 
the third quarter 1988. Vancouver with an increase 
of 2 6% duplicated its third quarter raise and at the 
same time showed the largest movement of the 
cities surveyed. This was followed in magnitude by 
Central Canada with Toronto (1 9%), Ottawa 0 6%) 
and Montreal (1.5%). Calgary had the lowest 
increase at 0.4%.

Introduction 

Ce bulletin fournit des mesures do changement do prix pour trois grandes 
categories: (1) los elements de coUt dans Ia construclion, (2) los sorties do 
l'industrie de Ia construction et (3) les depenses en immobilisations. 

Les elements de coUt dans Ia construction tiennent compte notamment 
des indices des prix des principaux fabricants do matériaux do construction 
au Canada, des travailleurs syndiqués de Ia construction et des taux 
d'intérêt.

This report contains measures of price change for three major 
categories: (1) elements of construction costs, (2) outputs of 
construction industries, and (3) capital expenditures. 

Elements of construction costs include price indexes for the 
industries that produce most of the construction materials in 
Canada, unionized building tradesmen, and interest rates. Mea-
sures of price change are shown for material inputs into residential 
(Table 4.1) and non-residential buildings (Table 4.2). 

Measures of price change for the outputs of construction 
industries cover single family houses (Tables 5.1 and 6.1) and 
selected non-residential buildings (Table 7.1). Indexes are also 
shown for two industries whose outputs are used widely in both 
building and engineering construction: structural steel (Table 8.1) 
and pre-cast concrete (Table 9.1). 

Price changes for capital expenditures are classified, as in the 
System of National Accounts, into construction, and machinery 
and equipment and when combined with overhead costs, into plant 
price indexes. Implicit price indexes derived from the national 
accounts are reproduced with price index elements most closely 
associated with them. Indexes relating to purchase prices of 
provincial highway construction appear in Table 11.1. Measures 
applying to total capitalized cost for certain categories of invest-
ment are shown in Tables 12.1 to 14.1 for electric utilities, 

-rnical and mineral plant, chemical and petrochemical plant, and 
kronimunicationS 

Applications

These measures are useful in analysing price change in con-
struction and fixed capital formation, for contract escalation and for 
estimates of reproduction cost, either for recosting budgets or for 
revaluing fixed assets. The technical notes preceding each table 
describe the concepts and practices used in price index prepara-
tion. Where supplementary information is required, personnel from 
the Prices Division or the regional offices may be contacted. Phone 
numbers are provided in the technical notes. 

Users may find helpful the reference documents cited within, 
along with information brochures which describe index use in 
contract escalation and current cost accounting. These are 
available on request.

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Availability of Indexes 

Unless otherwise stated. statistics contained in this publication 
re available from the time reference period to the present. AU 
gures printed here are also accessible on CANSIM, Statistics 

Canada's machine readable data base and retrieval system. 
Availability of data on CANSIM is announced in the Statistics 
Canada Daily (Catalogue 11-001 E). Data are released four weeks 
following the end of the quarter. In the interim, index numbers may 
be obtained from the regional offices, directly from the Prices 
Division, or from CANSIM. CANSIM Matrix and data bank access 
code numbers are provided in each table of this publication. 

Revisions 

Price indexes are aggregations of representative price 
movements combined as weighted averages. Revisions to pub-
lished weights are usually restricted to major renovations of 
statistical series. Such changes are described in technical notes 
available with the first release of a now or revised series of 
indexes. Exceptions to this practice are stated in the technical 

notes. 

Revisions to prices are, on the other hand, a regular part of 
index çroduction. Generally, monthly indexes are subject to 

revisions for six months and quarterly indexes for two quarters. 
Some indexes are subject to different, usually more restrictive, 
revision procedures and these procedures are described in the 
technical notes. The symbol "r" only appears when revisions have 
been made outside the limits normally applying for that table.

