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Introduction 

This report contains information obtained in February 
and March 1985 on Canadian families' spending during 
1984. Data were obtained by asking people in 17 Canadian 
cities to recall their expenditures for the previous calendar 
year. All data except those for family expenditure on food 
were requested in considerable detail. Equivalent detail on 
food purchases was gathered in a food expenditure survey 
(published separately). 

Family expenditure surveys have been conducted ap-
proximately every two years since 1953. Coverage for most 
of these has been restricted to selected cities. Only three 
of the previous Family Expenditure Surveys have also 
included smaller urban and rural areas: 1969, 1978 and 
1982. 

Because the survey data relate family expenditure to 
family income and other family characteristics, the survey 
has many uses. It contains information needed to monitor 
and periodically update the weights in the CPI. The survey 
includes sufficient detail on spending that researchers have 
used the data to determine how much money people pay 
in indirect taxes, such as sales and excise taxes. Re-
searchers trying to define an adequate income also need 
such expenditure data. In addition, the spending patterns 
indicated by the data are of interest to market 
researchers. 

This publication is organized so that readers can quickly 
find the highlights and details of the 1984 survey; back-
ground information follows the tables. 

In the first section the survey results are discussed in 
terms of the relationship between expenditure and family 
characteristics and cortWared with earlier data. 

The results of the 1984 survey are presented in the 
second section "Statistical Tables". The tables mainly 
show summary and selected detailed categories of family 
expenditure classified by various family characteristics 
such as family income, family size and type. Table 13 
shows detailed average expenditures for all components of 
the summary groups but only for all families and unat-
tached individuals. 

The third section is a user's guide consisting of a 
description of the survey methodology, definitions of the 
variables used in the survey, technical notes on how to 
manipulate the data in the tables and availability of unpub-
lished data.

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RESULTATS DE L'ENQUETE 

Entre 1982 at 1984, le total des dépenses moyennes pour 
I'ensemble des families at des personnes seules' dans les princi-
paux centres urbains canadiens est passé de $29,353 a $32,680 
par famille, ce qui représente une avance do 11%.

SURVEY RESULTS 

Between 1982 and 1984, average total spending by 
Canadian families and unattached individuals' in major 
urban centres increased 11%, from $29,353 to $32,680 per 
family. Income increased 8 0/6 from $31,532 to $34,126 per 
family. On a per person basis average total spending 
increased by 1 0%, about the same increase registered by 
the All Items Consumer Price Index. It appears that there 
was no significant change in expenditure patterns between 
the two years (see Text Table I).

Family characteristics varied notably with family income. 
Most families in the lowest income group were one-person 
units and had no full-time earner. By contrast, almost halt 
of the families in the highest income group consisted of four 
or more people and halt included two or more full-time 
earners. 

Families' spending patterns varied with family income. 
Food and shelter each accounted for a much higher 
proportion of total expenditure among the lowest income 
group than among the highest income families. Further-
more, the expenditures of families in the lowest income 
group consisted almost entirely of current consumption, or 
spending on such things as food, shelter, household 
operation, clothing, transportation, health and personal 
care, and recreation; the corresponding proportion for 
families in the highest income group was approximately 
two-thirds. In other words, personal taxes, gifts, pension 
plans, and similar items accounted for a very small percent-
age of spending by the families in the lowest income group, 
but for one-third of spending by the families with the highest 
income. 

Family size and type also affected spending. Total 
expenditure per person decreased as family size increased.

In addition, family expenditure on particular items varied 
with family type. For instance, families of adults spent more 
money on food, clothing and transportation than families of 
the same size that included children. 

Finally, the cost of shelter and income varied with class 
of tenure. The cost of shelter was a considerably smaller 
proportion of total expenditure for homeowners with no 
mortgage than for either homeowners with a mortgage or 
regular tenants. Shelter accounted for a slightly smaller 
percentage of spending for homeowners with a mortgage 
than for regular tenants. However, regular tenants had 
much lower average family incomes than either home-
owners with a mortgage or those without one.

Variations by Family Income 

The amount of money spent on particular items, the 
percentage distribution of expenditures, and family charac-
teristics all varied with family income. 

Families in the $50,000 and over income group spent 
more than four times as much money on food as families 
in the under $7,000 income group. Average spending on 
food was $7,390 in the highest income families, $1,722 in 
the lowest income families. However, the highest income 
families were larger on average than the lowest income 
families. Spending on food therefore differed less per 
person than spending per family in the two income groups. 
The highest income families spent 38% more per person on 
food than the lowest income families, or $2,186 and $1,580 
respectively. 

Families' spending on shelter closely paralleled that on 
food: average expenditures in the highest income families 
were more than three times those in the lowest income 
families, but average spending per person on shelter was 
only 4% higher in the highest income group. 

Family income had a more marked effect on spending 
per person on clothing and transportation. For instance, 
spending per person on transportation was three times 
higher in the highest income group than in the lowest 
income group. 

Food accounted for 22.0% of the total expenditure of the 
lowest income families, 12.00/6 of spending by the highest 
income families; 34.0% of all spending by families in the 
lowest income group was for shelter, whereas only 13.9 0/0 
of spending by families in the highest income group was for 
shelter. 

For families in the lowest income group, expenses for 
clothing were 4.7% of all spending; for families in the 
highest income group, the corresponding figure was 6.6%. 
Transportation accounted for 9.1% of all expenditures of 
families in the lowest income group, but for 11.1% of the 
spending of families in the highest income group. However.

In the lowest income group, 91% of the 
families were one-person units, and 19% of all unattached 
individuals were in this income group. By contrast. 48% of 
families in the highest income group consisted of four or 
more people, and only 210 of all unattached individuals 
were in this income group. 

Furthermore, 990/6 of the families in the lowest income 
group had no lull-time earner, 60% were headed by a 
woman, and 30% of the heads of families and individuals 
were at least 65. Only 6% of families in the highest income 
group included no full-time earner, and 51% of such 
families had two or more full-time earners. Finally, 88% of 
the heads of such families were male, and 3% were 65 or 
older.

Variations by Family Size and Type 

Families' spending on food, clothing, and transportation 
was associated with family size and type. 

Families' spending on food increased as family size 
increased. For example, families of two persons spent an 
average of $4,306 on food, whereas the average for 
families of five or more persons was $7,351. Furthermore, 
families of adults spent more money on food than families 
of the same size with children: families of three adults had 
average food expenses of $5,772: the corresponding figure 
for families of three that included one child was $5,118. 

As family size increased, average spending per person 
on food decreased. Families of two persons spent an 
average of $2,186 per person on food: families of five or 
more persons. $1,377 per person. Unattached individuals 
reported spending an average of $2,574 per person on 
food, more money per person than any other kind of 
family. 

The pattern for families' spending on clothing was similar 
to that for food. First, spending increased as family size 
increased. For instance, families' spending increased from 
an average of $1,954 for families of two persons to $3,001 
for families of five or more persons. Second, spending was 
greater for families of adults than for families of the same 
size with children. Families of three adults had average 
expenses of $2,467 for clothing, families of two adults and 
one child, $2,128. 

