The estimates contained in this report 
are not adjusted for price changes, seasonal 
variations or number of shopping days; they 
are subject to revision on an annual basis. 

Although the dollar estimates were 
produced by comparing the month's sales and 
stocks of the same firms in both the current 
year and the previous year, percentage 
changes can be influenced by differences in 
the number of stores operated. 

Included in the sales estimates are all 
non-department chain store locations operated 
by department store firms. These locations 
have been classified to the kind of business 
category that is most appropriate in view of 
their respective commodity mixes. The only 
exception is the mail-order and catalogue 
sales business of department store firms 
which has been classified to the "general 
merchandise stores" category.
