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Beginning in January 1968, a new dep.rtment 
store definition (see page 7) and an expanded depart- 
mental breakdown of sales and stocks have been adopted. 
As a result, both the size and the structure of the 
department store "univerae" have been altered signifi-
cantly. 

With the inception of the new definition, cata-
logue sales offices, mail order offices and all other 
non-department store locations of department store 
fines have been eliminated from the department store 
category. (Information on the reclassification of 
mail order and catalogue aales offices, as well as 
non-department Store locations, will be found in Retail 
Trade (monthly), Catalogue No. 63-005). The over-all 
effect of this change will be to create a "pure" 
department store series. 

In this connection, it should be noted that, as 
of January, 1968, separate figures will no longer be 
published for discount department stores. In recent 
years, the differences between traditional and discount 

'artment stores have become less pronounced--until 
point has now been reached where there is little 

anything to distinguish one from the other. For 
• is reason, discount department stores which meet the 

•w definition have been absorbed into the department 
're universe; those which do not have been reclassi- 
ed as general merchandise stores, variety stores or 
me other category, depending on the cossnodities 

carried. A list of the department stores included in 
this and forthcoming reports is provided on page 5. 

In addition to the revised coninodity requirements 
set forth in the definition, a new and more precise 
treatment of concession sales is also specified. Under 
this definition, sales of concessions located in 
department store outlets will be considered as part 
of the total business of the outlet, with the exception 
of associated food departments which are not an integral 
part of the operation or which are identified to the 
public by any name other than that of the department 
store with which they are associated. 

In conjunction with the definitional and con-
ceptual changes described above, the departmental 
stratification of department store sales and stocks 
has been improved substantially, through a broadening 
of several of the coimnodity classes and the addition 
of ten new coimnodity groups. These new departments 
include plumbing, heating and building materials; 
gasoline, oil, auto accessories, repairs and supplies; 
receipts from meals and lunches; receipts from repairs 
and services; etc. A revised department store coninodity 
reference list has been prepared and may be obtained 
without charge by writing Mrchandiaing and Services 
Division, Dominion Bureau of Statistics, Ottawa. 

The data on the following pages have not been 
adjusted for seasonal variations, price changes or 
number of shopping days.

FAMILY CLOTHING AND APPAREL - this coesnodity group 
is con-posed of some or all of the following lines: 
women's and misses' dresses, hougedresses, aprons 
and uniforms; women's and misses' coats and suits;

For this report, every attempt was made 
to exclude all discount food sales generated 
within supermarkets either attached to or 
structurally part of the discount department 
store. This step was taken in order to achieve 
as much consistency as possible in the manner 
of reporting. Sales of candy, pastry and 
bakery products and delicatessen goods were 
included in the Food and Kindred Products 
Department, provided that these sales were not 
part of the sunermarket deoartment.
