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This report covers all known department stores 
is it January 1st of this year which meet the present 
L)RS department store definition (see page 9). Only 
sales of actual department store locations are includ-
ed; all other activities, such as mail order and cata-
logue sales offices and other types of stores, have 
been reclassified to other trades. As noted in previ-
ous reports, sales of concessions are generally in-
cluded in the total business of department stores in 
which they are situated. 

In addition to the main tables on department 
store sales and stocks, this report contains, on page 
8, a listing of department store firms, all or some of 
whose stores meet the DBS definition; and, on page 10 
to 14, the coimnodity reference list which describes in 
detail the comnodities comprising each of the 40 de- 

rents noted within.

A retail outlet is defined as a department store 
if it possesses the following characteristics: 

It must sell the following general lines of 
merchandise: 

FAMILY CLOTHING AND APPAREL - this ccsunodity group 
is composed of some or all of the following lines: 
women's and misses' dresses, housedresses, aprons 
and uniforms; women's and misses' coats and suits; 
women's and misses' sportswear; furs; jnfant' and 
children's wear; girls' and teenage wear; lingerie, 
and vcmeen'a sleepwear; intimate apparel; millinery; 
women's and girls' hosiery; women's and girls' 
gloves, mitts and accessories; women's, misses' 
and children's footwear; men's clothing; men's 
furnishings; boys' clothing and furnishings; men's 
and boys' footwear. 
Note: the outlet must sell at least six (6) of the
