APPLIANCES AND HONE FURNISHINGS - this 
conanodity group is composed of some or all of the 
following lines: linens and domestics; china and 
glassware; home furnishings; furniture, wooden 
and upholstered goods for living-room and dining-
room and bedroom; major appliances; T.V., radio and 

isic; hardware and housewares. 
te: the outlet must sell at least four (4) of the 
artodity lines listed above, with at least one of 

he cossnodities being furniture (wooden and uphol-
tered goods for dining-room and/or living-room 
nd/or bedroom). At least ten per cent (1071) of 
he outlet's total sales must be derived from the 

furniture, appliance and home furnishings group. 

ALL OTHER (MISCELLANEOUS) - this category includes 
all conanodities sold by the outlet but not shown 
above, such as: toiletries, cosmetics and drugs: 
photographic equipment and supplies; piece goods; 
notions and smallwares; jewellery; sporting goods 
and luggage; stationery, books and magazines; and 
food. 
Note: the outlet must sell at least three (3) dif-
ferent cossnodity lines with not one of these lines 
representing more than fifty per cent (507.) of the 
total store sales.
