This report covers all known department stores 
as at January 1st of this year which meet the present 
DBS department store definition (see page 9). Only 
sales of actual department store locations are includ-
ed; all other activities, such as mail order and cata-
logue sales offices and other types of stores, have 
been reclassified to other trades. As noted in previ-
ous reports, sales of concessions are generally in-
cluded in the total business of department stores in 
which they are situated. 

In addition to the main tables on department 
store sales and stocks, this report contains, on page 
8, a listing of department store firms, all or some of 
whose stores meet the DBS definition; and, on page 10 
to 14, the coimnodity reference li8t which describes in 
detail the coninodities comprising each of the 40 de-
cirrments noted within.

It must sell the following general lines of 
merchandise: 

FAMILY CLOTHING AND APPAREL - this ceesnodiry group 
is composed of some or all of the following lines: 
women's and misses' dresses, housedresses, aprons 
and uniforns; women's and misses' coats and suits; 
women's and misses' sportswear; furs; infnnts' and 
children's wear; girls' and teenage wear; lingerie, 
and women's sieepwear; intimate apparel; millinery; 
women's and girls' hosiery; women's and girls' 
gloves, mitts and accessories; women's, misses' 
and children's footwear; men's clothing; men's 
furnishings; boys' clothing and furnishings; men's 
and boys' footwear. 
Note: the outlet must sell at least six (6) of the 
commodity lines listed above, with at least one 
(1) of the commodities being men's and boys' cloth-
ing or furnishings. At least twenty per cent (207.) 
of the outlet's total sales must be derived from 
the family clothing and apparel group. 

FURNITURE, APPLIANCES AND HOME FURNISHINGS - this 
commodity group is composed of some or all of the 
following lines: linens and domestics; china and 
glassware; home furnishings; furniture, wooden 
and upholstered goods for living-room and dining-
room and bedroom; major appliances; TV., radio and 
music; hardware and housewares. 
':ate: the outlet must sell at least four (4) of the 
- imodity lines listed above, with at least one of 
no corrinodities being furniture (wooden and uphol-
