264,984,416 dollars centre 253,311,429 dollars an 1966. Ces 
établissements ont occupé, en moyenne, 35,165 personnes au 
coors de l'année 1967 (35,433 en 1966). La rdtajnCration versCe 
en 1967 a etC de 121,769,687 dollars, soit une augmentation de 
4.4 p. 100 par rapport A 1966. Aux fins du present bulletin. 
Ia rCnunCration comprend les tralteinents verses aux membres 
actifs de is direction des entreprises constituCes en sociétC 
mais non lea traitements et lea prAlèvenients des propriCtaires 
des entreprises non coastjtuées an sociCté. Le nombre d'Cta-
blissements s'cat accru de 42 unites peasant de 2,470 a 2,512 
entre 1966 at 1967. Le coOt du materiel at des fourniturea 
utilisCs eat passé Ce 24,990,210 1 25,960,123 dollars. 

En 1967, les recettes des blanchisseries out atteint 
71,509,309 dollars soil une augmentation de 4.5 p. 100 par 
rapport 1 1966 (68,407,711 dollars). Lea recettes provenant 
des travaux de nettoyage I sac se soot Clevées 1 140,488,337 
dollars, ce qui représertte on lCger aecroisseinent par rapport 
1 1966 (136,281,625 dollars).

General Sunsiary 

This report deals with the business activities of 
war operated laundries and dry cleaning and dyeing 

tants. Plants are classified as power laundries if 
:w greater part of the revenue is derived from laun-
dry work and as dry cleaners and dyers if the greater 
part Is from dry cleaning and dyeing. 

The combined operationa of laundries and dry 
cleaning and dyeing plants increased by 4.6 per cent 
from the previous year. Receipts reached $264,984,416 
compared with $253,311,429 in 1966. There were 35,165 
persons employed on the average during 1967, versus 
35,433 in 1966. Salaries and wages paid in 1967 were 
$121,769 1 687 an increase of 4.4 per cent from the 
1966 figure. Throughout this report, salaries and 
wages include those paid to working executives of 
incorporated companies but do not include salaries or 
withdrawals of proprietors of unincorporated businesses. 
The number of business locations increased by 62 plants 
to 2,512 in 1967 from 2,470 in 1966. The cost of 
materials and supplies used increased from $24,990,210 
to $25,960,123. 

In 1967, receipts from laundry totalled 
$71,509,309 an increase of 4.5 per cent from 
$68,407,711 reported in 1966. Revenue from dry clean-
ing was $140,488,377 for 1967, slightly higher when 
compared with $136,281,625 for 1966. 

Exclusive of the receipts for cleaning reported 
by power laundries which have no facilities for dry 
cleaning and receipts of cleaning plants using both 
petroleum and synthetic solvents, the combined revenue 
from dry cleaning work performed by power laundries and 
dry cleaning and dyeing plants was $127,315,722. Of 
this amount, $44,887,451 were the receipts of 690 
plants using petroleum solvents and $82,428,271 were 
the receipts of 1,516 plants using Synthetic solvents. 
As in the case of the previous year a significant shift 
during 1967 to synthetic solvents is evident.

SECTION II 

Power Laundries 

The 362 power laundries operating in 1967 
reported receipts totalling $105,256,189 an in-
crease of 5.9 per cent over the 1966 total of 
$99,421,169 reported by 363 plants. Average 
receipts per plant at $290,763 were 6.2 per cent 
above the 1966 figure. Receipts per capita increased 
by 3.6 per cent, to $5.15 from $4.97 for 1966, while 
the number of plants per 100,000 population remained 
the same at 1.8. Mong the provinces and the territo-
ries, Saskatchewan and British Columbia (including the 
Yukon) showed decreases in receipts of 5.8 per cent, 
and 3.8 per cent respectively. All other regions 
reported an increase in receipts. The largest increase 
was 42.8 per cent for Manitoba followed by 12.7 per 
cent for Newfoundland and prince Edward Island 
combined, 7.6 per cent for Quebec and 6.5 per cent and 
6.0 per cent for Alberta and Ontario respectively. 
The smallest improvement was recorded for Nova Scotia 
at 2.0 per cent.

Of their total revenue, power laundries obtained 
37.2 per cent from laundry work (38.8 per cent in 1966), 
13.5 per cent from cleaning (13.4 per cent), 44.6 per 
cent from rental services (42.5 per cent), 3.4 per 
cent from wholesale laundry and dry cleaning (3.7 per 
cent), and 1.3 per cent from all other services. 

The classification of power laundries by size of 
receipts in Table 9 shows that ill plants with an an-
nual volume of $200,000 or more accounted for 83.7 
per cent of total receipts, 63 plants with a volume 
ranging from $100,000 to $199,999 accounted for 8.4 
per cent, 70 plants with a volume ranging from 
$50,000 to $99,999 accounted for 4.9 per cent and 
the remaining plants with a volume of less than 
$50,000 accounted for 3.0 per cent. Generally 
speaking, there is little change in these ratios from 
year to year.

The 1967 survey recorded 2,150 plants, 43 more 
than in 1966. Receipts totalled $159,728,227 an in-
crease of 3.8 per cent over the 1966 figure. The a-
verage receipts per plant increased by 1.7 per cent 
to $74,292 from $73,038. On a per capita basis, re-
ceipts averaged $7.83, an increase of 1.8 per cent 
over 1966. There were 10.5 plants per 100,000 popu-
lation, no change from the previous year. 

Receipts increased in six provinces and decrea-
sed in four. The largest provincial increase occurred 
in British Columbia, (including Yukon) at 11,2 per 
cent, followed by Alberta (6.6 per Cent), Ontario (5.4 
per cent), Prince Edward Island (4.3 per cent), Quebec 
(3.6 per cent) and New Brunswick (1,0 per cent). The 
largest decrease at 12.9 per Cant occurred in Manitoba. 
Smaller decreases were recorded in Saskatchewan. Nova 
Scotia and Newfoundland at 2.2 per cent, 1.2 per cent 
and 0.7 per cent respectively.

volume ranged from $30,000 to $49,999 obtained 13.2 
per cent. The remaining 6.7 per cent of total revenue 
w.s obtained by 567 plants with a volume of business 

less than $30,000 in 1967.
