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SECTION I 

General Summary 

Ihi.s report deals with the business activities 
operated laundries and dry cleaning and dye-

ink; pl.nts. Plants are classified as power laundries 
Li the greater part of the revenue is derived from 
Laundry work and as dry cleaners and dyers if the 
greater part is from dry cleaning and dyeing. Incon-
sistent variations, from year to year, for power laun-
dries and dry cleaning and dyeing plants are due to the 
method of classification, however, the combined data 
of power laundries and dry cleaning and dyeing plants 
do show consistent annual changes. 

The combined operations of laundries and dry 
cleaning and dyeing plants increased by 2.1 per cent 
between 1967 and 1968. Receipts reached $270,628,560 
compared with $264,984,416 in 1967. An average of 
34,488 people were employed during 1968 compared with 
35,165 in 1967. Although the average number of em-
ployees decreased, salaries and wages paid in 1968 in-
creased to $124.605,691, representing a rise of 2.3 
per Cent over the 1967 figure. Throughout this report, 
salaries and wages include those paid to working ex-
ecutives of incorporated companies but do not include 
salaries or withdrawals of proprietors of unincorpor-
ated businesses. 

The number of business locations increased by 42 
plants to 2,554 in 1968 from 2,512 in 1967. The cost 
of materials and supplies used increased from 
$25,960,123 to $26,328,214 in 1968. 

In 1968, receipts from laundry totalled 
$70,908,726, a decrease from $71,509,309 reported in 
1967. Revenue from dry cleaners was $142,401,105 
for 1968, a slight increase when compared with 
140,488,377 in 1967. 

RAsultsts d' ensemble 

La préaente publication traite de l'activitf commerciale 
des blanchisseries mécaniques et des établissements do net-
toyage I sac at do teinture. On considère qu'il s'agit d'une 
blanchisserie mAcanique chaque fois que Is plus grande partie 
du revenu provient che travaux de blanchissage, et qu'il sagit 
d'une entreprise de nettoyage I sec et de teinture quand cette 
part provient du nettoyage I sec et de la teinture. Lea fluc-
-tuations ddsordonnées qui se produisent d'une année I l'autre 
entre los blanchisseries mécaniques et lea établissements de 
nettoyage I sec et de teinture soot dues I La methode de clas-
sification. Clobalement cependant, Is statistique des blanchis-
series mécaniques et des dtablisseinents de nettoyage I sec et 
de teinture rendent compte do variations ordonnées. 

Globalement, los activités des blanchisseries mécaniques 
et des établissements de nettoyage I sec et de teinture ont 
augmenté de 2.1 p.  100 de 1967 1 1968. Lea recettes ont at-
teint $270,628,560, comparativement I $264,984,416 en 1967. 
En moyenne, l'effectif employd ftait de 34,488 contre 35,165 
en 1967. Bien que lea effectifs aient diminué, los rémunérs-
tions versées en 1968 out progresse et atteint $124,605,691, 
soit une augmentation de 2.3 p.  100 par rapport 1 1967. Pour 
l'ensemble du present bulletin, les rémunSrations incluent lea 
traitements verses aux cadres actifs des sociétés conatituées, 
maSs excluent lea traitements verses aux proprietaires des 
entreprises non constituées ainsi que les prelèvements effec-
tuAs par ces derniers. 

Le nombre des locaux d'affaire sest accru de 42, pour 
atteindre 2,554 en 1968, contre 2,512 en 1967. La prix do 
revient des matilres et fournitures utilisées en 1968 a aug-
mentf, passant do $25,960,123 I $26,328,214. 

En 1968, les recettes produites par lea travaux de blan-
chisserle ont totalisé $70.908. 726, diminution par rapport aux 
$71,509,309 enregistrCs pour 1967. En 1968, los revenus des 
nettoyeurs I sec étaient cle $142.401,105, Ce qui constitue une 
légIre augmentation par rapport aux $140,488,377 do 1967. 
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Exclusive of the receipts for cleaning reported 
by power laundries which have no facilities for dry 
cleaning and receipts of dry cleaning plants using 
both petroleum and synthetic solvents, the combined 
revenue from dry cleaning work performed by power 
laundries and dry cleaning and dyeing plants was 
$126,774,116. Of this amount $41,193,263 was the re-
ceipts of 658 plants using petroleum solvents and 
$85,580,853 was the receipts of 1,510 plants using syn-
thetic solvents (Table 4-A). In Table 4-B receipts for 
cleaning have been suxmsarized back to 1955 which was 
the first year in which such data had been collected. 
The table shows an evident trend from petroleum to the 
use of synthetic solvents. In 1955, 961 plants using 
petroleum solvents only received 76.1 per cent of total 
receipts in comparison to 658 plants receiving only 28.9 
per cent of total receipts in 1968.

