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SECTION I 

General Suninary 

This report deals with the business 
activities of power operated laundries and 
dry cleaning and dyeing plants. Plants are 
classified as power laundries if the greater 
part of their revenue is derived from laundry 
work or if the greater part of their revenue 
is derived from rental services, where it is 
evidenced that the plant does its own 
laundry of the items rented. Plants are 
classified as dry cleaners and dyers if the 
greater part of their revenue is derived 
from dry cleaning and dyeing. There are 
inconsistent variations from year to year for 
power laundries and dry cleaning and dyeing 
plants due to the method of classification; 
however, the combined data for the two 
classifications do show consistent annual 
changes. 

Note: The full-coverage nature of this survey 
was interrupted in 1969 when a sampling 
technique was used. The present publi- 
cation sees a return to the full-
coverage method. As the sampling 
method prevented the publication of 
certain series in 1969, we have chosen 
to publish all comparative statistical 
tables in this publication on the basis 
of 1968 data. References will be made 
to 1969 estimates throughout the 
textual material but those wishing the 
complete set of published estimates 
are advised to order the 1969 publica-
tion of Power Laundries, Dry Cleaning 
and Dyeing Plants. 

There were a total of 2,556 power 
laundries and dry cleaning and dyeing plants 
operating in Canada in 1970, an increase of 
2 from 1968, and together these generated 
$260,096,144 in revenue, down 3.9 'I. from 
1968 and down 5.8 7. from the estimated 
revenue for 1969. All provinces showed 
1970 revenues down from 1968 with declines 
ranging from 0.1 7. in Manitoba to 12.7 7. 
in Saskatchewan. 

Total employment declined 15.3 7. from 
1968 to 29,224 in 1970, while total salaries 
and wages dropped by 4.7 7.,, reflecting an 
increase in the average wage. 

Laundry revenue fell from $70,908,726 
in 1968 to $60,610,280 in 1970. Of the 1970 
total, 64.8 7. was generated by power laun-
dries, while the remaining 35.2 7. was gene-
rated by dry cleaning and dyeing plants. 
Dry cleaning receipts totalled $136,710,079 
in 1970, down from $142,401,105 in 1968. Of 
the 1970 total, 91.3 7. was done by dry 
cleaning and dyeing plants, while the

SECTION II 

Power Laundries 

The 359 power laundries operating in 
Canada during 1970 reported total revenue of 
$107,773,166, down 0.9 7. from the $108,714,737 
reported in 1968 and down 3.2 7, from the 
$111,309,589 estimated for 1969. While the 
number of plants decreased by 5.0 7. from the 
378 operating in 1968, the average receipts 
per plant increased by 6.4 7. to $300,204 in 
1970. Based on population estimates, the 
1970 receipts per capita declined 3.8 7. from 
1968 to $5.04 in 1970 while the number of 
plants per 100,000 population declined by 
5.6 7. over the same period to 1.7 in 1970. 
Provincial changes from 1968 to 1970 ranged 
from a decrease of 32.8 7, in Newfoundland and 
Prince Edward Island to an increase of 34.8 7. 
in Nova Scotia. In both of these extreme 
cases it should be noted that a substantial 
amount of the change reflects re-classifica-
tion of plants between the power laundries 
and the dry cleaning and dyeing plants classi-
fications. Among the other provinces, power 
laundry receipts showed general declines from 
the 1968 levels in all cases, with the excep-
tion of Ontario, which showed an increase of 
10.6 7.. Receipts were down 18.8 7. in New 
Brunswick, 12.8 7. in Quebec, 9.5 7. in British 
Columbia (including the Yukon and Northwest 
Territories), 5.8 7. in Saskatchewan, 1.8 7. 
in Alberta, and 1.2 7. in Manitoba. 

