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SECTION I 

General Sary 

This report deals with the business 
activities of power operated laundries and 
dry cleaning and dyeing plants. Plants are 
classified as power laundries if the greater 
part of their revenue is derived from laundry 
work or if the greater part of their revenue 
is derived from rental services, where it is 
evidenced that the plant does its own laundry 
of the items rented. Plants are classified 
as dry cleaners and dyers if the greater part 
of their revenue is derived from dry cleaning 
and dyeing. There are inconsistent variations 
from year to year for power laundries and dry 
cleaning and dyeing plants due to the method 
of classification; however, the combined data 
for the two classifications do show consistent 
annual changes. 

It should be noted that comparable 1971 
power laundry and dry cleaning data will not 
be available because the program was not 
conducted for that year. For 1971, some 
limited data will be available in the 1971 
publications of the Census of Merchandising 
and Services. The 1972 results have therefore 
been compared to the published 1970 figures. 

There were a total of 2,450 power 
laundries and dry cleaning and dyeing plants 
operating in Canada in 1972, a decrease of 
106 from 1970 and together these generated 
$257,989,342 in revenue, down 0.87. from 1970. 
Provincial changes from 1970 to 1972 ranged 
from a decrease of 7.27 in Newfoundland and 
Prince Edward Island (combined) to an increase 
of 2.3 in Nova Scotia. 

The number of paid employees in 1970 
was reported at 25,029 with salaries and wages 
of $115,000,754. It should be noted that 
employment data is not comparable between the 
two years. For the year 1970, respondents 
were asked to report the number of paid 
employees receiving pay during the last pay 
period of each month while in 1972 employment 
was reported for the last complete week of 
September or closest pay period. For part-
time employees, respondents were asked to 
report based on work week equivalents, using 
40 hours as the standard work week, e.g. 3 
part-time employees working 12 hours per week 
equaled I full-time employee. 

Laundry revenue decreased from 
$60,610,280 in 1970 to $58,966,367 in 1972. 
Of the total 1972 laundry revenue, 67.9% 
was generated by power laundries, while the 
remaining 32.17 was generated by dry cleaning 
and dyeing plants. Dry cleaning receipts in 
1972 totalled $131,576,429, a decrease from

En 1972, 2,450 buanderies mécaniques et 
établissements de nettoyage a Sec et de teinture 
dtaient exploites au Canada, ce qui représente une 
diminution de 106 par rapport 	1970. Leurs 
recettes totales étaient de $257,989,342, soit une 
diminution de 0.8 7. par rapport A 1970. De 1970

En 1970, les enquetes devaient 
declarer le nombre d'employea rdmundrés qui ont 
reçu leur paye durant Is dernire periode de chaque 
mois tandis qu'en 1972, la declaration devait être 
faite pour Is dernire semaine coinpiate de 
septembre ou is période de paye Is plus rapprochde. 
Pour les employes 	temps partiel, les enquétés 
devaient les declarer en equivalents de semaines 
de travail de 40 heures, c.-a-d. que 3 empioyés 
temps partiel travaillant 12 heures par seniaine 
chacun equivalent A un einployd A plein temps. 

Les recettes du blanchissage sont passees de 
$60,610,280 en 1970 a $58,966,367 en 1972. Lea 
buanderies mécaniques ont réalisê 67.9 7. dii total 
des recettes de blanchissage pour 1972, et les 
établissements de nettoyage sec et de teinture 
en ont realise 32.1 7., En 1972, len recettes du 
nettoyage 1 sec totalisaient $131,576,429, soit 
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the $136,710,079 reported in 1970. Plants 
classified as dry cleaning establishments 
reported 90.57 of the total 1972 dry cleaning 
revenue, while the remaining 9.5 was 
generated by power laundries. It should be 
noted that receipt sources by type of 
establishment vary substantially from province 
to province.

Exclusive of the receipts for dry 
cleaning reported by power laundries which 
have no facilities for dry cleaning and 
receipts of dry cleaning plants using both 
petroleums and synthetic solvents, the 
combined revenue from dry cleaning work 
performed by power laundries and dry cleaning 
and dyeing plants was $120,097,226. Of this 
amount, $34,956,694 was reported by 586 plants 
using petroleum only, while $85,140,532 was 
reported by 1,542 plants using synthetic 
solvents only (Table 5A).

