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NOTES 

This bulletin sumarizes the statistics published in 
the monthly series "New Motor Vehicle Sales", Cata-
logue Mo. 63-007, and, in addition, contains minor 
revisions to the data published in this series. 

New Motor Vehicle Sales statistics are obtained 
from Canadian manufacturers (for both Canadian 
and U.S. made Cars) and from direct importers 
of cars of other than Canadian or U.S. ulanu-
tacture, In both cases, reapondents are re-
quested to provide consolidated totals of their 
dealers' monthly statements on sales of new 
motor vehicles. Every effort is made to avoid 
duplication, particularly for sales reported by 
istributors of overseas manufactured vehicles. 

S mmercial Vehicles is a term employed for 
invenience throughout the text, with reference 

solely to "trucks and buses". Passenger-carrying 
automqbiles used for cousnercial purposes, such as 
taxis and local delivery services, are neverthe-
less classified with passenger vehicles for the 
purpose of this report.

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motor vehicles declined by 143,264 units to 
a total of 774,241 units, i.e., a drop of 
15.6% over 1969. In dollars, this amounted 
to a decrease of $510.5 million, to a total 
of $2,812.3 million, or 15.4% less than in 
1969. In the 25 years since the end of World 
War II, there have been nine such declines, 
one of which had been even more acute (a 
drop of unit sales of 17.3% in 1954 over 
1953). 

The unit sales decline occurred both 
in passenger cars (-15.8%) and in commercial 
vehicles (-14.67.), and in all regions. The 
Atlantic Provinces, Quebec and Manitoba suf-
fered a below average decline, while above 
average losses occurred in the other provinces 
- the most acute in Saskatchewan (-21.47.) 
and Alberta (-21.07.). 

In total, 640,360 passenger cars were 
sold in 1970 for $2,158.5 million, and 133, 
881 commercial vehicles for $653.8 million. 
Of the passenger cars, 497,185 were manufac-
tured in Canada and the U.S. and 143,175 were 
manufactured overseas. Hence 77.6% of the 
Canadian passenger car market (in units) was 
satisfied by North-American manufactured cars 
whose share of sales had been more or less 
static between 1963 and 1966 at about 90% and 
declined steadily since 1966, while the mar-
ket share of overseas passenger cars rose 
correspondingly. 

A sharp decline in unit sales was re-
corded by North-American passenger cars, 
whose sales dropped 22.17, in 1970 over 1969. 
At the same time overseas manufactured pas-
senger cars recorded a sales increase of 
16.8%. Similarly, North-American manufac- 
tured commercial vehicle sales declined 16.7%, 
while their overseas competitors increased 
unit sales by 29.77,. (It should be noted, 
however, that this increase is based on rela-
tively few vehicles, from 7,105 in 1969 to 
9,217 in 1970, so that the market share of 
overseas manufactured commercial vehicles in 
1970 is 6.9%.) 

The apparently substantial share of 
new car sales of 22.4% held by overseas pas- 
senger cars in 1970 had been ecceeded in 1959 
and 1960, when their share was 26.8% and 
28.1% respectively. Thus, neither the drop 
in passenger car sales, nor the rise of mar-
ket share of overseas passenger cars which 

En 1970,  les veflEeS ou détai! Jo vh i cubs 
automobiles neufs ont diminué de 143,264 unites, 
soit de 15.6%, par rapport a 1969 en tombant a 
774,241 unites.

.'erseas passenger cars enjoyed their 
popularity in British Columbia, 

where their market share amounted to 44.07., 
but overseas imports have always been more 
popular in that province, having reached al-
most 437 of the market in 1959 and 1960 - 
long before the Japanese imports entered the 
Canadian car market. In Nova Scotia and 
New Brunswick, overseas manufactured passen-
ger cars also enjoyed above average market 
shares of 27.07 and 25.1% respectively. 

The long term changes in regional dis-
tribution of unit sales are, as one might 
expect, of a low order of magnitude and there 
are few discernible trends: of the total num-
ber of passenger cars sold in Canada, Quebec 
accounts for an increasing proportion, rising 
from around 26% between 1961 and 1969 to 27.6°!, 
in 1970; the percentage distribution of 
British Columbia rose from about 8% in the 
years from 1961 to 1967 to 9.4°!, in 1970. On 
the other hand, Manitoba and Saskatchewan 
account for a decreasing proportion of the 
Canadian passenger car market, reaching 3.9% 

al 2.87 respectively in 1970. The shares 
the Canadian market held by Ontario, the 

:t1antic Provinces and Alberta have been 
fairly stable in the past ten years, reaching 
41.4°!,, 7.6% and 7.3% respectively. 

Commercial vehicles have a somewhat 
different provincial distribution than pas-
senger cars. Ontario and Quebec, while still 
the most important segments of the Canadian 
market accounted for only 33.67 and 16.47, of 
commercial vehicle sales respectively. The 
share held by Quebec has diminished gradually 
from 23.47. in 1961 to 15.8 °!. in 1968. Since 
then, this province's importance to the com-
mercial vehicle market has increased again, 
reaching a share of 16.47. in 1970. Ontario's 
share, on the other hand, increased from 
around 32% in the early and middle sixties 
to 33,67, in 1970. Alberta and British 
Columbia account for a comparatively greater 
proportion of commercial motor vehicle sales 
than of passenger cars: Alberta held 14.6% of 
the Canadian commercial vehicles market in 
1970 whiLe British Columbia accounted for 
15.67, - a very substantial increase from a 
market share of 8.27, in 1961. 

The seasonal trend in 1970 of new motor 
vehicle sales followed the 1969 trend quite 
rlosely. North-American manufactured pas- 

tiger cars had a similar trend to those im- 
rted from overseas, except that the imports 

Rowed a less pronounced peak in April, May 
and June and their sales held up better in 
JuLy, August and September than those of 
North-American made passenger cars,

The average unit price paid by the 
consumer for Canadian and U.S. manufactured 
passenger cars increased from $2,846 in 1956 
to $3,612 in 1970, while that of their over- 
seas competitors rose from $1,870 to $2,534 
in that period. It is noteworthy that the 
average price of North-American cars remained 
virtually the same in 1970 as in 1969, prob- 
ably partly due to the introduction and sale 
of compacts and sub-compacts, while the av- 
erage purchase price of overseas imports in- 
creased from $2,413 to $2,534. (Increases 
in the average price do not necessarily on-
ly reflect an inflationary trend; they may 
also reflect a switch to more expensive mod-
els with additional features.) 

A detailed study of motor vehicle f i-
nancing by sales finance companies is in-
cluded in the annual DBS report, "Sales Fi-
nancing", Catalogue No. 63-211.
