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NEW MOTOR VEHICLE SALES

39./1);

In 1971, retail sales of new motor
vehicles in Canada reached an all time high
of 940,332 units. This is 21.5 % more than
the 774,241 units sold in 1970, but only
2.5 % above the previous record of 917,505
units sold in 1969. Dollar sales in 1971
also reached an all-time high with $3,553.1
million -~ 26.3 % more than in 1970 and 6.9 %
higher than in 1969.

Both passenger cars and commercial
vehicles achieved all-time retail sales
records in Canada as a whole, though not in
all regions. In total, 780,762 passenger
cars were sold in 1971 for $2,737.5 million,
and 159,570 commercial vehicles for $815.5
million. Of the passenger cars, 592,319
were manufactured in Canada and the U.S. and
188,443 were manufactured overseas. Hence,
75.9 7 of the Canadian passenger car market
(in units) was satisfied by North-American
manufactured cars and 24.1 % by cars manu-
factured overseas, This is the fifth con-
secutive year of falling market shares of
North-American made passenger cars, although
the 24.1 % share of overseas manufactured
passenger car sales is not an all-time high
and was exceeded in 1960 (28.1 %) and
1959 (26.8 %).

Regionally, the percentage distribu-
tion of passenger cars followed the per-
centage distribution of retail sales quite
closely but showed slight under development
in the West while Ontario and Quebec
achieved a slightly larger share of the
Canadian passenger car market than of total
retall sales generally. The percentage dis-
tribution of commercial vehicle sales followed
a somewhat different pattern: sales were pro-
portionately stronger in the West than in the
East. Thus, while 26.2 % of passenger car
sales (based on units) were made in the
Prairie Provinces and B.C., 41.0 % of all
commercial vehicle sales were made there.

The seasonal pattern of passenger car
sales during 1971 was in some respects
different from that of earlier years. Jan-
uvary sales started abnormally low due to an
industry strike, then rose rapidly in Feb-
ruary which usually tends to be a low-sales
month. As in 1969 and 1968, sales peaked in
May and October, were down in August and
December.

En 1971, les ventes au détail de véhicules
automobiles neufs au Canada ont atteint le chiffre
record de 940,332 unités, soit 21.5 % de plus
qu'en 1970 alors qu'on en avait vendu 774,241
unités, mais seulement 2.5 % de plus que le
record précédent de 917,505 unités vendues en
1969.

Les ventes au détail de voitures particu-
liéres et de véhicules utilitaires ont atteint un
chiffre record dans 1'ensemble du Canada, mais non
dans toutes les régions. En tout, les ventes de
voitures particuliéres en 1971, ont atteint
780,762 unités évaluées a 2,737.5 millions de
dollars et celles de véhicules utilitaires,
159,570 unités évaluées a 815.5 millions de
dollars. Les ventes de voitures particulidres
fabriquées au Canada et aux Etats-Unis ont été de
592,319 unités, et celles de voitures particulidres
fabriquées outre-mer, de 188,443. Ainsi, 75.9 %
des voitures particuliéres vendues au Canada
avaient été fabriquées en Amérique du Nord, et
24.1 7% avaient été fabriquées outre-mer. Il
s'agit de la cinquiédme année consécutive ou la
proportion des ventes de voitures particuliéres .
fabriquées en Amérique du Nord enregistre une
diminution, mais les ventes de voitures particul-
i2res fabriquées putre-mer qui représentent 24.1 %
ne constituent pas un record car ce chiffre a été
dépassé en 1960 (28.1 %) et en 1959 (26.8 %).

Sur le plan régional, la répartition en pour-
centage des voitures particulidres correspond
d'assez pr2s i celle des ventes au détail, mais
présente un léger recul dans 1l'ouest, tandis que
1'Ontario et le Québec ont accaparé de fagon
générale une part lég2rement plus élevée du marché
canadien des voitures particuliéres que de
1l'ensemble des ventes au détail.

Average retail prices paid for Canadian
and U.S. manufactured passenger cars in 1967
were $3,381, rose in 1968 to $3,512, again
in 1969 to $3,616, held in 1970 to $3,612,
then increased again in 1971 to $3,757.
Average retail prices paid for overseas
manufactured passenger cars were $2,212 in
1967, rose to 52,319 in 1968, to $2,413 in
1969, again in 1970 (when North American
manufactured cars showed a substantial de-
cline in total sales and no increase in the
average price paid by the consumer) to
$2,534, and finally to $2,719 in 1971.
These prices do not necessarily reflect only
simple price changes, but are also affected
by the type of vehicle bought by the con-
sumer. On the whole, the gap between the
prices paid for overseas passenger cars and
North American passenger cars is narrowing.
The holding of prices of North American
manufactured cars between 1969 and 1970 and
the increased popularity of lower-priced
Canadian and U.S. manufactured compact and
sub-compact cars in 1971 were probably
contributory factors to the narrowing of
the purchase price gap.

A study of motor vehicle financing by
sales finance companies is included in the
annual Statistics Canada report, '"Sales
Slocmidiug'", Selaloged No, 85-21L.
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1. This bulletin summarizes the statistics
published in the monthly series “New
Motor Vehicle Sales', Catalogue No.
63-007, and, in addition, contains minor
revisions to the data published in this
series.

2. New Motor Vehicle Sales statistics are
obtained from both Canadian manufacturers
and importers of motor vehicles. Res-
pondents are requested to provide conso-
lidated totals of their dealers' monthly
statements on sales of new motor vehicles.
Every effort is made to avoid duplication,
particularly for sales reported by dis-
tributors of overseas manufactured
vehicles.

3. Commercial Vehicles is a term employed for
convenience throughout the text, with ref-
erence solely to '"trucks and buses'.
Passenger-carrying automobiles used for
commercial purposes, such as taxis and
local delivery services, are nevertheless
tlassified with passenger vehicles for the
porgssl of clig yepexe.
