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INTRODUCTION 

FI is annual publication contains the fi-
naL monthly statistics released during the 
past calendar year in the monthly bulletin 
"New Motor Vehicle Sales" Catalogue 63-007. 
It also includes minor revisions to the month-
ly series, extensive historical data, a table 
of seasonally adjusted series in Table 9 and 
other relevant statistical tables. 

The monthly statistical series on new 
motor vehicle sales are obtained by the Mer-
chandising and Services Division from both 
Canadian manufacturers and importers of new 
motor vehicles. Respondents are requested to 
provide consolidated totals of their dealers' 
monthly statements on sales of new motor ve-
hicles. 

"Overseas' manufactured vehjcles" in-
clude only those imported (some by Canadian 
and United States manufacturers) in a fully 
assembled state from countries other than the 
United States. When assembled on this con-
tinent some well-known "foreign" makes of 
cars and trucks are treated statistically as 
hemp Canadian and U.S. manufactured vehicles. 

40 The term "commercial vehicles" refers 
noidv to trucks and buses. Passenger cars 
used tot commercial purposes, such as car 
rental and taxi fleets, are classified along 
with other passenger cars in this report. 

Although the principal concern of this 
division in regard to this segment of retail 
trade is the collection and publication of 
dollar sales data statistical series on unit 
sales are also maintained and published herein 
for the convenience of users. The dollar 
sales figures shown in the accompanying tables 
of this report are estimates made by the res-
pondents to the monthly survey of the selling-
price of these motor vehicles to consumers by 
their dealers. 

Summary of Results 

Total retail sales of new motor vehicles 
in Canada during 1974 increased for the fourth 
successive year to new record levels of 
1,249,304 units valued at $5,917.0 million. 
The overall advance in this composite total 
over the year, of 1.8% in units and 10.2% in 
value, marks a sharp deceleration in growth 
when compared with rates of 15.1% last year, 
13.3% in 1972 and 21.5% in 1971 for units, 

.

and rates of 24.5%, 21.4% and 26.3% during 
the same period for values of sales. 

Cette publication annuelle comprend les sta-
tistiques mensuelles définitives publiées pendant 
l'année civile dans les bulletins mensuels "Ventes 
de véhicules automobiles neufs" no 63-007 au cata-
logue. Elle comporte également quelques corrections 
minimes apportées a la série mensuelle, des données 
chronologiques générales, une presentation de la 
série désaisonnalisde (tableau 9)  et d'autres ta-
bleaux statistiques pertinents. 

La série statistique mensuelle sur les ventes 
de véhicules automobiles neufs est produite par la 
Division du commerce et des services grace aux rem-
seignements que lui fournissent les fabricants cana-
diens et les importateurs de vdhicules automobiles 
neufs. Les enquetés fournissent les totaux de con-
solidation des rapports mensuels de leurs conces-
sionnaires sur les ventes de vdhicules automobiles 
meufs. 

Les "véhicules fabriqués outre-mer" me corn-
prennent que ceux qui sont importés (certains par 
des fabricants canadiens ou amdricains) tout assem-
blés de pays autres que les tats-Unis. Lorsqu'ils 
sont assembles sur Ce continent, certains camions 
et automobiles de marques bien connues sont traités 
statistiquement comme véhicules de fabrication ca-
nadienne ou américaine. 

Le terme "véhicules utilitaires" ne comprend 
que les camions et les autobus. Les voitures parti-
culiares utilisêes a des fins commerciales, comme 
les voitures de location et les voitures taxis, sont 
classées avec les autres voitures particulières dams 
cette publication. 

Mme si le but premier de la Division du com-
merce et des services en ce qui concerne cette par-
tie du commerce de detail soit la collecte et la 
publication de données sur les vemtes en dollars, 
elle produit et publie également une série statis-
tique sur les ventes d'unités a l'intention des uti-
lisateurs. Les ventes en dollars qui paraissemt 
dams les tableaux sont des estimations établies par 
les déclarants a l'enquate mensuelle sur le prix 
auquel les marchands vendent ces véhicules aux con-
sommateurs. 

Sornmaire des résultats 

Les ventes totales au detail de véhicules au-
tomobiles neufs au Canada ont augmentd en 1974 pour 
la quatrième année consecutive, atteignant le niveau 
record de 1,249,304 unites d'une valeur de $5,917.0 
millions. La progression globale de cette composan-
te au cours de l'année (1.8 % pour le nombre d'uni-
tés et 10.2 % pour la valeur) se compare défavora-
blement aux taux de 15.1 %, 13.3 % et 21.5 % enre-
gistrés en 1973, 1972 et 1971 respectivement pour 
le nombre d'unités et aux taux de 24.5 %, 21.4 % et 
26.3 % pendant la mme période pour la valeur des 
ventes.

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Indications of the tapering off in 
rowth of new motor vehicle sales appeared to 
merge by mid-year and seemed to coincide with 
he general slowdown in national economic ac-
Livity already In evidence at that time. By 
then, accumulated unit sales exceeded compa-
rable data for 1973 by only 1.4%, and accumu-
lated values had increased only 9.8%. Record 
sales in the suner months of domestic vehi-
cles gave hope of reversing the poor prospects 
indicated by the earlier trend but the momen-
tum flagged badly In the closing quarter. 
Unit sales In this final period decreased more 
than 30,000 below the number sold in the cor-
responding period last year and even receipts 
fell 3.4% despite continued increases In unit 
prices. By year end this key component of the 
durable goods segment of the retail trade 
sector failed to contribute proportionately to 
the $43,828.9 millIon, up 14.6% over last 
year, that consumers spent on retail purchases 
in 1974. 

