Lor vehicles sold in 1977, by province (or 
region) as well as by type and origin of ve-
hicles. Revisions to the monthly series (pub-
lished during the year in New Motor Vehicle 
Sales, Catalogue 63-007), seasonally adjusted 
data on sales of new passenger cars and com-
mercial vehicles, and extensive historical 
information are also provided in the following 
pages. 

In this publication, the term "passenger 
cars" denotes all vehicles whose principal 
function is to carry passengers, including 
those used for commercial purposes, i.e., 
taxis, rented automobiles and limousines, and 
other fleets. The term "commercial vehicles", 
on the other hand, is limited solely to trucks 
and buses; this designation applies regardless 
of the use to which such vehicles are put. 

With reference to the "origin" of new 
motor vehicles, the tables in this report dif-
ferentiate between Canadian- and United 
States-manufactured vehicles and overseas-
manufactured vehicles. The latter term per-
tains only to those vehicles which are in- 
'rred (some by Canadian and United States 
nufaccurers) in a fully assembled state 
ron countries other than the United States. 
ssenger cars and trucks assembled on this 
ntinent are treated statistically as Cana- 
an- and United States-manufactured vehicles, 

regardless of the source of vehicle parts.

Summary of Results 

Strong sales of new motor vehicles 
during the opening quarter of 1977 and again 
in the third quarter of the year accumulated 
to record volumes of both new passenger cars 
as well as new commercial vehicles despite a 
sharp fall off in 8ales in the final month 
of the year. In aggregate, new motor vehicle 
sales in 1977 totalled 1,344,959 units valued 
at $8,545.9 million; comprising a record 
991,398 new passenger car units valued at 
$5,795.6 million, and another record 353,561 
new commercial vehicle units valued at 
$2,750.3 million. 

Although there have been other years 
when unit sales have been higher for passen-
ger cars manufactured in Canada and the 
United States (1975 - 835,679) and for im-
ported passenger cars (1972 - 205,026), it 
was the vigorous sales across Canada of im-
ported cars during 1977 combined with a sus-
rained sales performance for North American-
roduced cars which was responsible for 
ising total passenger car sales to a record 

Sommaire des résultats 

La vigucur des ventes do vChicules automobi-
les neufs au cours dii premier et du troisi?me tn-
mostres do 1977 a r'roduit des volumes records tant 
pour los voitures partieulires neuves quo pour les 
véhicules utilitaires neufs, malgré la chute bnu-
tale observée en décembre.

Imported car sales expanded 
by over 40,000 units over the year to 193,646 
units, up 26.3% from the 153,287 units in 
1976, pushing up the share of the domestic 
car market held by imports from 16.2% to 
19.5% in just one year. 

Passenger cars imported from Japan en-
joyed the major share of this expansion in-
creasing 32.8% over the year from 101,558 
units in the previous year to 134,900 units 
in 1977. Receipts for these cars mounted 
36.9% during 1977 from $414.0 million in 1976 
to $566.6 million in 1977. European passen-
ger cars also experienced their best sales 
year since 1973, when sales reached 76,447 
units, with unit sales increasing 13.6% over 
the 51,729 units last year to 58,746 units 
in 1977. As in the case of Japanese imports, 
commensurate gains were made by European pas-
senger cars in all regions of the country, 
and receipts grew by 19.5% over 1976 from 
$305.3 million to $364.8 million in 1977. 

The average retail price of passenger 
cars imported from Japan rose 3.0% during 
the year, from $4,076 to $4,200 in 1977; for 
European cars the average retail price rose 
4.8% from $5,902 to $6,188; and for North 
American cars, the average price rose 6.9% 
during 1977 from $5,702 to $6,097. 

Sales of passenger cars produced in 
Canada and the United States held firm during 
1977 edging up 0.6% from 793,201 units to 
797,752 units, but this overall improvement 
in sales was mainly due to the additionnal 
22,000 units sold in Ontario during the year. 
In most other provinces, sales over the year 
showed only a moderate gain, as in British 
Columbia, or even declined, particularly in 
Quebec, where the lowest sales in the last 
four years were recorded. Total receipts 
for these cars advanced by 7.5%, from $4,522.7 
million in 1976 to $4,864.2 million in 1977. 

In the new commercial vehicle segment 
of the market, accounting for a quarter in 
number and a third of the value of all new 
vehicles sold in the current year, there was 
a 2.5% increase in units sold, from 344,975 
last year to a record 353,561 units in 1977, 
and a 9.5% growth in receipts, from $2,512.1 
million in 1976 to $2,750.3 million in 1977. 
As usual, over 957 of these vehicles were 
produced in Canada and the United States and 
their sales were uniformly good across the 
country, except in Saskatchewan, where unit 
sales declined again this year, by over 5,000 
units on this occasion, or 20.9%, and where 
receipts dipped by 16.4% from 1976 to $150.3 
million. The average retail price of these 
vehicles moved up $519 or 7.0%, over the 
year, from $7,392 to $7,911. Total receipts 
also grew, by 9.2% this year, from $2,447.1 
million to $2,673.1 million.

Sales of trucks, in units, imported 
from overseas, principally Japan, experienced 
a 12.2% improvement over last year increasing 
from 13,948 to 15,647 vehicles in 1977. Re-
ceipts also improved, by 18.9% this year, 
from $65.0 million in 1976 to $77.3 million. 

Quality of Data 

The monthly statistics on new motor ve-
hicle sales, on which this annual publication 
is based, are obtained by the Merchandising 
and Services Division in a full-coverage sur-
vey of the 21 Canadian automobile manufac-
turers (for both Canadian- and United States-
produced vehicles) and the 18 importers of 
vehicles manufactured elsewhere. 

In addition to the usual problems af-
fecting full-coverage surveys, such as the 
need to revise data as a result of amended 
returns and late responses, which is the 
principal reason for this publication, there 
- . in addition, the question of the quality 

data supplied by respondents relating to 

S .  number of units sold, their value and 
ir provincial distribution. 

Observations on the quality of these 
.ita must take into account the structure of 
the new motor vehicles market and the reasons 
for the approach employed in this survey. At 
the present time there are over 4,000 new 
motor vehicle dealerships in the country so 
one approach to obtaining these statistics 
could be to conduct a monthly sample survey 
of this universe and bear with the attendant 
weaknesses and deficiencies of the results. 
The decision in favour of the current method 
of obtaining these statistics from manufac-
turers and importers, rather than the alter-
native approach noted above, has been influ-
enced principally by considerations of cost 
and relative simplicity - it requires the 
co-operation of only 39 respondents. 

These respondents, however, are not 
themselves at the transaction point in the 
market where the sale is made to the end 
user. It is true, though, because of the 
special features of the new car market - its 
high unit cost, the need for dealer-financing, 
the necessity of rapid sales feedback, and 
the effect of mounting inventories on produc-

Regarding 
the provincial distribution of these unit 
sales, some manufacturers and importers are 
unable to provide precise provincial sales as 
their records are kept on a regional basis, 
for example, the Atlantic region. In these 
cases provincial data are obtained by allo-
cating sales to particular provinces based on 
the provincial distribution reported by other 
comparably sized firms. 

Data on the dollar values of new motor 
vehicle sales are estimated by respondents 
based on their contacts with their own asso-
ciated retail dealers, their knowledge of in-
dustry practice and their awareness of current 
market conditions. These estimates generally 
include the invoice price of units plus an 
estimated mark-up.
