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A. Sources of Slatisllcs: Canada's external trade statistics are 
tabulated from copies of administrative documents collected by 
Revenue Canada, Customs at its ports across Canada. The 
Customs Acl requires that each lime goods are imported into or 
exported from Canada a document be filed with Customs 
giving such descriptions of the goods and details of the transac­
tion as are required for ihe purposes of Customs administration. 
It follows that the method of compilation of external trade 
statistics is determined and limited to some extent by Customs 
regulations and procedures. Where these affect the precise or 
consistent application of the statistical principles explained in 
the following section, their impact is described in qualitative 
terms only. 

Statistics on trade in electricity and on exports of crude petro­
leum and natural gas cannot, for administrative reasons, be 
obtained from Customs documents. They arc instead collected 
by the Manufacturing and Primary Industries Division of 
Statistics Canada, with important statistical consequences ex­
plained in Note 4 below. 

Import stalistics for shipments from the United States of less 
than S2,500 arc estimated on the basis of a 10 per cent sample 
of such shipments. The size of this sample is at present in excess 
of 20,000 shipments per month. 

Export stalistics for shipments of less than $2,500 from Quebec, 
Onlario, Manitoba and British Columbia to the United States 
arc esiimaicd on the basis of a 20 per cent sample. The size of 
this sample is at present in excess of 10,000 shipments per 
month. 

B. Concepts and Delinilions Used in the Cuinpilatiun of External 
Trade Statistics: The most comprehensive set of principles for 
the compilation of trade statistics is to be found in International 
Trade Statistics: Concepts and Definitions, published by the 
United Nations Statistical Office (Series M, No. 52; New York, 
1970). The following notes are both a summary of these 
principles and a description of the choices and exceptions made 
in the case of Canada's external trade stalistics. 

A. Sources des slatisliqucs: Les stalisliques sur le commerce exterieur 
du Canada soni tolalisces a parlir des copies des documents admi-
nistralifs recucillis par Revenu Canada (Douanes) dans ses bureaux 
de douane par lout le Canada. La Loi sur les douanes exige que 
chaque fois que des marchandises sont imporlees au Canada ou 
exporices du pays, une declaration soil faite prccisanl la nature des 
marchandises et donnanl le detail de I'opcralion commerciale d'a-
prcs les bcsoins de la reglemenlaiion de I'administration douaniere. 
II s'ensuil que la mclhode de production de slatisliqucs sur le 
commerce exterieur est dclermince et limitee dans une ccrlaine 
mesure par les rcglemenis el les procedures des douanes. Lorsque 
ecux-ci nuiseni a I'applicalion precise ou uniformc des principes 
Slatisliqucs exposes dans la section suivanie, Icur incidence est 
dccrile en termes qualilalifs seulemenl. 

Des Slatisliqucs sur le commerce de I'cnergie eiectrique ct sur les 
exportations de petrole brut cl de gaz naturel ne peuvenl, pour des 
raisons adminislralives, elre lirces des documents de douane. Elles 
sont plutol recueillies par la Division des industries manufacturieres 
el primaires de Statistique Canada; les consequences importanlcs 
sur Ic plan slalisliquc sont expliquces a la note 4 ci-dessous. 

Les chiffres d'importation portanl sur les livraisons en provenance 
des Etats-Unis avec une valeur inferieure a 52,500 sont prepares 
d'apres un cchanlillon de 10 pour cent. Ccl cchanlillon comprend 
aclucllcmenl plus de 20,000 envois par mois. 

Les chiffres d'exportation portanl sur les livraisons avec une valeur 
inferieure a $2,500 en provenance du Quebec, de rOniario, du 
Manitoba el de la Colombie Britannique vers les Etals-Unis sonl 
prepares d'apres un cchanlillon de 20 pour cent. Get cchanlillon 
comprend aclucllcmenl plus de 10,000 envois par mois. 

B. Concepts ct dcfinilions utilises dans la production dc stalisliques 
sur le commerce cxierieur: L'cnsemble le plus complel de principes 
direclcurs pour la pri;paration de ces stalisliques est presenle dans 
Statistiques du commerce international: concepts et definitions, public 
par Ic Bureau de sialistique des Nations Unies (serie M, no 52, New 
York. 1970). Les notes suivanles rcsument ces principes el dccrivent 
les choix el les exceplions dans le cas de la statistique du commerce 
exterieur du Canada. 

