The statistics presented in Part I (Analytical Charts and Tables) 
are adjusted to conform with the National Accounts concepts and 
definitions. Balance of Payments adjustments to Customs Basis data 
are incorporated at an aggregated level in order to make them 
compatible with the system of National Accounts.

BALANCE OF PAYMENTS ADJUSTMENTS 

Coverage or Valuation 

Automotive Products: Deductions are made for both exports of 
cars and trucks and imports of automotive parts for retroactive 
value adjustments and for special tooling and other charges. 

Gold: Adjustments are made to customs basis trade data when 
there is no change in ownership and additional adjustments are 
made for transactions between Canadians and non-residents for 
gold which remains in Canada. 

Otiier adjustments include United States/Canada Trade reconcil­
iation, advertising, oflicial valuation, freight and other 
adjustments. 

CORRECTIONS EN FONCTION DE LA BALANCE 
DES PAIEMENTS

Produits automobiles: On effectue dans le cas des exportations 
d'automobiles et de camions et des importations de pieces de vehicules 
automobiles, une deduction ayant pour objet de corriger retroactive-
ment la valeur et de tenir compte des frais d'outillage speciaux et 
autres. 

Or: On corrige les donnees douanieres du commerce quand il n'y a pas 
de changement de propriete et on effectue des corrections supplemen-
taires pour les transactions au Canada entre les canadiens et les 
etrangers. 

Les autres corrections comprennent le rapprochement du commerce 
entre les Etats-Unis et le Canada, la publicite, revaluation officielle, 
les frais de transport et autres. 

Timing 

Grains: The Canadian Grain Commission's records of grain 
clearances from exporting warehouses during the full calendar 
month are used to adjust Trade of Canada series for grain exports. 
The volume of clearances obtained from this source are combined 
with unit values from customs-based series to derive hybrid 
estimates which are substituted for original customs series. 

Energy: Trade in electricity; exports of crude petroleum and 
natural gas, and imports of "swap oil" from the United States, are 
adjusted to account for the one month reporting lag. Starting with 
January 1984 data, the adjustments apply only to the current 
month for exports of electricity, crude petroleum and natural gas, 
as customs based data are shifted back one month, thus reflecting 
the true statistical month. 

Ships, Civil Aircraft and Military Equipment: The adjustment 
substitutes progress payments in connection with the construction 
of ships, civil aircraft and some military equipment, in place of the 
actual deliveries of the equipment recorded in the Trade of 
Canada series.

cannot be reliably identified, the series is not seasonally adjusted. 
Therefore, seasonally adjusted total exports and imports represent a 
combination of raw and seasonally adjusted data. Previously the total 
was seasonally adjusted from raw data at the total level.

PRICE INDEXES 

Timing 

From 1971 to 1983, the export price indexes for electricity, natural 
gas and crude petroleum on a customs basis which were lagged one 
month have been adjusted to represent the true calendar month. 
Similarly, the import price index for crude petroleum from the United 
States on a customs basis has been adjusted and recombined with the 
"other country" import price index in order to arrive at an "All 
country" import price index. From January 1984, onward, the one 
month lag is now corrected on a customs basis.

EXPLANATORY NOTES NOTES EXPLICATIVES 51 

A. Sources of Statistics: Canada's external trade statistics are 
tabulated from copies of administrative documents collected by 
Revenue Canada, Customs at its ports across Canada. The 
Customs Act requires that each time goods are imported into or 
exported from Canada a document be filed with Customs giving 
such descriptions of the goods and details of the transaction as 
are required for the purposes of Customs administration. It 
follows that the method of compilation of external trade statis­
tics is determined and limited to some extent by Customs 
regulations and procedures. Where these affect the precise or 
consistent application of the statistical principles explained in 
the following section, their impact is described in qualitative 
terms only. 

