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Highlights 

January to June 

Canada's total exports were 17.8% higher in the second quar­
ter of 2000 compared to the second quarter of 1999. This 
growth came from higher exports of crude petroleum which, 
because of higher prices on the world market, went from $2.2 
billion in the second quarter of 1999 to $5.1 billion in the 
second quarter of2000. Exports oftelecommunication equip­
ment rose by $2.4 billion as a result of higher demand for 
electronic components related to fibre optics. Exports of wood 
pulp rose by $825,2 million, mostly because of higher ex­
ports to China, Indonesia and Taiwan. Moreover, hot weather 
conditions in Southwest United States during the second 
quarter pushed up the demand for natural gas and electricity 
used for air-conditioning purposes. These increases were 
partly offset by lower exports oflumber, which resulted from 
declining housing starts in the United States during May 
and June. 

Quarterly Summary by Province 

Olltario 
During the second quarter of2000, total exports for the prov­
ince of Ontario were valued at $47.7 billion, an 8.3% increase 
over the second quarter of 1999. This upward movement 
was entirely related to higher exports to the United States of 
auto pal1s and cars, which rose by $407.9 million and $224.1 
million respectively. Exports of telecommunication equipment 
as well as computers rose by $186.7 million and $150.7 mil­
lion as the demand for electronic components related to fibre 
optics as well as Internet services remained strong through­
out the second quarter. Offsetting these increases were lower 
exports of trucks which because of consecutive declines in 
April and May, were $480.6 million lower than a year ago.

Cette croissance s'articu1e autour d'une forte hausse 
des exportations de petrole brut qui en raison de la hausse 
des prix du brut sur Ie marche mondial sont passees de 2,2 
milliards au deuxieme trimestre de 1999 it 5, I milliards au 
deuxieme trimestre 2000. Des hausses ont ete egalement 
enregistrees au niveau des exportations de materiel de 
telecommunication qui ont augmente de 2,4 milliards de dol­
lars en raison surtout de la croissance des exportations de 
composantes electroniques reliees it la fibre optique. En outre, 
suite it la reprise economique en Asie, les exportations de 
piite de bois vers la Chine, I' Indonesie et Taiwan ont augmente 
de 825,2 millions de dollars.

Ontario 
Au cours du deuxieme trimestre 2000, les exportations de 
l'Ontario se chiffraient it 47,7 milliards de dollars, une hausse 
de 8,3% par rapport au deuxieme trimestre de 1999. Ce 
mouvement a la hausse est relie a la f0l1e croissance des 
exportations de voitures et de pieces vers les Etats-Unis qui 
ont respectivement augmente de 407,9 millions de dollars et 
de 224, I millions de dollars. De plus, les exportations de 
materiel de telecommunication et d'ordinateurs ont 
respectivement augmente de 186,7 millions de dollars et de 
150,7 millions de dollars, la demande pour les composantes 
electroniques reliees it la fibre optique et les services 
d' Internet est demeuree tres forte tout au cours du deuxieme 
trimestre. Une legere pression it la baisse a ete exercee par les 
exportations de cam ions qui suite a des baisses successives 
en avril et en mai, ont ete inferieures de 480,6 millions de 
dollars par rapport it la meme periode I'an dernier. 
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Quebec 
Total exports for the province of Quebec grew by 22.6% in 
the second quarter of 2000. This growth was primarily re­
lated to higher exports of telecommunication equipment, up 
fro·m $1.5 billion in the second quarter of 1999 to $3.1 billion 
in the second quarter of2000. In addition, exports of aircraft, 
computers, aluminum, and newsprint rose significantly in 
the second quarter. These increases were partly dampened 
by lower exports of lumber, as housing starts in the United 
States retreated in May and June after the Federal Reserve 
Bank increased interest rates. 

British Columbia 
Total exports for the province of British Columbia rose by 
14.4% in the second quarter of2000. This upward movement 
was mainly related to higher exports of electricity, which be­
cause of hot weather conditions in California, rose by $247 
million. Moreover, exports oflumber increased by $412 mil­
lion due to higher exports to the United States and Japan. A 
slight downward pressure was exerted by lower exports of 
coal to Japan, which fell by 5.3% in the second quarter of 
2000. It is noteworthy that British Columbia's exports to Ja­
pan regained all the ground lost over the last few months 
and were 14.3% higher than a year ago. 

