Review of International Travel

In the first quarter of 1978, non-resident travellers entering
Canada numbered 4.2 million, up 1.4% from last year, while Canadian
residents returning to Canada wotalled 8.1 million, an increase of 2.2%
over the first quarter of 1977, Immigrants, military personnel, diplo-
mats and crews who are excluded from the above accounted for 0.9
million, up 1.1% over 1977. In analysing the first quarter figures, it
should be noted that this year’s numbers reflect the Easter traffic
which occurred in March as opposed to April in 1977,

Preliminary estimates for the first quarter of 1978 show that
Canada carncd $204 million from imernational travel. an increase of
6.2% from a year carlicr. Receipts from the United States totailed
$144 million, an increase of 2.9% over the first quarier of 1977, while
those from visitors from all other countries advanced by 15.4% 10 $60
million.

Spending by Canadian residents abroad was estimated at
$1.,122 million. Payments to the United States increased by 12.1% 1o
$752 million while payments to other countries totalled $370 million,
up 2.5% over last year. As a result, Canada recorded a deficit of $918
million in the first quarter of 1978. Though this deficit is larger than
last year’s, the rate of deterioration has slowed down somewhat in
recent quarters.

Al this time, it is difficult to draw any conclusions from the first
quarter data for the rest of the year, specially because of a change in
Easter. However, statistics show that there is a slower rate of increase
in the number of Canadians travelling cutside the country and that the
decline in the number of Americans coming to Canada might have
finally rcached its low point.

Non-Resident Travellers Emering Canada

During the first three months of 1978, 4.1 million United
States travellers entered Canada, an increase of 1.3% over 1977, The
number of visitors from coumries other than the United States
increased every month to total 135,100 for the quarter. an advance of
7.8% over last ycar.

[n the first quarter of this year, the number of United States
wravellers entering Canada increased in all categories of traffic.
Though both automobile and bus traffic were weak in January, mainly
because of the bad weather experienced across the castern United
States, they showed respeciive increases of 0.7% and 8.3% for the
quarter. Automobile traffic was led by the two or more nights scgment
which advanced by 9.7% as a result of a 29.7% surge in March,
reflecting Easter traffic. The total bus increase resulted from a sharp
rise in the one or more nights (14.9%) which was largely attributable
to a 28.5% upswing in March. Plane was the most consisient mode
and showed increases in every month to produce an overall growth of
4.9%.

The number of non-resident travellers from countries other
than the United States increased every month in the first quarter.
Among the major tourist generating countries, arrivals from Japan
tncreased by 18.0%, West Germany by 15.4%, the Netherlands by
15.0%, United Kingdom by 5.0% and ltaly by 4.2%; visitors {from
France decrcased by 7.1% and Australia by 0.2%. On a continent
basis, 82,479 visitors came from Europe, accounting for 61.1% of the
traffic for the first quarter.

Revue des voyapes Internationaux

Durant le premicr trimestre de 1978, Ic nombre de voyageurs non
résidents entrant au Canada s’est élevé & 4.2 millions, soit unc augmenta-
tion de 1.4% par rapport a I'an dernicr, alors qu’il y a cu 8.1 millions de
résidents canadicns qui sont rentrés au pays, ce qui représente une hausse
de 2.2% comparativement 3 la méme période pour 1977. Les immigrants,
le personnel militaire, les diplomates et les équipages qui sont exclus des
chiffres ci-dessus ont accusé un accroissement de 1.1% par rapport 4 1977
en atteignant 0.9 million. En analtysant ces données trimestrielles, il faudrait
noter que celles-ci comprennent le trafic de Paques qui a été célébré en mars
cette année alors qu’ll I'avait é1¢ en avril en 1977,

Les estimations provisoires pour le premier trimestre de 1978
montrent que les voyages internaticnaux ont rapperté $204 miilions au
Canada, soil une augmentation de 6.2% par rapport 4 1977. Les recettes
provenant des Etats-Unis se sont chiffrées & $144 millions, ce qui représente
une augmentation de 2.9% comparativement au premier trimestre de 1977,
alors que celles provenant des visiteurs de tous les autres pays ont augmenté
de 15.4% pour s'établir 4 $60 millions.

