Review of International Travel

In the second quarler of 1980, non-resident travellers entering
Canada numbered 11.0 million, up 27.5% from last year. Canadian
residents returning from international trips totalled 9.2 million, a
deercase of 0.7% over the second quarter of 1979. Immigrants,
military personncl, diplomats and crews, who are excluded from the
above figures, accounted for 1.0 million entries, 4.6% less than last
year.

Preliminary estimates [or the second quarter of 1980 show
that the travel account recorded an estimated deficit of $227 million
compared with $200 million in 1979. An improvement in receipts
from countries other than the United States, to $329 million in 1980
from $274 million in 1979, was more than offset by the growth in
Canadian payments to the United States, $725 million in comparison
to $639 million in 1979. Receipts from United States visitors and
payments by Canadians visiting other countries showed little change
from the second quarter of last year.

In the first six months of 1980, estimated receipts from United
States visitors rose to $730 million from $665 million in 1979, while
thase from visitors from other countries totalled $434 million in
comparison to $350 million last year. Payments by Canadians
travelling 1o the United States increased to §1,578 million from
$1,411 million, while payments to all other countries amounted 1o
$768 million versus $724 millien in 1979, The resulting travel account
estimated deficit was $1,182 million in the first half of 1980, slightly
higher than last year’s $1,120 million deficit.

Non-resident Travellers Entering Canada

During the second quarter of 1980, 10.3 million United States
residents entered Canada, a 29.0% increase over the same quarter last
year. The number of visitors from countries other than the United
States also increased in cach month of the quarter to total 611,000,
6.8% above last year.

During the second quarter, the significant increase in the
number of United States visitors was concentrated solely in the
same-day automobile category — that is, those United States resi-
dents who enter Canada by automobile and intend to stay for Jess than
24 hours. The reason for this dramatic growth in short-term automo-
bile entries is generally believed 10 be the price differential of gasoline
that has developed between Canada and the United States, however,
the favourable exchange rate for United States residents may also
have reinforced this development. These factors resulted in same-day
vehicte entries from the United States increasing by 76%, 80% and
54% in April, May and June respectively over the same periods of last
year, For the quarter, United States same-day vehicle entries were 1.4
million, or 68.4%, above the equivalent gquarter in 1979. On a
provincial basis, the increase in vehicle entries from the United States
depends on two factors: (i) the siz¢ and distribution of the United
States population and {ii) the distance this population is from the
Canada—United States border. Due to'these factors, in the second
quarter of 1980 Ontario recorded the largest actual increase in
same-day vehicle entries (1.1 million), New Brunswick was second
(90,000), Quebec third {74,000) and British Columbia fourth (61,-
000). Because of the sparse population and greater distances involved
south of the Prairie provinces, their same-day vehicle entries are of a
much smaller magnitude (Manitoba, 14,000 and Alberta, 4,000} with
Saskatchewan actually recording a small decline (300).

Revue des Voyages Internationaux

Durant le deuxiéme trimestre de 1980, le nombre de voyageurs non
résidents entrant au Canada s'est élevé a | 1.0 millions, soit une augmenta-
tion de 27.5% par rapport 4 I'an dernier, alors qu’il y a eu 9.2 millions de
résidents canadiens qui sont renirés au pays, c¢ qui représente unc
diminution de 0.7% comparativement au deuxiéme trimestre de 1979, Les
immigrants, le personnel militaire, les diplomates et les équipages qui sont
exclus des chiffres ci-dessus ont accusé une baisse de 4.6% par rapport i
1979 ¢n atteignant 1.0 million.

