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Highlights 

• In 19 85-8 6, community college 
expenditures reached $3.1 billion, vocational 
schools spent $161 million and training 
expenses in hospital totalled $76 million. 
Community college spending represented 
0.7% of Canada's Gross Domestic Product 
(GDP); virtually unchanged from the previous 
year. 

•• In comparison to the Consumer Price Index, 
which rose 4.0% in 1985-86, community 
college expenditures increased more quickly 
(5.4%), vocational schools more slowly 
(2.6%); however, training costs in hospitals 
showed no percentage change over last 
year. 

• Over two-thirds of community college and 
vocational schools' budgets consistently go 
to salaries and benefits. More than 86% of 
training expenses in hospitals are allocated to 
this expenditure. 

• Provincially, the largest 1985-86 rise 
(17.4%) in community college expenditures 
was registered in Nova Scotia where the 
construction of new facilities at some 
colleges contributed to capital expenditures 
more than doubling. 

Data included in this bulletin refer to revenues and 
expenditures of the institutions. As a result, federal 
contributions to provincial governments which may be 
ultimately transferred to the institutions are shown as a 
provincial source in the statistical tables. 
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STATISTIQUES FINANCIERES DES COLLEGES 
COMMUNAUTAIRES, DES ECOLES DE

1985-86 

Faits saillants 

• En 1985-86, les depenses des colleges corn-
munautaires ont atteint $3.1 milliards, les ecoles 
de formation professionnelle ont depense $161 
millions et les depenses de formation en milieu 
hospitalier se chiffraient a $76 millions. Les 
depenses des colleges communautaires ont 
represents 0.7% du Produit interieur brut;

• Comparees a l'indice des prix a la consommation 
qui a augments de 4.0% en 1985-86, les 
depenses des colleges communautaires ont 
progresse plus rapidement (5.4%), tandis que 
celles des ecoles de formation professionnelle 
ont affiche une progression plus lente (2.6%);

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COMMUNITY COLLEGE EXPENDITURES LES DEPENSES DES COLLEGES 
COMMUNAUTAIRES 

La part Ia plus elevee est alloude aux depenses 
d'enseignement 

Les colleges communautaires ont depense plus 
de $3.1 milliards en 1985-86, representant 9% des 
depenses totales au titre de reducation au Canada. 
De cette somme, $2.9 milliards ont ete consacres 
aux depenses de fonctionnement: enseignement 
(61%), administration (18%), batiments et terrains 
(11%), services aux etudiants (7%) et services de 
bibliotheque (3%). Les $273 millions restants ont ete 
affectes aux depenses en immobilisations. D'une 
autre perspective, les colleges communautaires ont 
depense presque trois quarts de leurs budgets .  de 
fonctionnement en salaires et avantages sociaux pour 
atteindre une masse salariale de $2.1 milliards.

Largest Share goes to Instructional 
Expenditures 

Community colleges spent over $3.1 billion 
in 1985-86, representing 9% of total educa-
tional expenditures in Canada. Of this total, $2.9 
billion was committed to operating expenses: 
instruction (61%), administration (18%), physical 
plant (11%), student services (7%) and library 
operations (3%). The rest, $273 million, was 
alloted for capital expenditures. From another 
perspective, community colleges spent almost 
three-quarters of their operating budgets on 
salaries and fringe benefits for a total salary bill 
of $2.1 billion. The percentages above have 
changed very little over the previous two surveys 
(no survey was conducted in 1983-84). 

proportions Vary Significantly by Province 
and Territory 

For the second consecutive year, Nova 
Scotia registered the greatest share of operating 
costs going to instruction (76%), while the Yukon 
(55.8%), Alberta .  (57.6%) and Manitoba (57.6%) 
posted the lowest proportions. The last two 
survey years have seen Quebec community 
colleges record the highest share of operating 
expenditures going to salaries and fringe benefits 
(77%). The Northwest Territories posted the 
lowest: With the exclusion of the two territories, 
Newfoundland, New Brunswick and Nova Scotia 
devoted the most to capital spending in 
proportion to their respective budgets, more than 
20%. This was due mainly to major construction 
projects at a few colleges in these provinces. 
The national average shows that 8.7% of 
institutional budgets were spent on capital. 

