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• In 1987-88, community college spending reached 
$3.7 billion, public vocational schools spent $107 
million and paramedical training expenses in 
hospitals totalled $78 million. Community college 
expenditures made up 0.7% of Canada's Gross 
Domestic Product (GDP); virtually unchanged from 
the previous few years. 

• Community college spending rose 7.5% in 1987-
88. 	However, vocational school expenditures 
dropped 37% as the total number of schools in 
this category dropped from 55 in 1986-87 to 32 in 
1987-882 . 

• En 1987-88, les depenses des colleges communautaires 
ont atteint $3.7 milliards alors que celles des ecoles de 
formation professionnelle se sont elevees a $107 millions 
et que les depenses de formation paramOdicale en milieu 
hospitalier se sont chiffrees a $78 millions. Par rapport au 
produit interieur brut (PIB), les depenses des colleges 
communautaires sont demeurees sensiblement les 
memes que celles des annees precedentes (0.7%).

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• Provincially, community colleges in Newfoundland 
and Saskatchewan recorded the largest one-year 
increases in expenditures in 1987-88 (50% and 
24% respectively). 	These two provinces 
substantially reduced the number of schools 
offering only trade/vocational programs following 
the introduction of a variety of college-level 
postsecondary educational programs. 

Community Colleges 

Majority of Expenditures on Operations 

Community colleges spent over $3.7 billion in 1987-88, 
representing a relatively constant 9% of total Canadian 
educational costs. Of this total, roughly 90% or $3.4 
billion was committed to operating costs. They 
consisted of instruction (62%), administration (17%), 
physical plant (10%), student services (8%) and library 
operations (3%). The remaining costs, $327 million, 
were for capital. These ratios have fluctuated very little 
since 1982-83, the first year for which data were 
collected. 

From another perspective, community colleges spent 
almost two-thirds of their operating budgets on salaries 
and fringe benefits for a total salary bill of $2.4 billion 
in 1987-88. However, since 1982-83 3 , the salaries and 
benefits share has been reduced by 2.0 percentage 
points. 

Approximately 60% of Operating Budget for 
Instructional Costs 

In 1987-88, community colleges in the western 
provinces spent less than 60% of their operating 
budgets on instruction while the other provinces 
devoted more than 60%. In fact, colleges in Nova 
Scotia continued to register the largest percentage in 
1987-88 (77%); this is due to the fact that the Canadian 
Coast Guard College which records about one-third of 
community college expenses in this province spends 
all of its budget on instruction while the federal 
government is responsible for its other functions, 
including administration. 

In 1987-88, Quebec community colleges continued to 
record the largest share of operating expenditures 
going to salaries and wages (78%). The Northwest 
Territories and New Brunswick again reported the two 
lowest (roughly 60% each). Saskatchewan colleges 
devoted more to capital spending in proportion to total 
expenses than did every other province. At the 
Canada level, capital expenses made up about 9.0% of 
total community college costs in 1987-88.

Colleges Communautaires 

La majorite des depenses est attribuable au 
fonctionnement 

En 1987-88, les colleges communautaires ont depense plus 
de $3.7 milliards, soit une proportion relativement stable de 
9% des depenses effectuees au titre de reducation au 
Canada. De ce total, environ 90%, ou $3.4 milliards, a ete 
consacre aux depenses de fonctionnement, c'est-à-dire a 
l'enseignement (62%), a l'administration (17%), aux batiments 
(10%), aux services aux etudiants (8%) et aux services de 
bibliotheque (3%). Le reste des depenses, soit $327 millions, 
a ete affects aux depenses d'immobilisations. Ces 
pourcentages sont demeures sensiblement les memos depuis 
1982-83, premiere annee oil les donnees ont ete recueillies. 

Par ailleurs, les colleges communautaires ont consacre pros 
de deux tiers de leur budget de fonctionnement aux salaires et 
avantages sociaux, ce qui represente une masse salariale de 
$2.4 milliards en 1987-88. Cependant, depuis 1982-83 3 , la 
part consacree aux salaires et avantages sociaux a diminue de 
2.0 points en pourcentage. 

