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• At the provincial level, public vocational schools in 
Alberta allocated 77.9% of their operating budgets 
to salaries and fringe benefits, which was 12.6 
percentage points higher than the national 
average. 

Community Colleges 

Further Decline in Provincial Share of Funding 

Direct provincial funding to community colleges 
declined for the third consecutive year, dropping 
almost 3 percentage points to 76.9% ($3.2 billion) in 
1989-90 (80.3% in 1987-88 and 79.8% in 1988-89). 
The proportion of revenues coming from tuition fees 
has increased consistently over the same period, to 
9.3%, representing $391.1 million (8.3% in 1987-88 
and 8.7% in 1988-89). Provincial data reveals that in 
1989-90 tuition fees represented a higher proportion of 
total community college revenues in New Brunswick 
and British Columbia than in the other provinces and 
territories, at 17.9% and 15.2%, respectively (the 
corresponding percentages for 1988-89 were 12.4% 
and 14%). The two territories and Nova Scotia again 
recorded the lowest proportion of revenues derived 
from tuition fees, at less than 3.4% in 1989-90. 

Expenditures allocate 92% to Operating Cost 

Community colleges spent $4.2 billion in 1989-90. 
Of this total, 92.1%, or $3.9 billion, was committed to 
operating costs: 57.4% for instruction, 14.9% for 
administration, 10% for physical plant, 7.2% for 
student services, and 2.6% for library operations. 
Capital expenditures accounted for the remaining $330 
million. 

Almost Two-thirds of Operating Budget for 
Instructional Costs 

Community colleges spent $2.4 billion of their 
1989-90 operating budget on instruction. The 
provincial breakdown shows that community colleges 
in the Western provinces spent less than two-thirds of 
their operating budgets on instruction (ranging from 
51.4% to 61.7%). The largest percentage was 
recorded in Nova Scotia (71.2%) which can be 
attributed to the fact that the Canadian Coast Guard 
College, which accounts for almost one-fifth of all 
community college spending in that province, allocates 
all of its budget to instruction, while the federal 
government absorbs all other costs, including 
administration. 

In 1989-90, salaries and fringe benefits accounted 
for $2.8 billion (or 71.1%) of the total operating budget, 
with $1.7 billion going to teachers. Community 
colleges in Quebec again recorded the highest 
proportion of total operating expenditures allocated to

Colleges communautaires 

La part des provinces au budget a encore enregistre 
une baisse 

Pour la troisieme annOe consecutive, la contribution 
directe des provinces au financement des colleges 
communautaires a connu une diminution, baissant de presque 
3 points en pourcentage en 1989-90, pour atteindre 76.9%, ce 
qui represente $3.2 milliards (80.3% en 1987-88 et 79.8% en 
1988-89). A ('inverse, la part des revenus provenant des frais 
de scolarite n'a cesse d'augmenter au cours de la morne 
periode, atteignant 9.3%, ce qui represent° $391.1 millions 
(8.3% en 1987-88 et 8.7% en 1988-89). Une analyse par 
province permet de constater qu'en 1989-90, les colleges 
communautaires du Nouveau-Brunswick et de la Colombie-
Britannique dependent plus des frais de scolarite comme 
source de revenu que les autres provinces et territoires, soit 
17.9% et 15.2% respectivement (ces pourcentages etaient de 
12.4% et 14% respectivement en 1988-89).

EnvIron 92% des depenses sont attribuables au 
fonctionnement 

Les depenses des colleges communautaires ont atteint 
$4.2 milliards en 1989-90. De ce montant, $3.9 milliards (soit 
92.1%) ont ate affectes aux depenses de fonctionnement; a 
savoir 57.4% a l'enseignement, 14.9% a l'administration 
generale, 10.0% aux batiments et terrains, 7.2% aux services 
aux etudiants et 2.6% aux bibliotheques. Quant aux $330 
millions restant, ils ont ate affectes aux depenses 
d'immobilisations. 

Pres des deux tiers du budget de fonctionnement a ete 
alloue a l'enseignement 

En 1989-90, les colleges communautaires ont consacre 
$2.4 milliards de leur budget de fonctionnement 
l'enseignement. Un survol des provinces demontre que les 
colleges communautaires des provinces de l'Ouest ont 
consacre moins des deux tiers de leur depenses de 
fonctionnement a l'enseignement, variant entre 51.4% et 
61.7%, alors que c'est on Nouvelle-Ecosse que l'on retrouve 
le pourcentage le plus sieve (71.2%). Ceci est attribuable au 
fait que le college de la Garde cotiere canadienne est 
responsable de ores d'un cinquieme des depenses des 
colleges communautaires de cette province, allouant tout son 
budget a l'enseignement tandis que l'administration federale 
publique absorbe les autres depenses, incluant celles de 
l'administration. 

