Community Colleges 

Provincial Share of Total Funding Increases After 
Three Years of Decline 

After seeing the direct provincial share of funding 
to community colleges decline for three consecutive 
years, dropping almost 3 percentage points to 76.9% 
($3.2 billion) in 1989-90 from 80.3% in 1987-88, this 
ratio increased slightly to 77.3% in 1990-91 ($3.62 
billion). The proportion of revenues coming from 
tuition fees has increased consistently over the same 
period, to 9.5%, representing $436.4 million (from 
8.3% in 1987-88). A province by province analysis 
shows that once again in 1990-91 New Brunswick and 
British Columbia recorded the highest percentage 
(both at 16.1%) of total income coming from tuition 
fees (they were 17.9% and 15.2%, respectively, in 
1989-90). The Northwest Territories and Nova Scotia 
recorded the lowest proportion of revenues derived 
from tuition fees, at less than 3.9% in 1990-91. 

Expenditures Allocate Close to 92% to Operating 
Cost 

Community colleges spent a total of $4.6 billion in 
1990-91, up 9.2% from the previous year. Of this total, 
91.7%, or $4.2 billion, was committed to operating 
costs. These consisted of 59.3% for instruction, 12.6% 
for administration, 9.5% for physical plant, 8.7% for 
student services, and 1.6% for library operations. 
Capital expenditures accounted for the remaining $382 
million (8.3%). 
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Proportions Vary Widely Across Jurisdictions 

Community colleges spent $2.7 billiOn of their 
1990-91 operating budget on instruction, up 13.0% 
from last year. The provincial breakdown shows that 
community colleges in the Western provinces spent 
less than two-thirds of their operating budgets on 
instruction (ranging from 52.5% in Manitoba to 62.7% 
in British Columbia). The largest percentages were 
recorded in the Maritime provinces, where in 1990-91 
community colleges in New Brunswick registered the 
greatest share of operating costs going to instruction at 
70.3% (68.4% in Nova Scotia and 67.3% in Prince 
Edward Island). 

In 1990-91, salaries and benefits accounted for 
$3.1 billion (or 72.8%) of the total operating budget, 
with $1.8 billion going to teachers. As has been the 
case for the last few surveys, Quebec community 
colleges posted the largest share of operating 
expenditures allocated to salaries and benefits, at 
78.4%, and the Northwest Territories and 
Saskatchewan allocating the lowest proportions, at 
53.5% and 58.9%, respectively. 

Ontario and Quebec, which make up close to 50% 
of total operating administrative costs nationally, were 
the only two provinces to have recorded shares of 
operating expenditures going to administration below 
the 13.7% national average. At the Canada level, 
capital spending made up 8.3% of total community 
college expenditures in 1990-91. British Columbia 
colleges spent the most on capital in relation to total 
expenses, at 13.2%. 

Majority of Instruction Spending on 
Postsecondary Programs 

Community colleges offer educational programs at 
different levels. For example, in all provinces except 
Quebec, most colleges offer postsecondary programs 
as well as trade/vocational programs. In Quebec, 
CEGEPs provide mainly postsecondary education, 
whereas the school board system is primarily respon-
sible for vocational training. In 1990-91, excluding 
Quebec, $1.9 billion went to direct instructional costs. 
Of this amount, $1.1 billion, or 56.9%, was spent on 
postsecondary programs (compared with 58.8% last 
year), $665 million (35.1%) on trade/vocational 
programs (compared with 29.1% in 1989-90, an 
increase of 6.0 percentage points), and $151 million 
(8.0%) on continuing education, a decrease of 4.1 
percentage points over last year. 

Among all provinces and territories, again 
excluding Quebec, the highest proportion of direct

52.5 % au Manitoba et 62.7 % en Colombie-Britannique). Ce 
sont les colleges communautaires des provinces maritimes 
qui ont reserve Ia plus grande part de leurs depenses de 
fonctionnement a l'enseignement en 1990-1991. Viennent en 
tete les colleges communautaires du Nouveau-Brunswick avec 
70.3 %, suivis des colleges de Ia Nouvelle-Ecosse, avec

By contrast, Saskatchewan, Newfoundland 
and Nova Scotia's college systems are more heavily 
specialized in trade and vocational programming and 
those provinces posted the lowest ratios (31.3%, 
31.6% and 32.9% respectively) of direct instruction 
expenditures for postsecondary programs. 

Vocational Schools 

Provincial Government Funding Increases 
Substantially 

Total revenues of public vocational schools 
reached $115 million in 1990-91, up 23.5% from the 
previous year's figure of $93 million. While provincial 
funding increased by 26.9% in 1990-91, its share of 
public vocational school funding increased to 90.5% 
($104 million) in 1990-91, up moderately from last 
year's share of 88.1% ($82 million). By contrast, 
funding from tuition fees fell from 5.0% ($4.6 million) in 
1989-90 to 3.6% (4.2 million) in 1990-91. 

A number of institutions which are classified as 
vocational schools one year may become part of the 
community college category the following year. This, of 
course, would have an impact on total income and 
expenditures in this sector. A case in point would be 
Saskatchewan, which saw its number of public 
vocational schools dwindle from three in 1989-90 to 
one in 1990-91, as two public institutions were 
reclassified as community colleges. This change of 
category is due to a restructuring of programs given in 
these colleges, most of which offer postsecondary 
education programs. 

Once again, New Brunswick's public vocational 
school received proportionally less government funding 
(72.3%) than schools in other provinces, and thus more 
from tuition fees (14.7%). 

Significant Increase in Total Expenditures 

Total public vocational school spending increased 
from $93 million in 1989-90 to $115 million in 1990-91, 
an increase of 23.9%. 

In 1990-91, 97.3% ($112 million) of public voca-
tional school expenditures were allocated to operating 
costs. In percentages, 63.0% of operating expenses 
were for instruction, 16.5% for administration, 11.4% 
for student services, 6.4% for physical plant, and 2.7% 
for libraries. From another point of view, salaries and

En tout, 63.0 % 
des depenses de fonctionnement ont ete consacrees a 
l'enseignement, 16.5 % a ('administration, 11.4 % aux 
services aux etudiants, 6.4 % aux terrains et aux batiments et 
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fringe benefits accounted for $76.0 million (67.7%) of 
the 1990-91 total operating budget. Of this total, 62.1% 
went to teachers' salaries, 27.7% to other employees, 
and 10.2% to employee benefits. In public vocational 
schools, $3.1 million, or 2.7% of total spending, went to 
capital costs. 

Since the first survey conducted for 1982-83, 
Alberta public vocational schools have always allotted 
more of their operating budget to salaries and benefits 
than any other province. In 1990-91, they spent 76.2% 
of operating budget on this item compared to the 
national average of 67.7%. Saskatchewan and 
Manitoba registered the lowest proportions for this item 
(41.2% and 46.4%, respectively) but they also spent 
the largest percentages of operating budget on 
contracted services (27.1% and 41.2%, respectively).
