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UNIVERSITY FINANCIAL STATISTICS, 1982-83  

1982-83 Highlights 

• University expenditures rose 14% in 1982-83 to reach 
$5 billion or 1.4% of the Gross National Product 
(GNP)..  

• University spending accounted for approximately 20% 
of all education expenditures in Canada. Universi-
ties employed 10% of full-time teachers end served 
8% of Canada's full-time students. 	• 

• Provincial governments contributed(1) 69% of univer-
sity revenues, and tuition fees made up 11%. 

• At the national level, 76% or close to $4 million of 
university operating expenditures was allocated to 
employee salaries and fringe benefits. The propor-
tion ranged from 66% in Newfoundland to a high of 
79% in British Columbia. 

• For the second consecutive year, universities in 
Alberta showed the largest increase in spending. 
Primarily because of higher capital expenditures, 
Alberta's university spending rose 30% in 1982-83, 
compared with•a 21% increase in 1981-82. The lowest 
increase in spending for 1982-83 was 1.4% recorded 
at Nova Scotia's universities. 

University Revenues(1)  

Level of Provincial Funding Down Slightly 

Provincial governments are the primary source of 
university operating revenues. However, the share 
contributed by provincial governments between 1980-81 
and 1982-83 fell from 69.6% to 68.8%, while revenues 
from tuition fees rose from 10.0% to 11.0%. 

(1) Note that in this bulletin revenues are classified 
by direct source of funds to the institutions. 
Federal contributions to provincial governments 
for postsecondary education are therefore not 
identified as federal source. The amounts shown as 
federal funding refer to the operation of federal 
institutions and direct contributions to the 
universities for sponsored research or other 
specific activities. 
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Faits saillants, 1982-83 

• Les depenses des universites ont augmente de 14% en 1982-83 
pour atteindre $5 milliards, soit 1.4% du Produit national 
brut (PNB). 

• Pres de 20% des depenses totales en education au Canada 
furent depensees par lea universites en 1982-83, alors qu'on 
y retrouve respectivement 10% des enseignants b plein temps 
et 8% des effectifs scolaires h plein temps. 

• Les gouvernements provinciaux ont fourni(1) 69% des revenue 
des universites en 1982-83, alors qua lea frais de scolarite 
en representaient 11%. 

• Au nivesu national, 76% ou pres de $4 millions en depenses 
de fonctionnement des universites furent imputes aux 
salaires et avantages sociaux des employes. Cette proportion 
variait de 66% b Terre-Neuve b 79% en Colombie-Britannique. 

• Pour is deuxieme annee consecutive, l'Alberta a connu 
le taux annuel de variation le plus eleve en ce qui a trait 
aux depenses. En effet, les depenses des universites en 
Alberta ont augments de 30% en 1982-83 (21% en 1981-82) dO 
principalement aux depenses accrues en immobiliaations. En 
1982-83, les universites de la Nouvelle-Ecosse ont connu 
l'accroissement des depenses le plus faible A 1.4%. 

Revenus(1) des universites  

Niveau des subventions provinciales legereinent b is baisse 

Les gouvernements provinciaux sont les principeux pour-
voyeurs de fonds des universites. Cependant, entre 1980-81 et 
1982-83, is part provenant des gouvernements provinciaux a 
legerement diminue, passant de 69 .6% b 68.8% alors que is part 
des revenue provenant des frais de scolarite a augmente de 
10.0% b 11.0%. 

(1) A noter que dans ce bulletin, les revenue sont classifies 
salon is provenance directs des fonds aux institutions. 
Par consequent, les contributions federales faites aux 
gouvernments provinciaux pour l'enseignement postsecon-
daire n'ont pas ete incluses. Lea montants apparaissant 
comme subventions federales font reference au fonctionne-
ment des institutions federales et aux contributions 
directes allant aux universites dans le cadre de la 
recherche subventionnee ou autres activites specifiques. 
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British Columbia universities had the highest 
increase in the proportion of revenues from provincial 
government sources: four percentage points. The 
proportion received from the province dropped most 
sharply in Prince Edward Island, from 82.9% in 1980-81 
to 74.6% in 1982-83. That province recorded the 
highest proportion of income from tuition fees, which 
represented 14.9% in 1980-81 and 17.5% in 1982-83. The 
lowest proportions from tuition were in Quebec and 
Alberta, where fees represented 7.3% of total 1982-83 
revenues. 

