EDUCATION PRICE INDEX - SELECTED INPUTS,  
ELEMENTARY AND SECONDARY LEVELS, 1983  

Highlights  

• The Education Price Index (EPI) at the 
elementary and secondary levels rose 5.4% 
in 1983 (compared to 13.3% in 1982) reach-
ing a level of 119.5 (1981 = 100). This 
was the lowest change observed since 
1972. On the other hand, the Consumer 
Price Index (CPI) rose 5.8% in 1983 com-
pared to 10.8% in 1982 (Text Table II). 

• In 1983, a significant slowing down can be 
observed in the growth of "salaries and 
wages", which is the main EPI component. 
It increased by 13.4% in 1982 but only by 
5.3% in 1983. The "teachers' salaries" and 
"non-teachers' salaries" rose 4.8% and 
9.0% respectively in 1983 in comparison 
with 12.5% and 20.6% in 1982. The "non-
salary" component also showed a decrease 
in growth rate, dropping from 12.8% in 
1982 to 6.2% in 1983. 

• As a consequence of the adoption of 
restrictive budgetary measures, the pro-
vincial EPI growth rates have decreased 
across the country. This was mainly caused 
by the "teachers' salaries" component. 
Quebec's EPI fell by 0.2% in 1983 after it 
had risen by 12.3% in 1982. Besides Que-
bec, Alberta and British Columbia experi-
enced the lowest growth rates in 1983 with 
4.2% and 4.5% respectively compared to 
15.6% and 17.4% in 1982. Conversely, Nova 
Scotia and Ontario recorded the largest 
variations (11.7% and 8.8% respectively) 
(Table II). 

INDICE DES PRIX A L!ENSEIGNEMENT - CERTAINS IN-
TRANTS, NIVEAUX eLEMENTAIRE ET SECONDAIRE, 1983  

Faits saillants  

• L'indice des prix a l'enseignement aux niveaux 
616mentaire et secondaire (IPE) a cr.() de 5.4% 
en 1983 (contre 13.3% en 1982), atteignant un 
niveau de 119.5 (1981 = 100), soit la plus fai-
ble augmentation observee depuis 1972. L'indice 
des prix a la consommation a quant a lui aug-
mente de 5.8% en 1983 comparativement a 10.8% 
en 1982 (tableau explicatif II). 

• On denote un ralentissement important de la 
croissance des "traitements et salaires", prin-
cipale composante de l'IPE. Celle-ci s'est 
accrue de 5.3% en 1983 contre 13.4% en 1982. 
Les'"salaires des enseignants" et ceux de "per-
sonnel non-enseignant" ont crO de 4.8% et 9.0% 
respectivement en 1983 contre 12.5% et 20.6% en 
1982. La composante "non-salaires" a egalement 
connu une diminution de croissance, passant de 
12.8% en 1982 a 6.2% en 1983. 

• Suite aux differentes mesures de restrictions 
budg6taires adoptees par les provinces, on 
observe un ralentissement de la croissance des 
prix dans chacune d'elles, dO en grande partie 
a la composante "salaires des enseignants". Au 
Quebec, l'IPE a decru de 0.2% en 1983, compara-
tivement a une hausse de 12.3% en 1982. 
L'Alberta et la Colombie-Britannique suivent 
avec des taux de croissance de 4.2% et 4.5% 
respectivement en 1983 contre 15.6% et 17.4% en 
1982. A l'oppose, la Nouvelle-Ecosse et l'On-
tario ont connu les plus fortes variations avec 
11.7% et 8.8% respectivement (tableau II). 
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The EPI is an input index that measures 
price changes of a fixed basket of goods 
and services purchased by school boards. 
The reference year is 1981 = 100.

Since 1978, the EPI growth rate has 
always been lower than CPI's except in 1982 
where the EPI rate was higher by 2.5 per-
centage points. During 1982 and 1983, the 
two major components of the EPI, "salaries 
and wages" and "non-salary" had almost 
similar variation rates, contrary to the 
previous three years. Finally, it can be 
observed that when there is a reversal of 
trends in the growth of the CPI (such as 
1976 and 1981), a corresponding change 
occurs in the EPI with a lag of one year or 
more (Chart, Text Table II). 

