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Highlights 

Revenues(1) 

. In 1983-84, two-thirds of university reve-
nues came from provincial governments; 
just over a tenth came from tuition fees. 

. On a per full-time student basis, revenues 
from tuition fees increased five per cent 
over the previous year compared with a one 
per cent rise in funds from provincial 
governments. 

Expenditures 

. Expenditures by universities reached $5.5 
billion in 1983-84, representing 1.4 per 
cent of Canada's Gross National Product. 

, At just under seven per cent, the increase 
in university expenditures in 1983-84 was 
the smallest in ten years.

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STATISTIQUES FINANCIPIES DES UNIVERSITES CANA-
DIENNES, 1983-84  

Faits saillants 

Revenus(1) 

. En 1983-84, deux tiers des revenus des univer-
sites provenaient des gouvernements provinciaux 
et un peu plus d'un dixieme des frais de scola-
rite. 

. Exprimes par etudiant s temps plein, les reve-
nus provenant des frais de scolarite ont aug-
mente de cinq pour cent sur l'annee precedente 
comparativement s une hausse de un pour cent 
des subventions provinciales. 

Depenses 

. Les depenses des universites ont atteint $5.5 
milliards en 1983-84, soit 1.4 pour cent du 
Produit national brut canadien. 

. En s'etablissant juste au-dessous de sept pour 
cent, l'augmentation des depenses des univer-
sites en 1983-84 a ete la plus faible enregis-
tree depuis 10 ans.

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. Sponsored research expenditures rose 11 
per cent to $738 million in 1983-84 
compared to 6.5 per cent for the remaining 
university operating expenditures. 

. Nova Scotia was the only province in 
Canada to record a greater increase in 
university expenditures in 1983-84 than in 
the previous year. 

. For the second consecutive year, Quebec 
universities posted the lowest annual 
increase among all provinces in the expen-
ditures allocated to salaries and fringe 
benefits.

Growth in Provincial Contributions Slows but 
Tuition Fee Revenues Continue to Rise 

In absolute terms, provincial contribu-
tions to universities grew 6.3 per cent in 
1983-84, fully half the rate of growth in 
both 1981-82 and 1982-83. At a growth rate 
of one per cent, contributions from the 
Saskatchewan and Quebec governments in-
creased the least. This contrasts with a 13 
per cent jump in the contribution of the 
Manitoba government to universities in that 
province. 

By contrast, revenues from tuition fees 
continued to increase, both in absolute 
terms and as a proportion of total univer-
sity revenues. In 1983-84, tuition fees 
accounted for close to 12 per cent of total 
revenues, up from just over 10 per cent in 
1981-82. This proportion ranged from almost 
18 per cent of total revenues in Prince 
Edward Island to just over seven per cent in 
Quebec. 

Federal Funds to Sponsored Research Up 16.5 .  

Per Cent 

Ralentissement des subventions provinciales et 
hausse soutenue des revenus de frais de scola-
rite 

En chiffres absolus, les subventions provin-
ciales aux universites ont augmente de 6.3 
pour cent en 1983-84, soit un taux de moitie 
inferieur a ceux des deux annees precedentes. La 
plus faible hausse a cet egard a ete observee en 
Saskatchewan et au Quebec (un pour cent dans les 
deux provinces) et la plus elevee au Manitoba 
(13 pour cent). 

D'autre part, les revenus provenant des frais 
de scolarite ont continue a croitre tant en 
valeur absolue qu'en proportion du total des 
revenus des universites. En 1983-84, les 
frais de scolarite ont compte pour pros de 12 
pour cent des revenus totaux comparativement 
10 pour cent en 1981-82.

Subventions federales 	la recherche subvention 
nee en hausse de 16.5 pour cent 

In 1983-84, federal government agencies 
sponsored $461.6 million of research in 
Canadian universities (a 16.5 per cent 
increase over 1982-83), accounting for 60 
per cent of all research funds received by 
universities. Provincial governments con-
tributed 19 per cent of total research 
funds, and gifts and non-government grants 
accounted for another 18 per cent.

Between 1981-82 and 1983-84, the share. of 
research funds contributed to universities 
from public sources rose two percentage 
pointsto account for just over 78 per cent 
of total research funds. Over the same 
period, contributions from gifts and non-
governmental sources fell two percentage 
points to 17.7 per cent.

Depenses

En s'etablissant a 6.7 pour cent, le taux 
d'augmentation des depenses totales des 
universites en 1983-84 a ete de moitie inferieur 
a ceux enregistres aux cours des deux annees 
precedentes. Plus de la moitie de l'augmentation 
observee en 1983-84 est attribuable a l'Ontario. 
Dans cette province, les depenses des universites 
ont atteint $2 milliards, soit une augmentation 
de ores de 11 pour cent relativement a 1982-83. 
La Colombie-Britannique est la seule province (36 
l'on a observe une baisse des depenses des uni-
versites en 1983-84 (-0.2 pour cent). Cette 
diminution est principalement attribuable a une 
reduction des depenses en immobilisations. Dans 
cette meme province, les effectifs universitaires 
a temps plein ont augmente de 8.6 pour cent en

Expenditures  

1983-84 Spending Increases Mark a 10-year 
Low 

At 6.7 per cent, the growth in total 
university expenditures recorded in 1983-84 
was half that of the previous two years. 
Expenditures in Ontario accounted for half 
of the 1983-84 increase. In that province, 
university expenditures reached $2 billion, 
up close to 11 per cent over 1982-83. The 
only province to record a drop in university 
expenditures in 1983-84 was British Colum-
bia, where a decrease in capital expendi-
tures was largely responsible for a 0.2 per 
cent drop in the amount of money spent by 
universities. In that province, university 
full-time enrolment increased by 8.6 per 
cent in 1983-84, the second highest increase 
in the country. 

