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EDUCATION PRICE INDEX(1) - SELECTED INPUTS, ELEMENTARY 
AND SECONDARY LEVELS, 1984  

Highlights  

In 1984, the Education Price Index (EPI) at the 
elementary and secondary levels rose 4.4% reaching a 
level of 124.7 (1981 = 100). This was the lowest 
annual increase in the EPI since 1972. 

Growth in the EPI has been slowing in recent years, 
from a high of 13.3% in 1982 to 5.4% in 1983 and 
4.4% in 1984. The 1984 increase in the EPI paral-
leled that of the Consumer Price Index (CPI). 

Growth in the main component of the EPI -- salaries 
and wages -- also slowed significantly in 1984 to 
4.0%, down from 5.2% in the previous year. 

Growth in the "non-salary" component dropped 
slightly from 6.2% in 1983 to 6.1% in 1984. 

At 3.9%, growth in the "teachers' salaries" sub-
index in 1984 was the lowest among all EPI sub-
indexes and the lowest in 14 years. 

. Quebec was the only province in Canada to record a 
greater increase in the "teachers' salaries" sub-
index in 1984 than in the previous year. 

(1) The EPI is an input index that measures price 
changes of a fixed basket of goods and services 
purchased by school boards. The reference year is 
1981=100. A report describing the purpose and 
methodology of the EPI is available upon request 
from the education, culture and tourism division. 

INDICES DES PRIX A L'ENSEIGNEMENT(1) - CERTAINS INTRANTS,

Faits saillants  

. L'indice des prix A l'enseignement aux niveaux elementaire 
et secondaire (IPE) a cr0 de 4.4% en 1984, atteignant un 
niveau de 124.7 (1981 = 100). C'est la plus faible augmenta-
tion annuelle observee depuis 1972. 

. La croissance de l'IPE a ralenti aux cours des derniares 
annees, passant de 13.3% en 1982 5.4% en 1983 et 8 4.4% en 
1984. L'augmentation de l'IPE en 1984 egalait ainsi celle de 
l'indice des prix la consommation (IPC). 

. La croissance de la principals composante de l'IPE 	trai- 
tements et salaires -- a egalement ralenti en 1984 as chif-
frant a 4.0% comparativement a 5.2% l'annee precedente. 

. La croissance de la composante "non-salaires" a legerement 
diminue, passant de 6.2% en 1983 A 6.1% en 1984. 

. En s'etablissant a 3.9%, la croissance du sous-indice des 
"salaires des enseignants", en 1984, a ete la plus faible 
parmi tous les sous-indices de l'IPE et is plus faible 
observee en 14 ans. 

. Quebec a ete la seule province au Canada oil l'augmentation 
du sous-indice des "salaires des enseignants" a ete plus 
prononcee en 1984 que l'annee precedente.

National Level  

In 1984, the EPI and the CPI annual growth rates 
were identical at 4.4%. 

In the two previous years, both major components of 
the EPI -- "salaries and wages" and "non-salary" --
had grown more or less by the same rate. However, in 
1984 this pattern changed, with growth of 4.0% in the 
"salaries and wages" index compared with 6.1% in the 
"non-salary" index. This change was largely due to the 
cost of insurance which rose 7.4%. 

With regards to the "teachers' salaries" sub-index, 
the 3.9% increase in 1984 was the lowest recorded 
since the publication of the EPI. On the other hand, 
the growth rate in the "non-teaching salaries" sub-
component has slowed considerably since the early part 
of the decade, rising 5.0% in 1984, compared with 
growth of 9.0% in 1983 and 20.6% in 1982. 

Growth in the "non-salary" component of the EPI has 
also been slowing since 1981, dropping from 16.9% to 
6.1% three years later. Again this was the lowest rate 
since 1972. 

Even though the "salaries and wages" component 
accounted for 82.8% of the EPI inputs in 1983, its 
contribution to the overall variation of the EPI in 
1984 was just 76.2%. Similarly, the "teachers' 
salaries" sub-index contributed only 64.6% to the 
overall variation of the EPI while its relative 
importance was 72.6% in 1983. Conversely, the 
contribution of "non-teaching salaries" and "non-
salary" to the variation in the EPI was greater than 
their relative importance. 

