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Highlights 

Revenues' 

• British Columbia and Newfoundland univer-
sities recorded decreases of 4.2% and 1.6% 
respectively in operating revenues from 
provincial governments; the overall increase 
at the national level was 3.5%. 

• On a per full-time equivalent (FTE) student 
basis, operating revenues from tuition fees 
increased 7.2% in 1984-85, while operating 
funds from provincial governments showed a 
1.5% rise.

Faits saillants 

Revenuer 

• Les universites de la Colombie-Britannique et de

In this bulletin, the term "federal funding" refers to money 
spent to operate federal educational institutions and to 
contributions from the federal government directly to 
universities for research or other activities. Federal 
contributions to provincial governments in respect of 
postsecondary education, being indirect, are not identified 
as a federal source.

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Expenditures 	 Depenses 

• Expenditures by universities reached $5.8 
billion in 1984-85, representing 1.4% of 
Canada's Gross National Product, the same 
percentage as in the previous year. 

• At 5.4%, the increase in university expen-
ditures in 1984-85 was the smallest in over a 
decade. 

• When expressed in FTE units, university 
operating expenditures grew at approximately 
the same rate as the Consumer Price Index 
(CPI) in 1984-85; the annual increases were 
4.5% and 4.4% respectively. 

• Spending on sponsored research rose more 
than 12% in 1984-85 to $831 million, com-
pared to a 5.5% increase in the remaining 
operating expenditures. 

• Quebec and Ontario universities accounted for 
more than two-thirds of the increase in expen-
ditures in 1984-85; Quebec alone accounted for 
40%. 

• In 1984-85 the increase in expenditures 
allocated to salaries and fringe benefits was 
5.7%, for a total salary bill of $4.1 billion. 

Revenues 2  

Provincial Contributions to University 
Revenues Continue to Decline 

Even though provincial governments repre-
sent the major source of university operating 
revenues, their contributions continue to decrease 
compared to other sources of financing. For 
instance, the proportion of university operating 
revenues coming from provincial governments has 
dropped from 68.3% in 1982-83 to 65.6% in 1984-
85. Over the same period, the contribution from 
tuition fees has increased from 11.8% to 12.7%. 
This variation was most pronounced in British 
Columbia's universities where, over this same 
period, provincial contributions as a percentage of 
operating income dropped 6.3% percentage points 
(68% to 61.7%); tuition fee income increased 4.0 
percentage points (10.1% to 14.1%). In British 
Columbia, university operating income from 
tuition fees increased over 30% in 1984-85, when 
enrolment dropped 2%. 

• Les depenses des universites ont atteint $5.8 
milliards en 1984-85, soit 1.4% du produit national 
brut canadien; c'est le meme pourcentage que 
Vann& precedente.

Revenus2  

Subventions provinciales aux universites 
toujours en baisse 

Meme si les administrations provincials consti-
tuent la principale source des revenus de fonctionne-
ment des universites, leurs subventions continuent 
baisser par rapport aux autres sources de financement. 
Par exemple, les revenus de fonctionnement des 
universites provenant des subventions provinciales 
sont tombees de 68.3% en 1982-83 a 65.6% en 1984-85. 
Au cours de la meme periode, les revenus provenant des 
frais de scolarite sont passes de 11.8% a 12.7%. La 
variation la plus marquee etait observee en Colombie-
Britannique ou au cours de la meme periode, exprimees 
en pourcentage des revenus de fonctionnement, les 
subventions provinciales ont diminue de 6.3 points 
(passant de 68% a 61.7%), tandis que les revenus 
provenant des frais de scolarite ont augments de 4.0 
points (passant de 10.1% a 14.1%). Dans cette province, 
les revenus de fonctionnement des universites prove-
nant des frais de scolarite ont progresse de plus de 30% 
en 1984-85, pendant que les inscriptions diminuait de 
2%.

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From another point of view, in FTE units, 
operating revenues from tuition fees have doubled 
over the period 1975-76 to 1984-85, representing a 
7.9% annual increase on average. On the same 
basis, operating revenues from provincial grants 
have increased 6.6% annually. As can be observed 
in figure 1, since 1980-81, operating revenues from 
tuition fees have consistently grown at faster rates 
than provincial operating grants. After 1982-83, 
the index (1975-76=100) of revenues from tuition 
fees was greater than the index of provincial 
grants. 

D'un autre point de vue, exprimes par equivalent a 
temps plein, les revenus de fonctionnement provenant 
des frais de scolarite ont double entre 1975-76 et 1984-
85, soit une augmentation annuelle moyenne de 7.9%. 
Selon la meme formule, les revenus de fonctionnement 
provenant des subventions provinciales se sont accrus 
de 6.6% par an. Comme l'indique la figure 1, a partir de 
19$0-8., les revenus de fonctionnement provenant des 
frais de scolarite ont toujours augmente plus rapide-
ment que les subventions provinciales de fonctionne-
ment. Apres 1982-83, l'indice (1975-1976 = 100) des 
revenus provenant des frais de scolarite etait plus eleve 
que l'indice des subventions provinciales.

