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INTRODUCTION 

This publication contains the 1974 da-
ta reported by six schools for the blind and 
twenty-one schools for the deaf. Four 
schools for the deaf have been included for 
the first time in this year's survey. One 
of the these schools had previously been 
classified as a private elementary-second-
ary institution. Two schools commenced oper-
ation in 1974. The fourth school, the 
Association for the Hearing Handicapped, has 
been in existence for sometime but had not 
been surveyed prior to this year. 

The opening of the "hole Secondaire 
Polyvalente Lucien-Page" in Montreal result-
ed in a loss of students in various schools 
for the deaf in the surrounding area. This 
redistribution of students affected the en-
rolment in the "Institution des Sourds de 
Montreal" and the "Institution des Sourdes-
Muettes" of Montreal. 

The Metropolitan Toronto School for 
the Deaf and the Clairlea Associate School 
for the Deaf, although "public" schools, are 
included in this report because of their 
similarity to the provincially operated 
schools. The students in these schools will 
also be recorded with the public schools in 
Ontario. 

Data on classes provided in the public 
school system for the blind, partially sigh-
ted, hard of hearing and on classes for 
adults offered by the Canadian National Instit-
ute 	for the Blind have not been included 
within the publication. 

Dans la presente publication figurent les 
donnees pour l'annee 1974 fournies par six ecoles 
pour aveugles et vingt-et-une ecoles pour 
sourds. Quatre ecoles pour sourds participaient 

l'enquete pour la premiere fois cette annee. 
L'une de ces ecoles etait classee auparavant com-
me etablissement prive d'enseignement elementaire-
secondaire; deux autres ont ouvert leurs portes 
en 1974; la quatrieme, qui a pour nom "Associa-
tion for the Hearing Handicapped", existait depuis 
déjà quelques temps, mais n'avait pas participe a 
l'enquete avant cette annee. 

L'ouverture de l'gcole Secondaire Polyvalen-
te Lucien-Page a Montreal a entraIne le depart 
d'eleves de diverses autres ecoles pour les sourds 
du secteur environnant. Cette redistribution des 
eleve's a modifie les effectifs de l'Institution 
des Sourds de Montreal et de l'Institution des 
Sourdes-Muettes. 

Les ecoles "Metropolitan Toronto School for 
the Deaf" et "Clairlea Associate School for the 
Deaf" bien qu'elles soient publiques sont cepen-
dant comprises dans le present rapport a cause de 
leurs tres nombreux points communs avec les autres 
ecoles provinciales faisant l'objet de l'enquete. 
Les eleves de ces ecoles seront aussi comptes dans 
les ecoles publiques de 1'Ontario. 

Par contre, les donnees portant sur les 
classes etablies dans le cadre des ecoles publi-
ques pour les aveugles et les eleves A la vue fai-
ble ou a l'oreille dure, ainsi que sur les classes 
pour adultes organisees par l'Institut national 
canadien pour les aveugles ne sont pas comprises 
dans la presente publication.
