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For 1965-66 these data were published by DBS as a 
special statement. Beginning with this edition the informa-
tion is being issued as a regular publication. Annual revisions 
are planned. 

The figures shown are intended to give a general picture 
of costs and are not necessarily applicable to individual 
cases. Accommodation costs are for university-operated 
residences, and not for accommodation in off-campus private 
quarters. The costs shown do not include transportation and 
personal expenditures for books, clothing, entertainment, etc., 
which would add several hundred dollars to the typical stu-
dent's costs.
