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For 1965-66 these data were published by DBS as a 

special statement. Beginning with the 1966-67 edition the 
information is being issued as a regular publication which 
will be revised annually. — 

The figures shown are intended to give a general picture 
of costs and are not necessarily applicable to individual 
cases. Accommodation costs are for university-operated 
residences, and not for accommodation in off-campus private 
quarters. The costs shown do not include transportation and 
personal expenditures for books, clothing, entertainment, etc., 
which would add several hundred dollars to the typical stu-
dent's costs. 

A comparison of data for 1966-67 and 1967-68 indicates 
that tuition fees have remained relatively stable. Although 
about one-third of the institutions increased their fees (main-
ly in arts and science) these increases were small. On the 
other hand, accommodation costs rose in approximately two-
thirds of the institutions surveyed, the increase ranging from 
$10 to $140, with an average increase of about $55.

CANADA STUDENT LOANS PLAN 

The purpose of this plan is to enable students to receive 
loans from banks or credit unions for full-time study towards 
a degree or diploma at universities and other post-secondary 
institutions. Students should first obtain a Certificate of 
Eligibility from the authorities listed below. An eligible 
student is one who 

— is a Canadian citizen, or who has landed immigrant 
status and at least one year's residence in a province, 
and who intends to stay in Canada after graduation; 

— is a resident of a province which participates in the plan; 
(Since the Province of Quebec does not participate in the 
Federal Plan, student residents of that province should 
apply to the Student Aid Service, Department of Education, 
Government of the Province of Quebec, Quebec City). 

— is enrolled, or qualified to enrol, as a full-time student 
in a university or other post-secondary educational 
institution; 

— is enable to prove that a loan is essential in supplement-
ing educational costs. 

The maximum assistance which a student may receive 
under this program is $1,000 for one academic year, and an 
aggregate of $5,000 for his entire period of study. The student 
is not expected to begin repayment of the loan until six.

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months after completion or discontinuation of full-time study. 
When this period has elapsed, the student begins paying 
monthly installments and a rate of interest fixed by the 
Federal Government (53. % per annum at July 1, 1967). Normally 
students are required to repay the loan over a period of five 
to ten years after graduation depending on the size of their 
debts and their ability to pay. 

In certain provinces there are in operation student award 
programs which provide assistance to students in accordance 
with their established needs. Part of this assistance is 
given in the form of loan under the Canada Student Loans 
Plan, and part as a grant (non-repayable) under provincial 
arrangements.
