Canada Student Loans Plan(1)  

The purpose of the Canada Student Loans Plan is 
to assist students whose resources are insufficient 
to provide for the cost of full-time studies at the 
post-secondary level of education. 

Assistance under the program is, therefore, 
granted only where the financial resources available 
to students from parents, summer work or other sources 
are insufficient to meet their estimated educational 
costs. 

There are no age restrictions, but Certificates 
of Eligibility may be issued only to students who meet 
the following conditions: 

Are Canadian citizens — or have landed immigrant  
status at the time of application AND have at that 
time lived in Canada for a year or more. Students 
studying in Canada on a student visa are not eligible. 

Are residents of a province that participates in the 
plan. 

As a general rule, you are considered to be a resi-
dent of the province or territory in which your 
parents live at the time you apply or (if you are 
married or qualify as independent) of the province 
in which you last lived for at least twelve consec-
utive months excluding periods spent in post-
secondary education. 

The province of Quebec relies on its own student 
assistance plan and does not participate in this 
program. Accordingly, students who are residents of 
the Province of Quebec should apply to: STUDENT AID 
SERVICE, DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION, GOVERNMENT OF THE 
PROVINCE OF QUEBEC, QUEBEC CITY. 

Have attained a satisfactory scholastic standard. 

Generally, you are considered to have attained this 
if you satisfy the entrance requirements for, or are 
in good standing in, a post-secondary educational 
institution. 

Are taking or plan to take as a full-time student a 
full academic load. 

Students carrying less than a full academic load or 
who are in night school, correspondence schools, 
summer schools, etc. are not eligible. 

Satisfy the appropriate authority that the resources 
available to you from your parents, summer savings  
or any other source are insufficient to enable you  
to meet the educational costs involved (see "How do 
I establish the need for a loan?")

Are enrolled, or qualified to enroll, in a post-
secondary course of studies at an educational insti-
tution situated anywhere in the world,.  that has been 
designated by your Province, for a course of studies  
of not less than twenty-six weeks of assigned work 
in the academic year. (In certain cases, a semester 
lasting at least 13 weeks of assigned work may be 
acceptable if it forms part of a longer program.) 

The maximum assistance which a student may re-
ceive under this program is $1,400 for one academic 
year, and an aggregate of $9,800 for his entire period 
of study. No interest is charged for the first six 
months after graduation. When this period has elapsed, 
the student begins paying monthly installments at a 
rate of interest fixed by the Federal Government. 
Normally, students are required to repay the loan 
within ten years after ceasing to be a full-time stu-
dent. The actual period would be determined by the 
lender taking into account the size of the debt and 
the borrowers ability to repay. 

In certain provinces there are in operation 
student award programs which provide assistance to 
students in accordance with their established needs. 
Part of this assistance is given in the form of a 
loan under the Canada Student Loans Plan, and part as 
a grant (non-repayable) under provincial arrangements.
