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INTRODUCTION  

The figures in this publication are in-
tended only as a guide to tuition and living 
accommodation costs for students at most Ca-
nadian universities. Excluded from this re-
port are institutions which grant degrees only 
in theology or those which hold their degree-
granting powers in abeyance while in affilia-
tion or federation with another degree-grant-
ing institution. 

All figures are for the academic year, 
except where otherwise indicated. Tables 1 
and 3 show figures for both the upcoming year 
and, for the purpose of comparison, those 
from last year. Some numbers in 1977-78 may 
differ from the corresponding figures shown 
in the previous publication, due to estimated 
figures being reported last year. 

Accommodation costs are for university-
operated residences and housing and not for 
accommodation in off-campus private quarters. 
The costs shown do not include transportation 
and personal expenditures for books, clothing, 
entertainment, etc. 

There are several cases where a range 
is indicated for tuition fees, additional 
costs or accommodation costs. The range of 
tuition fees at the undergraduate level re-
flects a fee structure which is dependent 
upon the year of the program in which the 
student is enrolled. For graduate students, 
the range is due to different fees for dif-
ferent programs or for different levels 
(Masters, Doctorates). A range of compulsory 
additional costs indicates a fee structure 
which arises according to the year of the 
program and/or the faculty in which the stu-
dent is enrolled. Finally, a range of costs 
for accommodations is due to (a) a single or 
double room, (b) the type of quarters, (c) the 
number of meals included, or (d) the duration 
of the rental lease. 

Les donnees contenues dans cette publication 
se veulent un guide general concernant les frais 
de scolarite et de subsistance pour les etudiants 
inscrits dans la plupart des universites canadien- 
nes. Ce rapport ne comprend pas les etablissements 
qui conferent des grades en theologie seulement, ou 
qui ont suspendu la collation des grades durant 
leur affiliation ou federation A un autre etablis-
sement conferant des grades. 

Sauf indication contraire, les frais de 
scolarite et de subsistance s'appliquent pour l'an-
née scolaire. Les tableaux 1 et 3 contiennent des 
donnees a la fois pour la prochaine armee scolaire 
et pour fins de comparaison, pour l'annee prece-
dente. Certaines donnees de 1977-78 de ce rapport 
different de celles publiees pour la meme periode 
l'an dernier. Cette situation peut s'expliquer par 
le fait que les etablissements concernes nous 
avaient alors fourni, pour 1977-78, des donnees 
estimees. 

Les frais de subsistance concernent les resi-
dences adininistrees par l'universite exclusivement 
et non les maisons privees de rapport hors campus. 
Ces frais n'incluent pas le transport ni les depen-
ses personnelles pour l'achat de livres, de vete-
ments, etc. 

A plusieurs reprises les frais de scolarite 
et de subsistance sont indiques au moyen d'une 
echelle de coats. Ces echelles indiquent en fait 
les differents coats, au niveau du ler cycle, selon 
l'annee du programme d'etudes ou l'etudiant est 
inscrit ou encore, au niveau gradue, selon diffe-
rents programmes ou niveaux d'etudes (maltrises, 
doctorats). Une echelle des coats concernant les 
frais additionnels obligatoires indique generale-
ment des frais differents selon l'annee du pro-
gramme et/ou la faculte ou l'etudiant est inscrit. 
Enfin, une echelle du meme type concernant les 
frais de subsistance peut indiquer a) une chambre 
double ou simple, b) le genre d'appartement, c) le 
nombre de repas inclus, ou d) la duree du bail.

CANADA(1) STUDENT LOANS PROGRAM(2)  

The purpose of the Canada Student Loans 
Plan is to assist students whose resources are 
insufficient to provide for the cost of full-
time studies at the post-secondary level of 
education. 

Assistance under the program is, there-
fore, granted only where the financial re-
sources available to students from parents, 
summer work or other sources are insufficient 
to meet their estimated educational costs. 

There are no age restrictions, but Cer-
tificates of Eligibility may be issued only 
to students who meet the following conditions: 

Are Canadian citizens, or are permanent res-
idents as of the first day of the month of 
the academic term for which they are re-
questing assistance AND have at that time 
continuous residence in Canada for a year  
or more. Students studying in Canada on a 
student visa are not eligible. 

Are residents of a province that partici-
pates in the plan. 

As a general rule, you are considered to 
be a resident of the province or territory 
in which your parents live at the time you 
apply or (if you are married or qualify as 
independent) of the province in which you 
last lived for a least 12 consecutive months 
excluding periods spent in post-secondary 
education. 

The province of Quebec relies on its own 
student assistance plan and does not parti-
cipate in this program. Accordingly, stu-
dents who are residents of the province of 
Quebec should apply to: STUDENT AID SERVICE, 
DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION, GOVERNMENT OF THE 
PROVINCE OF QUEBEC, QUEBEC CITY. 

Have attained a satisfactory scholastic  
standard. 

Generally, you are considered to have 
attained this if you satisfy the entrance 
requirements for, or are in good standing 
in, a post-secondary educational institu-
tion. 

Are or will be a full-time student for the  
academic year/semester for which you are  
applying for assistance.

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Students carrying less than 60% of a full 
academic load for an academic year or 30% 
for a semester or who are at night school, 
correspondence schools, summer schools, 
etc., are not eligible. 

Satisfy the appropriate authority that the  
resources available to you from your par-
ents, summer savings or any other source  
are insufficient to enable you to meet the  
educational costs involved. 

Are enrolled, or qualified to enroll, in a  
post-secondary course of studies at an  
educational,  institution situated anywhere  
in the world, that has been designated by  
your province, for a course of studies of  
not less than 26 weeks in the academic  
year. (In certain cases, a semester last-
ing at least 13 weeks may be acceptable if 
it forms part of a longer program.) 

Have not defaulted on previously negoti-
ated Canada Student Loans. 

The maximum assistance which a student 
may receive under this program is $1,800.00 
for one academic year and an aggregate of 
$9,800.00 for his entire period of study. 
No interest is charged for the first six 
months after graduation. When this period 
has elapsed, the student begins paying monthly 
installments at a rate of interest fixed by 
the federal government. Normally, students 
are required to repay the loan within 10 
years after ceasing to be a full-time stu-
dent. The actual period would be determined 
by the lender taking into account the size 
of the debt and the borrower's ability to 
repay. 

All provinces operate student award 
programs which provide assistance to students 
in accordance with their established needs. 
Part of this assistance, in all provinces 
except Quebec, is given in the form of a loan 
under the Canada Student Loans Program and 
part as a provincial grant (non-repayable) 
or provincial loan under provincial arrange-
ments. Further information on the combined 
operation of these financial assistance pro-
grams (federal and provincial) as well as 
application forms for Certificates of Eligi-
bility can be obtained by writing to the 
following addresses:
