INTRODUCTION 

The figures in this publication are in-
tended only as a guide to tuition and living 
accommodation costs for students at most 
Canadian universities. Excluded from this 
report are institutions which grant degrees 
only in theology or those which hold their 
degree-granting powers in abeyance while in 
affiliation or federation with another de-
gree-granting institution. 

All figures are for the academic year, 
except where otherwise indicated. Tables 1 
and 3 show figures for both the current year 
and, for the purpose of comparison, those 
from last year. Some numbers in 1981-82 may 
differ from the corresponding figures shown 
in the previous publication, due to estima-
ted figures being reported last year. 

In Table 2, only those institutions which 
charge differential tuition fees for foreign 
students are shown. 

Accommodation costs are for university-
operated residences and housing and not for 
accommodation in off-campus private quar-
ters. The costs shown do not include trans-
portation and personal expenditures for 
books, clothing, entertainment, etc. 

There are several cases where a range is 
shown for tuition fees, additional costs or 
accommodation costs. A range of tuition fees 
at the undergraduate level reflects a fee 
structure which is dependent upon the year 
of the program in which the student is 
enrolled. For graduate studies, a range is 
due to different fees for different programs 
or for different levels (masters, docto-
rates). Where a range is shown for foreign 
student fees, the lower amount is charged to 
students previously enrolled, while first-
time registrants pay the higher amount. A 
range of compulsory additional costs 
indicates a fee structure which varies 
according to the year of the program and/or 
the faculty in which the student is 
enrolled. Finally, a range of costs for 
accommodations is due to a single or double 
room, the type of quarters, the number of 
meals included, or the duration of the 
rental lease. 

Les donnges contenues dans cette publication 
se veulent un guide general concernant les frais 
de scolaritg et de subsistence pour les gtudiants 
inscrits dans la plupart des universitgs cana-
diennes. Ce rapport ne comprend pas les gtablis-
sements qui conferent des grades en thgologie 
seulement, ou qui ont suspendu la collation des 
grades durant leur affiliation ou federation a un 
autre gtablissement confgrant des grades. 

Sauf indication contraire, les frais de scola-
rite et de subsistance s'appliquent pour l'annge 
scolaire. Les- tableaux 1 et 3 contiennent des 
donnees a la fois pour l'annee scolaire courante 
et pour fins de comparaison, pour l'annee precg-
dente. Certaines donnges de 1981-82 de ce rapport 
different de celles publiges pour la mem pgriode 
l'an dernier. Cette situation peut s'expliquer 
par le fait que les gtablissements concerns nous 
avaient alors fourni, pour 1981-82 des donnges 
estimges. 

Dans le tableau 2, n'apparaissent que les ins-
titutions qui demandent des frais de scolaritg 
diffgrentiels pour les gtudiants strangers. 

Les frais de subsistence concernent les resi-
dences administrees par l'universite exclusive-
ment et non les maisons privies de rapport hors 
campus. Ces frais n'incluent pas le transport ni 
les dgpenses personnelles pour l'achat de livres, 
de vetements, etc. 

A plusieurs reprises les frais de scolaritg et 
de subsistance sont indiqugs au moyen d'une 
gchelle de coats. Ces gchelles indiquent en fait 
les diffgrents cocas, au niveau du ler cycle, 
selon l'annee du programme d'etudes oil l'etudiant 
est inscrit ou encore, au niveau gradue, selon 
diffgrents programmes ou niveaux d'etudes (mai-
trises, doctorats). Lorsqu'une gchelle de coats 
est indique pour les gtudiants strangers, les 
gtudiants dgja inscrits doivent payer le moindre 
des deux montants, alors que les nouveaux 
gtudiants patent le plus glevg. Une gchelle des 
coats concernant les frais additionnels obliga-
toires indique gengralement des frais diffgrents 
selon l'annee du programme et/ou la faculte oil 
l'etudiant est inscrit. Enfin, une gchelle du 
meme type concernant les frais de subsistance 
peut indiquer une chambre double ou simple, le 
genre d'appartement, le nombre de repas inclus, 
ou la duree du bail.

The purpose of the Canada Student Loans 
Plan is to assist students whose resources 
are insufficient to provide for the cost of 
full-time studies at the postsecondary level 
of education.

En vertu de ce programme, on accorde donc de 
l'aide uniquement aux etudiants dont lee ressour-
ces financiares, qu'elles viennent de leurs pa-
rents, de leur travail d e tte ou d'ailleurs, ne 
sauraient suffire A acquitter le coOt estimatif 
de leurs etudes. 

The maximum assistance which a student 
may receive under this program for one 
academic year is $56.25 per week of course, 
with an aggregate of $9,800.00 for his 
entire period of study. No interest is 
charged while the student is in school and 
for the first six months after graduation. 
When this period has elapsed, the student 
begins paying monthly installments at a rate 
of interest fixed yearly by the federal 
government. Normally, students are required 
to repay the loan within 10 years after 
ceasing to be a full-time student. The 
actual period would be determined by the 
lender taking into account the size of the 
debt and the borrower's ability to repay. 

All provinces operate student award pro-
grams which provide assistance to students 
in accordance with their established needs. 
Part of this assistance, in all provinces 
except Quebec, is given in the form of a 
loan under the Canada Student Loans Program 
and part as a provincial grant (non-repay-
able) or provincial loan under provincial 
arrangements. Further information on the 
combined operation of these financial assis-
tance programs (federal and provincial) as 
well as application forms for Certificates 
of Eligibility can be obtained by writing to 
the addresses in Appendix B. 

There are no age restrictons, but Certi-
ficates of Eligibility may be issued only to 
students who meet the following conditions: 

Are Canadian citizens, or are permanent re-
sidents as of the first day of the month of 
the academic term for which they are re-
questing assistance. Students studying in 
Canada on a student visa are not eligible.

periods spent in postsecondary education. 

The province of Quebec relies on its own 
student assistance plan and does not parti-
cipate in this program. Accordingly, stu-
dents who are residents of the province of 
Quebec should apply to: Service of Loans and 
Bursaries, Department of Education, Govern-
ment of the province of Quebec, Quebec,

Are enrolled, or qualified to enroll, in a 
postsecondary course of studies at an edu-
cational institution situated anywhere in 
the world, that has been designated by your 
province, for a course of studies of not 
less than 13 weeks. 

Have not defaulted on previously negotiated 
Canada Student Loans.
