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Highlights 

• Tuition fees for 1989-90 in undergraduate Arts 
programs, at most Canadian universities increased 
by 4% to 10% from the previous academic year. 
There are, however, a number of significant 
exceptions, the most notable being Quebec where 
fees basically remained unchanged. 

• University tuition fees in Quebec are the lowest in 
the country, with undergraduate Arts students 
paying between $450 and $570 per year. By 
comparison, representative tuition fees in the 
Atlantic provinces are $1700 to $1950; in Ontario, 
$1520; in the Prairie provinces, $1000 to $1480; 
and in British Columbia, $1550 to $1930. 

• The undergraduate programs with the highest 
tuition fees are medicine and dentistry where 
tuition fees can be as high as $2760. 

• Except in Newfoundland and Manitoba, most 
Canadian universities charge foreign students 
higher tuition fees than those paid by Canadian 
students. The differences range from a low of $500 
in Alberta to highs of $4200 in Ontario and $5400 
in Quebec. 

Faits saillants 

• Les frais de scolarite de 1988-89 pour les programmes 
d'arts au premier cycle ont augments de 4 a 10 pourcent 
dans la plupart des universites canadiennes. On devrait 
noter qui'iI y a quelques exceptions, par exemple les frais 
n'ont pratiquement pas augments pour les institutions de 
la province de Quebec. 

• Les frais universitaires de la province de Quebec sont les 
plus bas au pays, les etudiants d'arts au premier cycle 
paient entre $450 et $570 par armee. Les etudiants des 
provinces maritimes paient entre $1700 et $1950; en 
Ontario, $1520; dans les provinces des prairies, entre 
$1,000 et $1480; et en Colombie-Britannique, ils paient

• Les programmes du premier cycle qui ont les frais les 
plus sieves sont dans les domaines de la medecine et de 
l'art dentaire, les frais peuvent atteindre $2760. 

• Les etudiants strangers paient des frais' universitaires plus 
'Neves que les etudiants canadiens dans la plupart des 
universites canadiennes a ('exception des universites de 
Terre-Neuve et du Manitoba. La difference varie entre 
$500 en Alberta, $4200 en Ontario et $5400 au Quebec. 





Introduction 

Cette publication vise a presenter aux utilisateurs, et plus 
particulierement aux etudiants, une idee generale des frais qui 
decoulent de la frequentation dune university ainsi qu'une 
comparaison de ces frais dune university a l'autre. Des 
donnees generales sont compilees a regard des frais de 
scolarite selon le type de programme, des frais de 
subsistance et des autres frais comme ceux lies aux services 
de sante et aux associations d'etudiants. Pour avoir plus de 
details a ce sujet, it est possible de communiquer directement 
avec les institutions en cause. 

La presente publication renferme des renseignements 
portant sur la plupart des institutions decernant des grades. 
Ne sont pas comprises celles qui decernent des dipromes en 
theologie et cellos qui ont suspendu leur pouvoir de decerner 
des grades tout en etant affiliee ou federee a une autre 
institution decernant des grades. 

Sauf indication contraire, les frais de scolarite et de 
subsistance s'appliquent pour rannee scolaire. 

Les tableaux 1, 3 et 4 renferment des donnees a la fois 
pour rannee scolaire courante et, pour fins de comparaison, 
pour rannee precedente. Certaines donnees de 1988-89 de ce 
bulletin different de celles publides pour la memo periode Ian 
dernier. Cette situation pout s'expliquer par le fait que les 
etablissements concernes nous avaient alors fourni, pour 
1988-1989, des donnees estimees. 

Au tableau 2 seulement les institutions qui demandent 
des frais de scolarite differentiels pour les etudiants strangers 
sont demontrees. 

Les frais de subsistance concernent les residences 
administrees par runiversite et non les maisons privees des 
quartiers hors campus. Ces frais n'incluent pas le transport ni 
les depenses personnelles pour l'achat de livres, de 
vetements, les divertissements, etc. 

