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FINANCIAL SUPPLEMENT 

Revenue of reporting mental institutions for 
1955 1 rose to $68,023,605 from $64,197,710 the 
year before 2 , an increase of 6.0 per cent. Expendi-
ture correspondingly went up from $64,086,874 to 
$68,047,648, a 6.2 per cent rise. The slightly 
steeper expenditure gain turned 1954's $110,836 
national surplus to a $24,043 deficit the next year. 

Every province reflected the national trend in 
revenue and expenditure increases. Revenue rose 
most sharply in Saskatchewan (11.2 per cent) and 
Alberta(10.1 per cent) and most gradually in Mani-
toba (4.0 per cent) and Quebec (0.7 per cent). Ex-
penditure was up by 11.5 per cent in Saskatchewan, 
1.4 per cent in Quebec, and interm3diate amounts 
elsewhere. The percentage of increase was identi-
cal for the two figures, of course, in those four 
provinces where in both years revenue was exactly 
equal to expenditure (Newfoundland, Prince Edward 
Island, New Brunswick, and Alberta). The revenue 
increase was the greater, proportionately, in Nova 
Scotia and Ontario, while the expenditure figure 
rose more steeply in Quebec. Manitoba, Saskat-
chewan, and British Columbia. 

SUPPLEMENT FINANCIER 

En 1955 1 , les recettes des institutions pour mala-
dies mentales qui ont fait rapport se sont elevees a 
$68,023,605, contre $64,197,710 Vann& precedente 2  
soft une hausse de 6 p. 100. Parallelement, les de-
penses ont aussi augmente, soit de $64,086,874 a 
$68,047,648 ou de 6.2 p. 100. L'avance un peu plus 
importante des depenses a transforms le surplus na-
tional de 1954 ($110,836) en un deficit ($24,043) Van-
n& suivante. 

La tendance nationaIe des recettes et des de-
penses vers l'augmentation se fait sentir dans cheque 
province. Les recettes ont augmente le plus sensible-
ment en Saskatchewan (11.2 p. 100) et en Alberta (10.1 
p. 100), et le plus regulierement au Manitoba (4.Q p. 
100) et au Quebec (0.7 p. 100). La hausse des de-
penses a vane de 11.5 p. 100 en Saskatchewan a 1.4 
p. 100 au Quebec. Le pourcentage de hausse a naturel-
lement ete indentique pour les deux chiffres dans les 
quatre provinces au, les deux annees, le chiffre des 
recettes keit exactement le mime que celui des de-
penses (Terre-Neuve, Ile-du-Prince-Edouard, Nouveau-
Brunswick et Alberta). La hausse des recettes a its 
la plus importante, proportionnellement, en Nouvell e-
Ecosse et en Ontario, tandis que les depenses ont 
augmente le plus sensiblement au Quebec, au Mani-
toba. en Saskatchewan et en Colombie-Britannique. 

Only one province had reported a deficit in 
the 1954 report (Quebec,with $619,239), while five 
provinces had surpluses (Nova Scotia, Ontario, 
Manitoba, Saskatchewan, and British Columbia). 
The other four provinces' institutions, as previously 
mentioned, spent in both 1954 and 1955 the same 
amount as they received. In 1955 Quebec's deficit 
was larger, at $700,868, and British Columbia also 
had expenditure in excess of revenue by $1,693. 
Manitoba still had a surplus, but it was cut sharply 
from $86,961 to $17,117. Ontario's surplus, on the 
other hand, more than doubled (from $23,155 to 
$62,877), while less extreme increases were noted 
in the surpluses of Nova Scotia and Saskatchewan. 

Provincial government grants and payments 
continued to provide most of the operating revenue 
of mental hospitals, accounting for 78.1 cents of 
the revenue dollar in 1955. This was a slight in-
crease from the 77.6 cents reported for both 1953 
and 1954. In every province such grants were the 
largest single source of revenue, the proportion 
ranging from 86.8 cents per dollar in Newfoundland 
and 86.3 cents per dollar in Saskatchewan to 70.5 
cents per dollar in Prince Edward Island and 42.3 
cents per dollar in Nova Scotia (the atypical pro-
portion in Nova Scotia is accounted for by the 
municipal and county mental institutions, unique 
to that province). 

