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INTRODUCTION

This report on non-capital finances has been
prep}u’ed from annual schedules submitted for 70
Canadian public mental institutions. It excludes
institutions under the jurisdiction of the Govern-
mént of Canada, psychiatric units of general
hospitals, and private institutions.

Five institutions that were included in the
1956 report have been excluded, viz., two munici-
pal homes that are no longer considered mental
institutions, and three private institutions.! One
epilepsy hospital, in previous reports listed as
private, is now classified as public and is in-
cluded. One provincial mental hospital reported
for the first time.

Data for each institution refer to that fiscal
year of which the greater part falls in the calendar
year 1957, except for seven institutions in British
Columbia, where the fiscal year ended in March
1957, and two institutions in Nova Scotia, where
data for the calendar year 1956 were the latest
available.

The patient-days on which the cost per
patient-day is based are for the calendar year
closest to the fiscal year.

! These changes are taken intoconsideration where
data are compared with those of 1956 in this report.

INTRODUCTION

Le Bureau fédéral de la statistique a rédigé le
présent rapport financier (immobilisations exclues) a
partir de questionnaires remplis par 70 institutions
canadiennes pour maladies mentales. N’entrent pas
dans 1’objet de la publication, les institutions relevant
du gouvernement fédéral, les quartiers psychiatriques
des hopitaux généraux et les institutions privées.

On a également exclu les données de cing insti-
tutions que, en 1956, on avait incluses, soit deux
asiles municipaux qui ne sont plus considérés comme
institutions pour maladies mentales et trois institu-
tions privées'. Un hopital pour épileptiques, inscrit
comme privé dans les rapports précédents et mainte-
nant classé comme public, entre dans 1’objet du pré-
sent rapport. Il en est de méme d’un hopital provincial
pour maladies mentales qui a présenté un rapport pour
1a premiére fois.

Les données de chaque institution se rapportent
4 I’'année financiére dont la majeure partie se trouve
dans 1'année civile 1957, sauf dans le cas de sept
institutions de la Colombie-Britannique dont 1’exer-
cice se termipe en mars 1957 et deux institutions de
la Nouvelle-Ecosse dont les derniéres données sont
celles de 1’année financiére 1956.

Les jours-malades qui ont servi A calculer le
cofit d’un jour-malade sont ceux de 1'année civile la
plus prés de 1’année financiére.

! Le rapport tient compte de ces changements dans la
comparaison avec les données de 1956.



OPERATING REVENUE

Of the nearly 86 million dollars reported as
revenue, 88.7 per cent came from government
grants and payments, and 9.4 per cent from paying
patients. In Newfoundland and Saskatchewan,
however, only about 3 per cent of the revenue
came from paying patients.

The small portion of operating revenue from
other sources includes donations, bequests, and
earnings from ancillary operations such as agri-
culture.

The ratio of revenue from all government
sources to revenue from paying patients rose from
8.9:11in 1956 to 9.4:1 in 1957,

The federal government contributed 6.2 per
cent of the revenue, comprising grants as well as
payments on behalf of patients. Government and
paying patients are the two main sources of rev-
enue. Since deficits are generally met by govern-
ment authorities, the proportion of revenue from
paying patients determines the amount of govern-
ment contributions. The proportion from paying
patients was highest in aged and senile homes
(30.9 per cent), psychiatric hospitals (23.4 per
cent), and county and municipal homes (21.0 per
cent); it was lowest in training schools (5.1
per cent).

RECETTES DE GESTION

Sur prés de 86 millions de dollars de recettes
déclarées, 88.7 p. 100 venaient de subventions et de
paiements gouvernementauxet 9.4 de malades payants.
A Terre-Neuve et en Saskatchewan, cependant, environ
3 p. 100, seulement, provenaient des malades payants.

La petite portion des recettes de gestion venant
d’autres sources comprend les dons, les legs de cha-
rité et le revenu découlant d’entreprises auxiliaires,
comme l’agriculture.

Le rapport entre les recettes venant de sources
gouvernementales et les recettes venant des malades
payants s’est élevé de 8.9:1 en1956 4 9.4:1 en 1957.

Pour sa part, le gouvernement fédéral a contribué
6.2 p. 100 des recettes par ses subventions ou ses
paiements pourle soinde malades. Les gouvernements
et les malades payants sont les deux- principales
sources de recettes. Comme les déficits sont géné-
ralement assumés par les gouvernements, 1a proportion
de recettes venant des malades payants détermine la
somme a4 débourser par les gouvernements. Le pour-
centage de recettes provenant.des malades payants a
été le plus haut dans les hospices pour vieillards
(30.9), les h@pitaux psychiatriques (23.4), les hépitaux
de comté et municipaux (21), et le plus bas dans les
écoles de formation (5.1).

