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INTRODUCTION 

This publication has been compiled from 
reports for 70 Canadian public mental institutions. 
Excluded were institutions under the jurisdiction 
of the Government of Canada, psychiatric units of 
general and tuberculosis hospitals, and private 
institutions. 

In Nova Scotia one institution that had been 
included in the 1957 report was no longer consid-
ered a mental institution in 1958, and has therefore 
been excluded. For another institution that failed 
to report, estimates were based on the financial 
municipal accounts and on 1957 data. 

In Ontario one mental hospital ceased to 
operate at the end of 1957. 

Two institutions, one in Ontario and one in 
Alberta, reported financial data for the first time 
in 1958. 

Data for each institution refer to that fiscal 
year of which the greater part fell in the calendar 
year 1958, except for seven institutions in British 
Columbia, where the fiscal year ended in March 
1958. 

Les declarations faites par 70 institutions publi-
ques canadiennes pour maladies mentales fournissent 
les donnees du present rapport. Sont exclus: les 
institutions relevant du gouvernement federal, les 
quartiers de psychiatrie des hopitaux generaux et des 
hopitaux pour antituberculeux et les institutions 
privees. 

En Nouvelle-Ecosse, un etablissement, qui 
figurait au rapport de 1957, ne se classe plus comme 
institution pour maladies mentales et il_est exclu du 
rapport de 1958. Les donnees d'une autre institution 
qui n'a pas fait rapport ont ete estimees d'apres les 
finances municipales et les donnees de 1957. 

En Ontario, un hopital pour maladies mentales a 
ferule ses portes en 1957. 

Deux institutions, l'une en Ontario et l'autre en 
Alberta, ont declare leurs finances pour la premiere 
fois en 1958. 

Dans le cas de chaque institution, les chiffres 
se rapportent A. l'exercice financier dont la majeure 
partie correspond a 1' armee civile 1958, a l'exception 
de sept institutions de la Colombie-Britannique dont 
l'exercice financier s'est terming en mars 1958. 

OPERATING REVENUE 

Of 96.4 million dollars operating revenue of 
mental institutions, government sources contributed 
90.3 per cent through grants and through payments 
for the care of individual patients. Paying patients 
accounted for 8.6 per cent, and donations, be-
quests, and other sources for 1.1 per cent. The 
federal government contribution was 5.7 per cent. 
Since deficits must be met by provincial govern-
ment authorities, their contribution is largely 
determined by expenditure and by the income from 
paying patients. 

Revenue from paying patients varied between 
2.9 per cent and 12.4 per cent among the provinces. 
It amounted to 31.0 per cent in the county and 
municipal homes (all in Nova Scotia), 30.3 per 
cent in aged and senile homes, 28.6 per cent in 
the two epilepsy hospitals in Quebec, and to 
24.0 per cent in the psychiatric hospitals. In 
provincial mental hospitals paying patients 
contributed only 7.3 per cent, and in training 
schools 4.4 per cent of the revenue. 

RECETTES DE GESTION 

Sur les $96,400,000 de recettes de gestion des 
institutions pour maladies mentales, 90.3 p. 100 sont 
de provenance gouvernementale sous forme de sub-
ventions ou de paiements pour certains malades; 8.6 
p. 100 viennent des malades payants et 1.1 p. 100 
viennent des dons, des legs et de sources diverses. 
La part du gouvernement federal se monte a 5.7 p. 
100. Puisqu'il incombe aux gouvernements provin-
ciaux de combler les deficits, leur part depend en 
grande mesure des depenses ainsi que des recettes 
provenant des malades payants. 

Les recettes provenant des malades payants 
s'echelonnent dans les diverses provinces de 2.9 a 
12.4 p. 100. Elles ont atteint 31 p. 100 dans les 
hospices municipaux et de comte (tous en Nouvelle-
Ecosse), 30.3 p. 100 dans les hospices pour vieil-
lards, 28.6 p. 100 dans les deux h6pitaux pour 
epileptiques du Quebec et 24 p. 100 dans les h6pitaux 
psychiatriques. Dans les h6pitaux provinciaux pour 
maladies mentales, les malades payants n'ont contri-
bite que pour 7.3 p. 100 des recettes et dans les 
ecoles de formation, pour 4.4 p. 100.