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Industrial Product Price Indexes, Manufacturing: Tech-
nical Note 
(Matrixes 1960 to 1967 and 1970 1981 = 100 monthly 1981 
to present) 

Introduction 

Fourteen Manufacturers Selling Price Indexes (Catalogue 
62-0 1 1) are presented here to give an indication of factory gate 
price movement for those manufacturers who specialize in produc-
ing building materials. 

Characteristics 

General 

These indexes measure changes in shipment selling prices 
of important commodities sold by major manufacturing 
establishments, classified according to the 1980 Standard 
Industrial Classification. 

Prices Used: 

Prices are for shipments, net (discounts allowed) as of the 
middle of the month, f.o.b. plant. 

Adjustments to Prices: 

Quality adjustments are made for changes in physical 
characteristics or terms of sale in order to arrive at estimates 
of pure price change. No adjustments are made for changes 
in sales taxes. 

Weight Base: 

Weights, which determine the relative importance of estab-
lishments and commodities within an index were, generally, 
derived from the 1981 Input/Output Tables. 

Index Formula 

Price indexes are base-weighted. 

Revisions 

Generally, indexes are subject to revisions for six months.

Introduction 

These series measure changes over time in the current collec-
tive agreement rates for 16 trades engaged in building construction 
in 22 metropolitan areas. Union wage rates by trade are also 
published for 22 metropolitan areas for both the basic rates and 
rates including selected supplementary payments. Indexes are 
provided (Table 2.2) for those cities where a majority of trades are 
covered by current collective agreements. 

Characteristics 

General: 

Two rates are indexed: basic rates, indicating the straight 
time hourly compensation; and basic rates including supple-
ments, such as vacation pay, statutory holiday pay and 
employers' contribution to pension plans, heatth and wedare 
plans, industry promotion and training funds. 

Prices Used: 

Wage rates used for these indexes are derived mainly from 
those published in the Construction Collective Agreement 
Survey Service provided by the Canadian Construction 
Association. 

Adjustments to Prices: 

None. Rates used are those published in the collective 
agreements. 

Weight Base: 
The weights used are based on estimates of gross earnings 
of each trade in each metropolitan area, derived from 1981 
census data. 

Index Formula 

Price indexes are base-weighted. 

Revisions 

Generally. wage rates and indexes are subject to revisions for 
two years. Collective agreement rates are no longer available for 
the majority of trades for cities in Alberta and Saskatchewan. As of 
May 1986, these cities were linked out of the aggregation. To 
provide users with some indication of wage rate movement in 
these provinces supplementary information is published separately 
in Table 2.3. The characteristics of these series are described 
below. 

Historical Data 

Details on rates (1971 onwards) and indexes (1971 to 1983 
inclusive) for individual trades are available monthly on CANSIM. 
For the 1981 = 100 series, composite indexes by major trade 
group and region are also generated and stored on CANSIM. The

In certain areas union agreements do not cover enough of the 
building construction work force to provide data for the publication 
of city indexes. Where such information is lacking statistics derived 
from the Survey of Employment Payroll and Hours are shown. 
These figures are obtained from monthly data on all employees, 
union and non-union, reported by a sample of employers. These 
average hourly earnings differ from the union contract rates for 
journeymen used in Tables 2.1 and 2.2 in several ways, notably 
the inclusion of part-time workers, mixtures of skills, variations in 
the amotnt of work, unpaid absence and bonuses etc. As a time 
series the data is affected by fluctuations arising from the rotating 
sample methodology, structural changes in the industry and shifts 
in mix between high and low paid employees as well as varying 
ratios of trades. 

Data are given for two classes of construction (General Contrac-
tors and Special Trades) and a combination of the two at the 
provincial level. The latter statistic has been converted into a 
seasonally adjusted index while the former is reproduced as 
dollars and cents per hour (excluding overtime but including cash 
supplements). Average hourly earnings are subject to revision. 
Indexes of average hourly earnings, seasonally adjusted, are 
subject to retroactive revision of tour years due to the seasonal 
adjustnent process.

The financial indexes shown here are derived from rates 
published in the Bank of Canada Review and are provided as 
complements to materials and wages input indexes. 