Whereas spending per person decreased for most cate-
gories as family size increased, the decrease was greater 
and more consistent for families with children than for

Spending on transportation increased markedly with 
family size for families of adults but only slightly for families 
with children: families of two adults spent an average of 
$4,146 on transportation, families of four adults, $6,238. 
On the other hand, average spending on transportation was 
$5,409 for families of three adults, $3,953 for families of 
two adults and one child.

Homeowners without mortgages had significantly differ-
ent income, family characteristics, and percentage distri-
bution of expenditures than homeowners with mortgages. 

First, homeowners with no mortgage had average family 
incomes of $38,586, whereas the average family income of 
homeowners with a mortgage was $46,716. 

Second, the heads of families with no mortgage were 
older than the heads of families with a mortgage. Eighty per 
cent of the heads of families with no mortgage were 45 or 
older, and 30% of the heads of such families were at least 
65. By contrast, 38% of the heads of families with mortga-
ges were 45 or more, and only 3% of the heads were 65 or 
older. 

Third, shelter was a smaller proportion of total spending 
for homeowners with no mortgage than for those with a 
mortgage. Shelter accounted for 12.6% of spending for 
homeowners with no mortgage, 18.8% for homeowners 
with a mortgage. 2  However, costs of shelter not related to 
a mortgage were 12.4% of total expenditures for home-
owners with no mortgage and 9.9% of total expenditures 
for homeowners with a mortgage. 

Fourth, the two groups of homeowners spent different 
proportions of money on food and transportation. For 
homeowners with no mortgage, expenditures on food and 
transportation were 15.4% and 12.7% of total expendi-
tures: the corresponding percentages for homeowners with 
a mortgage were 13.4% and 11.2%. However, the spend-
ing patterns of the two groups on other items were 
similar. 

Average expenditures for regular tenants were very 
different from both homeowner groups. This reflects on 

Expenditure on shelter here includes costs associated with owned 
principal accommodation such as: risentenance. repairs and replace-
ments; condominium charges: properly taxes: homeowners insurance 
prermums: morigage interest: water, fuel and electricity, as well as those 
on vacation homes and other accommodation. It exckjdes, however. 
items that add to net equity in the home. If these items were included. 
the percentage would rise to 16.9% and 232%. 
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their much smaller average income and family size. The 
average income for regular tenants was only $24,641 
compared with $46,716 for homeowners with mortgage. 
However, expenditures per person for most component 
groups of total current consumption are very similar to 
those of homeowners with mortgage. Shelter expenditures 
per person were $2323 and $2458 respectively and as a 
percentage of total expenditure they were 19.6% and 
18.8%. 

Variations by Other Classifications 

Family income, family size and type, and class of tenure 
appear to have the greatest direct influence on family 
expenditures. There are, however, a myriad of other factors 
which contribute to differences between various sub-
groups of the population. Only a few of these have been 
covered in this publication. These include age of husband 
by family type and employment status of wife by age of 
youngest child. 

In addition to these, there are factors which are useful in 
differentiating between expenditures dependent on specific 
conditions which mainly influence a narrow range of goods 
and services. This section demonstrates information for 
five different conditions: principal accommodation expendi-
tures for regular renters by type of dwelling; mortgage 
interest and principal by value of home and year moved to 
dwelling; fuel and electricity expenditure for homeowners 
by fuel mainly used for heating; child care by level of 
expenditure; and transportation expenditure by number of 
automobiles or trucks.

In Table S expenditure on rent is shown for regular 
renters with a distinction made between those with and 
without reduced rent. 3  For those with no reduced rent, 
average rent paid varies by type of dwelling but these 
reflect in part differences in facilities included in the rent, 
particularly water, fuel and electricity. A complicating tactor, 
however, is that about 26% of regular renters with no 
reduced rent moved during 1984, and for these only the 
type of dwelling at December 31. 1984 is known. in the 
following table average expenditure on rent, water, fuel and 
electricity and for facilities included in rent is shown for 
regular renters without reduced rent. Separate averages 
are shown by three broad types of dwelling categories for 
those that did not move during 1984. Averages for those 
who moved are also shown.

Le tableau 2 indique que, pour l'ensemble des families et des 
personnes seules, los dépenses moyennes au titre do Ia garde des 
enfants so sent ètablies a $174 (15.5% de familIes déclarantes) ou 
$1,125 par famille déclarante.

Child Care by Level of Expenditure - Text Table V 

Table 2 shows that for all families and unattached 
individuals expenditure on child care averaged $174 with 
15.5% reporting or $1,125 per reporting family. This figure 
is lower than some users expect, but it reflects expendi-
tures averaged over a wide range of different circum-
stances. These could range from casual use of facilities for 
one child to an extensive use for several children. The 
extent of use would depend on factors such as age and 
number of children, the wife's and husband's employment 
status, and the availability of relatives within or outside the 
family unit. For spending units with children under 5 years, 
average expenditures on child care is $879 with 67.8% 
reporting. These account for about 75% of all child care 
expenditures. For married couple families 4  with wife work-
ing full-time the average is $424 with 19.2% reporting. A 
decomposition of child care by broad expenditure groups 
and associated family characteristics is shown in the 
following table.

In Table 2, the all class column shows average expendi-
ture on transportation irrespective of number of cars 
owned. The table below shows a decomposition of this 
overall average according to the number of cars or trucks 
owned by the family at December 31, 1984. Again these do 
not easily translate into the costs of owning one, two or 
three or more automobiles because of other factors such 
as total distance driven, number of adults and family 
income.

L'èchantillon 

L'enquete do 1984 sur les depenses des families visait los 17 
grandes villes régionales pour lesquelles on publie un IPC 
distinct5 . 

Comme dans le cas do programmes antérieurs. l'èchantillon do 
l'enquete do 1984 a été prélevé a rnéme Ia base de sondage de 
l'enquete sur Ia population active6 . Le choix de léchantillon sest 
fait en deux grandes étapes: Ia selection de grappes a partir de 
groupes do renouvellerrtent préétablis do i'enquete sur Ia population 
active dans chaque ville, et Ia selection de logements parmi los 
grappes choisies. 

Les limites des villes ont été fixèes conformément aux definitions 
du recensement de 1971: Charlottetown et Summerside constituent 
des agglomerations de recensement, Ottawa est Ia partie do Ia 
region métropolitaine de recensement d'Ottawa-Hull situee en 
Ontario, et les autres villes sont des regions métropolitaines de 
recensomont.

Survey Methodology 

The Sample 

The Survey of Family Expenditures in 1984 was carried 
out in the 17 major regional cities for which separate CPI's 
are published. 5  

As in previous programs the sample for the 1984 survey 
was selected from the Labour Force Survey sampling 
frame.5  The selection of the sample comprised two main 
steps: the selection of clusters from predetermined Labour 
Force Survey rotation groups within each city and the 
selection of dwellings within these selected clusters. 