hers et synthetiques, les revenus combines des blanchisseries 
mecaniques et des étsbhissements de nettoyage I Sec et de tein-
ture se sont élevees I $126,774,116. Cette sonase Se decompose 
en $41,193,263, qui constituent les recettes de 658 ftabhisse-
ments utilisant des solvants petroliers, et $85,580,853 pour 
1,510 établissements utilisant des solvants synthétiques 
(Tableau 4-A). Le Tableau 4-B fournit un résumé des recettes 
produites par Is nettoyage depuis 1955, oO lea premilres don-
ndes svaient eté recuelilies dans ce domaine. Ce tableau per-
met de cortstater une tendance a l'abandon des solvants petro-
hers au pr3fit des solvants synthetiques. En 1955, 961 
établissemects utilisant uniquement des solvats $trollers 
avaiermt touché 76.1 pour cent de l'ensemble des recettes, 
alors qu'en 1968, 658 établissemneats ne touchaient que 28.9 
de l'easemble des recettea.

SECTION II 

Blanchisseries mécaniques 

Lea recettes déclarées par las 378 b1athisseries técuni-
ques en exploitation en 1968 totalisaient $108,714,737, soit 
une augmentation de 3.3 p.  100 par rapport au total de 1967, 
qui avait etC de $105,256,189 pour 362 Ctablissements. La 
moyenne des recettes par établissement ($287,605) Se situait 
1 1.1 p.  100 au-dessous de celle de 1967. Las recettes par 
habitant ont augmenté de 1.7 p.  100 et atteint $5.24, contre 
$5.15 en 1967, alors qua Ic noinbre de blanchisseries par 
100,000 habitants s'est aceru de .1 pour atteindre 1.9 (Ta-
bleau 6). Pared lea provinces, le Nouveau-Brunswick, le Québec 
et le Manitoba ont vu leurs recettes diminuer de 6.9, 1.8, et 
11.8 p.  100 respeccivement. Dana toutes lea autres regions, 
on a constaté des augmentations, variant entre un maximum de 
23.4 p.  100 en Nouvelle-Ecosse et un minimum de 3.2 p.  100 en 
Colombie.Britannique, l'ensemble constitué par Terre-Neuve et 
1'l1e-du-Prince.douard se tenant 1 4 p. 100, l'Ontario, I 
6.5 p. 100, Ia Saskatchewan, it 14.3 p.  100, et l'Alberta, I 
9.6 p.  100. 

La nyenne des effectifs employfs par lea blanchisseries 
mCcaniques en 1968 Ctait de 13,734, contra 13,961 en 1967. 
Pour 1968, lea rCmunérations totalisalent $50,311,746, une aug-
mentation par rapport aux $49,091,199 de 1967. La rCmunCration 
moyenne par employd était de $3.719, ce qui reprCsente une 
augmentation de 5.8 p.  100 par rapport sux chiffres établis 
pour 1967. 

L'enaemble des revenua des blanchisseriea niécaniquea 
provenait pour 36.1 p.  100 de travaux de blanchisserie (37.2 
p. 100 en 1967), pour 12.1 p.  100 de travaux de nettoyage 
(13.5 p.  100), pour 3.8 p.  100 de blanchisserie et de nettoyage 
1 sec en gros (3.4 p. 100), pour 46.6 p. 100 de services de 
location (44.6 p.  100), et pour 1.4 p.  100 de tous lea autres 
services (1.3 p. 100). 

La classmnent des blanchisseries mécaniques daprls 1'ir.-
portance de leurs recettes, qui figure au Tableau 9, indiqu 
qua 112 Ctablissements ayant un volume annual egal ou supérur 
I $200,000 se sont partagd 83.5 p.  100 de lenseznble des r-
cettes, 63 Ctablissements ayant un volume Se situant entru 
$100,000 at $199,999 sen partageaient 8.1 p.  100, 83 4tab1-
setnents ayant un volume Se aituant entre $50,000 et $99,999 
sen partageaient5.6 p.  100, le reste des dtablissements, 
dont le volume était infCrieur I $50,000, se partageant 2.8 
p. 100. On notera qua ces rapports varient pet dune annCe 1 
1' autre. 