Of the total receipts reported by Cana-
dian power laundries in 1970, 33.0 7. were 
derived from laundry services, a drop from 
the 36.1 7. reported in 1968 and the 33.9 7. 
estimated for 1969. Rental services, which 
in 1960 accounted for only 28.0 7. of total 
receipts, increased steadily over the decade 
and, by 1970, accounted for 51.5 7.. Dry 
cleaning accounted for 10.9 7. of the 1970 
total, while wholesale laundry and dry clean-
ing accounted for 3.6 7.. Receipts from all 
other sources, including dyeing, storage, etc. 
represented 1.0 7. of the national total. 
Provincially, the maritime provinces showed 
a much higher concentration in laundry with 
relatively little in the way of rental ser-
vices. Ontario had the lowest concentration 
in laundry (30.4 7. of total receipts) and the 
highest concentration in rental services 
(59.1 7. of total receipts) of any single 
province. 

In 1968, 112 plants, representing 
29.6 7. of the total number of plants in 
Canada, had receipts in excess of $200,000 
and these plants were responsible for 83.5 7. 
of the total revenue generated in Canada. 

Blanchisseries mecanigues 

Lea 359 blanchisseries mdcaniques gui fonc-
tionnaient au Canada en 1970 out déclaré des 
recettes totales de $107,773,166, soit une diminu-
tion de 0.9 7. par rapport au total de 1968 gui 
était de $108,714,737 et une diminution de 3.2 7. 
par rapport aux estimations de 1969 qui atteignaient 
$111,309,589. Bien que lea 378 établissements gui 
fonctionnaient en 1968 aient diminué de 5.0 7., lea 
recettes moyennes par dtablissement ont auginenté 
de 4.4 7. en 1970 pour atteindre $300,204. Selon 
lea chiffres estimatifs de population, lea recettes 
par habitant en 1970 ont diminud de 3.8 7. depuis 
1968, pour atteindre $5.04 par personne, tandis que 
le nombre d'établissements par 100,000 habitants 
diininuait de 5.6 7. au cours de is méme période pour 
atteindre 1.7 établissement par 100,000 habitants 
en 1970. De 1968 a 1970 lea variations par pro-
vince se situent entre une baisse de 32.8 7. a 
Terre-Neuve et A l'Ile-du-Prince-Edouard et une 
augmentation de 34.8 7, en Nouve1le-cosse. Pour 
ces deux cas extremes, il faut tenir compte de ce 
qu'une partie importante de ces variations relève 
du passage de certains établissementa de la classe 
des blanchisseries mécaniséea a ceile des établis-
sements de nettoyage a sec et de teinture et 
inversement. Dana lea autres provinces, les 
recettea out subi, dana tous les cas, une bais8e 
génerale comparativement a 1968, a i'exception de 
l'Ontario oü s'est produit une augmentation de 
10.6 7.. Au Nouveau-Brunswick les recettes ont 
diminué de 18.8 7., au Québec de 12.8 7., en Colombie-
Britannique (y compris le Yukon et lea Territoires 
du Nord-Ouest) de 9.5 7,, en Saskatchewan de 5.8 
de 1.8 7. en Alberta et de 1.2 7. au Manitoba. 

En 1970, 33.0 7. des recettes totales décla-
rées par lea blanchisseries mécanisées canadiennes 
proviennent des services de blanchissage, soit une 
baisse par rapport a la proportion de 36.1 7. enre-
gistrée en 1968 et la proportion estimative de 
33.9 7. pour 1969. Lea services de location qui, 
en 1960, reprdsentaient 28.0 7. des recettes totales 
ont augmenté régulierement jusqu'en 1970 oi us 
représentent 51.5 7.. La nettoyage a sec représen-
tait 10.9 7. des recettes totales en 1970 la blan-
chisserie et le nettoyage a sec de gros 3.6 7.. 
Le8 recettes provenant de toutes ies autres sources, 
y compris Ia teinture et l'entreposage, représen-
tent 1.0 7. du total national. Au niveau des pro-
vinces, on trouve dana lea provinces maritimes une 
concentration beaucoup plus grande en blanchissage 
et relativement peu de location. En Ontario la 
spdcialisation en blanchissage était la plus basse 
(30.4 7. des recettes totales) tandiB qu'elle était 
la plus élevée de toutes lea provinces dana Ia 
spdcialisation en services de location (59.1 7, des 
recettes totales). 