SECTION II 

Buanderies mécanigues 

Lea 336 buanderies mécaniques exploitées au 
Canada an 1972 ont déclaré de8 recettes totales de 
$113,950,912, soit une augmentation de 5.7 7. par 
rapport au total de 1970 qui était de $107,773,166. 
Bien que Is nombre d'établisaements alt diminué de 
6.4 7. par rapport a celui de 1970 (359), lee re-
cettes moyennes par établissements ont augmenté de 
13.0 7. an 1972 pour atteindre $339,140. Selon lea 
chiffres estimatifs de population, lee recettes par 
habitant an 1972 ont augmenté de 3.6 7. depuis 1970, 
pour atteindre $5.22 par personne, tandis que le 
nombre d'établiasements par 100,000 habitants a 
diminué de 11.8 7. au cours de Is même période pour 
atteindre 1.5 établissement par 100,000 habitants 
an 1972 (tableau 7). 

En 1972, 52.2 7. des recettes totales déclarées 
par lee buanderles mecaniques provenaient de la 
prestation de services de location, 32.7 7. de la 
blanchiaserie at 11.0 7. du nettoyage a eec. La 
blanchisserie at le nettoyage a sec de gros at tous 
lea autres services rendaient compte du reste 
(4.1 7,) des recettes totales d'exploitation. Au 
niveau des provinces, les recettes des provinces 
maritimes provenaient surtout du blanchissage at 
relativement peu de location. En Ontario, au con-
traire, le blanchissage a fourni la proportion la 
plus faible des recettes (27.1 7. du total) tandia 
que lee services de location ont fourni la propor-

tion la plus élévée (62.6 7. des recettes totale8). 

En 1970, 113 établissements, représentant 
31.5 7. de8 établissements canadiens ont eu des 
recettes supérieures a $200,000; ces dtablissements 
ont intervenu pour 84.4 7, des recettes totales 
enregistrées au Canada dams ce domaine. En 1972, 
cette catégorie comptalt 113 établissements, aoit 
33.6 'I. des établissements canadiens, at leura re-
cettes représentaient 86.6 7. des recettes totales 
au Canada dane ce domaine. En 1972, 67.6 7. des 
établissements appartenaient a des entreprises 
constituées an corporation contre 64.3 7. an 1970. 

La nombre d'employés rémunérés au cours de 
is dernière semaine de septembre ou de is période 
de paye la plus rapprochée a atteint 10,506 emplo-
yes, dont 3,695 honmies et 6,811 fenines. Lee ré-
munérations se sont chiffréee a $52,076,883, ce 
qui représente une augmentation de 3.9 7. par rap-
port aux chiffre8 de 1970. En 1972, la rémunéra-
tion moyenne s'établissait a $4,957. 

En 1972, lee rémunérationa demeuraient le 
poste de dépenses Is plus élevé ($52,076,883) pour 
lee buanderles mécaniques atteigant 45.7 7. du 
total des recettes, soft tine legère diminution par 
rapport aux 46.5 7. de 1970. La cofit du combusti- 
ble at de l'électricité atteignait 3.1 7. des recet-
tee totales en 1972, soit une augmentation par 
rapport aux 3.0 7. de 1970 tandie que le coOt des 
matières at fournitures passait de 6.6 7. des re-
cettee totales en 1970, 1 5.7 7. an 1972. Toutes 
lea autres dépenses d'exploitation ont augmenté 
depuis deux ama, passant de 35.7 7. des recettes to-
tales an 1970 1 37.5 7.. La total des dépenses an 
1972 s'est chiffré I $104,833,734, soit 92.0 7. des 
recettes totales contre 91.8 7. an 1970. 

Power Laundries 

The 336 power laundries operating in 
Canada during 1972 reported total revenue of 
$113,950,912, up 5.7% from the $107,773,166 
reported in 1970. While the number of plantB 
decreased by 6.47, from the 359 operating in 
1970; the average receipts per plant increased 
by 13.07. to $339,140 in 1972. Based on popula-
tion estimates, the 1972 receipts per capita 
increased 3.67. from 1970 to $5.22 in 1972 
while the number of plants per 100,000 popula-
tion declined by 11.8% over the same period to 
1.5 in 1972 (Table 7). 