Total passenger car sales fetched 4.7% 
additional revenue for 2.9% fewer units than 
last year. The expenditure of $4,016.9 mil-
lion for 942,797 units, comprised 68% of all 
expenditure on new motor vehicles in 1974. 
In 1971, the comparable percentage share for 
passenger car sales was 77%. The decline in 
nine percentage points since the earlier year 
indicates the strong surge In sales of new 
commercial vehicles, particularly this year 
of those manufactured In Canada and the U.S. 

Passenger cars manufactured in Canada 
and the U.S. fared f at better In the Canadian 
market In 1974 than imported passenger cars. 
The former expanded their share of this market 
at the expense of imports by 3.9 percentage 
points raising their share to 84.5% this year. 
In general, records levels of unit sales were 
reached in most provinces, except Newfoundland 
and Ontario, where there were small decreases 
from last year's peak volume sales, amounting 
in total to 796,840 vehicles, 1.8% more than 
in 1973. Receipts for these passenger cars 
also rose In every province, save Newfoundland 
where they declined slightly, aggregating to 
a record $3,455.1 million, an 8.1% increase 
over the previous year. A sharp decline In 
the sales trend of these vehicles in the fi-
nal four months of the year lowered these 
monthly sales figures below those of the two 
previous years. 

Purchases of imported passenger cars 
ontinued to decline across the country in 
most months of the current year. This was a 
o11ow-on from the downturn in the spring of 
1973 when steep upward revaluations of the 
xchange rates of major automobile exporting 
countries caused corresponding hikes to the 
landed price of their vehicles which in turn 
adversely affected their Canadian sales. Re-

Les ventes totales de voitures particuliAres 
ont rapportés 4.7 % plus de recettes pour 2.9 % 
moms d'unités que l'an dernier. La dépense de 
$4,016.9 millions pour 942,797 unites représente 
68 % de la dépense totale au titre des véhicules 
automobiles neufs en 1974. En 1971, le pourcentage 
correspondant pour las ventes de voitures particu-
hAres étalt de 77 Z. Cette baisse de 9 points de 
pourcentage par rapport a cette année antérleure 
reflAte la montée en flAche des ventes de véhicules 
utilitaires neufs, et en particuller cette année de 
véhicules fabriqués au Canada et aux tata-Unis.

Canada et aux Etats-Unis ont fait meilleure figure 
en 1974 sur le marchd canadien que lea voitures 
d'importatlon.

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Sales of commercial vehicles produced 
in Canada and the U.S. held up very well in 
all provinces during the year, especially 
amongst customers in the Prairie region. A 
record 287,686 units were sold, up 22.2% from 
last year, raising total receipts for these 
vehicles by 24.9% from $1,466.4 million last 
year to $1,831.5 million. The average retail 
price of these vehicles increased 2.2% from 
$6,228 to $6,366 in the latest year. Included 
in this class of vehicle during 1974 are 2,360 
buses and coaches valued at $61.9 million.

ceipts from sales of passenger cars Imported 
from Japan suffered the sharpest set back 
dropping 15.6% in value over the year to 
$301.3 million for a total of 87,609 units, 
Comparable sales in 1973 were receipts of 
$357.1 million for 111,467 units, and in 1972 
$336.2 million and 114,576 units. Purchases 
of European passenger car imports also declin-
ed over the year, by 7.3% in value from $280.9 
million to $260.5 million, and in units, a con-
traction of 23.7% from 76,447 last year to 
58,348 in 1974. In 1972 Canadians purchased 
90,450 European passenger cars for an outlay 
of $279.3 million. 

The average retail price paid by con-
sumers in 1974 for passenger cars manufactured 
in Canada and the U.S. rose 6.2% over the 
previous year from $4,084 to $4,336. This 
succeeded an average price increase of 4.5% 
last year. Strikingly higher price increases 
of 21.5% this year following a 19.0% increase 
last year raised the average retail price of 
European imports to $4,464 from $3,675 last 
year and $3,088 in 1972. Comparable price 
increases for passenger cars imported from 
Japan were 7.4% this year and 9.2% the pre-
vious year. These increases raised average 
retail prices from $2,934 in 1972 to $3,203 
last year and up to $3,439 in 1974. As all 
these average retail prices are obtained 
arithmetically from the annual volume of sales 
they tend to obscure significant shifts in the 
composition and differing unit values in the 
various sectors of the market for automobiles. 
They are therefore of limited value as accu-
rate indicators of trends in price movements 
of these commodities. 

Imported commercial vehicles supplied 
only 1.2% of the total motor vehicle market, 
or 3.6% of the couunercial vehicle market in 
Canada during 1974. These sales fared only 
a little better than imported passenger cars 
while similarly decreasing both in numbers 
sold and aggregate receipts. Unit sales 
dropped 7.8% from last year to 18,821 but re-
ceipts fetched $68.6 million, only 0.3% less 
than in 1973. 

Lea véhicules utilitaires importés ne repré-
sentent en 1974 que 1.2 ¼ du marché total des véhi-
cules automobiles ou 3.6 ¼ du marché des véhicules 
utilitaires au Canada. Les ventes de ces véhicu-
les n'ont été que legarement supérieures aux ventes 
de voitures particuliares importées; elles ont 
aussi diminué pour ce qui est du nombre d'unités 
et de la valeur globale.