I. Syslein of Trade: Canadian slalistics are tabulated according to 
the "general" system of trade. Thus imports include all goods 
which have crossed Canada's geographical boundary, whether 
they are entered through Customs for immediate consumption 
in Canada or stored in bonded Customs warehouses. Domestic 
exports include goods grown, extracted or manufactured in 
Canada (including goods of foreign origin which have been 
materially transformed in Canada). Re-exports arc exports of 
goods of foreign origin which have not been materially trans­
formed in Canada (including goods withdrawn for export from 
bonded Customs warehouses). 

The trade slalistics do not include exports to Canadian diplo­
matic or military posts abroad nor imports by foreign diplomatic 
or military posts in Canada because such posts arc considered to 
be within the geographical boundary of the sponsor country. 
Purchases or sales of bunker supplies and stores for ships or 
aircraft engaged in international traffic, tourist purchases and 
settlers' effects arc excluded for practical reasons. Goods which 
cross the Canadian border for convenience of transportation 
only are not included in trade statistics. 

I. Systeme coininercial: Les statistiques canadiennes sonl totalisees 
scion le systeme commercial "general". Ainsi, les importations com-
prcnnenl tous les biens qui ont franchi les limiies geographiques du 
Canada, qu'ils soienl passes par les douanes pour elre consommes 
immcdialemenl au Canada ou qu'ils aient cle enlreposes en douane. 
Les exportations nationales comprennent les biens cullives, extraits 
ou fabriques au Canada (y compris les biens d'origine elrangere qui 
ont etc iransformes au Canada). Les reexportations sonl des expor­
tations de biens d'origine elrangere qui n'onl pas ele iransformes 
malcriellcmenl au Canada (y compris les biens retires des entrepots 
dc douane en vuc dc leur exportation). 

La sialistique du commerce ne prend pas en complc les exportations 
vers des missions diplomaliques ou mililaires canadiennes a I'etran-
gcr ni les importations atlribuables a des missions elrangeres sem­
blables au Canada, car on considere que ces missions ne se irouvenl 
pas hors des limiies geographiques du pays qui les a envoyces. Les 
achats ou les venles d'approvisionnemenl de navires ou.d'aeronefs 
affeclcs au transport inlernalional, les achats des tourisles et les 
effeis des migrants sont cxclus pour des raisons pratiques. Les biens 
auxqucls on fail franchir la fronliere canadienne uniquemenl pour 
en faciliier le transport sonl laisscs hors comple. 
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2. Coverage: Merchandise trade includes only goods which add to 
or subtract from the slock of material resources in Canada as a 
result of their movement across the Canadian border. Conse­
quently, goods intended to be returned to the exporting country 
after a short period of lime are excluded from trade statistics 
(when this intention is apparent from the Customs documenta­
tion). Examples of such transactions arc works of art loaned for 
exhibition, vehicles or horses exported to compete in races, and 
films exported for processing and return. Goods exported or 
imported for purposes of repair only arc excluded from statis­
tics, although payments or receipts for repairs are included in 
the trade statistics. Financial assets such as circulating coin, 
stocks and bonds are also excluded from the trade statistics. 

3. Valuation: Exports are recorded at the values declared on 
export documents, which usually reflect the actual selling price 
or, in the case of non-arms-lcngth transactions, the transfer price 
used for company accounting purposes. Most exports are valued 
at the place in Canada where they arc laden aboard a carrier for 
export (e.g. mine, farm or factory) but a significant proportion 
of exports by water or air reflect values which include transpor­
tation charges to the port of export. Some overland shipments to 
the United States are recorded at a value which includes part or 
all of the transportation charges to the ultimate destination 
because such transportation charges cannot be identified and 
removed. 

Imports are generally recorded at the values established for 
Customs duly purposes according to the provisions of the 
Customs Act. Customs values are identical to selling prices for 
most arms-length transactions. However, Customs values exceed 
company transfer prices for most transactions between affiliated 
firms. (Beginning in 1970, imports of automotive products from 
the United States have been recorded at company transfer prices 
rather than Customs values.) Import documents are required to 
show values which exclude all transportation charges. Some 
imports from the United States are however purchased on a 
"delivered" basis and their prices therefore reflect an allowance 
for transportation costs. 