Statistics on trade in electricity and on exports of crude 
petroleum and natural gas cannot, for administrative reasons, 
be obtained from Customs documents. They are instead col­
lected by the Manufacturing and Primary Industries Division of 
Statistics Canada, with important statistical consequences 
explained in Note 4 below. 

Commencing with the May 1984 data export statistics for 
shipments of less than $5,000 (up from $2,500) and greater 
than $800 (up from $500) from Quebec, Ontario, Manitoba and 
British Columbia to the United States are estimated on ths basis 
of a 20 per cent sample. The size of this sample is at present 
approximately 15,000 (up from 10,000) shipments per month. 
For further information, refer to the explanatory notes in the 
publication Exports by Commodities (cat. no. 65-004). 

Effective January 1, 1982, the 10 per cent systematic sample of 
low valued import documents from the United States, as applied 
since January 1969 and revised in January 1975, has been 
discontinued. Starting with January 1984 data, all shipments 
exceeding $800 are processed and compiled by complete count, 
while the value of shipments below $800 is estimated. Prior to 
1984 the low-value limit was $500. 

A. Sources des statistiques: Les statistiques sur le commerce exterieur 
du Canada sont totalisees a partir des copies des documents 
administratifs recueillis par Revenu Canada (Douanes) dans scs 
bureaux de douanc par tout le Canada.

Concepts and Definitions Used in the Compilation of External 
Trade Statistics: The most comprehensive set of principles for 
the compilation of trade statistics is to be found in International 
Trade Statistics: Concepts and Definitions, published by the 
United Nations Statistical Office (Series M, No. 52; New York, 
1970). The following notes are both a summary of these 
principles and a description of the choices and exceptions made 
in the case of Canada's external trade statistics. 

Concepts et definitions utilises dans la production de statistiques sur 
le commerce exterieur: L'ensemble le plus complet de principes 
directeurs pour la preparation de ces statistiques est presente dans 
Statistiques du commerce international: concepts et definitions, 
public par le Bureau de statistique des Nations Unies (serie M, no 
52, New York, 1970).

System of Trade: Canadian Statistics are tabulated according to 
the "general" system of trade. Thus imports include all goods 
which have crossed Canada's geographical boundary, whether 
they are entered through Customs for immediate consumption 
in Canada or stored in bonded Customs warehouses. Domestic 
exports include goods grown, extracted or manufactured in 
Canada (including goods of foreign origin which have been 
materially transformed in Canada). Re-exports are exports of 
goods of foreign origin which have not been materially trans­
formed in Canada (including goods withdrawn for export from 
bonded Customs warehouses). Total Exports are the sum of 
Domestic and Re-exports 

The trade statistics do not include exports to Canadian diplo­
matic or military posts abroad nor imports by foreign diplo­
matic or military posts in Canada because such posts are 
considered to be within the geographical boundary of the 
sponsor country. Purchases or sales of bunker supplies and 
stores for ships or aircraft engaged in international traffic, 
tourist purchases and settlers' effects are excluded for practical 
reasons. Goods which cross the Canadian border for con-

2. Coverage: Merchandise trade includes only goods which add to 
or subtract from the stock of material resources in Canada as a 
result of their movement across the Canadian border. Conse­
quently, goods intended to be returned to the exporting country 
after a short period of time are excluded from trade statistics 
(when this intention is apparent from the Customs documenta­
tion). Examples of such transactions are works of art loaned for 
exhibition, vehicles or horses exported to compete in races, and 
films exported for processing and return. Goods exported or 
imported for purposes of repair only are excluded from statis­
tics, although payments or receipts for repairs are included in 
the trade statistics. Financial assets such as circulating coin, 
stocks and bonds are also excluded from the trade statistics. 

3. Valuation: Exports are recorded at the values declared on 
export documents, which usually reflect the actual selling price 
or, in the case of non-arms-length transactions, the transfer 
price used for company accounting purposes. Most exports are 
valued at the place in Canada where they are laden aboard a 
carrier for export (e.g. mine, farm or factory) but a significant 
proportion of exports by water or air reflect values which include 
transportation charges to the port of export. Some overland 
shipments to the United States are recorded at a value which 
includes part or all of the transportation charges to the ultimate 
destination because such transportation charges cannot be 
identified and removed. 