Alberta 
Alberta's total exports rose by 53% in the second quarter of 
2000, increasing from $8.1 billion in the second quarter of 
1999 to $12.4 billion in the second quarter of2000. This up­
ward movement was primarily due to a $2.2 billion increase 
in exports of crude petroleum, resulting from higher prices 
for crude petroleum on the world market. In addition, exports 
of natural gas rose by $654.7 million as a result of higher 
demand in the United States. Exports of telecommunication 
equipment registered a $645.3 million increase, as the de­
mand in the United States for electronic components remained 
strong throughout the second quarter.

Quebec 
Les exportations du Quebec ont augmente de 22,6% au cours 
du deuxieme trimestre 2000 en raison surtout de la forte 
croissance des exportations des equipements de haute 
technologie qui sont passees de 1,5 milliard de dollars au 
deuxieme trimestre de 1999 it 3, 1 milliards au deuxieme trimestre 
2000. En outre, les exportations d'avions, d'ordinateurs, 
d'aluminium, de pate de bois et de papier journal ont 
progresse de fac;:on significative au deuxieme trimestre 2000. 
Ces hausses ont ete en revanche legerement attenuees par 
une baisse des exportations de bois d'oeuvre provoquee par 
une diminution des mises en chantier aux Etats-Unis, suite 
au relevement des tau x d' interet par la Banque Centrale 
Americaine. 

Colombie britanllique 
Les exportations de la Colombie britannique ont augmente 
de 14,4% au deuxieme trimestre 2000, en raison surtout de la 
croissance des exportations d'electricite. En effet, les 
exportations d'electricite ont augmente de 247 millions de 
dollars suite it une vague de chaleur qui a frappe la Californie 
provoquant ainsi une hausse de la demande d'electricite 
utilises pour faire fonctionner les appareils de climatisation. 
Par ailleurs, les exportations de bois d' oeuvre ont augmente 
de 412 millions de dollars au deuxieme trimestre suite it une 
hausse des exportations vers les Etats-Unis et Ie Japon. Une 
certaine pression it la baisse a ete exerce par les exportations 
de charbon it destination du Japon qui ne cessent de diminuer 
(-5,3% au deuxieme trimestre 2000). II est important de 
souligner que les exportations de la Colombie britannique 
vers Ie Japon reprennent graduellement Ie terrain perdu au 
cours des derniers mois et etaient de 14,3% superieures par 
rapport it la meme periode ran dernier. 

Alberta 
Les exportations de l'Alberta sont passees de 8,1 milliards 
de dollars au deuxieme trimestre de 1999 it 12,4 milliards au 
deuxieme trimestre 2000, soit une hausse de 53%. Cette forte 
croissance est attribuable it une hausse de 2,2 milliards de 
dollars des exportations de petro Ie brut provoquee par la 
hausse des prix du brut sur Ie marche mondial. En outre, les 
exportations de gaz naturel ont augmente de 654,7 millions 
de dollars, suite it une hausse de la demande aux Etats-Unis. 
Des hausses ont ete egalement enregistrees au niveau des 
exportations de materiels de telecommunication qui ont 
augmente de 645,3 millions de dollars, la demande pour les 
composantes electroniques ayant ete tres forte aux Etats­
Unis tout au cours du deuxieme trimestre. 
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Quarterly Summary by principal trading area 

Ulliled Stales 
Canada's total exports to the United States edged up by 
18.2% in the second quarter of2000, moving from $70.9 bil­
lion in the second quarter of 1999 to $83.8 billion in the sec­
ond quarter of2000. This upward movement was partly re­
lated to higher exports of crude petroleum, telecommunica­
tion equipment, natural gas, and automotive products. These 
increases were somewhat offset by lower exports of lumber, 
which fell by $208.9 million, as a result ofa slowdown in 
construction activity in the United States. 

Japall 
Canada's total exports to Japan rose by 7% in the second 
quarter of2000. This upward movement was primarily due to 
higher exports of wood pulp, crabs and lumber. These in­
creases were partly offset by lower exports of coal and canola, 
which fell by $111.4 million and $48.6 million respectively. 

E uropeall Ullioll 
Canada's total exports to the European Union grew by 19.7% 
in the second quarter of2000 to reach $4.5 billion. This growth 
resulted from higher exports of aircraft to Germany, the United 
Kingdom, Denmark and Italy. Increases were also noted for 
telecommunication equipment, computers, as well as nickel 
in ores. These increases were partly offset by a 52.5% de­
cline in exports of crude non metallic minerals to the United 
Kingdom and Belgium. . 

Other OECD Coulltries 
The upward trend continued for Canada's total exports to 
other OECD countries which were 22.9% higher than a year 
ago. This growth was primarily related to higher exports of 
aircraft, medical equipment, nickel ores and auto parts. Ex­
ports of cars to Mexico rose significantly in the second quar­
ter of2000 and were 274.4% higher than a year ago.

Ces hausses ont ete partiellement attenuees 
par une baisse des exportations de charbon et de graines de 
colza en baisse respectivement de 111,4 millions de dollars et 
de 48,6 millions de dollars. 

Ullioll Europeelllle 
Les exportations du Canada vers les pays de l'Union 
europeenne ont augmente de 19,7% au deuxieme trimestre 
2000 pour atteindre 4,5 milliards de dollars. Cette croissance 
s'articule autour d'une hausse de des exportations d'avions 
it destination de I' Allemagne, du Royaume Uni, du Danell1ark 
et de I'Italie. Des hausses ont ete egalell1ent enregistrees au 
niveau des exportations de materiel de telecommunication, 
d'ordinateurs et de m inerais de nickel. Une legere pression it 
la baisse a ete exercee par les exportations de m inerais non 
metalliques bruts vers la Belgique et Ie Royaull1e Uni qui ont 
diminue de 52.5% au deuxieme trill1estre.

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Otlter Countries 
Canada's total exports to Other Countries grew by 15.1 % in 
the second quarter of 2000. This growth came from higher 
exports of aircraft, wood pulp, fertilizers and wheat. Because 
of the recovery in Asia, exports of wood pulp mainly to China, 
Indonesia and Taiwan rose by 52.5% to reach $607.4 million. 
In addition, exports of wheat to countries such as Algeria, 
Iran, China and Morocco were 33% higher than a year ago. 
Exports of chemical fertilizers mainly to China maintained 
their upward trend and were 33.5% higher than the previous 
year. A slight downward influence was exerted by lower ex­
ports of coal and telecommunication equipment, down by 
30.9% and 15% respectively.

The Canadian International Merchandise Trade

I Introduction 

The objective of this text is to provide a general 
overview of the Canadian International Merchan­
dise Trade Statistical Program with special refer­
ence to concepts and definitions. The text is intended 
for the general user and simplicity is emphasized. 
More technical details can be obtained from the In­
ternational Trade Division upon request. 

II Conceptual Framework 

1. Objectives and Coverage: The primary objec­
tive of the Canadian International Merchandise 
Trade Statistical Program is to meaure the change 
in the stock of material resources of the country 
resulting from the movement of merchandise into 
or out of Canada. Information on imports and ex­
ports are inputs into the System of National Ac­
counts particularly in the Balance of Payments 
and Gross Domestic Product, and are used in the 
formulation of trade and budgetary policies. Gov­
ernments, importers, exporters, manufacturers 
and shipping companies use trade statistics to: 

• monitor import penetration and export performance; 

• monitor commodity price and volume changes; 

• examine transport implications. 

2. Trade Statistics - Customs BasislBalance of 
Payments Basis: Merchandise trade statistics 
are reported and presented on two different bases: 
Customs basis and Balance of Payment basis. 
(B.O.P.) 

When goods are imported into or exported from 
Canada, declarations must be filed with Customs 
giving such information as description and value 
of the goods, origin and port of clearance of com­
modities and the mode of transport. Most of this 
information is required for the purposes of Cus-

2. Statistiques sur Ie commerce etablies sur 
une base douaniere et en fonction de la bal­
ance des paiements: Les statistiques sur Ie com­
merce des marchandises sont etablies et 
presentees sur deux bases differentes: la base 
douaniere et la base de la balance des paiements 
(B.D.P). 

Lorsque des marchandises sont importees au 
Canada ou en sont exportees, e1les doivent etre 
declarees aux douanes et l'importateur ou 
l'exportateur doit donner des renseignements sur 
la designation et la valeur des marchandises, leur 
origine et Ie bureau de dedouanement ainsi que 
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toms Administration. Statistics developed from 
administrative records of Customs are commonly 
referred to as Customs based trade statistics. 

Customs based trade statistics are more accu­
rate at measuring imports than they are at meas­
uring exports. This is the case because Customs 
are typically more vigilant with respect to goods 
entering the country then they are with goods leav­
ing the country. 

Customs based export statistics may understate 
and/or incorrectly portray the destination of ex­
ports. Export statistics are understated when the 
proper documentation is not filed with Customs. 
Exports are incorrectly portrayed when the coun­
try of final destination is inaccurately reported on 
the customs documentation - this occurs most 
frequently when goods are routed through an in­
termediary country before continuing on to their 
final destination. 

Statistics Canada does not have a measure of 
undercoverage but periodically conducts recon­
ciliation exercises with its major trading partners 
- excluding the United States. 

On January 1st, 1990, Canada entered into a 
Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with the 
United States concerning the exchange of import 
data. As a consequence, each administration is 
using the other's import data to replace its own 
export data. Canada's international merchandise 
trade statistics are, therefore, no longer derived 
exclusively from the administrative records of 
Revenue Canada, Customs and Excise, but from 
United States Customs records as well. 

Customs based information is adjusted to con­
form with the National Accounts concepts and 
definitions. The adjustments to derive Balance of 
Payments based trade data include trade defini­
tion, valuation and timing related adjustments. The 
principal difference between the two trade con­
cepts is that Customs based merchandise trade 
statistics cover the physical movement of goods 
as they are reflected on customs documents, 
while Balance of Payments adjusted data are in-
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sur Ie mode de transport. La plupart de ces 
renseignements sont requis par I'administration 
des douanes.

Les statistiques sur les exportations etablies sur 
la base douaniere peuvent sous-estimer ou 
rep res enter incorrectement la destination des 
exportations, ou I'un et I'autre. Dans Ie premier 
cas, les exportations sont sous-estimees lorsque 
les documents officiels ne sont pas presentes aux 
Douanes. Dans Ie deuxieme cas, e\les sont 
representees incorrectement lorsque Ie pays de 
la destination finale declare sur les documents 
douaniers n'est pas Ie bon. Ceci se produit Ie plus 
souvent lorsque les marchandisespassent par un 
pays intermediaire avant de parvenir a leur desti­
nation finale. 

Statistique Canada n'a pas de mesure du sous­
denombrement, mais effectue periodiquement des 
operations de comparaisons avec ses principaux 
partenaires commerciaux, sauf les Etats-Unis. 

Un protocole d'entente conclu entre Ie Canada 
et les Etats-Unis sur l'echange de donnees sur 
les importations est entre en vigueur Ie 1 er janvier 
1990.

3. System of Trade: Canadian trade statistics are 
compiled according to the "General" system of 
trade as defined by the United Nations Statistical 
Office. Under this system, imports include all 
goods which have crossed Canada's territorial 
boundary, whether for immediate consumption in 
Canada or stored in bonded Customs warehouses. 
Domestic exports include goods grown, extracted 
or manufactured in Canada, including goods of 
foreign origin which have been materially trans­
formed in Canada. Re-exports are exports of 
goods of foreign origin which have not been ma­
terially transformed in Canada, including foreign 
goods withdrawn for export from bonded cus­
toms warehouses. Total exports are the sum of 
Domestic exports and Re-exports. Thus the gen­
eral trade system, in principal, presents all goods 
entering the country (imports) and all goods leav­
ing the country (exports). It differs from the "Spe­
cial" system of trade in the treatment of imported 
goods into Customs bonded warehouses. Under 
the "Special" system, these goods are counted 
only if and when they are withdrawn from Cus­
toms warehouses for home consumption. They 
are not counted in export statistics unless they 
have first cleared Customs. 

Conceptually, under the "General" system, the sta­
tistical frontier coincides with the geographical 
boundary, while under the "Special" system, it co­
incides with the Customs boundary. 

4. Valuation: For Customs purposes, imports are 
recorded at values established according to the 
provisions of the Customs Act, which, since Janu­
ary 1 st, 1985, reflects valuation methods based

3. Systeme commercial: Les statistiques sur Ie 
commerce du Canada sont rassemblees selon Ie 
systeme commercial "general" defini par Ie Bu­
reau de statistiques des Nations Unies, en vertu 
dllquel les importations portent sur to utes les 
marchandises qui ont franc hi les frontieres du 
Canada, que ce soit pour y etre consommees 
immediatement ou pour etre mises dans un 
entrepot de douane.

En theorie, dans Ie cadre du systeme "general", 
la frontiere statistique COIncide avec les Iimites 
geographiques du pays, alors que dans Ie cadre 
du systeme "special", elle cOi'ncide avec la 
frontiere douaniere. 

4. Evaluation: Aux fins des douanes, les importa­
tions sont presentees selon les valeurs etablies 
conformement aux dispositions de la Loi sur les 
douanes qui, depuis Ie 1 er janvier 1985, prevoit 
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on the General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade 
(GATT) Valuation Code System. It generally re­
quires the value for duty of imported goods be 
equivalent to the transaction value or the price 
actually paid. 

To determine the transaction value of imported 
goods, all transportation and associated costs aris­
ing in respect of the goods being appraised prior 
to and at the place of direct shipment to Canada, 
are to be added to the price of the goods. There­
fore, Canadian imports are valued F.O.B. (Free 
on Board), place of direct shipment to Canada. It 
excludes freight and insurance costs in bringing 
the goods to Canada from the point of direct ship­
ment. 

To countries other than the United States, exports 
are, in principal, valued or recorded at the values 
declared on export documents which usually re­
flect the transaction value, i.e. actual selling price, 
or in the case of a non-arm's length transaction, 
the transfer price used for company accounting 
purposes. Canadian exports to overseas countries 
are valued at F.O.B. port of exit, including do­
mestic freight charges to that point but net of dis­
counts and allowances. As of January, 1990, Ca­
nadian exports to the U.S. are valued F.O.B. point 
of exit from Canada. Prior to 1990, they were 
valued F.O.B. place of lading net of freight 
charges, discounts and allowances. 

5. Statistical Period: The reference period is the 
calendar month and the calendar year. The clos­
ing of the statistical month for imports and Cana­
dian exports to the United States is defined as 
the last calendar day ofthe month, based as closely 
as practicable on the date of clearance from Cus­
toms. 

The closing of the statistical month for exports, 
to countries other than the United States, is also 
defined as the last calendar day of the month. 
Those export documents which are received too 
late for incorporation in the current month are 
assigned to the month the transaction took place. 
If a monthly summary report from a high volume 
exporter is not received on time, the data are im­
puted for the current month and revised with the 
trade value in the following statistical month.

d'expectition directe. En consequence, Ie prix des 
importations canadiennes est Ie prix 
F.A.B.(Franco a. bord), lieu d'expedition directe 
au Canada. Les couts du fret et de I' assurance 
necessaires pour acheminer les marchandises au 
Canada depuis Ie point d'expedition direct ne sont 
pas compns. 

Dans Ie cas des pays aut res que les Etats-Unis, 
les exportations sont, en principe, evaluees ou 
enregistrees selon la valeur declaree dans les 
documents d'exportation; il s'agit habituellement 
de la valeur transactionnelle, c.-a.-d. du prix de 
vente reel ou, dans Ie cas des operations 
d'entreprises affiliees, du prix de transfert adopte 
par les societes a. des fins comptables. Les prix 
de la plupart des exportations canadiennes vers 
des pays d'outre-mer sont des prix F.A.B., port 
de sortie, fret interieur compris jusqu'a. ce point, 
mais sans les escomptes ni les rabais. A compter 
de janvier 1990, les exportations du Canada aux 
Etats-Unis sont evaluees F.A.B. au point de sor­
tie du Canada. Avant 1990, elles etaient evaluees 
F.A.B. au point de chargement apres deduction 
du fret, des escomptes et des rabais. 

5. Periode statistique: La peri ode de reference 
est Ie mois et l'annee civils. La fin du mois 
statistique des importations et des exportations 
canadiennes aux Etats-Unis correspond au 
demier jour du mois civil pour lequel il est possi­
ble d'obtenir des donnees sur Ie dedouanement. 

Pour les exportations, la fin du mois statistique, 
vers les pays autres que les Etats-Unis corre­
spond aussi au demier jour du mois civil. Les 
documents d'exportation qui parviennent trop tard 
pour que I' on puisse les integrer au mois en cours 
sont affectes au mois ou la transaction a eu lieu. 
Si Ie rapport sommaire mensuel d'un gros 
exportateur ne parvient pas a. temps, ces donnees 
sont imputees au mois en cours, puis rajustees au 
cours du mois statistique suivant en fonction des 
valeurs observees. 
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6. Trading Partner Attribution (Country of ori­
gin/destination): Exports are attributed to the 
country which is the last known destination of 
the goods at the time of export. Exports to the 
United States are attributed to the state of desti­
nation. 

Imports are attributed to their country of origin, 
that is, the country in which the goods were grown, 
extracted or manufactured in accordance to the 
rules of origin administered by Revenue Canada, 
Customs and Excise. Imports from the United 
States are attributed to the state of origin. Prior 
to 1988, most imports were attributed to the coun­
try of export/consignment with the exception of 
imports from Central and South America. 

7. Principal Trading Areas: The "principal trad­
ing areas" are country groupings defined as fol­
lows: 

United States: (includes trade with Puerto Rico 
and the U.S. Virgin Islands). 

Japan: 

E.U. (European Union): Austria, Belgium, Den­
mark, Finland, France, Gennany, Greece, Ireland, 
Italy, Luxembourg, Netherlands, Portugal, Spain, 
Sweden and United Kingdom. Note: United King­
dom, Ireland and Denmark joined the European 
Union on January 1'\ 1973; Greece on January 
1St, 1981; Portugal and Spain on January 1st, 1986 
and Austria, Finland and Sweden on January 1 st, 
1995. 

Other O.E.C.D.: Australia, Canada, Iceland, 
Mexico, New Zealand, Norway, Switzerland, Tur­
key and new members (January 1997); Czech 
Republic, Hungary, Poland and South Korea. The 
European Union (E.U.) countries, United States, 
and Japan are also members of O.E.C.D. (the 
Organization for Economic Co-operation and De­
velopment), but are shown separately. 

Other Countries: This group includes all coun­
tries and territories other than the United States, 
Japan, E.U. and other O.E.C.D. 
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6. Designation des partenaires commerciaux

comme la derniere destination connue des 
marchandises au moment de l'exportation. Les 
exportations vers les Btats-Unis sont attribuees a 
I' etat de destination.

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8. Aggregation of Small Value Countries: The 
concept of aggregating small value countries at 
the commodity/country level has been adopted 
for the monthly publications "Exports by Com­
modity" (catalogue no. 65-004-XPB - table 3) 
and "Imports by Commodify" (catalogue no. 
65-007-XPB - table 3). All countries averaging 
less than $50,000 (Exports) and $50,000 (Imports) 
per month on a cumulative year-to-year basis are 
grouped together and shown as "Other Countries" 
at the end of the list of countries for each com­
modity. Therefore, the omission of a country name 
does not necessarily mean there is no trade for 
that country. Complete commodity/country data, 
regardless of size, is available from the Interna­
tional Trade Division. 

9. Legal Framework: Import and export statis­
tics with countries other than the United States 
are derived from information contained on ad­
ministrative records collected by Revenue 
Canada, Customs and Excise, under the Customs 
Act. Copies of these documents (or information 
therefrom) are sent to Statistics Canada in ac­
cordance with Section 25 of the Statistics Act. It 
follows that the disclosure of trade statistics is 
governed by both the Customs Act and the Sta­
tistics Act and is subject to the provisions of Sec­
tion 17.(2)(a) of the latter. 

Disclosure of export statistics to the United States 
is now governed by a Memorandum of Under­
standing which provides for an exchange of de­
tailed import statistics between Canada and the 
United States.