On estime que les dépenses des résidents canadiens a I'étranger ont
atteint §1,122 millions. Les paiements faits aux Etats-Unis se sont accrus de
12.1% pour atteindre $752 millions alors que ceux Faits aux pays autres que
les Etats-Unis o é1¢ de $370 millions, soit une avgmentation de 2.5% par
rapport & I'an dernier. Conséquemnment, le Canada a enregistré un déficit
dec $918 miiiions au cours du premier trimestre de 1978, Méme si ¢e défici
est plus élevé que celui du premier trimestre de 1977, il reste que son laux
de détérioration a un peu ralenti durant les derniers trimestres.

1l est assez difficile en ce moment de tirer des conclusions pour le
reste de ’année 1978 4 partir des données du premier trimestre, spéciale-
ment en raison du changement dans la e de Paques. Cependant les
statistiques démontrent qu’il y a eu un ralentissement dans 'augmentation
du nombre de Canadiens voyageant a4 D’¢iranger ¢t que le nombre
d’américains venan au Canada semble aveir finalement atteint son niveau
le plus bas.

Voyageurs non résidents entrant au Canada

Lors des trois premicrs mois de 1978, il y a eu 4.1 millions de
voyageurs des Etats-Unis qui sont entrés av Canada, soit une augmentation
de 1.3% par rapport 2 1977, Le nombre de visiteurs en provenance des
autres pays s'est accru & chacun des mois pour se chiffrer 4 135,100 pour
le trimesire, cc qui représente une hausse de 7.8% comparativement 4 I’an
dernier.

. Au cours du premier trimestre de 1978, le nombre de résidents des
Etats-Unis entrant au Canada a augmenté dans toures les catégories. Méme
si les trafics par automobile et par autobus ont ¢1€ faibles en janvier, en
raison surtout de la mauvaise température qu'a connue 'est des Etats-Unis,
ils ont quand méme augmenté de 0.7% et 8.3% respectivernent au cours du
trimestre. Le trafic automobile a é1é influencé par la catégorie des
voyageurs ayant séjourné deux nuits ou plus qui a connu unc hausse de
9.7% en raison d’une augmentation de 29.7% en mars, reflétant le trafic de
Paques. L augmentation du trafic par autobus a été causée par un
accroissement de 14.9% dans la caiégoric des voyageurs ayant séjourné une
nuit ou plus, résultant principaiement d’une hausse de 28.5% en mars.
L’avion a é1é le moyen de transport le plus régulier alors qu’il a accusé une
augmentation 4 chacun des mois conduisant 4 un accroissement global de
4.9% pour le trimestre.

Le nombre de non résidents provenamt de pays autres que les
Etats-Unis s’st accru 4 chacun des mois du premier trimestre. Parmi les
principaux pays génératcurs de touristes, les arrivées provenant du Japon
ont augmenté de 18.0%, celles de ’Allemagne de 'Ouest de 15.4%, celles
des Pays-Bas de 15.0%, celles du Royawne-Uni de 5.0% ct celles d’ltalic de
4.2%, alors que les visiteurs en provenance de la France ont diminué de
7.1% et ceux d'Australic de 0.2%. Sur unc base continentale, 82,479
visiteurs sont venus d'Europe, justifiant de 61.1% du trafic du premier
trimestre.



Resident Travellers Returning to Canada

In the first quarter, Canadian residents returning from the
United States numbered 7.6 million, up 2.1% over 1977. Residents
returning from countries other than the United States increased by
3.3% 10 544,300.

In March, the number of Canadian residents returning from
the United States increased in all categories. Automobile traffic rose by
5.3%, led by a tremendous jump of 25.2% in the one or more nights
trafiic. Total bus advanced by 7.7% and planc showed an increase of
11.1%. !

These March figures, reflecting Easter Traffic, had a major
impact on the quarterly data. Automobile traffic increased by 1.2%, as
the onc or more nights traffic registered a rise of 8.1%, offsenting a
decrease of 0.6% in the same day travellers. Further disaggregation
shows that the onc or more nights increase was duc te a 9.7% advance
in the two or more nights (28.2% in March) as opposed to a decline
of 1.1% in the one night category. Bus and plane traffic advanced in
every month so that the first quarter recorded increases of 5.4% and
8.2% respectively.

A monthly analysis of Canadian residents returning from
countries other than the United States reveals that in January 2.2% less
Canadians re-cntered Canada compared 1o last year while February
and March showed advances of 4.5% and 7.8%.

Voyageurs residents revenant aw Canada

Au cours du premier trimestre, les résidents canadiens qui sont
revenus des Etats-Unis ont totalisé 7.6 millions, soit une augmentation de
2.1% par rapport 4 1977. Les Canadiens revenant de pays autres que les
Etats-Unis aut augmenté de 3.3%, atteignant 544,300.

En mars, le nombre de résidents canadiens revenant des Etats-Unis
a augmenté dans toutes les catégories. Le trafic automobile s’est accro de
5.3%, grace 4 une hausse de 25.2% dans le trafic des voyageurs ayant
séjourné¢ une nuit ou plus. Le trafic par autobus s’est élevé de 7.7% alors
qu'il y a eu une augmentation de 11.1% dans le trafic par avion.

Ces données pour mars, reflétant le trafic de Pdques, ont eu un
impact majeur sur les données trimestrieltes. Le trafic automobile s'est
accru de 1.2% alors que le trafic d’une nuit ou plus a augmenté de 8.1%,
contrebalangant ainsi une diminution de 0.6% dans les voyageurs du méme
Jour. Une ventilation plus poussée révéle que 'augmentation dans la
catégorie des voyageurs d’une nuit ou plus a ét¢ causée par une hausse de
9.7% dans la catégorie des deux nuits'ou plus {28.2% en mars) par rapport
4 une baisse de 1.1% dans les catégorie des voyageurs d’unc nuil. Les trafics
par autcbus et par avion ont augmenté 4 chacun des mois du premier
trimestre et ont ainsi enregistré des accroissements de 5.4% et 8.2%
respectivement.

Une analyse mensuetle des résidents canadiens revenant de pays
autres que les Etats-Unis démontre qu’il y a cu 2.2% de moins de Canadiens
qui sont rentrés de ces pays en janvier comparativement 4 ’an dernier alors
que février et mars ont connu des hausses respectives de 4.5% ¢t 7.8%.

METHOD OF COLLECTION

The statistics published in this report provide measures of
international traveller flows across Canada’s frontier.

The surveys cover non-residents entering Canada and resi-
dents returning to Canada frem the United States and other countries
at land, air and sea points of entry.

The close co-operation of officials in the Department of
National Revenue, Customs and Excise, Manpower and Immigration
and toll autherities across Canada is greatly appreciated.

All travellers who clear customs are recorded by Customs’
officers on the documents listed below:

E62 Entry Tally — To record travellers by land and car ferry
at ports of entry on the United States-Canada border. This count of
United States and Canadian traveliers is done on a full census basis
except for seven points of entry where sampling techniques are used
linked to toll counts to provide estimates of traffic categories. The
sample consists of systematically selecting 25% of the days of the year
and conducting a census of travellers on each of the selected days.

E63 Private Craft and Passenger Arrivals — To record on a
census basis travellers entering Canada by private plane and boat,
commercial freighters, passenger ferries and excursion cruises.

E64 Referral Card — to record on a census basis travellers
entering Canada in commercial planes and boats including charter
and cruise arrivals.

All the above forms are sent directly to the International
Travel Section in Statistics Canada for processing, summary and
publication. Documents are regisiered, sorted, edited and captured on
a mini-compuler system.

Data on expenditures of travellers produced in Table 1 are
derived from questionnaire sample surveys. Detailed methods and
definitions are described in publication 66-201, Annual, **Travel
Between Canada and Other Countries”’.

Toutes ces formules sont envoyées directement 2 la section des
voyages internationaux de Statistique Canada pour I’exploitation, la mise
en sommaire et publication.

Definition of Terms

International Traveller — The term international traveller
applies to all persons arriving in Canada who are cleared through
Customs and Immigration points of entry. One person may cross into
Canada several times on one trip away from home. The method of
collection counts each crossing or visit made. The term international
traveller is divided into three groups; non-resident traveller, resident
traveller and other traveller. If all “same day™ travellers are excluded
from non-resident and resident categories, the numbers remaining
approximate the international definition of **tourist”’.

Non-resident traveller — An international traveller resident of
a country other than Canada who passes through Canada Customs
and is entering Canada for the following reasons:

— Business, commuting to work, scascnal or temporary
employment.
Pleasure, holiday, vacation, health and shupping.

Visiting friends or relatives.

— Attending a convention, conference or seminar.

— Study, summer resident.

— Travelling in transit who do clear Canada Customs.

Resident Traveller — An international traveller resident of
Canada who has travelled outside of Canada for the same reasons as
given above and who is returning to Canada through Canada
Customs.

Other Travellers — A group consisting of the following types
of international travellers:

— Immigrants and former residents returning to establish
residence.
. — Miliwary personnel and dependents.
— Diplomats and dependents.
Persons engaged in the operation of a transport.

Land — Automobile, bus and rail traffic as well as ““other
methods'” entering by land and ferry.

Air — Commercial and charter services and private plane.

Marine — Commercial and cruise ship, passenger ferries and
privaic or rented boat, and passengers on freighters,

Other Methods — Pedestrians, bicycle, motorcycle, etc.

Direct to Canada — Non-residents entering from countries
other than the U.S.A. or Canadian residents returning from countries
other than the US.A. directly to Canada. It should be noted that
statistics are not provided on this basis for travellers leaving
Canada.

Via the United States — Non-residents entering from coun-
tries other than the U.S.A. or Canadian residents returning to Canada
from countries other than the U.S.A. through or by way of the United
States. The length of stay in the U.S. has no bearing on the classifica-
tion; a person could be in transit through the U.S. or could have stayed
several days. Examples: a non-resident entering direct to Canada who
visits the United States during his trip would be counted twice; direct
on his first entry and via the US. on his second entry. A returning
resident vacationing in The Southern United States who travels to the
Caribbean would be counted as returning via the United States.

Countries Other than the United States — This designation
includes all countries other than Continental United States, Alaska
and Hawaii.
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Définitions des termes

Voyageur international — Les voyageurs internationaux sont toutes
les personnes qui arrivent au Canada par un point d'entrée des Douanes ou
de I'lmmigration. Au cours d’un méme voyage, il se peut qu’une personne
entre au Canada plusieurs fois,. La méthode de collecte prend en compte
chaque passage a la frontiére ou chaque visite effectuée. Les voyageurs
internationaux se divisent en trois groupes: voyageurs non résidents,
voyageurs résidents et les autres voyageurs. Si tous les voyageurs “pour la°
journée™ sont exclus des calégories voyageurs non résidents et voyageurs
résidents les autres répondent & peu prés a la définition internationale de
“touriste”.

Voyageur non résident — Voyageur international, résident d'un
pays autre que le Canada, qui passe par les Douanes canadiennes et qui
entre au Canada pour une des raisons suivanies:

Voyage d’agrément, congé, vacances, voyage pour motifs de santé ou
emplettes.

Représentation & un congrés, une conférence ou un colloque.

Etudes, résidence d'¢1é,

Voyage en transit en passant par les Douanes canadiennes.

Voyageur résident — Voyageur international, résident du Canada,
qui a voyagé A 'extérieur du Canada pour les mémes raisons qui ci-dessus
¢t qui revient au pays en passant par les Douvanes canadiennes.

Autres voyageurs — Groupe constitué des genres suivants de
voyageurs internationaux:

A remarquer qu'il n’y a pas
de statistiques correspondantes pour les voyageurs qui sortent du
Canada.

Via les Etats-Unis — Non-résidents arrivant de pays autres que les
Etats-Unis ou résidents du Canada revenant au Canada en provenance de
pays autres que les Etats-Unis mais en passant par les Etats-Unis, La durée
du séjour aux Etats-Unis n’a aucunc importance; il peut s’agir d'un simpie
passage aux Etats-Unis ou d’un séjour de plusieurs jours. Exemples: un
non-résident entrant directement au Canada et qui visite les Etats-Unis au
cours de son voyage serait dénombré deux fois; comme entré directement
lors de sa premiére entrée et comme entré via les Etats-Unis lors de la
seconde. Un résident revenant aux pays aprés avoir visité le sud des
Etats-Unis et s%étre rendu dans les Caraibes serait dénombré comme un
résident revenant via les Etats-Unis.

Pays autres que les Etats-Unis — Cette catégoric comprend tous les
pays autres que les Etats-Unis (partie continentale), I'Alaska et Hawaii.