Les estimations provisoires pour le deuxiéme trimestre de 1980
révélent que les voyages internationaux ont accusé un déficit estimé 4 $227
millions comparativement & $200 millions en 1979. L'amélioration dans Jes
recettes des visiteurs en provenance de pays autres que les Etats-Unis, de
$274 millions en 1979 & $329 millions en 1980, a été contrebalancéce par
la croissance dans les dépenses des Canadiens ayant visité les Etats-Unis,
atteignant $725 millions en comparaison a $639 millions en 1979. Les
recettes provenant des visiteurs américains et les dépenses des Canadicens
ayant retourné de voyage dans d'autres pays n'ont presque pas varié par
rapport au deuxiéme trimestre de 1979,

Au cours de six premiers mois de 1980, on estime que les recettes
en provenance des visiteurs des Etats-Unis se sont chiffrées 4 $730 millions
{3665 millions en 1979} alors que celles venant des visiteurs d’autres pays
ont totalisé $434 millions comparativement & $350 millions I'an dernier.
Les paiements des Canadiens ayant voyagé aux Etats-Unis ont augmenté
4 $1,578 millions ($1,411 millions en 1979) alors que ceux faits dans tous
les autres pays ont atteint $768 millions par rapport a $724 millions en
1979. Ainsi, les six premiers mois de 1980 ont enregistré un déficit estimé
4 $1,182 millions, ce qui est légérement plus élevé que celui de 51,120
millions déclaré en 1979,

Voyageurs non résidents entrant au Canada

Au cours du deuxiéme trimestre de 1980, il y a eu 0.3 millions de
voyageurs des Etats-Unis qui sont entrés au Canada, soit une augmenta-
tion de 29.0% par rapport au méme trimestre de 1979. Le nombre de
visiteurs en provenance de pays autres que les Etats-Unis s’est accru 4
chacun des mois pour s'établir 4 611,000 pour le trimestre, ce qui
représente une augmentation de 6.8% comparativement a I'an dernier.

Pour un deuxiéme trimestre consécutif, 'importante augmentation
dans le nombre de visiteurs des Etats-Unis a é1é principalement due 4 la
catégoric des voyageurs par automobile pour un jour seulement, c'est-
i-dire, ceux qui entrent au Canada par automobile et qui ont I'intention d'y
demeurer moins de 24 heures. La raison généralement apportée pour
expliquer cette considérable augmentation dans les entrées par automobile
pour un jour seulement est la différence dans le prix de I'essence qui existe
entre le Canada et les Etats-Unis; toutefois, le taux de change favorable
dont jouissent les visiteurs américains a certainement contribué  cet essor.
Ces facteurs ont entrainé des augmentations respectives de 76%, 80% et
54% dans le nombre d'entrées par automobile pour un jour seulement en
avril, mai et juin comparativement 4 la méme période I'an dernier.
Conséquemment, les entrées par automoebile pour un jour seulement ont
totalisé 1.4 million pour le trimestre, soit 63.4% de-plus qu'au méme
trimestre de 1979. 1l faut tenir compte de deux facteurs lorsque I'on fait
une analyse de "augmentation du nombre de véhicules en provenance des
Etats-Unis sur une base provinciale: (i) le volume ¢t la distribution de la
population américaine et (ii) la distance & laquelle cette population
demeure de la frontiére canado-américaine. En considérant ces deux
facteurs, I'Ontario a enregistré la plus grosse augmentation au cours du
deuxiéme trimestre de 1980 avec 1.1 million de véhicules, le Nouveau-
Brunswick vient en deuxiéme avec 90,000, le Québec en Lroisiéme avec
74,000 et la Colombie-Britannigue en quatriéme avec 61,000. En raison
d'une population parsemée et des plus grandes distances 3 parcourir au sud
des provinces des Prairies, les entrées de véhicules pour un jour seulement
ne sont pas de la méme importance que dans les autres provinces; toutefois,
le Manitoba et PAlberta ont enregistré des augmentations respectives de
14,000 et 4,000 véhicules alors que la Saskatchewan a accusé un léger recul
de 300 véhicules. 0



Long tcrm or tourist traffic from the United States (which
includes overnight or longer bus and automobile traffic and total
plane, boat and train entries) decreased during the quarter by 3.5% to
2.9 millien. Overnight automobile entries numbered 2.1 million for
the quarter, down by 2.1% from 1979, while non-automobile long-
term (raflic decreased by 6.6% to 886,000. The decling in long-term
entries from the United States in the second quarter, resulted in a
year-to-date (six months) decrease in this traffic of 1.5% to 4.0 million
entries. This decrease in tourist traffic fram the United States is in
contrast with the same-day traffic trend and appears not to have been
lavourably influenced by the gasoline price differential and exchange
rate factors. 1t may be that the favourable impact of the above were
offset by the weak economic conditions currently affecting the United
States which would be likely t¢ have had a greater affect on long-term
vacation planning.

The growth in the number of non-resident travellers from
countrics other than the United States moderated slightly during the
second quarter of 1980. Visitors from these countries, excluding those
who stayed less than 24 hours, increased by 7.7% to 519,000 in the
sccond quarter of 1980. The moderate growth in visitors from other
countries was mainly due 10 a slight decrease (0.3%) in direct entries
which numbered 286,000 for the quarter. Entries via the United
States increased by 19.6% in the three-month period to 233,000. On
a year-lo-dale basis, among Canada’s major tourist gencrating
countries,tourists from the United Kingdom increased by 12.4%
(183,000); West Germany 4.7% (67,000); Japan 9.9% (50,000):
France 5.9% (38,000); and Australta 4.9% (27,000). On a continental
basis, for the first six months of 1980, visitors from Europe increased
by 8.4% (417,000); Asia 18.7% (117,000); Australasia 5.5% {35,000);
Bermuda and the Caribbean 13.6% (28,000): South America 20.7%
(27,000); and Africa by 18.0% (15,000).

Resident Travellers Returning to Canada

In the second quarter of 1980, the number of Canadian
residents returning after a visit to the United States decreased
fractionally (0.3%) to 8.9 million. Residents re-entering after visits to
countries other than the United States numbered 346,000, down
10.3% from last year and 16.1% below the record number (412,000)
registered in the second quarter of 1978. For the first half of this year,
the number of Canadian residents returning from the United States
increased by 1.2% (16.9 million) while re-entries from all other
countries declined by 6.5% (863,000). An unfavourable exchange
rate, increased transportation costs and slowed econemic growth in
Canada may be responsible for these international travel trends.

[n the second quarier of 1980, residents of Canada returning
from the United States by automobile decreased slightly (1 .0%) to 7.5
million. An increase in residents returning by automabile after a stay
of one or more nights was offset by a decline on same-day re-entries.
During the quarter, total automabile re-entries decreased in April and
May but increased in June. Residents of Canada returning from the
United States by bus increased during the quarter by 3.3% to 376,000
— same-day and overnight or longer bus re-entries both increased.
Plane travel by Canadians increased in each month of the April-June
period resulting in a quarterty gain of 5.8% to 816,000 re-entries.

Total long-term re-entries by Canadian residents returning
from visits to the United States increased by 2.1% to 2.8 million,
during the second quarter of 1980. Long-term automobile re-entries
numbered 1.7 million, a gain of 0.4%.

Canadian residents returning from visits to countries other
than the United States decreased by 13.9%, 4.8% and 11.0% in April,
May and June respectively, resulting in a quarterly decline of 10.3%
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Le nombre de visiteurs des Etats-Unis entrant au Canada pour un
séjour prolongé {ce qui comprend les entrées par automobile et par autocar
pour une nuit ou plus et toutes les entrées par avion, bateau et train) a
baissé de 3.5% au cours du trimestre en s’établissant 4 2.9 millions. Les
entrées par automobile pour an moins une nuit ont totalisé 2.1 millions
durant le trimestre, soit 2.1% de moins qu'en 1979, alors que le trafic autre
que I'automobile pour un séjour prolongé a diminué de 6.6% en alteignant
886,000. En raison de cette diminution au cours du deuxiéme trimestre, les
entrées pour un séjour prolongé en provenance des Etats-Unis accusent une
baisse de 1.5% depuis le début de I’année avec un total de 4.0 millions.
Cette baisse dans le nombre de touristes provenant des Etats-Unis est
complétement contraire au mouvement du trafic pour un jour seulement et
ne semble pas avoir €1é favorablement influencé par la différence dans le
prix de I'essence et le taux de change. I1se peut que I'aspect positif de ces
facteurs ait été contrebalancé par les conditions écanomiques qui prévalent
actuellement aux Etats-Unis et qui peuvent avoir ¢u un plus grand impact
sur la planification des vacances,

La croissance dans le nombre de voyageurs non résidents provenant
de pays autres que les Etats-Unis a légérement modéré au cours du
deuxiéme trimestre de 1980. Le nombre de visiteurs de ces pays, a
I'exception de ceux qui sont restés moins de 24 heures, a augmenté de 7.7%
pour sétablir 4 519,000. Une baisse de 0.3% dans le nombre d’entrées
directes (286,000) a été la principale cause de cette modeste avance. Les
entrées via les F1ats-Unis ont totalisé 233,000 au cours du trimestre, ce qui
représente une augmentation de 19.6%. Depuis le début de I'année, parmi
les principaux pays générateurs de touristes, le nombre de ceux en
provenance du Royaume-Uni a augmenté de 12.4% (183,000) celui de
I'Allemagne de I'Quest de 4.7% (67,000); du Japon de 9.9% (50,000); de
la France de 5.9% (38,000) et de I'Australie de 4.9% {27,000}. Sur une
base continentale, le nombre de visiteurs en provenance de I'Europe a
augmenté de 8.4% (437,000) depuis le début de I'année; celui de I’Asie de
18.7% (117,000); de I’Australasie de 5.5% (35,000); des Bermudes et dcs
Antilles de 13.6% (28,000); de I'’Amérique du Sud de 20.7% (27,000); et
de I'Afrique de 18.0% (15,000).

Voyageurs résidents revenant au Canada

Durant le deuxiéme trimestre de 1980, le nombre de Canadiens
revenant des Etats-Unis a diminué de 0.3% pour s’établir a 8.9 millions.
Les résidents revenant des autres pays ont pour leur part totalisé 346,000,
soit 10.3% de moins que I'an dernier et de 16.1% inféricur au nombre
record {412,000) enregistré au cours du deuxiéme trimestre de 1978.
Depuis le début de I'année, le nombre de résidents du Canada revenant des
Etats-Unis 2 augmenté de 1.2%, se chiffrant & 16.9 millions, alors que le
nombre de rentrées de tous les autres pays a baissé de 6.5% pour atteindre
863,000. Le taux de change défavorable, des coiits de transport plus élevés
et le ralentissement de la croissance économique au Canada ont certaine-
ment eu un effet sur les mouvements des voyageurs canadiens.

Au cours du deuxiéme trimestre de 1980, le nombre de résidents du
Canada revenam des Etats-Unis par automobile a diminué légérement
(1.0%) avec 7.5 millions. L'augmentation dans les voyages par automobile
aprés un séjour d’au moins une nuit a été contrebalancée par une baisse des
rentrées par automobile des résidents sortant et revenant le méme jour.

METHOD OF COLLECTION

The statistics published in this report provide measures of
international traveller flows across Canada’s frontier.

The surveys caver non-residents entering Canada and resi-
dents returning to Canada from the United States and other countries
at tand, air and sea points of entry.

The close co-operation of officials in the Department of
National Revenue, Customs and Excise, Manpower and Immigration
and toli authorities acrass Canada is greatly appreciated.

All travellers who clear customs are recorded by Customs’
ofticers on the documents listed below:

E62 Entry Tally — To record travellers by land and car ferry
at ports of entry on the United States-Canada border. This count of
United States and Canadian travellers is done on a full census basis
cxcept for seven points of entry where sampling techniques are used
finked 1o toll counts to provide estimates of traffic categories. The
sample consists of systemaltically selecting 25% of the days of the year
and conducting a census of travellers on each of the selected days.

E63 Private Craft and Passenger Arrivals — To record 6n a
census basis travellers entering Canada by private plane and boat,
cammercial freighters, passenger ferries and excursion cruises.

E64 Referral Card -~ to record on a census basis travellers
entering Canada in commercial planes and boats including charter
and cruise arrivals.

All the above forms are seat directly to the International
Travel Section in Statistics Canada for processing, summary and
publication. Documents are registered, sorted, edited and captured on
i mini-computer system.

Data on expenditures of travellers produced in Table 1 are
derived from questionnaire sample surveys. Detailed methods and
definitions are described in publication 66-201, Annual, “Travel
Between Canada and Other Countries™.

Definition of Terms

International Traveller — The term international traveller
applies to all persons arriving in Canada who are cleared through
Customs and Immigration points of entry. One person may cross into
Canada several times on one trip away from home. The method of
collection counts each crossing or visit made. The term international
traveller is divided into three groups; non-resident traveller, resident
traveller and other traveller. If atl “same day™ travellers are excluded
from non-resident and resident categories, the numbers remaining
approximate the international definition of “tourist™,

Non-resident traveller — An international traveller resident of
a country other than Canada who passes through Canada Customs
and is entering Canada for the following reasons:

— Business, commuling to work, seasonal or temporary
employment.
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METHODE DE COLLECTE

E63 Arrivées d’aéronefs et de navires particuliers et de leurs
passagers — Sert au dénombrement intégral des voyageurs arrivant au
Canada en avion ou en bateau particulier, 4 bord de cargos, de traversiers
et de navires de croisiére.

E64 Referral Card — Sert au dénombrement intégral de voyageurs
arrivant au Canada par avion et bateau commercial, y compris par vol
nolisé et par bateau de croisiére.

Toutes ces formules sont envoyées directement 4 la section des
vayages internationaux de Statistique Canada pour exploitation, la mise
en sommaire et publication. Les documents sont enregistrés, triés, vérifiés
¢t captés par un sysiéme de mini-ordinateur.

Les données sur les dépenses des voyageurs reproduites au Tableau
1 sont dérivées d’enquétes par sondage. La publication annuelle “Vovages
entre le Canada et les autres pays™ no. 66-201 au catalogue, donne des
détails sur les définitions et méthodes employées dans ces enquétes.

Définitions des termes

Voyageur international — Les voyageurs internationaux sont toutes
les personnes qui arrivent au Canada par un point d'entrée des Douanes ou
de I'Immigration. Au cours d'un méme voyage, il se peut qu'une personne
entre au Canada plusieurs fois,. La méthode de collecte prend en compie
chaque passage & la frontiére ou chaque visite effectuée. Les voyageurs
internationaux se divisent en trois groupes: voyageurs non résidents,
voyageurs résidents et les autres voyageurs. Si tous les voyageurs *“pour la
Journée™ sont exclus des catégories voyageurs non résidents et voyageurs
résidents les autres répondent 4 peu prés a la définition internationale de
“touriste”.

Voyageur non résident — Voyageur international, résident d'un
pays autre que le Canada, qui passe par les Douanes canadiennes et qui
entre au Canada pour une des raisons suivantes:

— Affaires, migration quotidienne, emploi saisonnier ou temporaire.



— Pleasure, holiday, vacation, health and shopping.

— Visiting friends or relatives.

— Aattending a convention, conference or seminar,

— Study, summer resident.

— Travelling in transit who do clear Canada Customs.

Resident Traveller — An international traveller resident of
Canada who has travelled owtside of Canada for the same reasons as
given above and who is returning to Canada through Canada
Customs.

Other Travellers — A group consisting of the following types
of international travellers:

— Immigrants and former residents returning to establish
residence.

— Military personnel and dependents.

— Diplomats and dependents.

— Persons engaged in the operation of a transport.

Land — Automobile, bus and rail traffic as well as “other
methods™ entering by land and ferry.

Air — Commercial and charter services and private plane.

Marine — Commercial and cruise ship, passenger ferries and
private or rented boat, and passengers on freighters.

Other Methods — Pedestrians, bicycle, motoreycle, etc.

Direct to Canada — Non-residents entering from countries
other than the U.S A, or Canadian residents returning from countries
other than the U.S.A. directly to Canada. 1t should be noted that
statistics are not provided on this basis for travellers leaving
Canada.

Via the United States — Non-residents entering from coun-
trics other than the U.S.A. or Canadian residents returning to Canada
from countries other than the U.S.A. through or by way of the United
States. The length of stay in the U.S. has no bearing on the classifica-
tion: a person could be in transit through the U.S. or could have stayed
several days. Examples: a non-resident entering direct to Canada who
visits the United States during his trip would be counted twice; direct
on his first entry and via the U.S. on his secend entry. A returning
resident vacationing in The Southern United States who travels to the
Caribbean would be counted as returning via the United States.

Countries Other than the United States — This designation
includes all countries other than Continental United States, Alaska
and Hawaii.
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— Voyage d’agrément, congé, vacances, voyage pour motifs de santé ou
emplettes.

— Visite d des amis ou des parents.

— Représentation d un congrés, une conférence ou un collogue,

— FEtudes, résidence d*é1é,

— VYoyage en transit en passant par les Douanes canadiennes.

Voyageur résident — Voyageur international, résident du Canada,
qui a voyagé & Vextérieur du Canada pour les mémes raisons qui ci-dessus
et qui revient au pays en passant par les Donanes canadicnnes.

Autres voyageurs — Groupe constitué des genres suivants de
vovageurs internationaux:

— Les immigrants et les anciens résidents revenant fixer leur
demeure.

— Les militaires et les personnes 4 leur charge.

—- Les diplomates et les personnes a leur charge.

— Les personnes travaillant dans les transports.

Par terre — En automobile, en autocar, par chemin de fer de méme
que par les “autres moyens de transport” (arrivée par terre et par
traversier).

Par air — Services commerciaux, vols nolisés et avions
particuliers.

Par eau — Bateaux commerciaux €t de croisiére, traversiers pour
voyageurs, bateaux particuliers ou loués et cargos,

Autres moyens — A pied,  bicyclette, en motocyelette, etc.

Directement au Canada — Non-résidents arrivant de pays autres
que les Etats-Unis ou résidents du Canada revenant de pays autres que les
Etats-Unis et arrivant directement au Canada. A remarquer qu'il n'y a pas
de statistiques correspondantes pour les voyageurs qui sortent du
Canada.

Via les Etats-Unis — Non-résidents arrivant de pays autres que les
Etats-Unis ou résidents du Canada revenant au Canada en provenance de
pays autres que les Etats-Unis mais en passant par les Etats-Unis. La durée
du séjour aux Etats-Unis n’a aucune importance; il peut s'agir d'un simple
passage aux Etats-Unis ou d'un séjour de plusicurs jours. Exemples: un
non-résident entrant directement au Canada et qui visite les Etats-Unis au
cours de son voyage serait dénombré deux fois; comme entré directement
lors de sa premiére entrée et comme entré via les Etats-Unis lors de la
seconde. Un résident revenant aux pays aprés avoir visité le sud des
Etats-Unis et s'étre rendu dans les Caraibes serait dénombré comme un
résident revenant via les Etats-Unis.

Pays autres que les Etats-Unis — Cette catégorie comprend 1ous les
pays autres que les Etats-Unis (partie continentale), I'Alaska et Hawaii.