Majority of Instructional Spending on 
Postsecondary Programs 

Community colleges offer educational pro-
grams at different levels. For example, in all 
provinces except Quebec, most colleges deliver 
programs at the postsecondary as well as trade 
and vocational levels. On the other hand, 
CEGEPs in Quebec provide mainly postse-
condary education because the school board 
system is primarily responsible for vocational 
training. Excluding Quebec, 61% of direct

At the provincial and territorial levels, again 
excluding Quebec, the largest percentage of 
direct instruction expenditures committed to 
postsecondary programs was reported again in 
Nova Scotia (78.5%) in 1985-86. The least was 
spent in New Brunswick (25.2%) and 
Newfoundland (29.3%). However, B.C. reported 
the largest proportional drop (8 percentage 
points) in direct instruction expenditures allocated 
to postsecondary programs, going from 63.7% in 
1984-85 to 55.7% in 1985-86; its trade and 
vocational programs picked up most of the 
difference, increasing by 6.4 percentage points, 
to 36.2%.

Four-Fifths of Direct Funding from 
Provincial and Territorial Sources 

More than 81% of direct contributions to 
community colleges came from provincial and 
territorial governments, while 8% came from 
fees. The greatest share of income from tuition 
fees was reported, for the second consecutive 
year, in British Columbia (13.5%); up from 7.8% 
in 1982-83. In 1985-86, the smallest 
proportions were posted in the Northwest 
Territories (0.8%) and the Yukon (1.7%); the 
province recording the lowest share (2.7%) was 
Nova Scotia. 

ECOLES DE FORMATION PROFESSIONNELLE 

Presque tous les fonds sont affectes aux

Les ecoles de formation professionnelle publiques 
ont depense pros de $161 millions en 1985-86, 
dont 98% au chapitre des depenses de fonctionne-
ment. Environ 63% des depenses de fonctionnement 
ont ete consacrees a l'enseignement, 21% a ('admi-
nistration, 12% aux batiments et aux terrains, 3% aux 
services aux Otudiants et 2% aux services de 
bibliotheque.

VOCATIONAL SCHOOL EXPENDITURES 

Almost All Funds Go To Operating Expenses 

Public vocational schools spent nearly $161 
million in 1985-86, of which 98% went to 
operating expenditures. Approximately 63% of 
operating costs were spent on instruction, 21% 
on administration, 11% on physical plant, 3% on 
student services and 2% on library services. As 
a percentage of operating expenditures, salaries 
and benefits made up 70% for a total of $110 
million. Of the total, 60% went to teachers' 
salaries, 35% to other employees and 8% to 
fringe benefits. 
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As was the case last year, Alberta public 
vocational schools recorded the largest 
percentage of operating expenditures for salaries 
and benefits (84%) while the national average 
was 70%.

Majority of Contributions from Public Funds 

The three levels of government contributed 
91% ($149 million) of direct public vocational 
school funding while 4% came from fees. B.C. 
schools were least funded by governments 
(80.5%) while Nova Scotia schools were almost 
fully funded (98%) because they are totally 
operated by government. 

TRAINING IN HOSPITALS 

Salary Bill Makes Up More Than Three-
Quarters Of Expenditures 

In 1985-86, training expenses in hospitals 
amounted to $76.0 million, of which $59.9 or 
79% was committed to salaries, $6 million or 
about 8% to fringe benefits and $10.1 million or 
13% to non-salary expenses. Provincially, 
salaries and benefits in proportion to total 
expenditures ranged from 76% in New 
Brunswick and Quebec to almost 100% in Prince 
Edward Island.