Environ 60% du budget de fonctionnement a eta 
consacre a l'enseignement 

En 1987-88, les colleges communautaires des provinces de 
l'Ouest ont consacre moins de 60% de leur budget de 
fonctionnement a l'enseignement alors que dans les autres 
provinces, le pourcentage Malt superieur a 60%. En fait, les 
colleges de la Nouvelle-Ecosse ont encore enregistre le plus 
important pourcentage en 1987-88 (77%), ce qui est 
attribuable au fait que le College de la Garde calibre 
canadienne, qui est responsable d'environ un tiers des 
depenses des colleges communautaires de cette province, 
consacre tout son budget a l'enseignement alors que c'est 
l'administration federate publique qui est responsable de ses 
autres depenses, y compris cellos d'administration. 

En 1987-88, les colleges communautaires du Quebec ont 
encore consacre la plus forte part des depenses de 
fonctionnement aux salaires et avantages sociaux (78%) alors 
que les Territoires du Nord-Ouest et le Nouveau-Brunswick 
ont enregistre a nouveau les plus faibles (environ 60% 
chacun). Les colleges de la Saskatchewan ont consacre plus 
aux depenses en immobilisation par, rapport au total des 
depenses que touts autre province. A l'echelle du Canada, 
les depenses on immobilisation ont represents environ 9.0% 
de ('ensemble des depenses des colleges communautaires en 
1987-88.

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Provincially, again excluding Quebec, Nova Scotia's 
community colleges are the most postsecondary 
oriented as the largest percentage of direct instruction 
expenditures allocated to postsecondary programs is 
consistently recorded in this province. This ratio was 
69.7% in 1987-88, but was as high as 80.7% back in 
1982-83 (See table 3). By contrast, Newfoundland's 
college system is more heavily directed towards trade 
and vocational programs. This province again posted 
the lowest ratio (30.8%) of direct instruction 
expenditures for postsecondary programs. 

La majorite des depenses d'enseignement ont ete 
affectees aux programmes postsecondaires 

Les colleges communautaires offrent des programmes 
d'enseignement de niveaux differents. Par exemple, dans 
toutes les provinces sauf au Quebec, la plupart des colleges 
offrent des programmes de niveau postsecondaire ainsi que 
de niveau de formation professionnelle et de metiers. D'autre 
part, les coceps du Quebec dispensent principalement de 
l'enseignement postsecondaire alors que le reseau des 
conseils scolaires assume la plus grande partie de la 
responsabilite de la formation professionnelle. En 1987-88, a 
l'exclusion du Quebec, 60% des depenses directes 
d'enseignement ont eta consacrees aux programmes de 
niveau postsecondaire, 28% aux programmes de formation 
professionnelle et de metiers et 12% aux programmes 
d'education permanente. Depuis 1982-83, ces pourcentages 
ont quelque peu varie : les programmes d'enseignement 
postsecondaire et d'education permanente ont perdu 
respectivement environ deux et quatre points en pourcentage 
alors que les programmes de formation professionnelle et de 
métiers ont ,, recupere ,,  six points. 

A l'echelle provinciale, toujours a l'exclusion du Quebec, les 
colleges communautaires de la Nouvelle-Ecosse consacrent la 
plus grande partie de leurs activites a I'enseignement 
postsecondaire comparativement aux autres colleges alors 
que c'est dans cette province que l'on retrouve regulierement 
Ia plus forte proportion des depenses directes d'enseignement 
affectees aux programmes postsecondaires. Ce pourcentage 
s'elevait a 69.7% en 1987-88 mais etait aussi eleve que

En 1985-86, 
elle etait de ores de 84%. Les revenus provenant des frais de 
scolarite sont demeures relativement stables a 8%. Une 
analyse par province permet de constater que les colleges 
communautaires de la Colombie- Britannique dependent plus 
des frais de scolarite comme source de revenu que les autres 
provinces et territoires, soit 14.6% des recettes totales en 
1987-88; en 1982-83, ce pourcentage s'elevait a seulement 
7.8%. Les deux territoires et la Nouvelle- Ecosse ont encore 
enregistre la part Ia plus faible de financement provenant des 
frais de scolarite, soit moins de 4.5% en 1987-88. 

Majority of Instruction Spending on Postsecond-
ary Programs 

Community colleges offer educational programs at 
different levels. For example, in all provinces except 
Quebec, most colleges deliver programs at the 
postsecondary as well as trade/vocational levels. On 
the other hand, CEGEPs in Quebec provide mainly 
postsecondary education while the school board 
system is primarily responsible for vocational training. 
In 1987-88, excluding Quebec, 60% of direct 
instructional costs were for postsecondary programs, 
28% went to trade/vocational programs and 12% to 
continuing education. Since 1982-83, these ratios have 
changed slightly; postsecondary and continuing 
education programs lost about two and four percentage 
points respectively while trade/vocational programs 
"picked up" the six points. 

Provincial Share of Funding Drops Two Percent-
age Points 

The provinces' direct share of funding to community 
colleges dropped about two percentage points in 
1987-88, to 80%; this ratio was nearly 84% in 1985-86. 
Income from student fees remained relatively stable at 
8%. A province by province analysis reveals that 
British Columbia's community colleges relied more 
heavily on student fees as a source of income than did 
the other jurisdictions, 14.6% of total revenues in 1987-
88; this percentage was just 7.8% in 1982-83. The two 
Territories and Nova Scotia continued to register the 
lowest share of funding from student fees, less than 
4.5% in 1987-88. 

Vocational Schools 

Total Expenditures Drop Significantly 

As mentioned previously in this bulletin, a number of 
institutions in Newfoundland and Saskatchewan which 
were classified as vocational in 1986-87 became part 
of the community college category in 1987-88. This 

Ecoles de formation professionnelle 

Les depenses totales enregistrent une importante 
baisse 

Comme it a déjà ete mentionne dans le present bulletin, un 
certain nombre d'etablissements de Terre-Neuve et de la 
Saskatchewan qui etaient classes comme ecoles de formation 
professionnelle en 1986-87 ont ete integres a la categorie des 
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resulted from the restructuring of programs delivered 
by those institutions, most of which now offer 
postsecondary education programs. This of course 
had an impact on total expenditures in this sector. For 
instance total vocational school spending dropped from 
about $170 million in 1986-87 to about $107 million. 
The total impact on community colleges was much 
less significant since there are many more colleges 
compared with vocational schools and their total 
expenditures are also much greater. 

In vocational schools, $101 million or roughly 94.5% of 
total spending was used for operating items while the 
rest, $5.9 million, was for capital costs. Approximately 
two-thirds of operating costs were for instruction, 19% 
for administration, 9% for physical plant, 7% for 
student services and less than 1% for library services. 
From 1982-83 to 1987-88, some of these function 
showed significant changes. For example, 
administration increased three percentage points while 
physical plant decreased about 4.5 points. From 
another point of view, salaries and benefits made up 
68% of vocational schools' operating budgets, or about 
$69 million. Of this total, 65% went to teachers' 
salaries, 29% to other employees and 6% to fringe 
benefits. The share allocated to teachers' salaries has 
increased more than seven percentage points since 
1982-83, as the shares of the other two salary items 
dropped. 

Since the first survey conducted for 1982-83, Alberta 
has always allotted more of its operating budget to 
salaries and benefits (consistently more than 80%) 
than have the other provinces. A comparison of total 
dollar figures, excluding Newf6undland and 
Saskatchewan for reasons mentioned earlier, shows 
that vocational school spending doubled in Manitoba. 
However, these expenses were relatively small since 
there was only one of these institutions in the province 
in 1986-87, and there were two in 1987-88. By 
contrast, Alberta posted a very significant decline in 
total public vocational school spending in 1987-88, 
down $15.5 million or 32% from 1986-87. 

Government Share of Funding Increases Again 

Governments financed 94.1% of total public vocational 
school spending in 1987-88, up significantly from 
89.8% back in 1982-83. By comparison, funding from 
tuition fees fell from 6.6% to 2.4% during the same 
period. During most of the five years surveyed since 
1982-83, vocational schools in British Columbia and 
Saskatchewan received a little less funding, as a 
percentage of total income (less than 90% in 1987-88), 
from government sources than did schools in other 

colleges communautaires en 1987-88. Ce changement de 
categorie decoule de la restructuration des programmes 
dispenses dans ces etablissements, dont la plupart offrent 
maintenant des programmes d'enseignement postsecondaire.

Dans les ecoles de formation professionnelle, $101 millions, 
soit environ 94.5% de l'ensemble des depenses, ont ate 
affectes aux depenses de fonctionnement alors que le reste, 
$5.9 millions, a ate consacre aux depenses d'immobilisations. 
Environ les deux tiers des frais de fonctionnement ont ate 
attribues a l'enseignement, 19% a ['administration, 9% aux 
batiments et aux terrains, 7% aux services aux etudiants et 
moins de 1% aux services de bibliotheque. De 1982-83 a 
1987-88, certaines de ces fonctions ont enregistre des 
variations importantes. Par exemple, l'administration a 
augments de trois points en pourcentage, alors que les 
batiments et terrains ont diminue d'environ 4.5 points. Par 
ailleurs, les traitements et les avantages sociaux ont 
represents 68% du budget de fonctionnement des ecoles de 
formation professionnelle, soit environ $69 millions. De ce 
montant, 65% a ate consacre aux traitements des 
enseignants, 29% a ceux des autres employes et 6% aux 
avantages sociaux. La proportion attribuee aux salaires des 
enseignants a augments de plus de sept points en 
pourcentage depuis 1982-83 alors que celle consacree aux 
salaires des autres employes et aux avantages sociaux a 
diminue. 

Depuis la premiere enquete effectude pour 1982-83, ['Alberta 
a toujours consacre une part plus grande de son budget de 
fonctionnement aux salaires et aux avantages sociaux 
(toujours plus de 80%) que les autres provinces. Lorsque l'on 
compare les depenses totales, a ['exception de Terre-Neuve 
et de la Saskatchewan pour les raisons mentionnees plus tot, 
on observe que les depenses des ecoles de formation 
professionnelle doublent au Manitoba. Cependant, ces 
depenses sont relativement faibles puisqu'il y avait seulement 
un etablissement de ce type dans Ia province en 1986-87 et 
qu'il y en avait deux en 1987-88. A titre de comparaison, 
('Alberta a enregistre une baisse considerable des depenses 
des ecoles publiques de formation professionnelle en 1987-
88, soit une diminution de $15.5 millions ou de 32% par 
rapport a 1986-87. 

Nouvelle augmentation de Ia contribution des 
administrations publiques au financement 

Les administrations publiques ont fourni 94.1% du 
financement des ecoles publiques de formation 
professionnelle en 1987-88, ce qui represente une hausse 
considerable par rapport au 89.8% enregistre en 1982-83. Par 
contra, les fonds provenant des frais de scolarite sont passes 
de 6.6% a 2.4% au cours de la memo periode. Durant la 
plupart des cinq annees d'enquete depuis 1982-83, les ecoles 
de formation professionnelle de la Colombie-Britannique et de 
la Saskatchewan ont rect., un peu moins d'argent, on

Paramedical Training in Hospitals 

Total Expenditures Up 

Paramedical training costs in hospitals, which include 
the training of nurses, nursing assistants, laboratory 
technicians, etc., totalled $78 million in 1987-88, up 
4.3% from a year earlier. About 80% of total expenses 
consistently go for salaries and wages, 8% for fringe 
benefits and the remainder to non-salary expenses.

Colleges" are postsecondary, non-degree granting 
institutions such as the colleges of applied arts 
and technology (CAAT) in Ontario, the general and 
vocational colleges (CEGEP) in Quebec, and other 
establishments 	providing 	training 	in 	the 
technologies and in specialized fields such as 
agriculture, forestry, etc. 

• Included in the classification "Vocational Schools" 
are district vocational schools in Newfoundland, 
regional vocational schools in Nova Scotia, most 
community colleges in Saskatchewan, government 
training schools, vocational training centres and 
any other institutions offering programs at the 
trade/vocational level only. 

• Also included in the survey are training schools in 
hospitals, i.e., educational centres located in 
hospitals which offer educational or training pro-
grams, independently of the community colleges 
system, in nursing, nursing assistants, radio-
therapy, radiography, medical technology, etc.