En 1989-90, les depenses de fonctionnement allouees 
aux salaires et aux avantages sociaux ont atteint $2.8 milliards 
(soit 71.1% des depenses totales de fonctionnement), les 
enseignants recevant $1.7 milliards de ce montant. Ce sont 
encore une fois les colleges communautaires du Quebec qui 
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salaries and fringe benefits, at 78.8%, and the 
Northwest Territories and Saskatchewan allocating the 
lowest proportions, at 52.9% and 57.0%, respectively. 
The Yukon reported the largest proportion of operating 
expenditures going to administration (30.6%). The 
national average for physical plant expenditures was 
10.8% of operating expenses; Saskatchewan recorded 
the highest proportion, exceeding the national average 
by 9.8 percentage points. 

ont consacre Ia plus forte part des depenses de 
fonctionnement aux salaires et avantages sociaux (78.8%), 
alors que les Territoires du Nord-Ouest et la Saskatchewan 
ont alloue les pourcentages les plus faibles (52.9% et 57.0% 
respectivement). Au titre de l'administration generale, le 
Yukon alloue la proportion la plus imposante soit 30.6% de 
ses depenses de fonctionnement.

La majorito des depenses d'enseignement est 
consacree aux programmes postsecondaires 

Les colleges communautaires offrent des programmes 
d'enseignement de niveau differents. Par example, dans 
toutes les provinces sauf au Quebec, la plupart des colleges 
offrent des programmes de niveau postsecondaire ainsi que 
de niveau de formation professionnelle et de metiers. D'autre 
part, les CEGEPS du Quebec dispensent principalement de 
l'enseignement postsecondaire puisque le reseau des conseils 
scolaires detient la plus grande partie de la responsabilite de 
Ia formation professionnelle. En faisant abstraction du Quebec 
pour l'annee observes (1989-90), les depenses directes 
allouees a l'enseignement totalisent $1.7 milliards. Une 
analyse par programme revele que $982 millions sont adios 
aux programmes postsecondaires (59%), $486 millions aux 
programmes de formation professionnelle (29%) et $203 
millions aux programmes d'education permanente (12%). De 
1985-86 a 1989-90, les programmes de formation 
professionnelle ont gagne 4 points on pourcentage alors que 
les deux autres programmes ont perdu 2 points on 
pourcentage. 

Majority of Instruction Spending on 
Postsecondary Programs 

Community colleges offer educational programs at 
different levels. For example, in all provinces except 
Quebec, most colleges offer postsecondary programs 
as well as trade/vocational programs. In Quebec, 
CEGEPs provide mainly postsecondary education, 
whereas the school board system is primarily 
responsible for vocational training. In 1989-90, 
excluding Quebec, $1.7 billion went to direct 
instructional costs. Of this amount, $982 million (59%) 
was spent on postsecondary programs, $486 million 
(29%) on trade/vocational programs, and $203 million 
(12%) on continuing education. Over the period from 
1985-86 to 1989-90, trade/vocational programs gained 
4 percentage points while each of the other two 
programs lost 2 percentage points of their share. 

Au niveau provincial et territorial, toujours en excluant le 
Quebec, les plus fortes proportions des depenses directes 
d'enseignement accordees aux programmes postsecondaires 
ont ete de l'ordre de 90.0% enregistrees dans les Territoires 
du Nord-Ouest, suivi de 65.1% rapporte en Ontario. Par 
contre, les colleges du Yukon, de Ia Nouvelle-Ecosse et de 
Terre-Neuve allouent plus de fonds aux programmes de 
formation professionnelle (70.4%, 63.6% et 62.0% 
respectivement). 

Ecoles de formation professionnelle 

Les revenus sont legerement a la hausse 

En 1989-90, les revenus totaux alloues aux ecoles 
publiques de formation professionnelle se sont chiffros a $93 
millions, soit une augmentation de 1.2% par rapport a l'annee 
precedents. Les contributions substantielles provenant des 
gouvernements provinciaux qui sont de l'ordre de $82 millions 
en 1989-90 etaient de $108 millions on 1987-88. Malgre cette 
forte diminution au niveau provincial, cette participation a 
represents 88.1% des revenus totaux. Cependant une 
analyse par province a revels que le gouvernement de 
('Alberta a contribue de facon la plus considerable au revenu 
total (97.3%) comparativement a la participation la plus faible 
enregistree par le gouvernement Manitobain (64.7%). En 
1989-90, les subventions fournies par le gouvernement federal 
ont ate moindres que les sommes amassees des frais de 
scolarite ($3.6 millions versus a $4.6 millions). 

At the provincial level, excluding Quebec, the 
highest proportion of direct instruction expenditures 
spent on postsecondary programs was 90.0%, 
recorded in the Northwest Territories, followed by 
65.1% in Ontario. By contrast, colleges in the Yukon, 
Nova Scotia and Newfoundland allocated more funding 
to trade/vocational programs (70.4%, 63.6% and 
62.0% respectively). 

Vocational Schools 

Revenues up Slightly 

The total revenues of public vocational schools 
were $93 million in 1989-90, up 1.2% from the 
previous year. The share of funding received from the 
provincial governments was $82 million in 1989-90, 
down from $108 million in 1987-88. Despite this 
substantial decrease, provincial funding still 
represented 88.1% of total revenues. Provincial data 
showed that the Alberta government's contribution to 
total revenues was the highest (97.3%) in comparison 
with the Manitoba government (64.7%) which was the 
lowest. Federal grant revenue of $3.6 million for 1989-
90 was less than overall tuition revenue of $4.6 million. 
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Faible augmentation des depenses totales 

Apres avoir connu une baisse de 15.1% en 1988-89, les 
depenses des ecoles publiques de formation professionnelle 
ont augments de 2.4%, passant de $91 millions qu'elles 
etaient en 1988-89 a $93 millions en 1989-90. II est important 
de noter que, pour comparaisons historiques, l'importante 
diminution des depenses des ecoles publiques de formation 
professionnelle survenue en 1988-89 vient du fait qu'un bon 
nombre d'etablissements classes comme ecoles de formation 
professionnelle ont (Re integres au systeme des colleges 
communautaires. Ce changement de categorie decoule de la 
restructuration des programmes dispenses dans ces 
etablissements, dont la plupart offre maintenant des 
programmes d'enseignement postsecondaire. 

En 1989-90, les depenses de fonctionnement des ecoles 
publiques de formation professionnelle ont atteint 96% de 
('ensemble des depenses. De 1988-89 a 1989-90, ces 
depenses sont passees de $77.8 millions a $89.4 millions. 
Cette forte croissance est due en partie a ('Alberta qui a accru 
ses depenses d'enseignement de 27.7% pour s'etablir a $20 
millions en 1989-90. Les 4% restant ($3.8 millions) ont ate 
consacres en depenses d'immobilisations. En pourcentage, 
61.7% des depenses de fonctionnement ont ete alloues 
l'enseignement, 20.0% a l'administration, 7.5% aux terrains et 
batiments, 9.4% aux services aux atudiants ainsi que 1.4% 
aux bibliotheques. Du budget de fonctionnement, $58.4 
millions (soit 65.3%) ont ete alloues aux salaires et aux 
avantages sociaux comparativement a $51.8 millions (ou 
66.6%) en 1988-89. 

Comme ce fat le cas lors de la derniere enquote, ('Alberta 
a su consacre la plus forte part de ses depenses de 
fonctionnement en salaires et avantages sociaux (77.9%) en 
surpassant de 12.6 points en pourcentage la moyenne 
nationale. La Nouvelle-Ecosse elle, a suivi de pros avec un 
taux de 72.0%. 

Le milieu hospitalier 

Les depenses salariales representent 88% des 
depenses totales 

La formation paramedicale en milieu hospitalier comprend 
la formation des infirmiers(ieres), des aides-infirmiers(ieres), 
des techniciens(iennes) de laboratoire, etc. Cette formation a 
engendre des depenses de I'ordre de $89.2 millions en 1989-
90, soit une augmentation de 11.6% par rapport a l'annee 
precedente. De cette somme, 79.6% ont etc§ alloues aux 
salaires et traitements et 8.4% aux avantages sociaux, quant 
au reste (12.1%), it a eta consacre aux depenses non 
salariales. 

Slight Increase in Total Expenditures 

Following a 151% decline in 1988-89, total 
expenditures by public vocational schools increased 
from $91 million in 1988-89 to $93 million in 1989-90 
(up 2.4%). For historical comparison purposes, it is 
important to note that the sharp decline in public 
vocational school expenditures in 1988-89 resulted 
from the integration of many vocational schools as 
community colleges. This change of category is due 
to a restructuring of programs given in these colleges, 
most of which offer postsecondary education 
programs. 

In 1989-90, public vocational schools spent 96% of 
their budget, on operating costs. From 1988-89 to 
1989-90 these expenditures went from $77.8 million to 
$89.4 million. This substantial increase comes in part 
from Alberta which have increased its instruction 
expenditures by 27.7% to reach $20 million in 1989-90. 
The remaining 4% ($3.8 million) went to capital 
expenditures. In percentages, 61.7% of operating 
expenses were for instruction, 20.0% for 
administration, 7.5% for physical plant, 9.4% for 
student services, and 1.4% for libraries. Salaries and 
fringe benefits accounted for $58.4 million (65.3%) of 
the 1989-90 operating budget, compared with 
$51.8 million (66.6%) in 1988-89. 

As in the last survey, Alberta spent the largest 
percentage of its operating budget on salaries and 
benefits (77.9%), exceeding the national average by 
12.6 percentage points. Nova Scotia followed closely 
with 72.0%. 

Hospitals 

Salaries Represent 88% of Total Spending 

Spending on paramedical education in hospitals, 
which includes the training of nurses, nursing 
assistants, laboratory technicians and others, rose to 
$89.2 million in 1989-90, up 11.6% from the previous 
year. Wages and salaries represented 79.6% of the 
total, while fringe benefits accounted for 8.4% and non-
salary expenses 12.1%.