Sponsored Research Mainly Funded by Federal Government 

Federal government agencies contributed $395.7 
million to sponsored research undertaken by Canadian 
universities in 1982-83, representing 58.8% of the 
total received for this purpose. Of the remaining 
research funding, 19.7% came from provincial govern-
ments, 17.1% from gifts and non-government grants, and 
4.4% from other sources. 

During the three-year period, the federal share of 
sponsored research revenues remained relatively con-
stant, while contributions from provincial governments 
increased from 17.0% to 19.7%. 

University Spending 

Spending Up, Enrolment Up Too 

1982-83 marked a three-year high in the percentage 
increase of total university expenditures, which rose 
14.3% to $5.1 billion, compared with 13.3% in 1981-82 
and 13.1% in 1980-81. 

At the same time, the number of full-time students 
in Canadian universities had reached 426,000, a gain 
of 6.1% over the previous year (5.0% in 1981-82 and 
3.0% in 1980-81). 

Au niveau provincial, les universites en Colombie-Britanni-
que ont connu la plus forte hausse de la part des revenus 
provenant du gouvernement provincial, soit quatre points en 
pourcentage. Par ailleurs, A l'ile-du-Prince-tdouard, cette 
proportion diminuait, passant de 82.9% en 1980-81 h 74.6% en 
1982-83. C'est dans cette meme province que la part des 
revenue provenant des frais de scolarite etait la plus elevee 
(14.9% en 1980-81 et 17.5% en 1982-83). Au Quebec et en 
Alberta, cette proportion ne comptait que pour 7.3% des reve-
nus totaux en 1982-83, soit la part la moins &levee au niveau 
provincial. 

Le gouvernement federal-principal pourvoyeur de fonds pour is 
recherche subventionnee 

En 1982-83, les organismes relevant du gouvernement federal 
ont contribue une somme de $395.7 millions pour la recherche 
subventionnee, soit 58.8% du total regu par les universites A 
cet egard, le rests provevant des gouvernements provinciaux 
(19.7%), des dons et subventions non-gouvernementales (17.1%) 
et d'autres sources (4.4%). 

Au cours des trois annees observees, la part du federal 
allant A la recherche subventionnee est demeuree relativement 
stable, tandis que la proportion venant des gouvernements 
provinciaux a, quant A elle, augmente de 17.0% A 19.7%. 

Depenses des universites  

Depenses et inscriptions b la hausse 

En 1982-83, les depenses des universites au Canada ont 
atteint leur plus haut pourcentage d'accroissement en trois 
ans: celles-ci ont augmente de 14.3% pour atteindre $5.1 
milliards, comparativement A 13.3% en 1981-82 et 13.1% en 
1980-81. 

Quant au nombre des etudiants A temps plein dans les 
universites canadiennes, it a atteint 426,000 en 1982-83, soit 
un accroissement de 6.1% par rapport A l'annee precedente 
(5.0% en 1981-82 et 3.0% en 1980-81). 

Spending on Research Up 

Nationally, the pattern of universities' expendi-
tures changed very little between 1980-81 and 1982-
83. The proportion related to instruction decreased 
slightly from 55.1% to 53.8%, while the share for 
sponsored research rose from 12.8% to 14.0%. 
Newfoundland reported the greatest increase in the 
proportion of operating expenditures devoted to 
instruction (from 56.8% in 1980-81 to 60.1% in 
1982-83) and the largest decline in research spending 
(from 18.2% to 11.8%). 

In absolute terms, Ontario and Quebec universities 
were responsible for two thirds of all sponsored 
research expenditures (42% and 24%, respectively). 
Except for Newfoundland, spending on research in-
creased in all provinces. Prince Edward Island and 
Alberta posted the largest increase in the percentage 
of operating expenditures going to sponsored research 
in 1982-83. These expenditures accounted respectively 
for 4.3% and 15.6% of the operating budgets, 3.8 
percentage points more than the previous year in both 
provinces. 

Increases in expenditures for the maintenance of 
campus physical plants were most marked in Newfound-
land, rising by 32.8%. In New Brunswick, spending for 
maintenance declined by 12.2% in 1982-83, after a 
13.6% increase the previous year. 

Dipenses en recherche b is hausse 

Au niveau national, l'allocation des depenses de fonction-
nement entre les differentes fonctions a fluctuA tres peu au 
cours de la periode allant de 1980-81 A 1982-83. Le pourcen-
tage affecte A l'enseignement est passé de 55.1% A 53.8% du 
total, tandis que la part des depenses en recherche subven-
tionnee a, quant A elle, augmente de 12.8% A 14.0%. C'est A 
Terre-Neuve que is part des depenses allant A l'enseignement 
s'est accrue le plus (de 56.8% en 1980-81 A 60.1% en 1982-83), 
et que la part des depenses allant A la recherche 
subventionnee a le plus diminue (de 18.2% A 11.8%). 

En termes absolus, deux-tiers des depenses en recherche 
subventionnee soot effectuees dans les universites de l'On-
tario et du Quebec (42% et 24% respectivement). A l'exception 
de Terre-Neuve, les depenses en recherche subventionnee ont 
augments dans toutes les provinces. C'est A l'Ile-du-Prince-
Edouard et en Alberta que la part des depenses de fonctionne-
ment allant A la recherche subventionnee s'est accrue le plus 
en 1982-83. Elles comptaient respectivement pour 4.3% et 15.6% 
du budget de fonctionnement, soit 3.8 points de pourcentage de 
plus qu'en 1981-82 dans les deux cas. 

Pour ce qui est des depenses en terrains et bAtiments, 
c'est A Terre-Neuve qu'elles se soot accrues le plus en 1982-
83 (32.8%). Toutefois au Nouveau-Brunswick, les depenses A ce 
chapitre ont diminue de 12.2% au cours de la meme armee, com-
parativement A une augmentation de 13.6% l'annee prAcAdente. 
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Manitoba universities had the largest increase in 
administration costs in 1982-83, which were up 53.1% 
compared with 20% at the national level. This is most-
ly due to a substantial rise in expenditures relative 
to debt repayments. 

Salaries and Fringe Benefits Make Up Three Quarters of 
Spending 

Analysis of operating expenditures by activity 
indicates that in 1982-83, salaries and fringe bene-
fits for employees made up 76% of the total budget. 
This figure includes salaries for academic and 
research staff (40.4%), wages of other occupational 
groups (28.1%), and all fringe benefits paid to 
employees (7.5%). 

At the provincial level, Newfoundland allocated the 
lowest proportion of operating expenditures to this 
category: 66.4%. In comparison, British Columbia 
universities spent 78.5% of operating revenues on 
employees' salaries and benefits. 

In 1982-83, Quebec universities' total salary bill 
(including fringe benefits) was up just 6.4%, the 
smallest increase in any province that year (12.6% at 
the national level). By contrast, the rise in Prince 
Edward Island was 20.4%. 

C'est au Manitoba que les depenses affectoes B l'adminis-
tration se sont accrues le plus, augmentant de 53.1% (20.0% au 
niveau national). Cette situation s'explique par un accroisse-
ment marque des depenses relatives au service de la dette. 

Trois quarts des depenses vont an salaires et avantages 
sociaux 

L'analyse des (*lenses de fonctionnement des universites 
selon les principaux postes indique qu'en 1982-83, les 
salaires et avantages sociaux verses aux employes comptaient 
pour 76.0% du total, soit: 40.4% pour le personnel d'enseigne-
ment et de recherche, 28.1% pour les autres groupes occupa-
tionnels et 7.5% pour les avantages sociaux. 

Au niveau provincial, Terre-Neuve vient au dernier rang 
quant 6 is part du budget de fonctionnement affectee A ce 
poste (66.4%), tandis au'en Colombie-Britannique, cette pro-
portion se chiffrait A 78.5%. 

En 1982-83, is masse salariale totale (incluant les avan-
tages sociaux) des universites du Quebec a augmente de 6.4%, 
soit is plus petite augmentation A ce chapitre (12.6% au 
niveau national). Par contre, celle-ci s'est accrue de 20.4% 
l'fle-du-Prince-rdouard. 

Data for years not covered in this bulletin are 
available in the publication Decade of Education 
Finance (Statistics Canada, Catalogue 81-560). A 
standardized time series on university revenues and 
expenditures beginning in 1972-73 is also available 
from the Education, Culture and Tourism Division of 
Statistics Canada.