In 1983, the EPI and the "salaries and 
wages" sub-index experienced growth rates of 
5.4% and 5.3% respectively, the lowest rates 
recorded since 1972. The "teachers' sala-
ries" increased by 4.8%, the lowest rate 
recorded since the publication of the EPI. 
There was a drop in the "non-teaching sala-
ries" growth rate from 20.6% in 1982 to 9.0% 

Depuis 1978, l'IPE a toujours connu un taux de 
croissance annuel inferieur a celui de l'IPC satif 
en 1982 ou celui de l'IPE lui etait superieur de 
2.5 points en pourcentage. Au cours des annees 
1982 et 1983, les deux principales composantes de 
l'IPE soient les "traitements et salaires" et les 
"non-salaires" ont enregistre des taux de varia-
tion tres similaires contrairement aux trois 
annees precedentes. Enfin, lorsque l'on observe 
un revirement important des tendances dans les 
variations de l'IPC, comme ce fut le cas en 1976 
et 1981, on remarque que l'IPE subit le meme 
revirement au moins un ans apres (graphique, 
tableau explicatif II). 

En 1983, l'IPE et le sous-indice des "traite-
ments et salaires" ont connu des augmentations 
respectives de 5.4% et 5.3%, soient les plus 
faibles augmentations enregistrees depuis 1972. 
Les "salaires des enseignants" ont quant a eux 
augmente de 4.8% soit le taux le plus bas jamais 
observe depuis la publication de l'IPE. On obser-
ve une chute de la croissance des "salaires du

in 1983, the lowest rate observed since 
1979. Similarly, the "non-salary" compo-
nent's growth rate has been decreasing since 
1981, dropping from 16.9% to 6.2% by 1983, 
the lowest level since 1977 (Text Table II). 

Text Table I shows that the contribution .  
of the "salaries and wages" component to the 
overall variation of the EPI was lower than 
its relative importance in the EPI level 
(80.4% compared to 82.9%). Analogous to 
this, the "teachers' salaries" sub-component 
contributed only 64.2% to the overall varia-
tion of the EPI even though its relative 
importance was 73.1%. Conversely, the "non-
teaching salaries" and the "non-salary" com-
ponents' contributions to the EPI variation 
were greater than their relative importance.

Table II, the growth rate of the price 
indices diminished in each province. Quebec 
was the only province where the EPI itself 
actually dropped. This was caused by a drop 
of 1.6% of the "salaries and wages" compo-
nent which had previously increased by 12.3% 
in 1982. Besides Quebec, the lowest growth 
rate of the "salaries and wages" component 
occurred in Alberta and British Columbia, 
and the highest was in Nova Scotia and 
Ontario. Consequently, these same provinces 
experienced the lowest and highest EPI 
growth rates respectively. In 1983, the EPI 
growth rates in Alberta and British Columbia 
were 4.2% and 4.5% respectively (compared to 
15.6% and 17.4% in 1982) while the rates 
were 11.7% in Nova Scotia and 8.8% in 
Ontario. The growth rate of the "non-salary" 
component remained almost constant between 
provinces, ranging from 5.7% to 6.4%, except 
in Nova Scotia where it was 8.0%.

Applications de l'indice des prix a l'enseigne-
ment 

Une des applications la plus etendue d'un 
indice de prix est le degonflage des dollars 
courants en dollars constants. Ainsi par exemple, 
cette technique permet d'identifier l'accroisse= 
ment reel des dispenses des conseils scolaires ou 
encore, l'accroissement des depenses par Rave. 
Ces applications figurent au tableau 10, n° 
81-208 au catalgoue, Statistiques financieres de 
l'education. 

Applications of the Education Price Index  

One of the most common uses of a price 
index is to deflate current dollars to con-
stant dollars. Using this technique, it is 
possible to determine, for example, real 
growth on school board expenditures or 
growth on spending per student. These appli-
cations appear in Table 10 of Catalogue 
81-208, Financial Statistics of Education.