Spending on Research Continues to Increase 
	

Depenses en recherche toujours h la hausse 

Slowing growth in university operating 
expenditures contrasts with continued expan-
sion in the proportion of university operat-
ing funds allocated to sponsored research 
activities. Between 1981-82 and 1983-84, 
unversities in Saskatchewan showed the 
largest increase (close to four percentage 
points) in the proportion of operating 
expenditures spent on research, while the 
largest decrease was recorded in Manitoba 
(five percentage points).

Entre 
1981-82 et 1983-84, la proportion des depenses de 
fonctionnement des universites attribuee a la 
recherche a connu sa plus forte augmentation en 
Saskatchewan (pros de quatre points en pourcen-
tage) alors que la plus forte diminution fut 
enregistree au Manitoba (cinq points en pourcen-
tage). 

With the exception of Prince Edward 
Island and New Brunswick, university spend-
ing on research increased in all provinces 
in 1983-84, with the largest increase -- 20 
per cent -- in universities in Nova Scotia 
and Alberta. Universities in Ontario and 
Quebec were responsible for two-thirds of 
all sponsored research expenditures, with 
those in Ontario accounting for 40 per 
cent of the total and Quebec 26 per cent.

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More Money For Student Services and Com-
puting 

The amount of money spent on student 
services jumped 13 per cent in 1983-84, 
while expenditures on computing rose 11 per-
cent. This compares with a seven per cent 
increase in total operating expenditures. A 
large part of the increase in student servi-
ces expenditures is attributable to Quebec 
universities which recorded a 40 per cent 
jump. 

The proportion of money allocated to 
various functions did not change signifi-
cantly in 1983-84 as compared with earlier 
years. Just over half of university opera-
ting expenditures went to instruction, close 
to 15 per cent for sponsored research, 11 
per cent for physical plant, seven per cent 
for administration, five per cent for compu-
ting and student services, and five per cent 
for libraries. 

Augmentation marquee des depenses pour les servi-
ces aux etudiants et l'informatique 

Les depenses au chapitre des services aux 
etudiants et de l'informatique ont augmente 
respectivement de 13 et 11 pour cent, compara-
tivement a une hausse de sept pour cent pour 
l'ensemble des depenses de l'enseignement. La 
montee des depenses pour les services aux etu-
diants est principalement attribuable aux univer-
sites du Quebec, GU elles se sont accrues de pres 
de 40 pour cent. 

La repartition des depenses de fonctionnement 
des universites entre les diverses fonctions 
peu varie en 1983-84 comparativement aux annnees 
precedentes. Un peu plus de la moitie etait 
destinee a l'enseignement, pres de 15 pour cent a 
la recherche subventionnee, 11 pour cent aux ter-
rains et bAtiments, sept pour cent a l'adminis-
tration, cinq pour cent a l'informatique et aux 
services aux etudiants et cinq pour cent aux 
bibliotheques. 

Salary Bill Up 7.2 Per Cent 

In 1983-84, salaries, wages and fringe 
benefits totalled $3.9 billion, three-quar-
ters of total university operating expendi-
tures. In absolute terms, this represents a 
7.2 per cent increase over 1982-83. Just 
over 40 per cent of total operating expendi-
tures went to salaries for academic and re-
search staff, 28 per cent to staff in other 
occupational groups and close to eight per 
cent to employee benefits. For the second 
consecutive year, universities in Quebec 
registered the smallest increase in total 
salary bill (1.8 per cent and 6.4 per cent 
in 1983-84 and 1982-83 respectively). 

Additional financial data are available 
in the Statistics Canada publication enti-
tled Decade of Education Finance (Catalogue 
No. 81-560). A standardized time series on 
university revenues and expenditures from 
1972-73 onwards is available from the Educa-
tion, Culture and Tourism Division of Sta-
tistics Canada. 

Augmentation de 7.2 pour cent de la masse sala-
riale 

En 1983-84, les salaires, traitements et avan-
tages sociaux ont compte pour les trois quarts, 
soit $3.9 milliards, du total des depenses de 
fonctionnement des universites. En chiffres abso-
lus, it s'agit d'une hausse de 7.2 pour cent sur 
1982-83. Un peu plus de 40 pour cent des depenses 
de fonctionnement des universites furent imputees 
aux traitements du personnel affecte a l'ensei-
gnement et a la recherche, 28 pour cent aux 
salaires des autres groupes professionnels at 
pros de huit pour cent aux avantages sociaux 
verses aux employes. Pour la deuxieme armee con-
secutive, les universites du Quebec ont enregis-
tre la plus faible hausse de la masse salariale 
totale (1.8 pour cent et 6.4 pour cent en 1983-84 
et 1982-83 respectivement). 

Des donnees financieres additionnelles sont 
disponibles dans la publication de Statistique 
Canada Une Decennie des finances de l'education 
(no 81-560 au catalogue).