Niveau national  

En 1984, l'IPE at l'IPC ont connu un taux de croissance 
annuel identique de 4.4% 

Au cours des deux annees precedentes, les deux principales 
composantes de l'IPE, soient les "traitements et salaires" at 
les "non-salaires", ont varie a des taux comparables. Cepen-
dant, en 1984, cette tendance s'est estompee avec des augmen-
tations de 4.0% de l'indice des "traitements at salaires" 
comparativement a 6.1% pour l'indice des "non-salaires". Ce 
changement est largement attribuable au coat des assurances 
qui a grimpe de 7.4%. 

En ce qui concerne le sous-indice des "salaires des ensei-
gnants", l'augmentation de 3.9% an 1984 a ete la plus faible 
enregistree depuis la publication de l'IPE. D'autre part, le 
taux de croissance du sous-indice des "salaires du personnel 
non-enseignant" a diminue de fagon appreciable depuis le debut 
de la decennie, passant de 20.6% en 1982 b 9.0% en 1983 at a 
5.0% en 1984. 

La croissance de la composante des "non-salaires" de PIPE 
s'est egalement attenuee depuis 1981 passant de 16.9% a un 
taux de 6.1% trois annees plus tard. Encore une fois, it 
s'agissait du taux le plus bas depuis 1972. 

Bien que la composante des "traitements et salaires" repre-
sentait, en 1983, 82.8% des intrants de l'IPE, sa contribution 
a la variation totale de l'IPE an 1984 n'a ete que de 76.2%. 
De fagon similaire, le sous-indice des "salaires des ensei-
gnants" n'a contribue qu'h 64.6% a la variation totale de 
l'IPE alors que son importance relative an 1983 etait de 
72.6%. A l'oppose, la contribution des "salaires du personnel 
non-enseignant" at des "non-salaires" la variation globale 
de l'IPE a ete plus elevee que leur importance relative.

Niveau provincial  

Comme ce fut le cas en 1983, l'annee 1984 a ete 
caracterisee par les differentes mesures de restrictions 
budgetaires adoptees par les provinces. Dans toutes lea 
provinces, sauf Quebec, la croissance des prix 4 l'enseigne-
ment a ete plus faible en 1984 qu'en 1983. Quebec a enregistre 
une augmentation de 6.0% de son IPE provincial, comparative-
ment 4 4.4% au niveau national. Ceci s'explique principalement 
par une croissance de 5.9% de son indice des "traitements et 
salaires" en 1984, contre une diminution de 1.6% l'annee 
precedente. Cependant, depuis le debut de la decennie, cet 
indice s'est eccru de 28.2% au Quebec, soit l'augmentation is 
plus faible au paya. A l'oppose, la plus forte augmentation de 
l'indice des "traitements et salaires", au cours de cette meme 
periode, a ete enregistre au Nouveau-Brunswick (48.6%). 

Par ailleurs, les augmentations les plus faibles de is 
composante des "traitements et salaires" en 1984 ont ete 
observees en Colombie-Britannique et 4 l'Ile-du-Prince-Edouard 
alors que le Quebec et le Manitoba accusaient les plus fortes 
hausses 4 ce chapitre. Quant 4 is composante des "non-
salaires", les taux de croissance provinpiaux ont varies de 
5.1% en Colombie-Britannique 4 6.5% en Nouvelle-Ecorse. 

Provincial Level  

As was the case in the previous year, 1984 was 
characterized by a number of restrictive budgetary 
measures adopted by the provinces. In all provinces 
except Quebec, growth in the price indexes was less in 
1984 than in 1983. Quebec experiences a 6.0% increase 
in its provincial EPI, compared with '4.4% at the 
national level. This was mainly caused by the 5.9% 
increase in the "salaries and wages" index in 1984 
compared with a drop of 1.6% in the previous year. 
However, since the beginning of the 1980s, this index 
has risen 28.2% in Quebec, the smallest increase in 
the country. By contrast, the 48.6% jump in the 
"salaries and wages" index in New Brunswick, during 
the same period was the largest. 

Growth in the "salaries and wages" component was 
lowest in 1984 in British Columbia and Prince Edward 
Island and highest in Quebec and Manitoba. For the 
"non-salary" component, growth ranged from a high of 
6.5% in Nova Scotia to a low of 5.1% in British 
Columbia. 
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Application of the Education Price Index  

One of the most common uses of a price index is to 
deflate current dollars to constant dollars. Using 
this technique, it is possible to determine, for 
example, real growth on school board expenditures or 
growth on spending per student. These applications 
appear in Table 10 of Catalogue 81-208, Financial 
Statistics of Education.