Recherche subventionnee: subventions federales 
en hausse de 13.2%, subventions provinciales 
en hausse de 10.2%, subventions privees en 
hausse de 9.1% 

Les contributions federates a la recherche subven-
tionnee ont progresse de 13.2% en 1984-85 pour 
s'etablir a $522.2 millions, ce qui represente 60.3% du 
total recu a cet egard par les universites. Les subven-
tions provinciales ont constitue 18.4% des fonds de 
recherche alors que les dons et subventions non gouver-
nementales ont compte pour 17.3%. Au tours des trois 
derniers exercices financiers, la part des fonds de re-
cherche universitaire financee par les administrations 
publiques et les sources privees est demeuree relative-
ment stable. 

Sponsored Research: Federal Funds Up 
13.2%; Provincial Up 10.2%; Private Up 
9.1% 

Federal government contributions to spon-
sored research increased 13.2% in 1984-85 to 
$522.2 million, representing 60.3% of all research 
funds received by universities. Provincial grants 
constituted 18.4% of total research funds and gifts 
and non-government grants made up 17.3%. 
During the last three fiscal years the proportion of 
research funds contributed to universities from 
public and private sources has remained relatively 
stable. 
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Expenditures 

Spending Increase Lowest in over a Decade 

The 1984-85 increase in total university 
expenditures was the lowest in more than 10 years 
(5.4%); it was 6.7% in 1983-84 and 14.6% in 1982-
83. This relatively small increase in 1984-85 was „ 
due, in part, to a drop of 8.4% in capital expen-
ditures. The lowest annual increases were recorded 
in Newfoundland, Alberta and British Columbia's 
universities; all were under 4%. In absolute 
figures, Quebec contributed the most to the 1984-
85 national increase ($120 million); this was 
mainly due to a large rise in expenditures devoted 
to salaries and fringe benefits. 

From a different perspective, in FTE units, 
operating expenditures have increased 7.7% 
annually on average during the 10-year period; the 
CPI has increased 8.5%. As can be observed in 
figure 2, since 1979-80, the CPI has grown at faster 
rates than the index of operating expenditures. 
However, it is only in 1982-83 that the CPI (1975- 
76 = 100) surpassed the index of operating expendi-
tures. In 1984-85, the cost per FTE student stood at 
$9,995, up from $9,569 in 1983-84. 

Depenses 

La plus faible hausse en plus de dix ans 

Le taux d'augmentation des depenses totales des 
universites en 1984-85 a ete le plus faible en plus de 10 
ans (5.4%); it etait de 6.7% en 1983-84 et de 14.6% en 
1982-83. Cette progression relativement faible en 1984-
85 etait due, en partie, a la baisse de 8.4% des depenses 
en immobilisations des universites. Les majorations 
annuelles les plus faibles ont ete enregistrees a Terre-
Neuve, en Alberta et en Colombie-Britannique (partout 
inferieures a 4%). En chiffres absolus, c'est le Quebec 
qui a le plus contribue a l'augmentation nationale 
observee en 1984-85 ($120 millions); cette hausse 
importante etait essentiellement attribuable a la forte 
montee des depenses au chapitre des salaires et des 
avantages sociaux. 

Dans une autre perspective, exprimees par equiva-
lent a temps plein (ETP), les depenses de fonctionne-
ment se sont accrues en moyenne de 7.7% par an au 
cours de la decennie; l'IPC a augmente en moyenne de 
8.5% par an. Comme l'indique la figure 2, les depenses 
de fonctionnement ont toujours progresse plus rapide-
ment que l'IPC depuis 1979-80. Ce n'est qu'a partir de 
1982-83 que l'IPC (1975-76=100) a ete plus eleve que 
l'indice des depenses de fonctionnement. En 1984-85, le 
coat par equivalent a temps plein s'est eleve a $9,995, 
en hausse par rapport aux $9,569 en 1983-84.

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Sponsored Research Expenditures Up Again 	Depenses en recherche subventionnee toujours 
a la hausse 

Sponsored research as a proportion of oper-
ating expenditures grew to 15.4% in 1984-85, up 
from 14.5% and 14.0% in 1983-84 and 1982-83 
respectively. From 1982-83 to 1984-85, Saskat-
chewan and British Columbia's universities 
showed the largest increases (four and three 
percentage points respectively) in the proportion of 
operating expenditures spent on research; New 
Brunswick and Manitoba's universities recorded 
drops (three and one percentage points respecti-
vely). However, for the last three years Ontario 
and Quebec's universities accounted for approxi-
mately two-thirds of all spending on sponsored 
research; Ontario universities' proportion has 
actually decreased two percentage points since 
1982-83 to 40%; Quebec universities' proportion 
has increased one percentage point to 25.5%. 

With the exception of New Brunswick, 
university spending on research increased in all 
provinces in 1984-85. The largest annual increases 
in university expenditures allocated to sponsored 
research were posted in Prince Edward Island and 
Saskatchewan. 

La recherche subventionnee en proportion des 
depenses de fonctionnement s'est elevee a 15.4% en 
1984-1985, en hausse par rapport aux 14.5% et aux 
14.0% observes en 1983-1984 et 1982-1983 respective-
ment. Entre 1982-1983 et 1984-1985, ce sont les 
universites de la Saskatchewan et de la Colombie-
Britannique qui ont enregistre les plus fortes augmen-
tations (de 4 points et de 3 points respectivement) en 
proportion des depenses de fonctionnement en recher-
che; celles du Nouveau-Brunswick et du Manitoba ont 
affiche des baisses (de 3 points et de 1 point respective-
ment). Toutefois, au cours des trois dernieres annees, 
les universites de l'Ontario et du Quebec ont compte 
pour environ les deux tiers de toutes les depenses en 
recherche subventionnee; la proportion des universites 
de l'Ontario ont en fait baisse de 2 points depuis 1982-
1983, s'etablissant a 40%; la proportion des universites 
du Quebec a augmente de 1 point, s'elevant a 25.5%. 

Les depenses des universites pour la recherche ont 
progresse dans toutes les provinces en 1984-85 sauf au 
Nouveau-Brunswick. Les plus fortes augmentations 
annuelles des depenses des universites attribuees a la 
recherche subventionnee ont ete observees a l'Ile-du-
Prince-Edouard et en Saskatchewan. 

Salaires et avantages sociaux: les trois quarts 
des depenses de fonctionnement 

Les salaires, traitements et avantages sociaux se 
sont eleves a $4.1 milliards en 1984-85, soit un 
accroissement annuel de 5.7%. En 1984-85, comme 
c'etait le cas en 1982-83 et en 1983-84, environ 40% des 
depenses de fonctionnement ont ete imputees aux 
traitements du personnel affecte a l'enseignement et a 
la recherche, 28% aux salaires des autres groupes 
professionnels et 8% aux avantages sociaux verses aux 
employes. Sauf en Colombie-Britannique et a Terre-
Neuve, toutes les universites ont affiche une croissance 
annuelle superieure a 4% des depenses affectees aux 
traitements et aux avantages sociaux. Au cours des 
deux annees precedentes, les universites du Quebec ont 
affiche la plus faible augmentation annuelle dans cette 
categorie, mais en 1984-85 elles ont enregistre l'une des 
plus fortes hausses (plus de 7%), pour atteindre $1 
milliard. 

Three Quarters of Operating Expenditures 
on Salaries and Benefits 

Salaries, wages and benefits totalled $4.1 
billion in 1984-85, representing an annual increase 
of 5.7%. As was the case in 1982-83 and 1983-84, 
approximately 40% of operating expenditures went 
to salaries for academic and research staff in 1984-
85; 28% to staff in other occupational groups and 
8% to employee fringe benefits. Except for 
British Columbia and Newfoundland, all univer-
sities posted annual increases greater than 4% in 
expenditures allocated to salaries and fringe 
benefits. Quebec's universities, for the previous 
couple of years, had the lowest annual increase in 
that category but in 1984-85 registered one of the 
highest increases at over 7% reaching $1 billion. 
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Half the Operating Budget Goes to Instruc-
tion 

There have been no significant changes in the 
proportion of money allocated to the major oper-
ating functions over the last few years. Instruction 
accounted for approximately half of total operating 
expenditures in 1984-85; over 15% went to 
sponsored research, 11% to physical plant, 7% to 
administration, 5% to student services and com-
puting and 5% to libraries. 

Additional financial data are available in the 
Statistics Canada publication entitled University 
Finance Trend Analysis (Catalogue No. 81-260). 
A standardized time series on university revenues 
and expenditures from 1972-73 onwards is avail-
able from the Education, Culture and Tourism 
Division of Statistics Canada. 

La moitie du budget d'operation destinee 
l'enseignement 

La repartition des depenses de fonctionnement des 
universites entre les diverses fonctions a peu varie au 
cours des dernieres annees. En 1984-85, environ la 
moitie etait destinee a l'enseignement, plus de 15%, a 
la recherche subventionnee, 11%, aux terrains et 
batiments, 7%, a l'administration, 5%, aux services aux 
etudiants et a l'informatique et 5%, aux bibliotheques. 

Des donnees financieres additionnelles sont dispo-
nibles dans la publication de Statistique Canada Une 
Decennie des finances de l'education (no 81-560 au 
catalogue). On peut egalement obtenir de la Division de 
l'education, de la culture et du tourisme de Statistique 
Canada la serie standardisee des revenus et depenses 
des universites depuis 1972-73.