A plusieurs reprises, les frais de scolarite et de 
subsistance sont indiques au moyen d'une echelle de cads. 
Ces echelles indiquent en fait les differents coeds, au niveau 
du 1 er cycle, selon rannee du programme d'etudes ou 
retudiant est inscrit, le nombre de credits d'etude oe retudiant 
est inscrit, ou la difference entre les programmes reguliers et 
cooperatifs. Au niveau des 2e et 3e cycles, une echelle des 
coots concernant les frais de scolarite indique les differents 
coots selon differents programmes, differentes annees du 
programme ou differents niveaux d'etudes (maitrises, 
doctorats). Lorsqu'une echelle de coots est indiquee pour les 
etudiants strangers, les etudiants déjà inscrits doivent payer le 
moindre des deux montants, alors que les nouveaux etudiants 
paient •le plus &eve. Une echelle des coots concernant les 
frais additionnels obligatoires indique generalement des frais 
differents selon l'annee du programme, la faculty ou le niveau 
d'etude (maitrise, doctorat). Enfin, une echelle du memo type 
concernant les frais de subsistance (chambre et/(ou) pension) 
peut indiquer les differences entre une chambre double ou 
simple, le genre d'appartement, le nombre des repas inclus, le 
genre de plan des repas choisi, ou la duree du bail. 

Introduction 

The purpose of this publication is to give users, 
particularly students, a general idea of the costs 
involved in attending university, and of costs at one 
institution relative to those of another. General 
information is compiled on tuition fees by program 
type, living accommodation costs, and additional fees 
such as health services and student society fees. 
Detailed or specific information should be obtained 
directly from the institutions. 

This publication includes information on most 
degree-granting institutions. Excluded from the report 
are those institutions that grant degrees in theology 
only and those that hold their degree-granting powers 
in abeyance while in affiliation or federation with 
another degree-granting institution. 

All figures are for the academic year, except where 
otherwise indicated. 

Tables 1, 3 and 4 show figures for both the current 
year and, for the purpose of comparison, those from 
last year. Some numbers in 1988-89 may differ from 
the corresponding figures shown in the previous 
publication, due to estimated figures being reported 
last year. 

In Table 2, only those institutions which charge 
differential tuition fees' for foreign students are shown. 

Accommodation costs are for university-operated 
residences and housing and not for accommodation in 
off-campus private quarters. The costs shown do not 
include transportation and personal expenditures for 
books, clothing, entertainment, etc. 

There are several cases where a range of fees or 
costs is shown. A range of tuition fees at the 
undergraduate level reflects a fee structure which is 
dependent upon the year of the program in which the 
student is enrolled, the number of study units taken or 
the difference between regular and cooperative 
programs. For graduate studies, a tuition fee range is 
due to different fees for different programs, for different 
years of the program or for different levels (masters, 
doctorates). Where a range is shown for foreign 
student fees, the lower amount is charged to students 
previously enrolled, while first-time registrants pay the 
higher amount. A range of compulsory additional costs 
indicates a fee structure which varies according to the 
year of the program, the faculty or the level of study 
(masters, doctorates). Finally, a range of costs for room 
and/or board is due to differences for a single or 
double room, the type of quarters, the number of 
meals included, the type of meal plan chosen, or the 
duration of the rental lease.

After participating 
in an orientation session with a counsellor, reviewing 
the Handbook of CHOICES and completing the 
Decision Guide, most people will be able to interact 
directly with the computer without assistance.

The publication Job Futures by Employment and 
Immigration Canada, Ottawa, provides a 
comprehensive view of present and future labour 
market conditions. It features unique qualitative 
information from industry, labour, unions, academia 
and provincial governments. 

Job Futures has two sections. The first section 
deals with educational choices. It states the jobs held 
by graduates for 187 fields of study at the university 
and community college level and trade vocational 
schools, two years after they graduated. This 
information establishes the important link between 
educational choices and career paths. 

Section two provides an in-depth view of some 
200 occupations. For each occupation, information is 
provided on employment in 1987, projected 
employment in 1995, the number of people that will be 
retiring, projected labour force requirements in 1995, 
age and sex compositions, sensitivity to changes in 
technology and work organization, sensitivity to 
economic conditions and other information. 

Counsellors and students alike may wish to use 
this publication to better understand future prospects 
and options related to career choices. Job Futures is 
available in paper, computerized and handbook 
versions.

The publication The National Guide to College 
and University Programmes, 1988 by Employment 
and Immigration Canada, Ottawa, helps those who are 
entering college or university to identify and select 
suitable educational and training programs and 
institutions. The 1988 edition presents an alphabetical 
listing (English and French) of program titles to help 
individuals identify educational and training programs 
offered by particular institutions. In addition, the 
program titles are compiled by occupational area within 
each institution. This is the only publication that 
indicates the availability of educational and training 
programs on a Canada-wide basis. It is available for 
consultation at Canada Employment Centres, 
secondary and postsecondary schools and at many 
public libraries. 
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Financial and Information 

(I) Canada Student Loans Program 2  

The purpose of the Canada Student Loans 
Program is to assist students whose resources are 
insufficient to provide for the cost of full or part-time 
studies at the postsecondary level of education. 

Full-time Studies 

Assistance under the program is granted only 
where the financial resources available to students 
from their family, summer work or other sources are 
insufficient to meet their estimated educational costs. 

The maximum assistance which a student may 
receive under this program for one academic year is 
$105 per week of course. No interest is charged while 
the student is in school and for the first six months 
after graduation. When this period has elapsed, the 
student begins paying monthly installments at a rate of 
interest fixed yearly by the federal government. 
Normally, students are required to repay the loan 
within 10 years after ceasing to be a full-time student. 
The actual period would be determined by the lender 
taking into account the size of the debt and the 
borrower's ability to repay. 

All provinces operate student award programs 
which provide assistance to students in accordance 
with their established needs. Part of this assistance, in 
all provinces except Quebec and the Northwest 
Territories, is given in the form of loan under the 
Canada Student Loans Program and part as a 
provincial grant (non- repayable) or provincial loan 
under provincial arrangements. Further information on 
the combined operation of these financial assistance 
programs (federal and provincial) as well as application 
forms for Certificates of Eligibility can be obtained by 
writing to the addresses in Appendix B. 

There are no age restrictions, but Certificates of 
Eligibility may be issued only to students who meet the 
following conditions: 

Are Canadian citizens, or are permanent residents 
as of the first day of the month of the academic term 
for which they are requesting assistance. Students 
studying in Canada on a student visa are not eligible. 

Are or have been residents of a province that 
participates in the plan. As a general rule, you are 
considered to be a resident of the province or territory 
in which your parents live at the time you apply or (if 
you are married or qualify as independent) of the 
province in which you last lived for at least 12 
consecutive months, excluding periods spent in 
postsecondary education.

Have attained a satisfactory scholastic standard. 
Generally, you are considered to have attained this if 
you satisfy the entrance requirements for, or are in 
good standing in, a postsecondary educational 
institution. 

Are or will be a full-time student for the academic 
year/semester for which you are applying for 
assistance. Students carrying less than 60% of a full 
academic load for an academic year or 30% for a 
semester are not eligible. 

Satisfy the appropriate authority that the 
resources available to you from your parents, 
summer savings or any other source are 
insufficient to enable you to meet the educational 
costs involved. 

Are enrolled, or qualified to enroll, in a 
postsecondary course of studies at an 
educational institution situated anywhere in the 
world, that has been designated by your province, 
for a course of studies of not less than 13 weeks. 

Have not defaulted on previously negotiated 
Canada Student Loans. 

Part-time Studies 

Assistance under the program is granted only 
where the financial resources available to students 
from their own and their spouse's sources are 
insufficient to meet their educational costs. 

Guaranteed loans are available by applying to the 
same provincial offices outlined in Appendix B. 
Interest-bearing loans will be provided to qualifying 
needy students for tuition, books, day care and 
incidentals. 

There are no age restrictions, but Certificates of 
Eligibility may be issued only to students who meet the 
following conditions: 

Are a Canadian citizen or permanent resident residing 
in Canada; are attending (or planning to attend) a 
designated postsecondary institution; are a resident of 
a province that issues loans under the Canada Student 
Loans Program (all provinces/territories other than 
Quebec and the Northwest Territories); have a gross 
family income of no more than outlined in the following 
table.

Interest-Relief Plans 

The Government of Canada will pay the interest on 
full and part-time Canada Student Loans on behalf of 
debtors who are experiencing financial hardship due to 
inability to find employment or temporary disability. 
Qualifying students can receive up to a maximum of 18 
months of interest relief. 

Applications for Interest Relief are available from 
local bank branches, local Canada Manpower offices, 
the collection agencies which collect Canada Student 
Loans and the Student Assistance Directorate. 

(ii) Other 

The Guide to Federal Sources of Financial Aid 
for Canadian Postsecondary Students, by the 
Department of the Secretary of State, lists the major 
federal government programs available to qualifying 
Canadian citizens and permanent residents, for post-
secondary studies. Some awards are for specific fields 
of interest and are tenable only in Canada, while others 
are broader in application and are tenable in Canada 
and abroad. 

For each program, information is given on the level 
of study to which it applies, general eligibility criteria, 
entitlement and portability and an address to contact 
for further information.