Payments made by patients declined propor-
tionately to total revenue for the second succes-
sive year. In 1953 the amount paid in this fashion 

Une seule province avast declare un deficit en 
1954 (Quebec, avec $619,239),,tandis que cinq accu-
saient un excedent (Nouvelle-Ecosse, Ontario, Mani-
toba, Saskatchewan et Colombie-Britannique). Les 
institutions des quatre autres provinces, comme on l'a 
dit anterieurement, ont depense, en 1954 et en 1955, 
autant qu'elles ont recu. En 1955, le deficit du Que-
bec etait plus important ($700,868) et la Colombie-
Britannique a accuse des depenses de $1,693 supe-
rieures a ses recettes. Le Manitoba comptait encore 
un excedent, qui a toutefois Mehl de facon marquee 
de $86,961 a $17,117. D'autre part, l'excedent de 
l'Ontario a plus que double (de $23,155 a $62,877), et 
on signale des augmentations moins marquees de la 
Nouvelle-Ecosse et de la Saskatchewan. 

Les subventions et paiements des gouvernements 
provinciaux sont demeures la source la plus importante 
des recettes de gestion des hopitaux pour maladies 
mentales, repondant pour 78.1c. de cheque dollar de 
recettes en 1955. C'etait une legere hausse sur les 
77.6c. recus en 1953 et en 1954. Dans toutes les pro-
vinces, ces subventions ont its la principale source 
individuelle de recettes, variant de 86.8c. par dollar 

fl Terre-Neuve,et 86.3c. en Saskatchewan a 70,5c. en 
e-du-Prince-Edouard et 42.3c. en,Nouvelle-Ecosse 

(la proportion atypique en Nouvelle-Ecosse s'explique 
par les institutions municipales et de comte pour ma-
ladies mentales, particulieres 5 cette province). 

Pour la seconde annee consecutive, les paiements 
des malades ont climinue proportionnellement aux re-
cettes totales. En 1953, le montant verse de cette 
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had been $9,021,163 or 15.6 cents of the revenue 
dollar; the next year $9,374,214 or 14.6 cents; and 
in 1955, only $9,108,957 or 13.4 cents. Interpro-
vincial variation was wide here in 1955. In New-
foundland only 3.1 cents per revenue dollar came 
from paying patients, in Saskatchewan 3.3, and in 
New Brunswick 7.3; on the other hand payments 
by patients made up 23.7 cents of the Nova Scotia 
revenue dollar and 20.9 cents in Prince Edward 
Island. The remaining provinces ranged between 
17.2 cents (Ontario) and 11.5 cents (British Co-
lumbia). 

Third largest contributor to mental hospital 
income was the federal government, its share hav-
ing risen from $1,271,936 or 2.2 per cent in 1953 
to $2,758,020 or 4.3 per cent in 1954 and 
$3,914,630 or 5.8 per cent in 1955. Thus the per-
centage almost, and the amount more than, tripled 
in two years' time. Federal grants and payments 
in 1955 (including payments made by the federal 
government for the maintenance of certain groups 
of patients, such as veterans and Indians) ranged 
provincially from 10.3 per cent (Alberta) and 10.1 
per cent (Newfoundland) to 5.8 per cent (Quebec) 
and 2.2 per cent (Ontario). It is notable that the 
federal contribution was higher than the national 
average, as a proportion of total operating revenue, 
in every province except Quebec and Ontario. This 
seeming paradox is mathematically accounted for 
by the fact that the two provinces mentioned had 
over half the total mental hospital operating rev-
enue in Canada. 

Municipal governments, including in this con-
text county administrations, provided $608,731 or 
1.0 per cent of total revenue. Over three-quarters 
of this sum was reported from Nova Scotia, where 
most of the mental institutions are under municipal 
or county control. In that province the percentage 
of total operating revenue supplied by municipal 
or county governments was 22.6. Only two other 
provinces reported municipal grants; New Bruns-
wick, where they accounted for 7.2 per cent, and 
Alberta, where they made up 0.4 per cent. No 
money was reported from this source in the other 
seven provinces. 

The small remainder of operating revenue, 1.8 
per cent nationally, came from other sources. In 
this sum of $1,217,182 would be included dona-
tions, bequests, and the net earnings from ancil-
lary operations, among other items. Entries were 
shown here for every province except Newfound-
land and Prince Edward Island; the proportion rang-
ed from Quebec's 5.5 per cent to British Colum-
bia's less than 0.1 per cent. 

Figure 1 compares the components of opera-
ting revenue in the various provinces. It should 
be noted that this revenue excludes amounts re-
ceived for capital purposes such as plant expan-
sion or new construction.

Le gouvernement federal a ete, en importance, le 
troisieme contributeur au revenu des hOpitaux pour 
maladies mentales. Sa contribution a augmente de 
$1,271,936 ou 2.2c. en 1953 a $2,758,020 ou 4.3c. en 
1954 et $3,914,630 ou 5.8c. en 1955. Ainsi, le pour-
centage a presque triple et le montant a plus que tri-
ple en deux ans. Les subventions et les paiements 
du gouvernement federal, en 1955, (y compris les paie-
ments du gouvernement federal pour l'entretien de 
certains groupes de malades, tels les anciens combat-
tants et les Indiens) variaient provincialement de 10.3 
p. 100 (Alberta) et de 10.1 P. 100 (T.-N.) a 5.8 p. 100 
(Que.) et a 2.2 p. 100 (Ontario). A noter que la contri-
bution du gouvernement federal a ete plus importante 
que la moyenne nationale, comme pourcentage des re-
cettes de gestion, dans toutes les provinces sauf le 
Quebec et l'Ontario. Ce qui peut sembler paradoxal 
s'explique mathematiquement du fait que les deux pro-
vinces en question ont regu plus de la moitie des re-
cettes totales de gestion des hOpitaux canadiens pour 
maladies mentales. 

Les gouvemements municipaux, qui comprennent 
ici les administrations de comte, ont found $608,731 
ou 1.0 p. 100 des recettes totales. La Nouvelle-Ecos-
se, on la plupart des institutions pour maladies menta-
les sont regies par les municipalites ou les comtes, a 
regu plus des trois quarts de cette somme. Dans cette 
province, la proportion des recettes totales de gestion 
provenant des municipalites ou des comtes a ete de 
22.6 p. 100. Deux autres provinces seulement ont si-
gnale des subventions municipales: le Nouveau-Brun-
swick, on elles representaient 7.2 p. 100, et l'Alberta 
(0.4 P. 100). Les sept autres provinces n'ont rien ac-
cuse de cette source. 

Le petit reliquat des recettes de gestion 
($1,217,182), soit 1.8 p. 100 dans tout le pays, pro-
venait d'autres sources: dons, legs et les recettes 
nettes provenant de sources secondaires. Des chiffres 
paraissent pour toutes les provinces sauf Terre-Neuve 
et 1'Ile-du-Prince-Edouard; la proportion variait de 5.5 
p. 100 (Quebec) a moths de 0.1 p. 100 (Colombie-
Britannique). 

Le graphique 1 compare les elements des recettes 
de gestion dans les diverses provinces. II faut noter 
que ces recettes excluent les montants regus pour des 
fins d'immobilisations, comme l'agrandissement des 
batiments ou les nouvelles constructions. 
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Salaries and wages, after deductions for board 
and lodging, which in some institutions were in-
cluded in the gross figure, took 59.3 cents of the 
current expenditure dollar in 1955. This was up 
more than a full cent from 1953's 58.2 cents and 
1954's 58.1. The actual total size of the net pay-
roll also increased, from just over $33,000,000 in 
1953 to just over $37,000,000 in 1954 and above 
$40,000,000 in 1955. Interprovincial variation in 
the net payroll component relative to total expendi-
ture was wide. In Alberta, highest in this respect, 
69.4 cents of the expenditure dollar went for sal-
aries and wages. At the other extreme was Prince 
Edward Island's 34.7. Ontario and the four west-
ern provinces generally spent more, proportion-
ately, for salaries and wages than did Quebec and 
the Atlantic provinces; the former five each had 
net payrolls accounting for over r5 cents of their 
respective \expenditure dollar; the latter five for 
less than that proportion. Lowest of the western 
five was British Columbia's 55.3 cents; highest of 
the eastern five was New Brunswick's 54.5 cents. 

Food costs, reported as "provisions", have 
declined consistently since 1951 as a proportion 
of the expenditure dollar. Taking just over 21 cents 
in 1951, they required 20 cents in 1952, 18 cents 
in 1953, 17.5 cents in 1954, and only 16.8 cents 
in 1955. Over the same period the actual food bill 
did rise, but by only 12.3 per cent, from $10,159,482 
to $11,412,535. Total operating expenditure in-
creased by 43.5 per cent over this period. The sev-
eral provinces in 1955 exhibited a wide range in 
ratio of food costs to total operating expenditure. 
Food took 27.5 cents per dollar in Newfoundland, 
25.5 cents in Prince Edward Island, and 24.1 cents 
in Nova Scotia. Saskatchewan, on the other hand, 
spent less than half as much proportionately; only 
11.2 cents. All other provinces ranged between 
14.4 cents (Ontario) and 20.2 cents (Manitoba). 

Fuel, power, light, and water comprise the util-
ities group of expenditure, which increased very 
slightly in its proportion of 1955's total. This bill 
required 5.0 cents of the average expense dollar, 
up slightly from 4.9 cents the year before. Previ-
ously, this proportion had declined slowly from 7.0 
cents in 1948. Although the smallest of the three 
specified expenditure categories, utilities showed 
the greatest proportionate interprovincial variation. 
The range was from 9.4 cents in Nova Scotia to 
1.1 in Prince Edward Island, or a maximum:mini-
mum ratio of 8.5:1. Corresponding ratio for net sal-
aries and wages was 2.0:1, and for food 2.5:1. As 
well as Nova Scotia, New Brunswick also had a 
high proportional utility bill (8.9 cents per expen-
diture dollar); no other province came close to 
Prince Edward Island's low of 14 cents, Saskat-
chewan's 3.3 cents being second lowest. 

Figure 2 shows a comparative allocation of 
the reported expenditure dollar in each province.

Le combustible, l'energie, Peclairage et l'eau, 
forment le groupe de depenses qui n'a que legerement 
augmente par rapport au total de 1955. Ce groupe re-
presentait 5c. par dollar moyen de depense, contre 
4.9c. en 1954. Anterieurement, cette proportion avait 
lentement diminue El. partir de 7c. en 1948. Bien 
qu'elles representent la plus petite des trois cate-
gories de depenses, ces necessites ont accuse la 
plus grande divergence proportionnelle entre les pro-
vinces. La difference variait de 9.4c. en Nouvelle-
Ecosse a 1.1 en Ile-du-Prince-Edouard, soit un rap-
port maximum-minimum de 8.5:1. Le rapport corres-
pondant des traitements et salaires nets etait de 2.0:1, 
et celui des vivres, de 2.5:1. Comme la Nouvelle-
Ecosse, le Nouveau-Brunswick a aussi accuse des de-
penses proportionnellement elevees pour ces neces-
sites (8.9c. *par dollar depense); aucune province n'a 
accuse une proportion aussi basse que l'Ile-du-Prince-
Edouard ', (1.1c.); la Saskatchewan vient au deuxieme 
rang (3.3e.). 

Le tableau 2 fait voir, selon les rapports fournis, 
in repartition comparative du dollar depense dans cha-
que province. 
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A most convenient measure of hospital costs 
in terms of services rendered is the cost per pa-
tient day 3. This figure in Canada's mental hospi-
tals has increased rapidly in recent years. From a 
low point of 74 cents in 1935 it rose, with two 
minor drops in 1940 and 1942, very steadily until 
1955. It surpassed $1.00 in 1944 and exceeded 
$2.00 in 1950. Moving up to $2.70 in 1953, it rose 
to $2.92 in 1954 and $2.97 in 1955. Thus the 1955 
figure was over four times the 1935 cost (Fig. 3). 

1. Two limitations affect all succeeding data: in-
completeness, and fiscal-year variance. One institution 
in Nova Scotia and two in Quebec had not submitted 1955 
data in time for inclusion; one institution in Manitoba 
and British Columbia's Mental Health Services submitted 
data for the fiscal year ending March 31, 1955. The fis-
cal year ends March 31 in all mental institutions in New-
foundland, Prince Edward Island, New Brunswick, and 
in the four western provinces; in all but two of those 
in Ontario; and in three in Nova Scotia. It ends Sept-
ember 30 in one Quebec institution, and in Ontario it 
ends on May 31 in one and on November 30 for another. 
December 31 is the date in all the remaining Nova 
Scotia institutions (13), in all but one in Quebec (11), 
and in one in British Columbia. The limitation of in-
completeness has been met by using latest available 
data, and fiscal-year variance has been ignored, each 
schedule being assigned to the closest calendar year. 

2. An error was made on the reporting schedule 
submitted by one mental institution in Alberta for the 
year 1954-55 and incorporated in Mental Health Statis-
tics Financial Supplement, 1954. This one institution 
reported a deficit of $1,213,462. In later correspondence 
it has been revealed that this sum should have been re-
ported under "Grants and payments, provincial". The 
figures shown in Table 1 of Mental Health Statistics 
Financial Supplement, 1954, under Canada and Alberta, 
and the conclusions derived therefrom, are consequently 
erroneous in that the figures are too low by the afore-
said $1,213,462. Corrected figures have been used for 
1954 data where they are referred to in the presentreport. 
The possibility of this error was alluded to in the 1954 
Supplement (footnote 2, page 4) but its confirmation was 
received too late for inclusion in that report. 

3. Patient days on a strict calendar-year basis; 
expenditure on a variable fiscal-year basis(see note 1). 

La facon la plus pratique de calculer les d6- 
penses hospitalieres en termes de services rendus 
est le coat par jour-malade 3. Ce tout a rapidement 
augmente ces dernieres annees dans les hOpitaux 
canadiens pour maladies mentales. D'un bas niveau 
de 74c. en 1935, il n'a cesse de croitre jusqu'en 1955, 
a l'exception de legeres regressions en 1940 et 1942. 
Il surpassait $1 en 1944 et $2 en 1950. En 1953, il 
a avance a $2.70, en 1954, a $2.92 et en 1955, a 
$2.97. Le coat en 1955 etait donc plus de quatre fois 
celui de 1935 (tableau 3). 

1. Toutes les donnees cillessous sont sujettes 
deux limitations: l'inintegralite, et la variabilite des an-
flees financieres. Une institution de la Nouvelle-Ecosse 
et deux du Quebec ont soumis leurs donnees de 1955 trop 
tard pour qu'elles soient incorporees a la statistique; une 
institution du Manitoba et les Services d'hygiene mentale 
de la Colombie-Britannique ont soumis des donnees tou-
chant l'annee financiere terminee le 31 mars 1955. L'an-
née financiere se termine le 31 mars pour toutes les ips-
titutions pour maladies mentales de Terre-Neuve, de l'Ile-
du-Prince-Edouard, du Nouveau-Brunswick et des quatre 
provinces de l'Ouest, pour toutes les institutions sauf deux 
de l'Ontario et pour trois de la Nouvelle-Ecosse. Elle se 
termine le 30 septembre pour une institution du Quebec, le 
31 mai pour une de l'Ontario et le 30 novembre pour une 
autre; le 31 decembre pour toutes les autres institutions 
de la Nouvelle-Ecosse (13), pour toutes les institutions, 
sauf une, du Quebec (11), et pour une institution de la 
Colombie-Britannique. On a pane d l'inintegralite en utili-
sant les plus recentes donnees disponibles et en ignorant 
les variations entre les annees financieres, chaque rapport 
ayant ete reporte a l'annee civile la plus rapprochee. 

2. Une erreur s'est glissee clans le rapport soumis 
par une institution pour maladies mentales de l'Alberta 
pour l'annee 1954-1955 et elle s'est repetee dans le Sup-
plement financier de la Statistique de l'hygiene mentale de 
1954. Cette institution avait declare un deficit de $1,213,462 
mais on s'est apergu plus tard que ladite somme aurait du 
paraltre sous "Subventions et paiements, provinciaux". 
Les chiffres qui paraissent au tableau 1 de la Statistique 
de l'hygiene mentale, supplement financier, 1954, touchant 
le Canada et l'Alberta, ainsi que les conclusions qu'on en 
a tirees, sont donc trompeurs puisque ces chiffres ne tien-
nent pas compte de ces $1,213,462. Le present rapport tient 
compte de cette erreur dans les chiffres de 1954. On avait 
mentionne la possibilite d'une pareille erreur dans le sup-
plement de 1954 (voir le renvoi 2, page 4), mais l'erreur 
a ete confirmee trop tard pour que le rapport en tienne 
compte.