OPERATING EXPENDITURE

Operating expenditure had risen by nearly
13 per cent since the previous year to over 85
million dollars.

Per cent increases over the previous year
were as follows: Canada 12.8, Newfoundland 13.9,
Prince Edward Island 17.3, Nova Scotia 14.3,
New Brunswick 19.5, Quebec 13.5, Ontario 15.0,
Manitoba 9.7, Saskatchewan 10.8, Alberta 9.5,
British Columbia 8.4. ’

The various components of expenditures did
not increase proportionally; net salaries and
wages increased by 16.9 per cent, food by 6.5 per
cent, utilities by 4.4 per cent, and other expenses
by 7.4 per cent. The percentage of salaries and
wages had risen from 59.3 to 61.5 of the total
cost. In the western provinces it was generally
higher than in the eastern provinces. Salaries and
wages vary from 45.4 percent of the total expendi-
ture in Prince Edward Island to 72.4 per cent in
Alberta. The proportion had increased for most
types of institutions. It was highest for training
schools (65.9 per cent) and lowest for county
and municipal homes (36.6 per cent).

FRAIS DE GESTION

Depuis 1956, les frais de gestion se sont élevés
de prés de 13 p. 100 pour atteindre plus de 85 millions
de dollars.

Les pourcentages de cette augmentation ont été
les suivants: Canada, 12.8; Terre-Neuve, 13.9; Ile-du-
Prince-Edouard, 17.3; Nouvelle-Ecosse, 14.3; Nouveau-
Brunswick, 19.5; Québec, 13.5; Ontario, 15; Manitoba,
9.7; Saskatchewan, 10.8; Alberta, 9.5; et Colombie-
Britannique, 8.4.

Les divers postes de dépenses n'ont pas accusé
de hausse dans la méme proportion. En effet, les
traitements et salaires nets sont montés de 16.9 p.
100, les frais alimentaires de 6.5, le cot des services
d'utilité publique de 4.4, et les autres dépenses de
7.4. Quant aux traitements et salaires, leur pourcen-
tage des dépenses totales a monté de 59.3 & 61.5, et
il était généralement plus élevé dans les provinces de
1’Ouest que dans celle§ de I'Est; il a varié de 45.4 p.
100 en Ile-du-Prince-Edouard 4 72.4 en Alberta. Le
pourcentage s'est élevé pour la plupart des genres
d’institutions; les écoles de formation ont accusé le
plus élevé (65.9) et les hopitaux de comté et munici-
paux, le plus bas (36.6).
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Figure 1 shows that in 1957 the operation
of public mental institutions cost $5.15 per person

of the Canadian population.

By province, this

amount varied from $3.22 in Quebec to $8.33 in

Saskatchewan.

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COST PER PATIENT-DAY

The cost per patient-day for Canada, $3.70
for 1957, shows a rise of 10.8 per cent over 1956.
It varied from $2.44 in Quebec to $5.96 in
Newfoundland. The range of the provincial figures
was $3.52, the mean $3.94, and the standard
deviation $1.01.

For the six different types of institutions,
county and municipal homes show the lowest
cost—$1.72, and psychiatric hospitals the
highest, - $13.58. The others vary from $3.32 to
$4.11. Notable are the low cost of wages in the
county and municipal homes and the high cost of
food in psychiatric hospitals.

Figure 2 shows the rise of the cost per
patient-day from 1932 to 1957 in current dollars
and in constant dollars (based on the Consumer
Price Index).

CoUT DU JOUR-MALADE

Le cofit du jour-malade au Canada, qui s’est
établi 4 $3.70 en 1957 pour augmenter de 10.8 p. 100
sur 1956, a varié de $2.44 au Québec 4 $5.96 4 Terre-
Neuve. L’intervalle de variation des chiffres provin-
ciaux s'établissait 4 $3.52, la moyenne & $3.94, et
1’écart-type 4 $1.01.

Pour ce qui est des six différents genres d’insti-
tutions, les hopitaux de comté et municipaux ont
enregistré les frais les plus bas ($1.72) et les hopi-
taux psychiatriques, les plus élevés ($13.58). Les
autres institutions ont accusé des frais qui se sont
échelonnés de $3.32 4 $4.11. De toute évidence, les
frais de rémunération dans les hOpitaux de comté et
municipaux sont peu élevés, et les frais alimen-
taires dans les hoOpitaux psychiatriques sont fort
hauts.

Le graphique 2 présente la hausse des frais du
jour-malade, de 1932 4 1957, en dollars cowrants et
constants (4 partir de 1’indice du prix 4 la consom-
mation).