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OPERATING EXPENDITURE 

The operating expenditure, 96.3 million 
dollars, was 13 per cent higher than in 1957, 
although patient-days of hospital care had in-
creased by only 2.3 per cent. 

Prince Edward Island, Nova Scotia, and 
Alberta reported increases of over 20 per cent, 
Ontario 18 per cent, Quebec and Saskatchewan 
10 per cent, and the other provinces between 3 
and 7 per cent. 

Cost of salaries for Canada increased by 15 
per cent on the average. Relative increases over 
the previous year were highest in Nova Scotia (27 
per cent) and Ontario (19 per cent), and lowest in 
British Columbia (1 per cent). The other provinces 
showed increases between 16 and 18 per cent. 

Food costs increased by 6.5 per cent for 
Canada as a whole. Nova Scotia, Ontario, and 
Prince Edward Island reported the largest increases 
(25, 21, and 17 per cent respectively), whereas 
Manitoba and British Columbia alone showed de-
creases of 8 and 18 per cent since 1957. 

Figure 1 shows the cost in constant dollars of 
mental institutions per person for the last decade. 

FRAIS DE GESTION 

Les $96,300,000 de frais de gestion representent 
une avance de 13 p. 100 sur 1957, malgre une augmen-
tation de 2.3 p. 100 seulement du nombre de jours-
malades. 

L'Ile-du-Prince-gdouard, la Nouvelle-gcosse et 
l'Alberta accusent une augmentation de plus de 20 p. 
100, l'Ontario, de 18 p. 100, le Quebec et la Saskat-
chewan, de 10 p. 100, et les autres provinces, de 3 
a 7 p. 100. 

La depense en salaires a monte de 15 p. 100 en 
moyenne. L'augmentation est la plus marquee en 
Nouvelle-gcosse (27 p. 100) et en Ontario (19) et la 
moths elevee en Colombie -Britannique (1). Dans les 
autres provinces, la hausse varie de 16 a 18 p. 100. 

La depense en vivres s'est accrue de 6.5 p. 100. 
Les avances les plus marquees interviennent en 
Nouvelle-gcosse, (25 p. 100), en Ontario (21) et dans 
l'Ile-du-Prince-Edouard (17); it n'y a diminution qu'au 
Manitoba (8 p. 100) et en Colombie-Britannique (18).

The .cost per patient day, $4.08 for 1958, 
shows a rise of 10.3 per cent over 1957. Provincial 
figures range from $2.61 (Quebec) to $6.71 (New-
foundland). Their mean is $4.38 and the standard 
deviation $1.12. 

Among the six different types of institution, 
the county and municipal homes (all in Nova 
Scotia) reported the lowest cost - $2.15, which 
resulted mainly from the low salary component of 
$0.86 per patient-day (Fig. 2). 

Cost in psychiatric hospitals was by far the 
highest, $14.77, two-thirds of which is accounted 
for by salaries. The cost of food per patient-day in 
psychiatric hospitals had fallen from $2.38 in 1957 
to $1.68, but was still three times the average for 
all mental institutions. 

Figure 3 shows the components of the cost 
per patient-day for the years 1954-1958. 

COUT PAR JOUR-MALADE 

Le coat par jour-malade a augmente de 10.3 p. 
100 sur 1957 pour s'etablir a $4.08. Dans les pro-
vinces, le coat s'echelonne de $2.61 au Quebec a 
$6.71 a Terre-Neuve. Le coat moyen est de $4.38 et 
l'ecart-type, de $1.12. 

Parmi les six differents groupes d'institution, les 
hospices municipaux et de comte (tous en Nouvelle-
Ecosse) accusent le coat le plus bas ($2.15), grace 
surtout a ce que les salaires par jour-malade ne se 
montent qu'a $0.86 (graphique 2). 

Les hopitaux psychiatriques declarent le coat le 
plus eleve ($14.77) dont les deux tiers representent 
les salaires. Ces !names hopitaux ont ramene les 
vivres par jour-malade de $2.38 en 1957 a $1.68, mais 
ce chiffre est encore le triple de la moyenne de 
toutes les institutions pour maladies mentales.