Definitions 

Chartered bank 5 year mortgage rates: Typical rates 
charged by banks on residential mortgages. (See final 
paragraph on this page). 

Prime business loans: The rate of interest charged to the 
most creditworthy large business borrowers by the char-
tered banks. The rate shown is of the last Wednesday of the 
month, when there are differences in the rate charged by 
indivkfuat banks, the most typicat rate or rates are taken. 

Bond yield averages: Relate to the last Wednesday of the 
month. The long term averages cover bonds with a remain- 
ing term to maturity of 15 years or more. (currently based on 
50 provincials). (Mcleod, Young, Weir). (See final para-
graph of this page). 

Exchange rate. Value of foreign currencies in Canadian 
funds at noon quotation on the 15th of each month, or the 
next following business day. 

Source 

The rates on which the first three indexes are based are taken 
from Table Fl of the Bank of Canada Review. A more complete 
description of the characteristics of these data may be found in the 
footnotes to that table. 

the dal a for the exchange rate indexes are extracted from the 
ily sheets issued by the Bank of Canada. This exchange rate is 

the same as that used for other index tables in this publication 
where it was necessary to adjust price quotation or index numbers 
to a Canadian Valuation. 

Historical Data 

The historical data for all series are available from CANSIM 
through the matrix number referenced. 

Indexes for the NHA mortgage rates are available for the period 
January 1954 to June 1981. They were based on a rate series 
compiled by CMHC as the average of rates charged by approved 
lenders. As of that date. CMI-IC no longer considered them to be 
an appropriate indicator and discontinued this method. The 
average bond yield rate used since July 1981 results from a 
different selection of bonds than that used previously. This newer 
series of yields has been calculated since November 1977. The 
resulting index series has been hnked with the one previously 
published as of July 1981.

Weighting data for approximately 50 commodities are de-
rived from values estimated from the 1979 Input/Output 
tables adjusted to 1981 price levels. Materials selected for 
inclusion and their associated values are those used in 
sgnificant quantities in the erection and renovation of 
buildings only. omitting that which relate to engineering 
Also excluded are values for field erection of such items as 
structural steel and precast concrete. Repairs and mainte-
nance to residential property and similar (uncapitalized) 
work on non-residential buildings are out of scope. 

Separate weighting patterns are calculated for the Residen-
tial and Non-residential Indexes. 

Index Formula 

A fixed-weighted formula of the general type described in the 
introduction to this catalogue is used. 

Revisions 

ThEl indexes may be revised back six months. 

Historical Data 

This series is intended as a successor to the materials compo-
nent of the Residential Building Construction Input Price Indexes 
(Cansim Matrixes 3775 to 3786) and its Non-Residential counter-
part (Cansim Matrixes 96, 97, 966 and 967) which were published 
on a 1971 = 100 base until December 1984.

Introduction 

This index measures changes over time in the contractors 
selling prces of new residential houses, where detailed specifica-
hans remain the same between two consecutive periods. 

For most census metropolitan areas, new house price indexes 
are available from 1976, although figures from 1969 are recorded 
for selected areas. The 1981 = 100 series surveys 21 metropolitan 
areas to establish monthly indexes relating to the contractors' 
"total selling price". The survey also collects contractors' esti-
mates of the current cost of the land. These estimates are 
independently indexed to provide the published series for land. The 
residual, (selling price less land), which mainly relates to the 
current cost of the structure is also independently indexed and is 
presented as the house series. The lots are usually serviced by 
builders except in Montreal and Quebec City where they are 
occasionally serviced by municipal governments and therefore the 
servicing costs do not enter into the contractors' selling price. 

Characleristics 

General 

Prices collected for this index relate to the 15th of the month 
or the nearest business date. Subsequently, the selling 
prices are acusted for any changes in quality of the struc-
tore and the serviced lot. This index does not measure 
shelter costs and price changes for existing houses are 

xcluded from these price surveys. 

Prices Used: 

Contractor's mid-month selling prices are collected directly 
in 21 metropolitan areas through a combination of quarterly 
"isits and telephone contacts in other months. 

AdjL otmenls to Prices: 

-louse prices reported by sample builders are adjusted for 
hanges in quality of both the structures and the serviced 

lots including intangible variations of location to ensure 
similarity of specifications, 

Weiqiit Base: 

To prepare a city contractors' selling price index, a sample 
of builders are given an equal weight in index calculations 
as are the multiple price reports any given builder might 
supply, Amongst cities, weights are derived from housing 
completions data. 

The same procedure prevails for aggregating the indepen-
dently derived land and structure series: equal weights 
within cities and proportional weights among cities. City 
weights are adjusted annually as described below. 

Index Formula 

A Chain-Laspeyres index formula is used, the weights for which 
are derived from housing completions for the previous three years 
valued at prices for the month of December of the final year of the

Introduction 

These indexes measure changes in selling prices of new houses 
constructed by large and medium volume builders in metropolitan 
areas. 

Weight Base 

Within a city proportional weights are assigned to the prices 
reported by each builder. These weights are updated to reflect 
changes in builders' relative importance. City index weights were 
derived from the value of housing starts for 1975-77 expressed in 
1976 price levels. (See Technical Note 5 for further detail.) 

Historical Data 

Indexes at the total level on a 1971 = 100 base are available in 
Matrix 1794 for Winnipeg, Calgary and Edmonton from 1969, for 
Toronto and Ottawa-Hull from 1970, and for Montreal from 1971. 
The last entry for these select cities on a 1971 base was December 
1983. Composite, house and land indexes for these same cities 
are available from January 1971 only on a 1976 time base and are 
found in Matrix 85. Data are not available prior to the initial date 
noted in Table 6.1.

Base de pondération 

Pour une ville, on attribue des poids proportionnels aux prix déclarés par 
chaque entrepreneur. Ces poids sont mis a jour at in de saisir les variations 
de l'importance relative des entrepreneurs. Les poids do l'indice des villes 
soft obtenus a partir de Ia valeur des mises en chantier de logements pour 
1975-77 exprimèe en prix de 1976. (Voir note technique 5 pour plus de 
renseignements). 

Données retrospectives 

Les indices au niveau total sur Ia base 1971 = 100 se trouvent dans Ia 
matrice 1794 pour Winnipeg, Calgary et Edmonton a partir do 1969, pour 
Toronto et Ottawa-Hull a partir de 1970 et pour Montréal a partir de 1971. 
La dernière inscription pour ces villes choisies sur Ia base 1971 100 est 
décembre 1983. Les indices composites, et ceux des maisons et des 
terrains pour ces mémes villes existent pour Ia periode commnençant en 
janvier 1971 sur Ia base 1976 = 100 seulement et se trouvent dans Ia 
matrice 85. Les donnèes ne soot pas disponibles pour les pèriodes 
précédantes aux dates indiquees au tableau 6.1.

Introduction 

These indexes measure contractors' selling price change of 
non-residential construction (i.e., commercial, industrial and 
institutional). The indexes relate to both general and trade contrac-
tors work and exclude the cost of land, design and real estate 
fees. 

Characteristics 

General: 

Sample items of work-in-place to be priced were selected 
from five different buildings. Three of these buildings (office, 
warehouse and shopping centre) fall in the category of 
commercial building, one building (light factory) falls in the 
category of industrial building and the school falls in the 
category of institutional building. All prices are collected 
directly by Statistics Canada quantity surveyors and include 
costs for materials, labour, equipment, relevant federal and 
provincial taxes, and contractor's overhead and profit. 

Frequency of Pricing: 

Prices are collected each quarter in Montreal, Toronto and 
Vancouver for all models. For Halifax and Edmonton prices 
are collected semi-annually in the 2nd and 4th quarters. In 
Ottawa and Calgary prices are collected semi-annually in 
the 1st and 3rd quarters. Price movement is estimated for 
the intervening quarters.

Caracteristiques 

Généralilés: 

On a tire un èchantillon des travaux mis en place dont on veut évaluer 
les prix a partir de cinq immeubles differents. Trois de ces derniers 
(bureaux, entrepôt et centre d'achats) tombent dans Ia catégorie des 
immeubles commerciaux, un immeuble (usine légére) tombe dans Ia 
categorie industrielle et l'école tombe dans Ia categorie institutionnel-
le. Tous los prix sont recueillis directement par les enquéteurs de 
Statistique Canada et comprennent le coul des matériaux, de Ia 
main-d'oeuvre, do materiel, les taxes fédérales et provincials 
pertinentes ainsi que lea frais généraux et los bénéfices des 
entrepreneurs.

Formule dé I'indice 

Une formule a pondération fixe est utilisèe au niveau du modéle. Pour los 
agrégations au niveau des villes et de l'ensemble compose do sept villes, 
on se sort d'un indice-chaine do Laspeyres dont los poids sent calculés 
a partir des données sur les permis do bãtir pour les trois années 
precedentes, évaluêes aux niveaux des prix du quatrième trimestre do 
l'année precèdente. 

The prices for work-in-place are obtained through phone 
surveys from sub-contractors and general contractors on 
the basis that they are bidding on a fixed specification and 
quantity in the real market and as such, include the current 
overhead, profit and market conditions. Prices for certain 
materials, labour rates, rental of equipment, municipal 
charges and sales taxes are obtained from a variety of 
secondary sources, particularly for the mechanical and 
electrical trades. 

Weight Base: 

Weights are derived from detailed cost analysis of each 
structure wherein quantities or values for each model were 
expressed in 1981 price levels. The models used were 
derived from the specifications of structures built in the late 
1970's or early 1980's. 

Index Formula 

A fixed weighted formula is used at the model level. A Chain-
Laspeyres index formula is used for aggregations at the city and 
seven city composite levels, for which the weights are derived 
from building permit data for the previous three years valued at 
the price levels of the fourth quarter of the last year.

10. Price Deflators: Technical Note 
(Malux 6641) 

Introduction 

Selected Implicit Price Indexes are reprinted from National 
Income and Expenditures Accounts (Catalogue 13-001). They are 
derived from the compilation of the National Accounts, and 
represent the movement of the ratio of investment in residential 
and non-residential construction measured in current dollars to 
investment measured in constant dollars. Constant dollar esti-
mates are usually made by deflating current dollars by appropriate 
measures of price movement at as fine a level of detail as possible 
and adding up the results. The relationship between the implicit 
movements and an aggregate of appropriate price movements 
should be close, being affected mainly by shifts in the relative 
importance of the detailed components. Output price indexes, 
which are sensitive to changes in demand levels and productivity 
(hence profits), arethe preferred deflator but for both residential 
and for non-residential construction up to 1971 input indexes were 
the major determinants of deflated values. Beginning in 1971 
output prices have been used for residential and most components 
of non-residential construction. 

Characteristics 

General: 
Residential investment includes singles, doubles, row and 
apartment construction, major alterations and im-
provements, cottages, mobile homes, supplementary costs 
and commissions from the sale of real estate. Non-
residential investment includes all engineering construction 
as well as non-residential buildings. 

Prices Used: 
While input indexes make no allowance for productivity 
change or variations in profits, partial adjustments were 
made to reflect these in the deflation process. To residential 
data from 1949 to 1971 and for non-residential data from 
1949 a productivity adjustment of 2.9% per annum was 
applied to wage rate measures. Separate measures of 
overhead costs were also incorporated. Beginning in 1971, 
provincial deflators for residential construction have been 
constructed based on the New Housing Price Indexes. For 
the period 1971 to 1976, price trends were developed for 
areas where New Housing Price Indexes were not available 
using related indicators, such as building permit values and 
costs per square foot reflected through the houses financed 
under the National Housing Act. Beginning in 1976. New 
Housing Price Indexes for 22 cities were used to create 
provincial deflators'. Fixed weights have been used to 
combine city New Housing Price Indexes, based on the 
number of housing starts in 1971 for the period 1971 to 
1976 and 1976 starts for the period of 1976 to 1981 and 
1981 building completion value for 1981 and thereafter. 

Non-residential capital expenditures are and have been 
deflated by a large number of indexes, many of which are 
incorporated directly in the deflation process as are the 
indexes for non-residential buildings (Table 7.1) and the 
plant price indexes (Tables 12.1 to 14.1). Where specifically 
appropriate price indexes are not available, special purpose 
deflators are prepared, as occurs for railway capital 
expenditures.

lntrodution 

These indexes on a 1981 = 100 base measure price changes 
for work in place of a fixed program of highway construction. As 
output prices, the indexes include the cost of materials, labour, use 
of fuel and equipment, taxes, job overhead and profit. Also 
included are estimates of price change for materials such as pipe 
and asphalt which the provincial departments provide to the road 
contractors. 

These indexes which were previously published on a 
1971 = 100 base have been rebased to 1981 = 100 commencing 

in 1981. Due to changes in weighting patterns, size of pricing 
baskets and index aggregation methods, price movements de- 
picted by the two different time bases of 1971 and 1981 for the 

overlapping period of 1981 to 1985 are not compatible with one 

another. 

Characteristics 

General 

All data refer to an April-March fiscal year. As this is basically 
a census type of survey (almost all the contracts awarded 
are covered by the survey) the sampling errors common to 
many surveys are non-existent. 

Pri:es Used: 

r ices used for these indexes are bid prices for specified 
'Ins of work on contracts let by provincial governments for 

nw highway construction. Also included are provincial 
iirchase prices for selected materials provided to the 
()ntractors. Excluded are prices for municipal road work 
iid repair and maintenance work. 

Acustments to Prices: 

Bid prices are edited to eliminate extreme values. 

Weight Base: 

The fixed weights for individual components (grading, 
granular base course, paving etc.) were derived from costs 
incurred on different elements of work by all provinces in the 
period 1980 to 1982. valued in 1981 prices. 

The Canada index is a weighted average of all province 
indexes (excluding Prince Edward Island). For the 
1981 = 100 based indexes, provincial weights are adjusted 
annually by 3 year moving averages of total highway 
construction expenditures of adjacent years valued in the 
rnid-(fiscal) year prices. Prior to 1964 the Canada index was 
a composite of seven provincial indexes; Quebec was added 
in 1964 and Alberta in 1971.

Introduction 

Those indexes measure price change for construction of five 
separate models of electric utility plant. Each model was developed 
after extensive consultation with major Canadian electric utilities 
and the Canadian Electrical Association. Each model portrays an 
average mix of materials, labour and equipment developed from a 
variety of projects in a specific base period. This modelling 
technique provides the framework for the development of simu-
lated plant indexes for construction work and machinery and 
equipment. 

CharacterIstics 

General: 

Direct costg associated with the construction work and 
machinery and equipment components are represented by 
various combinations of price index data: construction work 
indexes are a combination of indexes for work in place for 
such items as earthwork and structural steel, and indexes 
covering major material and labour inputs. 

ridirect costs covered include interest foregone during 
oristruction. and design and administration costs, whose 

movements are indexed from salary survey data. (An age-
gation excluding interest foregone is also available.) 

Prices Used: 

Machinery and Equipment:

(Matrix 291) 

13.2 Chemical and Petrochemical: 1981 = 100 quarterly 1981 to 
present (Matrix 294) 

Introduction 

The chemical and mineral process plant price indexes measure 
price change for construction of a processing plant representative_ 
of those used in industries with a heavy processing element: 
chemical, petroleum, pulp and paper, cement and lime, mining, 
smelting and refining. 

The chemical and petrochemical plant price indexes measure 
price change for construction of a chemical and petrochemical 
plant where the model is a battery limit plant that reflects only the ' 
provision of processing facilities and supporting services for the 
processing of gases and liquids. 

Characteristics 

General: 

Construction components are a combination of fixed-
weighted input prices and contractors selling prices. Ma-
chinery and equipment components include imported 
goods 

For the chemical and mineral processing plant model, field 
erection costs include union labour wage rate indexes and 
equipment price indexes. In the chemical and petrochemical 
model, the construction indirect component encompasses 
the construction equipment price indexes and input costs for 
temporary camp facilities. The engineering, design and 
administration cost component includes engineers and 
technicians salaries. 

Prices Used: 

Materials and machinery and equipment: 

Manufacturers selling prices are used to represent price 
movement of domestically produced equipment. 

Foreign price indexes are used to represent price movement 
of imported equipment. 

Wage Rates: 

Basic construction union wage rates are used for construc-
tion trades for 22 cities; federal government Pay Research 
Bureau data are used for engineers, technicians, clerks and 
draftsmen. In the chemical and petrochemical model, appro-
priate trades are used for the cities of Montreal, Toronto, 
Sarnia and Edmonton. 

Buildings: 

The industrial building model (total index) from the output 
price indexes of non-residential construction is used to 
represent the buildings component. 

Adjustments to Prices: 

For domestically produced materials and machinery and 
equipment, adjustments are made for federal sales tax rate 
changes. if applicable 
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For irnporled equipment, adjustments are made for duty, 
exchange rate changes and federal sales tax rate changes. 
if applicable. 

Base: 

Weights used in the chemical and mineral process plant 
index were derived from gross capital additions undertaken 
by major companies during the late 19605 and early 1970s 
yielding an estimated average expenditure for the classes of 
construction specified by the companies' codes of account, 
valued in 1981 prices. 

The chemical and petrochemical plant price index weights 
were derived from a study carried out by an ad hoc commit-
tee of the Canadian Chemical Producers Association, and 
represent a typical battery limits plant installed in the early 
1 9'0s. 

Index Formula 

A fixed-weighted price index of the general type described in the 
introduction of this catalogue was used. 

Revisions 

The last two quarters are sutect to revision. 

Historical Data 

Historical figures are available from 1971 to 1983 on a 1971 
base. Additionally, the historical data have been converted to a 
1981 = 100 time base and used to extend the 1981-based series 
backwards to 1971. Published total and component indexes for the 
1971 arid 1981-based series were linked as of the first quarter 
1981 by dividing the first quarter 1981 index (1981 = 100) by the 
first quarter 1981 index (1971 = 100) for each component and total 
index respectively. The resulting constant factor for a given total or 
component index multiplied by the 1971 = 100 price index series 
yields an index on a 1981 = 100 time base. 

Total level indexes on a 1981 base, for the period 1971 to 1980 
are published in catalogue 62-007 and on CANSIM. Component 
level series are available from 1971 on CANSIM or on request from 
Prices Division.

The price index on a 1981 100 time base employs a 
chain-link formulation of the general type outlined in this 
publication using as weights the previous year's construction 
expenditures and the ratio of the current year's prices to those 
of the previous year. A detailed description of the formula is 
available on request. (The 1976 = 100 index utilized a fixed 
weghted formulation of the general type described in this 
publication.

(CTPPI): Technical Note 
(Matrix 98: 1981 = 100 annual 1981 to present) 

Introduction 

These indexes measure price change through time for annual 
,-capital expenditures of the Canadian telecommunications 

V industry. The movement of the index reflects purchase price 
changes between adjacent years for a matched sample of 
goods. Each participating telecommunications company (or 
carrier) constructs a set of annual price indexes appropriate to 
thetr gross additions to capital stock according to a set of 
guidelines. The national totals published by Statistics Canada 
are derived from these reported series. 

These price indexes, which may use actual pnces paid or 
proxy price indexes, are based on the current reproduction: 
cost concept. This is defined as the calculated cost of 
acquiring assets in the current period identical to plant placed 
in service during the comparison period, using currently 
prevailing costs of materials, wages and construction methods. 

While it is recognized that some telecommunications assets 
are affected by high rates of technological change, these price 
indexes are not intended to provide a comprehensive measure 
of their replacement cost. The use of annual matched samples 
and index linking procedures is intended to prevent 
technological and engineering design changes from affecting 
index number movement. A replacement cost concept would 
require a comparative evaluatIon of the costs for productive 
service capacities provided by alternatIve equipment, labour or 
construction methods. 

National price indexes are suitable for use in deflation of 
annual gross additions to telecommunications capital (i.e. to 
determine real or constant dollar values of capital expenditures 
needed in economic analysis and productivity studies). They 
are suitable also for the restatement of historical annual costs 
into equivalent dollar terms of another year (i.e. insurance, 
purchases, sales, depreciation of assets, construction budgets). 
They may also serve as a base for forecastIng future plant 
construction cost changes. 

Deflating the cumulative total value of capital stock in the 
telecommunications industry is not a suitable use for this 
published national total because it employs recent price 
samples and weights based on gross additions to capitai stock. 
Users requiring a price index for that purpose may estimate a 
composite by recombining the published major accounts 
indexes using appropriate capital stock-based weights. 

Charactenstics 

General: 

Price change estimates for purchases of material and 
equipment are ,D'ased mainiy on e'ch carrier's invoice 
records. Costs (direct and indirect) asspciated with 

Jown -account engineering and installatiorf labour are 
based on each camner's actual wage and salary rates. 

Pnces Used: 

Materials, Machinery and Equipment: 

While most equipment prices are mid-year spot date 
prices taken from invoices, some are annual average 
unit prices calculated on the basis of time-in-effect and 
taken from inventory records.

pour fin d'analyse économicjue ou d'étude sur la productivité). Ils sont 
aussi appropriés pour redéfinir les coüts historiques annuels an terme 
de dollar equivalent dune autre année (p.  ox. assurance, achats, 
ventes, dépréciation des actifs, budgets de construction).

Introduction 

These base-weighted indexes measure price change for annual 
gross additions to capital for machinery and equipment by industry 
of purchase. Price indexes are calculated for industries, major 
groups of industries and a total. Commodity indexes are also 
presented. Some further detail for imported and domestic goods 
are available from CANSIM. 

The industry and commodity designations used are those of the 
Input-Output Tables of the system of National Accounts. Industry 
total indexes are presented in Table 16.1. The commodity classifi-
cation can be divided into two broad categories: those general-
type goods, such as office furnishings and transport vehicles, 
which have some representation in virtually all industries (see 
Table 16.2), and those goods which are closely identified with one 
or two particular industries and are usually assigned to the group 

/ "Specialized Machinery'. Indexes for this group are presented in 
Table 16.3 

The quality of the component data, both with respect to prices 
and weights, affects the reliability of the MEPI series. Even though 
the samples are not randomly chosen it was feasible to rate the 
index series, by industry, according to the strength of the underly-
ing data base. In doing so, two factors are taken into account: (I) 
the presence or absence of adequate weights to combine estab-
lishment level commodity price indexes into a given industry 
composite index, and (ii) the extent to which these price indexes 
are represented by explicit price collections. As a result of these 
considerations, the MEPI series, by industry, are marked with one 
of the four indicators A. B, C and D indicating a decreasing order 
of reliability of the underlying data. These ratings are reviewed 
annually. 

Note should also be made of the relationship between the 
indexes published herein and the machinery and equipment 
components of the plant indexes published in Tables 12.1 to 14.1 
of this catalogue which have been constructed from special price 
surveys, supplemented in some cases with producers' price data. 
For the most part, the machinery and equipment components of 
the indexes mentioned have been incorporated in the MEPI's. 
However, the weighting systems of the two series can differ. Series 
published in Tables 16.1. 16.2 and 16.3 herein are more aggre-
gative series which should be considered as supplements to the 
more detailed plant indexes (which should be considered as the 
prime source of data).