The city boundaries were defined according to the 1971 
Census definitions: Charlottetown and Summerside as 
Census Agglomerations. Ottawa as the Ontario part of the 
Ottawa-Hull Census Metropolitan Area and the other cities 
as Census Metropolitan Areas. 

People living on Indian reserves and families of official 
representatives of foreign countries living in Canada were 
excluded from the survey. Members of religious and other 
communal colonies were excluded, as were people living 
full time in institutions, for example, inmates of penal 
institutions and chronic care patients living in hospitals and 
nursing homes. Data were not gathered directly from 
people temporarily living away from their families (for 
example, students at university), because data on such 
people would theoretically have been gathered from their 
families. In this way, double counting of such individuals 
was avoided. 

Data on part-year families were recorded but excluded 
from tabulations of average expenditure per family. Part-
year families comprised families and unattached individuals 
who were members of other families for part of the survey 
year. immigrant families and individuals who arrived during 
the survey year. and Canadians who returned from living 
abroad during the survey year. 

Data Collection 

First, all members of the household were listed and the 
families and unattached individuals that compose the 
household determined. A detailed questionnaire was then 
completed for each unattached individual or family. 7  (Fac-
similes of the Household Control Card (FEX1) and the 
questionnaire (FEX2) are available on request.) 

Because the Survey of Family Expenditures is designed 
principally to provide detailed information on non-food 
expenditures, only an aggregate estimate of food expendi-
tures is recorded. Detailed information on food expendi-
tures is provided by the Food Expenditure Survey, which

was conducted monthly throughout 1984. The results of 
the food survey are published in Family Food Expenditure 
in Canada. 19848,5 

Purchases of large items -- automobiles, for 
example -- are recalled fairly readily, as are expenditures 
on rent, property taxes, and monthly payments on mortga-
ges. The accuracy of data on other individual purchases 
depends on respondents' ability to remember such pur-
chases in detail or willingness to consult records. 

Several features of the survey help respondents recall 
their expenditures as accurately as possible. First, the 
survey period was the calendar year because it is probably 
more clearly defined in people's minds than any other 
period. Second, expenditure on food -- almost one-sixth 
of the average budget -- can be estimated as weekly or 
monthly expenses. Third, expenses on smaller items pur-
chased at regular intervals are usually estimated on the 
basis of amount and frequency of purchase. 

Quality Control 

To maximize accuracy during the processing of the 
survey data, strict procedures for quality control were 
followed. 

Editing was carried out in stages. A preliminary edit, 
mainly for completeness, took place in the field, and 
incomplete questionnaires were returned to the interviewer 
for more information. 

- The processing system used at head office comprised 

1. Reviewing each schedule for general quality, special 
notes, and correct location of items. 

Coding a limited number of items reported 
non-numerically. 

Keying data into an interactive data capture and editing 
system. This system applied approximately 400 differ -
ent kinds of edit checks as the data were being entered. 
The account balancing difference (see the section on 
notes and definitions) was then calculated, and records 
outside the 10%  limit were appraised to determine 
whether they were acceptable. 

Reviewing the data to locate extreme values for review 
and correction if required. Non-response fields were 
identified and imputed values applied to those fields

used in calculating expenditures, income, other money 
receipts, and changes in assets and liabilities. 

Sample Response 

The overall response rate was 74.5%. In Technical 
Table I, the sample response by city is summarized. 
Part-year families were excluded from the calculation of the 
overall response rate. 

Weighting 

Samples for each area were not allocated strictly propor-
tionally to population. To compensate for this allocation and 
for the variation in response rates among areas, weighting 
was used to restore the importance of each area with 
respect to national coverage. 

The weighting consisted of estimating the number of 
families and unattached individuals in each of 17 cities (see 
the section on the sample). Because the Census does not 
identify spending units (see the definition of family and 
unattached individuals in the section on notes and defini-
tions), a two-stage procedure was used to identify them. 

First, for each of the 17 cities, 1981 Census counts for 
three distinct groups were obtained and projected to De-
cember 1984. The three groups were one-person house-
holds. economic families, and people not in economic 
families living in multi-person households. Corresponding 
counts were obtained from the sample, and ratio estimation 
was used to derive the weights for each of the three 
groups. 

Second, these weights are assigned to all members 
present at the time of the interview. Spending units can 
consist of members of one or more of these three groups. 
The weight for the spending unit is simply the average 
weight of its members present at the time of the 
interview. 

The Reliability of Sample Estimates 

Sampling Error 

Sampling errors occur because inferences about the 
entire population are based on information obtained from 
only a sample of the population. The sample design, the 
method of estimation, the variability of the data, and the 
sample size determine the size of the sampling error. 

The sample for the Survey of Family Expenditures was 
based on a stratified cluster scheme. The sampling errors 
for such a design are usually higher than those for a simple 
random sample of the same size. The sampling error was 
estimated using a Keyfitz-type estimator. 10  The resulting 
standard errors are presented in Technical Table II.

Dans cette 
enquete, Ie solde du compte (voir Ia section "Notes et definitions") 
sort a verifier los données fournies do mémoire par lee onquetés.

Non-sampling Error 

Non-sampling errors occur because certain factors 
make it difficult to obtain accurate responses and retain 
their accuracy throughout processing. Unlike sampling 
error, non-sampling error is not readily quantified. Four 
sources of non-sampling error can be identified: coverage 
error, response error, non-response error, and processing 
error. 

Coverage error results from inadequate representation 
of the intended population. This error may occur during 
sample design or selection or both or during data collection 
and processing. There is no evidence of significant cover -
age error in the 1984 Survey of Family Expenditures. 

Response error may be due to many factors, including 
faulty design of the questionnaire, interviewers' or respon-
dents' misinterpretation of questions, or respondents' 
faulty reporting. In this survey, the account balancing 
difference (see the section on notes and definitions) is 
calculated as a check on respondents' recall. 

Because not all potential respondents cooperate fully, 
non-response error occurs in all sample surveys. This error 
is significant when a group of people with particular charac-
teristics in common refuse to cooperate and where those 
characteristics are important determinants of survey 
results. 

Errors may also occur during the processing of the data, 
for example, during coding, data entry, editing, weighting, 
and tabulation. In this survey, procedures for quality control 
were used during the processing of data to try to keep such 
errors to a minimum. 
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Notes and Definitions 

Item numbers. The statistical tables in this report include 
four digit codes for each category of expenditure or charac-
teristic shown in the stub. Where two or more basic classes 
have been aggregated (as in the summary tables and in 
various levels of subtotals in the detail), the content of 
these aggregates is defined by the item code range shown. 
See Table 13 for a full breakdown of expenditure 
categories. 

Average per family. Averages are based on the total 
sample. That is, on both families that reported buying an 
item and those that did not. (See the Technical notes on 
how to use this data.) 

Comparability. Family characteristics categories shown in 
the statistical tables from one survey to the next may not 
always be comparable. While efforts are made to describe 
the categories adequately within the tables, there are 
prohibitive space limitations. Users should therefore review 
the definitions in the respective Users' Guides before 
proceeding with their analysis of the data.

Family and Family Characteristics 

Family and unattached individuals. Terms applied to 
spending units, that is, a group of people living in the same 
dwelling who depend on a common or pooled income for 
maior expenses or one financially independent individual 
living alone. Never-married sons or daughters living with 
their parents are always considered as part of their parent's 
spending unit. 

In all cases, the spending unit is reconstructed as it existed 
during the calendar year, not simply when the survey was 
done. The rules used to reconstruct the spending unit have 
several consequences. First, some spending units include 
part-year and full-year members. Second, some spending 
units include only part-year members (that is, they are 
part-year spending units). Third, some records are formed 
by merging records of people who formed separate spend-
ing units for part of the year. 

The spending unit definition of families and unattached 
individuals does not correspond to family definitions used 
by other Statistics Canada surveys. However, in most 
cases the members of spending units of two or more are 
related and are thus consistent with the "economic family" 
definition employed by a number of Statistics Canada 
household surveys. The table showing family composition 
illustrates this point. 

Age. Age at December 31. 

Adult. Any member aged 16 or over. 

Child. Within the family type variable, this term represents 
any member aged less than 16. 

FamilIes at caractéristiques des familIes 

Famille et personne seute. Termes designant une unite do 
dépense, c'est-à-dire un groupe do personnes qui vivent dans le 
memo logement et qui dependent dun revenu commun ou mis en 
commun pour los principaux postes do dépense, ou encore une 
personne financièrement independante vivant seule.

Age. Age au 31 décembre. 

Adulte. Tout rnembre ãgé do 16 ens ou plus,

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For the family composition and age of youngest child 
variables the term 'child" has a different meaning: never-
married son or daughter of the head, with no age 
restriction. 

Family size (stub item). The average size of families of 
specific composition (see the definition of family composi-
tion). In this context, family size was defined as the number 
of year-equivalent persons. Family size was computed by 
dividing by 52 the total number of weeks in the year for 
which members were part of the family. In this way, 
part-year members were counted as fractions of a year-
equivalent person. 

Family size (classification). The number of persons who 
were family members. 

Family type. The number of adults and children in the 
family. 

Head. The member of the family mainly responsible for its 
financial maintenance. In most instances, the head is the 
reference person listed on the questionnaire. In families of 
married couples where the reference person's income was 
low and the spouse's income considerably higher, the 
spouse of the reference person was designated the head. 
Where all people share equally in financial maintenance, 
any member may be designated the head. (The person 
reported as the reference person was defined as the 
member mainly responsible for the S.U. 's financial mainte-
nance. This concept did not always take the individual's 
income into account.) 

Husband/Wife. The male or female partner where one of 
the married couple is the head of the spending unit. 

Employment status: 

Employed full-time or part-time or did not work in 
1984. 

Full-time earner. Any person employed for 49 weeks or 
more during 1984, of which 25 weeks or more were on a 
full-time basis. 

Part-time earner. Any person employed during 1984 other 
than as a full-time earner. 

Homeowner December 31. Families living in a dwelling 
owned (with or without mortgage) by a member of the 
spending unit at December 31, 1984. 

Family Composition Categories: 

Unattached individuals. One person spending units. 

Married couple families. Families in which the spouse of 
the head was a member on December 31, 1984. Where a 
married couple was not together at December 31, the 
spouse who left the spending unit was treated as a "rela-
tive" for classification purposes.

Ayant travaillé a temps plain ou a temps partiel, ou n'ayant pas 
travaillé au cours de I'annèe 1984. 

Salarié a temps plein. Toute personne ayant travaillé 49 semaines 
ou plus au cours do I'annèe 1984, dont 25 semaines ou plus a 
temps plain. 

Saiarié it temps partiel. Toute personne ayant travaillé au cours do 
l'année 1984, mais pas a temps plein. 

Propriétaire le 31 décembre. Famille vivant dens un logement 
(grove ou non dune hypothéque) appantenant a un membre do 
I'unité de dépense au 31 décembre 1984. 

Composition de Ia famille: 

Personnes seules, Unites do dépense composèes d'une seule 
personne. 

Families composees d'un couple mane. Families oU le conjoint 
du chef etait membre do i'unité do dépense au 31 décembre 1984. 
Si le couple mane ne vivait pas ensemble le 31 décembre. be 
conjoint qui avait quitté I'unité do dépense était traité comme une

Families ayant a leur tête un 
couple mane, avec au moms une personne apparentOe autre que 
des fils ou filles jamais manes, mais sans aucune personne qui ne 
soit apparentée au chef de famille. 

Families composées d'un couple mane eves au moms une 
personne non apparentée.

Families monoparentales. Families composées d'un seul parent 
et de sos enfants jamais manes, quel que soit leur age. 

Autres unites de dépense composees de personnes apparen-
tees seulement. FamilIes qui n'ont pas a leur tête un couple mane 
et qui comprennent seulernent des personnes apparentèes au chef 
de famille. 

Autres unites de dépense. Families qui n'ont pas a bun tête un 
couple mane et qui compnennent au moms une personne non 
apparentee au chef do famille. 

Mode d'occupation. On désigne par "propnietaires" les unites qui, 
pendant toute l'annee observee, ont vécu dans un logement (grevé 
ou non dune hypotheque) appartenant a l'un des membres de Ia 
famille. Sont locataires les unites qul, pendant toute l'année 
observed, ont loué leur logement (queues alent ete locataires, 
chambreuns ou locataires sans loyer). Le terme 'mode d'occupa-
tion mixte" so rapporte aux unites qui ont loué leur logement 
pendant une pantie de l'annèe et qui en ont été propriétaires le reste 
du temps.

Depending on the other members present, the spending 
unit could be categorized as; 

other spending units with relatives only, 

other spending units, 

other married couple families with relatives only, 

married couple families with at least one non-relative. 

A former spouse could be included in the latter two catego-
ries in those cases where the remaining spouse was 
remarried at December 31. 

Married couple only. Only the head and spouse are 
members. 

Married couple with single children only. Families com-
posed only of the married couple and their never-married 
sans or daughters, regardless of their ages. 

Other married couple families with relatives only. 
Families headed by a married couple, with at least one 
related person other than never-married sons or daughters 
but with no persons who were not related to the head. 

Married couple families with at least one non-relative. 
This subcategory of married couple families was not shown 
in the family composition table because of a small sample 
size. 

Note that the married couple tables shown in this report 
exclude those families with persons other than the married 
couple and their never-martied children. 

Lone parent family. Families composed only of one parent 
and his or her never-married children regardless of their 
ages. 

Other spending units with relatives only. Families which 
are not headed by a married couple and which include only 
persons who are related to the head. 

Other spending units. Families which are not headed by 
a married couple and which include at least one person 
who is not related to the head. 

Class of tenure. Homeowners are people who lived for the 
full survey year in a dwelling owned (with or without 
mortgage) by a family member. Tenants are those who 
rented a dwelling for the full survey year (as a regular 
tenant, as a roomer, or rent free). Mixed tenure refers to 
renting for part of the year and owning for part of the year. 
Spending units are grouped within specific homeowner and 
tenant classes based on their situation at December 31, 
1984. Regular tenants are further broken down according 
to whether or not they paid a reduced rent in 1984. 
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Expenditures 

Comparability. Significant changes to the classification of 
expenditures have occurred from survey to survey. Users 
therefore should be aware of them before comparing 
expenditures over time. A chart titled Comparison of 
Family Expenditure Categories 1969-1 984' lists the cate-
gories from the 1969, 1974, 1978 and 1982 surveys which 
are equivalent to this report's summary and selected detail 
categories. This document is available from the Family 
Expenditure Surveys Section. 

General expenditure concepts: 

Non-money gifts for persons outside the spending unit 
are reported under gifts and not under the relevant 
commodity groups. 

Reimbursed expenditures are excluded (e.g. em-
ployer, travel, expenditures covered by insurance). 

Expenses attributable to business are excluded. 

Furnishingand equipment included in the price of 
homes purchased during the year are not attributed to 
relevant commodity groups. 

Expenditures on fixtures (including built-in appliances 
and wall-to-wall carpeting) are reported under addi-
tions, renovations and alterations, installation and 
replacement of equipment and fixtures, repairs and 
maintenance as appropriate, and they may be reported 
on a composite (job) basis. 

The survey recognizes other composite goods and 
services e.g. travel tours (combining transportation 
and accommodation) with or without other services 
such as meals, hotels with meals included in price 
("Meal Plan" and Modified American Plan"). 

Except for mortgages, interest on loans is not attri-
buted to specific goods and services. These are 
separately reported as interest on personal loans. 

The survey includes all goods and services received in 
1984 whether they were paid for prior to 1984 or were 
to be paid for after 1984 (such as on installment plan). 
Loans taken out for purchases, as well as unpaid bills 
are accounted for in the change in assets and 
liabilities. 

Expenditure categories include provincial retail sales 
taxes, tips, customs duties and federal taxes. 

The survey includes the deductible amount paid for an 
expenditure category where insurance settlements 
were used to repair or replace property. 

Depenses

Concepts generaux relatifs aux dépenses: 

Los cadeaux non n'ionétaires destinés a des personnes ne 
faisant pas partie de l'unité de dépense sont déclarés sous Ia 
rubrique des dons et non dans Ia categorie de biens 
pertinente. 

Les dépenses remboursèes sont exclues (par exemple, em-
ployeur, voyages, dépenses couvertes par l'assurance). 

Les depenses d'affaires sent exclues. 

Les articles d'ameublement et le materiel compris dans le prix 
des maisons achetées au cours do l'année ne sent pas classes 
dans Ia categorie de biens pertinente. 

Los dépenses au titre des appareils ou accessoires (notam-
ment los appareils encastrés ella moquette) sont déclarèes 
sous les rubriques "ajouts, renovations et modifications", 
"pose et remplacement de materiel et d'accessoires", ou 
"reparations et travaux dentretien", selon le cas, et elles 
peuvent ètre reparties par travaux. 

L'enquete englobe d'autres categories globales do biens et 
services (par exemple los voyages, oü sont combines transport 
et hebergement), avec ou sans autres services comme les 
repas, les hOtels avec repas compris ('formule de repas" et 
"demi-pension"). 

Sauf pour les hypothéques, l'intérèt sur les emprunts nest pas 
classé dans Ia catégorie de biens et services pertinente. II est 
déclaré séparément sous Ia rubrique de l'intérét sur les 
emprunts personnels. 

L'enquete vise tous los biens et services reçus en 1984, qu'ils 
aient eté payés avant 1984 ou qu'ils doivent l'être aprOs 1984 
(par exemple, les versements a temperament). Les emprunts 
contractés pour faire des achats ainsi que les factures non 
payèes sont pris en compte sous Ia rubrique "Changement do 
Ia situation financière". 

Les categories de dépense englobent Ia taxe provinciale de 
vente au detail, les pourboires, les droits de douane et l'impOt 
federal. 

L'enquete prend en compte le montant de Ia franchise dans les 
cas oU un règlement d'assurance a servi a faire reparer ou a 
remplacer des biens. 
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Sauf dans le cas des biens immobiliers, le montant des 
dépenses représente le coüt total après Ia reprise. 

Les ventes distinctes do biens, saul dans le cas des véhicules. 
sont considéréos comme une variation do l'avoir. 

Solde du compte. Designe Ia difference entre les rentrées d'argent 
01 los déboursés. Los rentrées englobent le revenu total, los autres 
recettes monétaires et les postes débiteurs do Ia variation financiere 
(baisse do l'avoir et accroissement des dettes). Les déboursés 
comprennent los dépenses totales at los postes créditeurs do Ia 
variation financière (accroissement do l'avoir et baisse des 
dottes). 

Aliments achetés au magasln at aIlments achetés au restau-
rant. ("AIlments préparés a Ia maison" et "aliments consommés 
dans des restaurants" étaient los termes utilisés dans Ia publication 
do 1978 et celles qui l'ont précedee.) Les magasins comprennent 
lee établissements do vente d'aliments congelés, los comptoirs do 
produits agricoles en plein air et bus los autres ètablissements qui 
ne soft pas des établissements de service. Los restaurants corn-
prennent lee comptoirs do rafraichissements, los casse-croCite, les 
distributeurs automatiques, los cantines mobiles, les traiteurs et los 
vendeurs do café. 

Loyer. Montant net du loyer verse par Ia famille, deduction faite des 
frais imputables a une activité commerciale dans le logement. La 
sous-location a des chambreurs ou a des pensionnaires na 
cependant fait l'objet d'aucune rectification, mais los remises ont 
donné lieu a un rajustement. 

Propriétaire - Entretien, reparations at remplacement. CoOt du 
contrat et do Ia main-d'oeuvre, et coUt des matèriaux seulement 
pour tous genres d'entretien, do reparations et do roniplacement. 
Lee frais d'aménagement do pièces supplèrnentaires, do renovation 
et d'installation do nouveaux élèments sont considérés comme un 
accroissement do lavoir et sont indiquès séparément. Certains 
changements ont èté apportes Iors do Ia conception du question-
naire do 1982, do sorte que Ia comparaison entre los données do 
1978 et cellos des enquetes subsequentes s'est trouvèe affoctèe. 

Impot fonder. II s'agit du montant facturé, avant toute remiso do 
Ia municipalité ou avant toute deduction aux tins do l'impôt sur le 
revenu. Los frais do services spéclaux (par exemple, l'enlèvement 
des ordures, los egouts, etc.) et d'amèlioration locale ainsi quo le 
service d'eau sont inclus s'ils font partio du compto d'impôts 
fonciers. Los impots fonciers compris dans los frais do coproprieté 
sont excius. 

Assurances-locataire et proprlétaire. Primes versèos en 1984 
pour des assurances contre los incendies et des assurances tons 
risquos. Los primos payeos pour une période plus longue quo 
l'annèe observée n'ont pas étè réparties. Avant l'enquOte do 1982, 
Ia portion de l'assurance-locataire et propriétaire qui couvrait lee 
meubles et los appareils était incluse dans los articles d'ameuble-
mont et articles ménagers. 

IntérCt hypothécaire. InterOt sur lee hypothéques et los emprunts 
relatifs aux logements appartenant a l'occupant. Comme le rem-
boursement du capital pendant I'année observée n'ost pas consi-
déré comma une déponse, on la exclu des dOpenses do logement 
et dos dépenses totales, mais on l'a compte dans Ia variation nette 
do I'actit et du passif. 

Except for real estate, the expenditure amount is the 
total cost after any trade-in. 

Separate sales of properly, except for vehicles, were 
considered an asset change. 

Account balancing difference. The difference between 
receipts and disbursements. Receipts include total income, 
other money receipts, and debit items 01 financial change 
(a decrease in assets and an increase in liabilities). Dis-
bursements include total expenditure and credit terms of 
financial change (an increase in assets and a decrease in 
liabilities). 

Food purchased from stores and food purchased from 
restaurants. (Food prepared at home and food in eating 
places were the terms used in the 1978 and earlier publica-
tion.) Stores include frozen food provisions, outdoor farm-
ers' markets or stands, and all other non-service establish-
ments. Restaurants include refreshment stands, snack 
bars, vending machines, mobile canteens, caterers, and 
coffee wagons. 

Rent. The net family expense for contract rent after adjust-
ing for any use of the dwelling for business. No adjustment 
for partial subletting to roomers or boarders was made, but 
rent was adjusted by rebates. 

Homeowner - Maintenance, repairs and replacements. 
Contract and labour cost and the separate cost of materials 
for all types of maintenance, repairs and replacements. 
Includes all such expenditures on the dwelling including 
those for built-in appliances, and other equipment and 
fixtures. Costs of additions, renovations, and new installa-
tions are considered increases in assets and are shown 
separately. There were significant changes in the 1982 
c!Jestionnaire design which affect comparisons between 
1978 and subsequent surveys. 

Property taxes. This is the amount billed, before any 
rebates from the municipality or from income tax. Special 
service charges (i.e., garbage, sewage, etc.) and local 
improvements as well as water charges, are included if 
these are part of the property tax bill. Property taxes which 
are included in condominium charges are excluded. 

Tenants' and homeowners' Insurance. Premiums paid in 
1984 for fire and comprehensive policies. Premiums cover-
ing more than the survey year were not prorated. Before 
the 1982 survey, the portion of tenants and homeowners' 
insurance that covered household furnishings and equip-
ment was included in household furnishings and 
equipment. 

Mortgage interest. The interest on mortgages and other 
loans on owned living quarters. Repayments of principal in 
the survey year were not considered expenses and hence 
were not included in either shelter costs or total expendi-
ture, but in net change in assets and liabilities. 
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Water. This is the amount billed for water and any addi-
tional charges for sewage (including sewage pumping 
services) which are not included in property taxes. 

Traveller accommodation. When meals included in price, 
their cost was included here and not in food. Excludes 
accommodation which was part of a travel tour. 

Major household appliances. Net  purchase price after 
deducting trade-in allowance and discount. Excludes 
built-in appliances and appliances included in the purchase 
of a home. 

Vehicle purchase. Net  purchase price - - including extra 
equipment, accessories, and warranties bought when the 
vehicle was purchased -- after deducting trade-in allow-
ance and separate sales. 

Vehicle operation. The cost of operation adjusted to 
include only costs for family use. 

Health care - Direct costs to family. Expenditures on 
physician's care, eye care, dental care, hospital care, 
nursing care, etc., not covered by any prepaid plan. 

Home entertainment appliances. Net  purchase price 
after deducting trade-in allowance and discount. 

Travel tours. Package trips that included at least transpor-
tation and accommodation. 

Security. Disbursements on life insurance, social security, 
public and private pension plans, and similar items. For 
certain uses of the data, some of these items might be 
regarded as savings, although the relationship between the 
disbursement and increase in savings may not be easily 
determined. 

Gifts. Money and the value of other gifts given to people 
outside the family. Gifts of money from people outside the 
family are included in other money receipts. The values of 
other gifts received are excluded from the accounts, but the 
data are presented for broad classes of goods in Table 
13. 

Total current consumption. Expenses incurred during the 
survey year for food, shelter, household operations, house-
hold furnishings and equipment, clothing, transportation, 
health care, personal care, recreation, reading materials, 
education, tobacco products and alcoholic beverages, and 
a miscellaneous group of items. Consumer durables such 
as automobiles and household equipment were considered 
current consumption items. Changes in equity, such as 
buying and selling a home, were considered changes in 
assets and liabilities. Family expenditures for items used 
partially for business, such as the home or cars, were 
adjusted to exclude the amount chargeable to business 
use. Sales, excise, automobile, and real estate taxes were 
included as part of expenditure on the commodity or 
service to which the taxes applied. With subsidies the 
general rule was that respondents were asked to report 
their direct payments on rent, on mortgages, and on other 
goods and services even if the payments were reduced for 
any reason. If they paid the full amount but received

Utilisatlon d'un véhicule. Les depenses d'utilisation sont rectifièes 
pour ne tenir cornpte que de l'utilisation I aite pour Ia famille. 

Soins de sante - Frais directs payes par Ia famille. Soins 
médicaux, ophtalmiques, dentaires, hospitaliers, infirmiers, etc., 
non couverts par un régime d'assurance. 

Materiel de détente a Ia maison. Prix d'achat net, apres deduction 
do Ia valeur de reprise et des remises. 

Voyages. Voyages dont le prix comprend au moms le transport et 
l'hébergement. 

Sécurité. Primes d'assurance-vie, cotisations a Ia sécurité sociale, 
a des regimes de retraite publics ou privés et autres postes de 
dépense du méme genre. Aux fins de certaines analyses, quelque-
s-unes de ces depenses peuvent ètre considérées comme des 
épargnes, quoique le rapport entre les déboursés et l'accroisse-
ment do l'épargne ne soit pas facile a établir. 

Dons. L'argent et Ia valeur monétaire des cadeaux faits a des 
personnes ne faisant pas partie de Ia famille. Les dons en argent 
reçus do personnes n'appartenant pas a Ia famille sont pris en 
compte dans les "autres rentrées monétaires".

Dépenses totales do consommation courante. Dépenses effec-
tuées au cours do l'année observée au titre des postes suivants: 
aliments, logement, entretien ménager, articles et accessoires 
d'ameublement, habillement, transport, soins de sante, soins 
personnels, loisirs, materiel do lecture, education, produits du tabac 
et boissons alcoolisées, et divers autres postes. Les biens dura-
bles, tels los voitures et l'équipement ménager, font partie des 
articles do consommation courante. Los variations do l'avoir propre, 
telles quo l'achat ou Ia vente dune maison, entrent dans Ia rubrique 
"Changement do Ia situation financière".

Income and Other Financial items 

Family income before tax. Income before tax includes 
total family income received in the calendar year 1984, 
including gross income from wages and salaries, net 
income from self-employment, receipts from military pay 
and allowances, gross receipts from roomers and board-
ers, net rentals, family allowances, interest and dividends, 
all pensions, workers' compensation and unemployment 
insurance benefits, social assistance and income supple-
ments, child tax credits and miscellaneous regular income 
receipts. Income before tax in the Survey of Family Expend-
itures (FAMEX) is similar to the concept used by the Survey 
of Consumer Finance (SCF) with the following exceptions. 
SCF excludes families whose major source of income is 
military pay. Refundable provincial tax credits are treated 
as income by SCF whereas FAMEX includes only the 
Quebec Allowances for Children Under Age 6 as income 
and nets other provincial tax credits out from income taxes. 
Gross receipts from roomers and boarders are used by 
FAMEX while SCF estimates net receipts. 

Family income quintiles. Grouping obtained by ranking 
records in ascending order of total family income and 
partitioning the records into five groups such that the 
weighted number of records in each group was the 
same. 

Other money receipts. Other receipts not included in 
income, such as inheritances, bequests, lump-sum settle-
ments from property insurance, settlements from accident 
and health policies, and gifts of money from outside the 
family. Income from tax refunds, which was considered 
other money receipts in the 1978 survey, is now netted out 
in the calculation of personal taxes. 

Net change in assets and liabilities. Net  changes during 
the survey year in the value of both assets and liabilities. 
Assets include bank accounts, money on hand, money 
owed to the family, stocks and bonds (excluding the 
change in market value), the sale of personal property, and 
investments in real estate, including the home, and busi-
ness. Liabilities include notes due to banks, loan and 
insurance companies, etc., instalment purchases, charge 
accounts and other bills, rents, and taxes. 

Contributions to and withdrawals from registered retired 
savings plans are now included in net changes in assets 
and liabilities. In surveys up to and including 1976, contri-
butions were included in security, withdrawals in other 
money receipts. 

Revenu at autres posies financiers

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Change in principal of mortgage. The sum of payments 
on principal of mortgage less all amounts added to the 
principal during 1984. Payments on principal include both 
regular payments and any lump sum payments such as 
those made at anniversary dates, when refinancing or at 
time of sales. The amounts added to principal include 
increases to principal at the time of purchase of a home, 
when refinancing an existing mortgage, and in taking out a 
second mortgage. Change in principal of mortgage is the 
same as the payment on principal of mortgage which was 
used in the 1982 publication except for spending units who 
purchased or sold a home in 1984. For the latter group 
while the 1982 series can be adjusted to allow for amounts 
added to principal at the time of purchase, some inconsist-
encies exist in the earlier series in the treatment of pay-
ments on principal at the time of sale making exact compar -
isons difficult, if not impossible, at this stage.

Technical Notes 

Accurately interpreting the expenditure data presented in 
this publication depends on understanding certain con-
cepts used in the Survey of Family Expenditures. In this 
section, these concepts are discussed, and the calcula-
tions used most frequently in manipulations of the data are 
presented. Users are strongly advised to refer to this 
section before doing their own analyses of the data. 

Estimated Number of Families 

The estimated number of families and unattached indi-
viduals living in private households on December 31, 1984. 
These totals are aggregations of data used in the weighting 
of records in each class. (The weighting procedure i 
discussed in the section on survey methodology.) 

How to Combine Columns of Data Within a Table 

By combining columns of data within a table using the 
following technique, the user can obtain averages of 
combined groups for any item. 

Columns are combined by using data on the estimated 
number of families to form the weighted average of the 
values in the columns. 

An average for a combined group is calculated as 
follows: 

Multiply the estimated number of families by the aver-
age for an item for each of the columns being 
combined. 

Sum the results. 

Then divide this total by the sum of the estimated 
number of families. 

How to Calculate Aggregate Expenditure 

To derive estimates of the aggregate expenditure on an 
item, the user must multiply expenditure per family by the 
estimated number of families. Such aggregates are based 
on a sample that excludes part-year families and other 
people ineligible for the survey (see the section on survey 
methodology). 

How to Calculate Expenditure per Person 

The user should estimate expenditure per person on an 
item or group of items by dividing the estimate of expendi-
ture by the family size given in the same column. When 
comparing estimates of per person expenditure, the user

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should consider the differential effects of adults and chil-
dren on family expenditure. 

How to Calculate Expenditure as a Percentage 
Distribution 

By dividing total spending on an item or group of items 
by total expenditure, the user can calculate expenditure as 
a percentage distribution. However, there are other aggre-
gations of expenditure, including those which exclude 
non-discretionary payments, such as personal taxes. 
These measures may therefore be more appropriate di-
visors for some uses. 

How to Use Data on Percentage Reporting a 
Purchase 

Expenditure data given in the statistical tables are 
estimates based on the total sample, that is, on both 
families that reported buying an item and those that did not. 
Data on percentage reporting a purchase are provided in 
most tables so that users can derive estimates of both the 
number of families reporting a purchase and the average 
expenditure of families that reported buying an item. 

The user can estimate the number of families reporting 
a purchase simply by multiplying the given estimated 
number of families in a column by the percentage of 
families reporting a purchase (divided by 100). To estimate 
the average expenditure of families reporting a purchase, 
the user must divide average expenditure per family by the 
percentage of families reporting a purchase (multiplied by 
100).

How to Use Standard Error Table of Average 
Expenditures 

Technical Table II shows standard errors of average 
expenditure by family income groups, for all families and 
unattached individuals. These figures can be interpreted as 
a rough guide to the precision of the average expenditures 
shown in Table 2. 

In 95 samples out 01100, sample estimates of average 
family expenditure plus or minus twice the standard error, 
would be expected to contain the average expenditure 
which would have been obtained if all private households 
in the survey universe were enumerated. For example, if an 
average expenditure for a given category is $53.30 and the 
corresponding standard error is $7.44 then the 95% conf i-
dence interval for average expenditure in that category is 
in the range $38.42 and $68.18.

How to Use Data on the Sample Size 

When comparing groups or columns of data within a 
table, the user must consider the sample sizes involved. 
Apparent differences between groups of data must be 
weighed against the sampling errors associated with sam-
ple size. Information on the extent of the sampling error for 
particular items is presented in the table on standard 
error. 

For items not shown in the table on standard error, the 
user may use data on sample size and percentage report-
ing as a guide to reliability. Studios of the survey data have 
shown that the coefficient of variation 1 ' for a specific item 
is closely related to the number of families reporting its 
purchase. in particular, the following average relationship 
has been determined:

Data on average expenditure and percentage reporting 
have therefore been suppressed in the tables for items 
reported by fewer than 30 families. However, data on 
suppressed items are retained as components of more 
reliable, higher aggregates. 

The Relationship Between Estimates of Expenditure 
and Data in the National Accounts 

Users should note the following important differences 
between estimates of expenditure in the Survey of Family 
Expenditures and data in the National Accounts. 

First, the population covered in the Survey of Family 
Expenditures is not identical to that covered in the National 
Accounts. Data from the Survey of Family Expenditures 
comprise expenditures made by Canadian residents both at 
home and abroad; by contrast, most data in the National 
Accounts refer to personal expenditure in Canada by both 
residents and non-residents. Of the 40 categories of per-
sonal expenditure in the National Accounts. 39 refer to 
personal expenditure in Canada, but not necessarily by 
Canadian residents. Only by adding data from the fortieth 
category, net expenditure abroad, can the user derive total 
personal expenditure of Canadian residents. 

The coefficient of variation is the standard error for the item cvided by its 
average value. This can, as in the above table, be shown as a 
percentage.

Los donnèes tirées do l'enquete sur les 
dépenses des families tiennent compte dos dépenses faites au pays 
ou a l'étranger par lee residents canadiens; Ia plupart des donnèes 
dos comptes nationaux, au contraire, se rapportent aux dépenses 
personnelles faites au Canada par les residents et lee non-
residents.

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There are also differences in geographic coverage and 
definition in the two sets of data. Unlike the National 
Accounts, the 1984 Survey of Family Expenditures only 
includes information on people living in 17 selected cities. 
Data on the expenditures of people living alone who died. 
emigrated, or were institutionalized during the survey year 
are excluded from the household survey but are included 
in the National Accounts. 

II existe dautres differences entre les deux ensembles de 
données au niveau des definitions et de Ia couverture geographi-
que. L'enquete sur les dépenses des familIes en 1984, contraire-
ment aux comptes nationaux, ne comprend que des renseigne-
ments se rapportant aux residents des 17 vilies choisies. Les 
données concernant ies dépenses des personnes vivant seules qui 
sont décédées, qui ont immigré ou qui étaient placées dens un 
établissement l'année oU s'est tenue l'enquête ne font pas partie 
des résultats de celle-ci, mais sont incluses dens les comptes 
nationaux. 

Deuxièmement, 'imputation et 'attribution des dépenses soft 
conceptualisées différemment dens les deux ensembles do don-
nées. Dans i'enquéte sur les dépenses des families, on n'a impute 
que les donnèes manquantes a cause d'une non-réponse partielle. 
Toutefois, les comptes nationaux présentent des vaieurs imputèes 
pour plusieurs dépenses gui ne sont pas directement engagées. Par 
exemple. Ie coOt des produits agricoles consomrnés directement 
par Ies ménages agricoles, le coOt des aliments reçus en remplace-
ment des salaires et Ia valeur des services offerts sans frais 
particuliers par Ies banques et d'autres établissements financiers ne 
sont pas imputes dans l'enquète sur les dépenses des families, 
mais le sont dans les comptes nationaux. Les coOts directs tels que 
lee impOts fonciers, les assurances du propriétaire, los intéréts 
hypothécaires et les frais de reparation et d'entretien sont utilisès 
dens l'enquete sur les dépenses des families pour évaluer le coOt 
du patrimoine immobilier. Celui-ci, par ailleurs, est déterminé dans 
les comptes nationaux par 'estimation de Ia valeur locative des 
logements occupés par leur propriétaire. 

Dens Ia catègorie des services, on retrouve d'autres exemples 
illustrant le traitement different des palements directs et indirects. 
Par exemple, les paiements au titre des services d'enseignement 
(ceux des universités et des ècoles privées) sont mesurés d'après 
les frais payes lorsqu'il s'agit de i'enquete sur les dépenses des 
familIes, mais d'apres les coUts de fonctionnement totaux s'il s'agit 
des comptes nationaux. La méme approche est utilisée pour les 
activités des maisons de charité et des compagnies 
d'assurances. 

Troisièmement, certaines dèpenses sent classèes do telle façon 
dans I'enquete sur los dépenses des familIes et de teile autre dens 
les comptes nationaux. Le total des dépenses de consommation 
courante dans l'enquete et les dépenses personnelles totales dans 
les comptes nationaux recouvrent essentiellement les mémes 
categories de biens et services. Cependant, le total des dépenses 
de consommation courante comprend certains postes considérés, 
dans lee comptes nationaux, comme des transferts courants aux 
administrations publiques ou aux entreprises. Par exemple, les frais 
d'immatriculation des véhicules automobiles et les primes versèes 
a un régime public d'assurance-maladie sont classes sous Ia 
rubrique des transferts courants aux administrations pubiiques, 
tandis que Ia partie 'transferts" des intéréts sur Ia detle do 
consommation est classée sous Ia rubrique des transferts courants 
aux entreprises. De plus, les dépenses faites pour des personnes 
autres que les membres de l'unité de dépense ne font pas partie 
des dépenses de consommation courante dans los comptes natio-
naux, mais ils font partie des dépenses personnelles totales. 

Second, both the imputation arid the attribution ol ex-
penditures are conceptualized differently in the two sets of 
data. In the Survey of Family Expenditures, only missing 
data due to partial non-response are imputed. By contrast, 
several expenditures that are not directly incurred are 
assigned imputed values in the National Accounts. For 
instance, the cost of farm products consumed directly in 
farm households, the cost of food received by employees 
in lieu of wages, and the value of services for which banks 
and other financial institutions make no specific charge are 
not imputed in the Survey of Family Expenditures but are 
imputed in the National Accounts. In the Survey of Family 
Expenditures, direct costs such as property taxes, home-
owner's insurance, mortgage interest, and the cost of 
maintenance and repairs are used to estimate the cost of 
home ownership. In the National Accounts, the cost of 
home ownership is determined by estimating the rental 
value of owner-occupied dwellings. 

In the service categories, there are other examples of 
different treatments of direct and indirect payments. For 
example, education services (that is, those of universities 
and private schools) are measured in the Survey of Family 
Expenditures by fees paid, but by total operating costs in 
the National Accounts. Activities of charitable institutions 
and insurance companies are similarly treated in the two 
sets of data. 

Third, some expenditures are categorized one way in the 
Survey of Family Expenditures, but another way in the 
National Accounts. Total current consumption in the Sur-
vey of Family Expenditures and total personal expenditure 
in the National Accounts cover mainly the same categories 
of goods and services. However, total current consumption 
includes some items that are treated as current transfers to 
government or business in the National Accounts. For 
example, in the National Accounts, motor vehicle licence 
fees and public medical insurance premiums are catego-
rized as current transfers to government, the transfer 
portion of interest on consumer debt as a current transfer 
to business. In addition, expenditures on items purchased 
for people outside the spending unit are not part of current 
consumption but are part of total personal expenditure in 
the National Accounts.