Power Laundries 

The 378 power laundries operating in 1968 repor-
ted receipts totalling $108,714,737, an increase of 3.3 
per cent over the 1967 total of $105,256,189 reported 
by 362 plants. Average receipts per plant at $287,605 
were 1.1 per cent below the 1967 figure. Receipts per 
capita increased by 1.7 per cent, to $5.24 from $5.15 
for 1967, while the number of plants per 100,000 popu-
lation increased by .1 to 1.9 (Table 6). Among the 
provinces, New Brunswick, quebec and Manitoba showed 
decreases in receipts of 6.9 per cent, 1.8 per cent, 
and 11.8 per cent respectively. All other regions re-
ported an increase in receipts, ranging from a high of 
23.4 per cent in Nova Scotia to a low of 3.2 per cent 
in British Columbia, with Newfoundland - Prince Edward 
Island combined, 4 per cent Ontario, 6.5 per cent; 
Saskatchewan, 14.3 per cent; and Alberta, 9.6 per cent. 

The number of persons employed in power laundries 
on the average was 13,734 for 1968 versus 13,961 for 
1967. Salaries and wages for 1968 amounted to 
$50,311,746, an increase from the figure of $49,091,199 
for 1967. The average salary or wage per employee was 
$3,719 an increase of 5.8 per cent from the figure 
calculated for 1967. 

Of their total revenue, power laundries obtained 
36.1 per cent from laundry work (37.2 per cent in 1967), 
12.1 per cent from cleaning (13.5 per cent), 3.8 per 
cent from wholesale laundry and dry cleaning (3.4 per 
cent), 46.6 per cent from rental services (44.6 per 
cent) and 1.4 per cent from All other (1.3 per cent). 

The classification of power laundries by size of 
receipts in Table 9 shows that 112 plants with an annual 
volume of $200,000 or more accounted for 83.5 per cent 
of total receipts, 63 plants with a volume ranging from 
$100,000 to $199,999 accounted for 8.1 per cent, 83 
plants with a volume ranging from $50,000 to $99,999 
accounted for 5.6 per cent and the remaining plants 
with a volume of less than $50,000 accounted for 2.8 
per cent. It will be noted that there is little change 
in these ratios from year to year.

SECTION III 

Dry Cleaning and Dyeing Plants 

The 1968 survey recorded 2,176 plants, 26 more 
than in 1967. Receipts totalled $161,913,823, an in-
crease of 1.4 per cent over the 1967 figure. The aver-
age receipts per plant increased by 0.2 per cent to 
$74,409 from $74,292. On a per capita basis, receipts 
averaged $7.80, 0.4 per cent less than in 1967. There 
wer3 12.8 plants per 100,000 population, compared with 
10.5 for the previous year. 

Receipts increased in all provinces except Quebec 
which showed a decrease of 1.6 per cent. The largest 
provincial increase was 14.5 per cent in New Brunswick 
followed by Nova Scotia with 8.9 per cent, Newfoundland 
with 7.6 per cent, Prince Edward Island with 5.7 per 
cent, Alberta with 3.8 per cent, Saskatchewan with 3.2 
per cent, British Columbia with 2.8 per cent, and 
Manitoba with 1.2 per cent. The smallest increase was 
reported in Ontario at 1.0 per cent. 

Receipts by source, expressed as percentages of 
the total were as follows: dry cleaning 76.7 per cent, 
laundry 16.2 per cent, wholesale laundry and dry clean-
ing 3.9 per cent, rental services 0.8 per cent, all 
other receipts 2.4 per cent. In 1967 these percentages 
were quite similar with the following: 75.7 per cent, 
17.2 per cent, 4.2 per cent, 0.4 per cent, and 2.5 per 
cent respectively. 

Of the 2,176 dry cleaning and dyeing plants oper-
ating in 1968, 373 plants whose volume of business was 
$100,000 or more obtained 49.6 per cent of total re-
ceipts, 699 plants whose volume ranged from $50,000 to 
$99,999 obtained 30.7 per Cent and 551 plants whose 
volume ranged from $30,000 to $49,999 obtained 13.7 
per cent. The remaining 6.5 per cent of total revenue 
was obtained by 553 plants with a volume of business 
of less than $30,000 in 1968. 

The number of people employed on the average 
during 1968 was 20,754, compared with 21,204 employed 
in 1967. Operating expenses of dry cleaning and dyeing 
plants in 1968 amounted to $146,734,550, an increase 
of 1.5 per cent over 1967. The ratio of operating 
expenses to receipts was 90.6 per cent, compared with 
90.5 per cent in 1967. The average wage per employee 
increased by 4.4 per cent from $3,428 in 1967 to $3,580 
in 1968. Changes from 1967 to 1968 in the ratios of 
the individual expense items to receipts may be examined 
in Table 14.