En 1968, 112 dtablissements, représentant 
29.6 7. des étsblissements canadiens avaient eu des 
recettes supérieures a $200,000, ce qui correspon-
dait a 83.5 7. des recettes totales enregistrées au 
Canada dana ce domaine. En 1970, cette catégorie 
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comptait 113 établissements, soit 31.5 7. des eta-
blissements canadiens et leurs recettes représen-
talent 84.4 7. des recettes totales au Canada dans 
ce domaine. En 1970, 64.3 	des établissements 
appartenaient b des entreprises constituées en 
corporation contre 60.1 'I. en 1968. 

En 1970, les blanchisseries mdcanisées ont 
employé 11,795 per,sonnes, ce qui constitue une 
diminution de 14.1 7. depuis 1968. Les traitements 
et lea salaires n'ont baissé que de 0.4 Z au cours 
de Is même période, ce qui se traduit par une aug-
mentation de 16.0 7. en deux ans, du salaire moyen, 
qui atteint $4,248 par employé en 1970. 

En 1970, les traitements et salaires demeu-
raient le poste de dépenses le plus élevé 
($50,102,464) pour lea blanchisserles mécanisdes 
et représentaient 46.5 7. des recettes totales, soit 
une legère augmentation par rapport aux 46.3 'h de 
1968. Le coOt du combustible et de l'électricité 
représentait 3.0 7. des recettes totales en 1970, 
soit une augmentation par rapport aux 2.8 7. de 
1968 tandis que le coüt des matires et fournitures 
passait de 8.0 7. des recettes totales en 1968 
6.6 7. en 1970. Toutes lea autres dépenses d'exploi-
tation ant auginenté depuis deux ans; elles représen-
tent en 1970 35.7 7. des recettes totales comparati-
vement a 34.6 7. en 1968. Le total des dépenses en 
1970 s'est chiffré a $98,956,559, soit 91.8 7. des 
recettes totales comparativement A 91.7 7. en 1968. 

In 1970 there were 113 plants in this cate-
gory, representing 31.5 '1. of the total number 
of plants in Canada and their receipts repre-
sented 84.4 'h of the Canada total. In 1970, 
64.3 7. of all plants belonged to incorporated 
companies as compared to 60.1 7. in 1968. 

In 1970, power laundries employed 
11,795 persons, a drop of 14.1 7, from 1968. 
Salaries and wages dropped by only 0.4 '1. over 
the same period, reflecting an increase over 
the two-year period of 16.0 7. in the average 
wage to $4,248 per employee in 1970. 

Salaries and wages in 1970, at 
$50,102,464, remained the highest single item 
of expense for power laundries, amounting to 
46.5 7. of total receipts, up slightly from 
46.3 7. in 1968. The cost of fuel and elec-
tricity represented 3.0 '/. of total revenue in 
1970, up from 2.8 '/. in 1968, while the cost 
of materials used dropped from 8.0 7. of total 
revenue in 1968 to 6.6 	in 1970. All other 
operating expenses increased over the two-
year period from 34.6 'h of total revenue to 
35.7 7. in 1970. Total expenses in 1970 
amounted to $98,956,559 or 91.8 7. of total 
revenue, as compared to 91.7 7. in 1968.

Lea 2,197 établissements de nettoyage a sec 
et de teinture qui fonctionnaient au Canada en 
1970 ont enregistré des recettes totales de 
$152,322,978, soit une baisse de 5.9 7. par rapport 
a 1968 oi les 2,176 établissements avaient enre-
gistré $161,913,823 de recettes et une baisse de 
7.5 7, par rapport a 1969, oi les recettes estima-
tives avaient atteint $164,669,453. Lea recettes 
de 1970 étaient plus élevées qu'en 1968 
Terre-Neuve (plus 2.1 7,) et au Manitoba (plus 
0.4 7.). Les autres provinces étaient en baisse: 
de 3.4 7, en Colombie-Britannique (y compris le 
Yukon et lea Territoires du Nord-Ouest) a 12.6 7, 
en Nouvelle-Ecosse et a 15.2 7. en Saskatchewan.

Dry Cleaning and Dyeing Plants 

The 2,197 dry cleaning and dyeing 
plants operating in Canada in 1970 re-
ported total receipts of $152,322,978, a 
drop of 5.9 '/1 from the $161,913,823 reported 
by the 2,176 plants operating in 1968, and 
down 7.5 'I. from the $164,669,453 estimated 
for 1969. The 1970 receipts were higher 
than 1968 in Newfoundland (up 2.1 7.) and 
4anitoba (up 0.4 7.). All other provinces 
showed decreases ranging from 3.4 7. in 
British Columbia (including the Yukon and 
Northwest Territories) to 12.6 7. in Nova 
Scotia and 15.2 	in Saskatchewan. 

Receipts per plant averaged $69,332 
in 1970, a decrease of 6.8 	from 1968, 
while receipts per capita, based on 
population estimates decreased by 8.6 
from $7.80 in 1968 to $7.13 in 1970. While 
the total number of plants in Canada increa-
sed by 1.0 7. over the two-year period, the 
number of plants per 100,000 population fell 
by 1.9 7 to 10.3 in 1970. 

Dry cleaning continued to provide the 
niain source of revenue, accounting for 
80.2 7. of all revenues reported in 1970. 
Laundry receipts accounted for 13.7 7. of 
the total, wholesale laundry and dry clean-
ing for 2.1 7., rental services for a negli-
ceable 0.7 'I., and all other sources, 
including dyeing and storage, for 3.3 'I.. 
I1iere was a considerable degree of variation 
from province to province, with dry clean-
rig accounting for as little as 63.6 7. of 
otal revenue in Manitoba while accounting 
for 98.5 'I. of total revenue in Prince 
:dward Island. 

In 1968, 373 plants, representing 
17.1 7. of the total number of plants in 
anada, had receipts in excess of $100,000 
and these generated 49.6 7. of the industry's 
otai revenue. In 1970 the number of plants 
in this receipt category declined to 346, or 
15.7 7, of the total number of plants operating 
in Canada, and these generated 47.5 'I. of the 
total revenue. In 1970, 50.7 7, of all plants 
belonged to incorporated companies as compa-
red to 47.8 7. in 1968. 

Dry cleaning and dyeing plants employed 
17,429 workers in 1970, down 16.1 7, from the 
20,754 employed in 1968. Salaries and wages 
dropped 7.6 'I. between the 8ame two years, 
reflecting a 10.0 7. increase in the average 
salary or wage to $3,939 in 1970. 
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Salaris and wages in 1970, aL 
fa,656,669, were the largest single expense 
rem, amounting to 45.1 7. of total revenue, 
but were relatively lower than in 1968, when 
they constituted 45.9 7. of total revenue. 
Lhe total cost of fuel and electricity re-
presented 3.7 7. of total revenue, up slightly 
irom 3.6 7. in 1968, while the cost of mate-
rials used dropped slightly from 10.9 7. of 
total revenue in 1968 to 10.7 7. in 1970. 
All other expenses rose to 32.3 7. of 
total revenue in 1970 from 30.2 7. in 1968. 
Total expenses in 1970 amounted to 
$139,855,792, or 91.8 7. of total revenue, 
as compared to 90.6 7. in 1968. There were 
substantial variations in the total expense/ 
total revenue ratios between provinces and 
ize groups, with some groups showing overall 

losses for the year in 1970.