Of the total 1972 receipts reported by 
power laundries, 52.2% was generated from the 
provision of rental services, followed by 
laundry (32.77,) and dry cleaning services at 
11.07.. Wholesale laundry and dry cleaning and 
all other services accounted for the remaining 
4.1% of total operating receipts. Provin-
cially, the maritime provinces showed a much 
higher concentration in laundry with relatively 
little in the way of rental services. Ontario 
had the lowest concentration in laundry (27.1% 
of total receipts) and the highest concentra-
tion in rental services (62.6% of total 
receipts) of any single province. 

In 1970, 113 plants, representing 31.5% 
of the total number of plants in Canada, had 
receipts in excess of $200,000 and these 
plants were responsible for 84.4% of the 
total revenue generated in Canada. In 1972 
there were 113 plants in this category, re-
presenting 33.6% of the total number of 
plants in Canada and their receipts repre-
sented 86.6% of the Canada total. In 1972, 
67.6% of all plants belonged to incorporated 
companies as compared to 64.37. in 1970. 

The number of paid employees as of the 
last week of September or closest pay period 
totalled 10,506 and included 3,695 males and 
6,811 females. Salaries and wages amounted 
to $52,076,883 an increase of 3.9% over the 
1970 figure. The average salary and wage per 
paid employee in 1972 was calculated at 
$4,957. 

Salaries and wages in 1972 at 
$52,076,883, remained the highest single 
item of expense for power laundries, amount- 
ing to 45.7% of total receipts, down slightly 
from 46.57, in 1970. The cost of fuel and elec-
tricity represented 3.1% of total revenue in 
1972, up from 3.07, in 1970 while the cost of 
materials used dropped from 6.6% of total rev-
enue in 1970 to 5.77. in 1972. All other 
operating expen8es increased over the two-year 
period from 35.7% of total revenue to 37.57, in 
1972. Total expenses in 1972 amounted to 
$104,833,734 or 92.07. of total revenue, as 
compared to 91.87. in 1970.

I)ry Cleaning and Dyeing Plants 
	tablissements de nettoyage 	sec et de teinture 

The 2,114 dry cleaning and dyeing plants 
operating in Canada in 1972 reported total 
receipts of $144,038,430, a drop of 5.47, from 
the $152,322,978 reported by the 2,197 plants 
operating in 1970. The 1972 receipts were 
higher than 1970 in New Brunswick (up 1.27.). 
All other provinces showed decreases ranging 
from 4.47. in Newfoundland to 23.07, in Prince 
Edward Island. 

Receipts per plant averaged $68,135 in 
1972, a decrease of 1.77. from 1970, while 
receipts per capita, based on population 
estimates decreased by 7.47,, from $7.13 in 
1970 to $6.60 in 1972. The total number of 
plants in Canada decreased by 3.87, over the 
two-year period, the number of plants per 
100,000 population fell by 5.87, to 9.7 in 
1972. 

Dry cleaning continued to provide the 
main source of revenue, accounting for 81.37, 
of all revenues reported in 1972. Laundry 
receipts accounted for 12.7% of the total, 
wholesale laundry and dry cleaning for 1,77,, 
rental services for a negligeable 0.87., and 
all other sources, including dyeing and 
storage, for 3.57,. There was a considerable 
degree of variation from province to province. 

In 1970, 346 plants, representing 15.77, 
of the total number of plants in Canada, had 
receipts in excess of $100,000 and these 
generated 47.57, of the industry's total 
revenue. In 1972 the number of plants in this 
receipt category declined to 298 or 14,17, of 
the total number of plants operating in 
Canada, and these generated 45.07. of the total 
revenue. 

Dry cleaning and dyeing plants reported 
14,523 employees as of the last complete week 
of September, 1972 or closest pay period, 
consisting of 5,021 males and 9,502 females. 
Salaries and wages totalled $62,923,871, a 
decrease of 8.47. from the 1970 figure. 

Salaries and wages were the largest 
single expense item, amounting to 43.7% of 
the 1972 total revenue, but were relatively 
lower than in 1970 when they constituted 45.17, 
of total revenue (Table 14). The total cost 
of fuel and electricity represented 4.07. of 
total revenue, up from 3.77. in 1970, while 
the cost of materials used remained unchanged 
at 10.77,. All other expenses rose to 32.47. 
of total revenue in 1972 from 32.37, in 1970.

Distributions of average receipts 
and operating expenses for incorporated and 
unincorporated businesses by revenue group 
size and province is printed in Tables 18 
and 19.