4. Timing: Statistics for a month include all shipments for which 
Customs documents were received at Statistics Canada between 
the first and last working days of the month and therefore do 
not represent trade in a calendar period. Individual shipments 
may not be recorded in statistics until some time after their 
arrival or departure because of administrative procedures which 
permit late filing of documents. Trade in electricity and exports 
of both crude petroleum and natural gas for a given month are 
included in stalistics for the following month because they arc 
collected too late for inclusion in statistics for the month 
indicated (see Sources of Statistics). 

2. Champ d'observalion: Le commerce de marchandises ne comprend 
que les biens donl le passage d'un cote a I'autre dc la fronticre 
canadienne augmente ou diminue ie stock dc ressources materielles 
du Canada. Ainsi, les biens qui scront rcnvoycs dans le pays expor-
tatcur aprcs un court laps de temps sont cxclus de la statistique du 
commerce (lorsque cette intention sc degage des documents de 
douane). Citons a litre d'exemplc les oeuvrcs d'art pretees pour une 
exposition, les vehicules ou les chevaux exportes en vue d'une 
course, les films exportes pour etre developpes, puis retourncs. Les 
biens exportes ou importes pour fins de reparation sculement ne sont 
pas pris en comptc, bien que les paiements ou les recettes au titre des 
reparations soient portes dans la statistique du commerce. Des 
avoirs financiers comme le numeraire non pcrime, les actions ct les 
obligations sonl egalement laisscs hors complc. 

3. Evalualion: Les exportations sonl presentees scion les valeurs decla-
rccs dans les documents d'exportation; il s'agit habituellement du 
prix de venlc reel ou, dans le cas des operations entre entreprises 
affilices, du prix de transfer! adoptc par les socictcs a des fins 
comptables. La plupart des exportations sont cvaluces au point du 
tcrritoire du Canada (mine, ferme ou usine) ou elles sont chargces ct 
ainsi confices a un transportcur en vue de leur exportation, mais une 
partie importante des exportations par eau ou par air se voit attri-
bucr une valeur qui comprend les frais de transport vers le port 
d'exportation. Pour certaines livraisons par voie de terrc vers les 
Etats-Unis, la valeur indiquce comprend cn partie ou en totalitc les 
frais de transport jusqu'a la destination ullime parce qu'on ne pent 
isolcr et retrancher ces frais. 

Les importations sont habituellement presentees selon les valeurs 
ctablies aux fins du prclevcment des droits de douane conformement 
aux dispositions de la Loi sur les douanes. Les valeurs des douanes 
sont identiques aux prix de vente dans le cas de la plupart des 
operations entre parties indcpcndantes. Toutcfois, les valeurs doua-
nicrcs dcpassenl les prix de transfer: des societcs dans le cas de la 
majoritc des operations entre entreprises affiliees. (A partir de 1970, 
les importations dc produits de I'industrie automobile en provenan­
ce des Etats-Unis sont indiquees aux prix de transfer! et non pas 
selon les valeurs fixees cn douane.) Les valeurs dcclarees dans les 
documents d'importation ne doivent pas comprendre les frais dc 
transport. Certaines importations en provenance des Etats-Unis sont 
toutcfois sur une base de livraison et leur prix englobe par conse­
quent les frais dc transport. 

4. Pcriode: Les statistiques d'un mois donne visent toutes les livraisons 
pour Icsquelles Statistique Canada a re(;u des documents de douane 
entre le premier ct le dernier jour ouvrable du mois; elles ne 
prescntent done pas le commerce pour une division normalisce de 
I'annce civile. Dc diverses livraisons peuvenl no pas etre prises en 
comptc des leur arrivee ou leur depart a cause de la procedure 
administrative qui donne lieu a une presentation tardive des docu­
ments. Lc commerce d'energie eiectrique et les exportations de 
pelrolc brut et dc gaz naturel d'un mois donne sont prcsentes dans 
les statistiques du mois suivant parce qu'on obtient les donnees trop 
tard pour qu'ellcs puissent faire partie des statistiques du mois de 
reference (voir Sources des statistiques). 

5. Trading Partner Allribulion: Imports arc attributed to the 
country from which the goods were first consigned directly to 
Canada, whether or not this is the country of origin. An 
exception is made in the case of goods of Central or South 
American origin consigned to Canada from the United States; 
such imports are credited to the country of origin. 

Exports arc attributed to the country which is the last known 
destination of the goods at the time of export. (Many primary 
products arc shipped to entrepot points, particularly in Europe, 
for re-export to the ultimate destination which is unknown 
when the goods leave Canada.) The country classification 
employed by the External Trade Division of Statistics Canada is 
designed for purposes of economic geography and therefore 
does not reflect the views or intentions of the Government of 
Canada on international issues of recognition, sovereignty or 
jurisdiction. 

5. Parlcnaires commerciaux el allribution: Les importations sont attri-
buces au pays dc premiere consignation directe des biens au Cana­
da, que cc soil ou non le pays d'origine. On deroge a cette regie dans 
lc cas des biens ayant comme region d'origine I'Amerique centrale 
ou I'Amijrique du Sud et expedics au Canada depuis les Etats-Unis; 
ces importations sont portces au credit du pays d'origine. 

Les exportations sont attribuces au pays de derniere destination 
connue au moment de I'exportation. (De nombreux produits "pri­
maires" sont expedics vers des points d'cntreposage, notamment en 
Europe, en vuc de leur reexportation; la destination ultimo de ces 
produits est inconnue lorsqu'ils quittent le Canada.) La classification 
des pays utilisce par la Division du commerce exterieur de Statisti­
que Canada a cte contjue aux fins de la geographic economique et ne 
reflcte done pas I'opinion du Gouvernemcnt du Canada relative-
ment aux questions-de reconnaissance, de souverainetc ou de com­
petence en matiere internationale. 
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6. Revisions of Stalistics: The statistics in this report for the 
current month are preliminary and subject to revision at any 
time until the January report for the following year has been 
published. Statistics for previous years arc subject to revision in 
the March issue. Statistical series arc adjusted for seasonal 
variation using Census Method II (X-l I variant); these adjust­
ments are also revised in March of each year. 

7. Indexes of Price and Volume: With the publication of indexes 
for April 1975, the weighting system used for the trade price 
and volume indexes has been changed to correspond with the 
system used to estimate Gross National Product (G.N.P.) at 
constant prices. The reference period for the indexes is also 
being changed from 1968 = 100 to 1971 = 100. The purpose 
of these changes is to reduce discrepancies between the trade 
and G.N.P. indexes caused by differences in weighting systems 
and to align the time references of the various index numbers 
published by Statistics Canada (see Canadian Statistical Re­
view, May, 1975. p.116). 

Before April 1975, the import and export price indexes were 
calculated using a (Laspeyres) system of fixed weights based on 
the 1968 pattern of trade. The volume index was derived by 
dividing (deflating) the value index by the corresponding fixed-
weighted price index. This yielded a current-weighted 
(Paasche) volume index. 

In the new indexes, the use of fixed weights for the price indexes 
and current weights for the volume indexes is reversed. The new 
price indexes in tables 3, 4, 5, and 6 are current-weighted. The 
weights arc trade quantities for the month, quarter or year to 
which the index refers and hence change from period to period. 
The new volume index is derived by dividing the value index by 
the corresponding current-weighted price index. The resulting 
volume index is, therefore, weighted with fixed 1971 price 
weights, as are the measures of G.N.P. components in constant 
1971 prices. 

The new 1971 trade indexes are based on an expanded set of 
price indicators selected to represent 1971 trading patterns. 
Individual price indicators arc either commodity unit values 
calculated directly from the trade stalistics or, particularly in the 
case of end products, price indexes obtained from other Cana­
dian or foreign statistics. 

An explanation of the methodology used to construct the new 
indexes and an analysis of the impact of the change may be 
found in a reference paper entitled The 1971-based price and 
volume indexes of Canada's external trade, published in Decem­
ber 1976 as a supplement to the present report 65-001. This 
supplement also contains historical data for the series appearing 
in tables 3, 4, 5 and 6. 

8. Provincial Detail: Export statistics by province of lading indi­
cate the province in which the goods were first laden aboard a 
carrier for export, which may not in all eases represent the 
province in which the goods were grown, extracted or manufac­
tured. Import statistics by province of clearance indicate the 
province in which the goods were cleared by Customs either for 
immediate consumption or for entry into a bonded Customs 
warehouse; this may not always coincide with the province in 
which the goods are consumed or enter the productive process. 

6. Revision des stalisliques: Les statistiques publiccs pour le mois 
d'observation sont provisoircs et susccptibles d'etre rcvisces ou 
rectifiees cn tout temps jusqu'a la parution du bulletin de Janvier de 
I'annce suivanie. Les statistiques portant sur les annccs prcccdentes 
peuvenl elre rectifiees dans la publication de mars. Les scries statisti­
ques sonl dcsaisonnalisees scion la Census Method II (version 
X-l I); ces ajusiemenis font egalement I'objel d'une revision chaque 
annee cn mars. 

7. Indices des prix el du volume: A parlir de la publication des indices 
pour le mois d'avril 1975, lc systeme de ponderation employe dans 
ie calcul des indices des prix ct du volume du commerce a etc alignc 
avec la ponderation des indices employes dans la preparation des 
chiffres du Produii National Brut (P.N.B.) aux prix constants. La 
pcriode de reference des indices a etc egalement changee, 1971 = 
100 rcmpla^ant 1968 = 100. Ces changemenis ont vise I'climination 
des diflTcrences entre les indices du commerce et ceux du P.N.B., 
diffi:rcnces donl la source etail rincompalibilite des syslcmes de 
ponderation. lis ont egalement vise I'alignement des pcriodes dc 
reference de l'cnsemble des indices publics par Statistique Canada, 
(voir Revue Statistique du Canada. Mai, 1975. p.l 16). 

Avant avril. 1975, les indices des prix a I'importation et a Tcxporla-
tion sc basaient sur un systeme de ponderation fixe du type Laspey­
res, d'apres la structure du commerce en 1968. Les indices du 
volume s'obtcnaient en divisant (dcflatant) I'indice de la valeur par 
I'indicc du prix correspondant. Les indices du volume etaient, en 
consequence, des indices du type Paasche. a ponderation mobile. 

Les nouveaux indices entrainent un renversement des systcmcs de 
ponderation. Les indices des prix compris dans les tableaux 3, 4, 5. 
et 6 sont pondcrcs d'apres les quantitcs mensuelles, trimestriclles ou 
annuelles du commerce correspondantes a la pcriode de I'indice. Par 
consequence ces ponderations sont variables d'une pcriode a I'autre. 
Sous le nouveau systeme, les indices du volume sont encore calculcs 
cn divisant I'indice de la valeur par I'indice du prix correspondant. 
L'indice du volume obtenu est done implicitement pondcre par les 
prix fixes de I'annce 1971, ct correspond aux chifli"res du P.N.B. aux 
prix constants dc 1971. 

Les nouveaux indices du commerce ont etc calcules d'apres un 
cchanlillon d'indices elemcnlaires elargi. Ces indices clcmenlaires 
provicnnenl gcncralemenl des valeurs unitaires de marchandises 
sorties des slatisliqucs du commerce. Toutcfois, surtout dans le cas 
des produits finis, des indices de prix canadiens obtenus a parlir de 
sources canadiennes ou elrangeres sont egalement utilises. 

Des renscignements concernant la mcthodologie employee dans le 
calcul des nouveaux indices ainsi qu'une analyse des effiits du chan-
gement sonl disponibles dans un document dc reference intitule Les 
indices de prix et de volume de base 1971 du commerce exterieur du 
Canada public en decembre 1976 sous forme de supplement au 
bulletin 65-001. Cc supplement contient en outre des donnees retros­
pect les series apparaissani aux tableaux 3, 4, 5 et 6. 

8. Slatisliqucs provinciales: Les stalisliques des exportations par pro­
vince de chargement indiquent la province oil les biens ont d'abord 
etc confies a un transportcur en vue de leur exportation; il ne s'agit 
done pas toujours de la province oil les biens ont etc cullives, extraits 
ou fabriques. Les statistiques des importations par province de 
dedouanemenl presenlenl la province oil les biens ont passe la 
douane cn vue d'une consommation immediate ou de leur entrepo-
sagc en douane; cette province pent difl'erer de la province de 
consommation ou d'entree dans I'activite productive. 
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9. Principal trading areas: Effective January, 1976. the "principal 
trading areas" shown in some tables include new groupings 
which are defined below: 
Other E.E.C: Belgium, Denmark, France, Germany (F.R.), 
Ireland, Italy, Luxembourg, Netherlands (the U.K. is also a 
member of the E.E.C. but is shown separately because of the 
importance of its trade with Canada). 

Other O.E.C.D.: Austria, Finland, Greece, Iceland, Norway, 
Portugal, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, Turkey, Australia, New 
Zealand.