Imports are generally recorded at the values established for 
Customs duty purposes according to the provisions of the 
Customs Act. Customs values are identical to selling prices for 
most arms-length transactions. However, Customs values ex­
ceed company transfer prices for most transactions between 
affiliated firms. (Beginning in 1970, imports of automotive 
products from the United States have been recorded at company 
transfer prices rather than Customs values.) Import documents 
are required to show values which exclude all transportation 
charges. Some imports from the United States are however 
purchased on a "delivered" basis and their prices therefore 
reflect an allowance for transportation costs. 

4. Timing: Until July 1979, statistics for a month included all 
shipments for which Custom documents were received at 
Statistics Canada up to, and including, the last working day of 
the month. Starting with data for August 1979, the closing of 
the statistical month is defined according to the last calendar 
day of the month, based, as closely as practicable, on the date 
of clearance from Customs. Individual shipments may not be 
recorded in statistics until some time after their arrival or 
departure because of administrative procedures which permit 
late filing of documents. Trade in electricity; exports of both 
crude petroleum and natural gas; and imports of "Swap Oil" 
from the United States for a given month are included in 
statistics for the following month because they are collected too 
late for inclusion in statistics for the current month. However, 
starting with the January 1984 data, exports of electricity, 
crude petroleum, and natural gas are subsequently shifted back 
one month, thus reflecting the true statistical month. 

5. Trading Partner Attribution: The country classification em­
ployed by the External Trade Division of Statistics Canada is 
designed for purposes of economic geography and therefore does 
not reflect the views or intentions of the government of Canada 
on international issues of recognition, sovereignty or 
jurisdiction. 

Exports are attributed to the country which is the last known 
destination of the goods at the time of export. (Many primary 
products are shipped to entrepot points, particularly in Europe,

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for re-exports to the ultimate destination which is unknown 
when the goods leave Canada.) 

Imports are attributed to the country from which the goods 
were first consigned directly to Canada, whether or not this is 
the country of origin. An exception is made in the case of goods 
of Central or South American origin consigned to Canada from 
the United States; such imports are credited to the country of 
origin, except for "Swap Oil" from the United States which are 
credited to this country.

Indexes of Price and Volume: The price indexes in this publica­
tion are current-weighted and are calculated from price rela­
tives based on 1971 = 100. The weights are trade quantities for 
the month, quarter or year to which the index refers and hence 
change from period to period. The volume index is derived by 
dividing a value index by the corresponding current-weighted 
price index. The resulting volume index is, therefore, weighted 
with fixed 1971 price weights. The price indicators selected are 
either commodity unit values calculated directly from the trade 
statistics or, particularly in the case of end products, price 
indexes obtained from other Canadian or foreign statistics. 

An explanation of the methodology used to construct the 
indexes is contained in a reference paper entitled "The 1971-
based Price and Volume Indexes of Canada's External Trade", 
published in December 1976 as a supplement to this publication 
(65-001). 

Each year revised indexes for the previous years are generally 
published in the February, March and April issues of this 
publication. Historical indexes were published for 1968-1974 in 
the June, July and August 1977 issues and for 1975 in the July, 
August and September 1978 issues. Most of these indexes (on 
a Customs Basis) are available on CANSIM in matrices 3680, 
3681,3682, 3715, 3716, and 3717.

Commencing with 1984 data. Statistics Canada and Customs & 
Excise, Revenue Canada have taken measures requiring the 
reporting of export shipments on a province of origin basis. It is 
recognized that the exporting community will be unable to 
effect the new provincial definition on a given date; therefore the 
1984 statistics will reflect a period of transition.

Principal trading areas: The "principal trading areas" shown in 
some tables include groupings which are defined as follows:
