INTRODUCTION 

Financial data for each institution refer to 
that fiscal year of which the greater part fell in 
the calendar year 1959, except for 'seven institu-
tions in British Columbia, where the fiscal year 
anded in March 1959; patient-days, however, on 
whidh the cost per patient-day is based, are those 
of the calendar year closest to the fiscal year. 

Les donnees de la presente publication provien-
nent des rapports de 54 institutions publiques. On n'a 
pas tenu compte des institutions privees et federales, 
ni des quartiers psychiatriques des hopitaux generaux 
ou des sanatoriums pour tuberculeux. 

Douze institutions du Quebec, qui avaient 
presente des rapports en 1958, ne l'ont pas fait en 
1959; aussi, les totaux ne tiennent-ils pas compte 
des donnees de cette province. Quatre institutions 
municipales ou de comte de la Nouvelle-Ecosse sont 
devenues, d'institutions psychiatriques qu'elles 
etaient, des institutions de bien-etre leurs .

This publication has been compiled from 
reports for 54 public institutions. Excluded are 
institutions under the jurisdiction of the Govern-
ment of Canada and private institutions, as well 
as psychiatric units of general and tuberculosis 
hospitals. 

Twelve institutions in the province of Quebec 
whose data were included in the report for 1958 
did not report for 1959. In all totals, data for 
Quebec were omitted. Four of the county and 
municipal homes in Nova Scotia have changed 
status from mental institution to welfare institution 
and are therefore no longer included in the mental-
health statistical reports for 1959. Data for others, 
which are now classified as public mental hospi-
tals, were combined with data from provincial 
mental hospitals and are shown under "mental 
hospitals". 

OPERATING REVENUE 

Of the total reported operating revenue, 4.2 
per cent came from paying patients and 17 per cent 
from government sources for the maintenance of 
patients; 72 per cent were derived from grants of 
government agencies, and the remainder from other 
sources. Since deficits, must be met by provincial 
government authorities, provincial grants are 
largely determined by expenditure and by the 
income from paying patients. 

The revenue share from paying patients 
varied from 0.4 per cent in Ontario to 13.5 per 
cent in Prince Edward Island. 

In the five aged and senile homes the share 
of revenue from paying. patients was 30 per cent, 
in public mental hospitals 3.8 per cent, and in 
'psychiatric hospitals and in the institutions for 
mentally defectives less than 2 per cent. .  

RECETTES DE GESTION 

Des recettes totales de gestion, 4.2 p. 100 
viennent des malades payants, 17 p. 100 proviennent 
de source gouvernementale pour fins d'entretien des 
malades, 72 p. 100 originent de subventions d'orga-
nismes gouvernementaux et le reste provient de 
diverses autres sources.

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4 	 MENTAL HEALTH STATISTICS 

OPERATING EXPENDITURE 

The total operating expenditure, 89.9 million 
dollars excluding Quebec, was 13 per cent higher 
than the corresponding figure for 1958, while the 
total patient-days of hospital care had decreased. 

Prince Edward Island reported a 25 per cent 
increase, Nova Scotia and Ontario 16 per cent, 
Alberta 15 per cent, Manitoba 13 per cent, 
Saskatchewan and Newfoundland 7 per cent, and 
New Brunswick 5 per cent. 

The increase of salaries and wages over 
1958 was 14 per cent for the nine provinces. 
The per-cent increase of salaries was as follows: 
New Brunswick 3; Saskatchewan 8; British 
Columbia, Ontario, Alberta and Manitoba 14- 18; 
Nova Scotia 20; and Prince Edward Island 41 
per cent. 

Relative increase in the; cost of food over 
1958 was generally less than that of the other 
items of expenditure. Two provinces however, 
Ontario and British Columbia, reported increases 
of 23 and 17 per cent respectively, although the 
number of patient-days in these two provinces had 
slightly decreased. 

FRAIS DE GESTION 

Le total (sans le Quebec) des frais de gestion 
($89,900,000) a surpasse celui de 1958 de 13 p. 100, 
alors que l'ensemble des jours d'hospitalisation a 
diminue. 

L'ile-du-Prince-gdouard accuse une augmentation 
de 25 p. 100, la Nouvelle-Ecosse et l'Ontario 16 p. 
100, l'Alberta 15 P. 100, le Manitoba 13 P. 100, la 
Saskatchewan et Terre-Neuve 7 p. 100 et le Nouveau-
Brunswick 5 p. 100. 

En 1959, par rapport a 1958, la remuneration 
s'est accrue de 14 p. 100 dans les neuf provinces, 
soit 3 p. 100 au Nouveau-Brunswick, 8 en Saskatche-
wan, de 14 a 18 en Colombie-Britannique, en Ontario, 
en Alberta et au Manitoba, 20 en Nouvelle-Ecosse 
et 41 p. 100 en Ile-du-Prince-Edouard. 

Le coat de l'alimentation a relativement moins 
augmente que les autres postes de depenses. Deux 
provinces, cependant, l'Ontario et la Colombie-
Britannique, ont enregistre une augmentation respec-
tive de 23 et de 17 p. 100, meme si elles ont marque 
une legere diminution des jours d'hospitalisation. 
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COST PER PATIENT-DAY 

The cost per patient-day for the nine provinces 
advanced by 14 per cent from $4.67 in 1958 to 
$5.31. 

Percentage increase over 1958 for each 
province was as follows: New Brunswick 5, 
British Columbia 8, Saskatchewan 9, Manitoba 
11, Newfoundland 13, Alberta 16, Ontario 17, 
Nova Scotia 24, and Prince Edward Island 31. 

Among the different types of institutions the 
cost per patient-day was highest in psychiatric 
hospitals at $18.04, of which $13.14 (73 per cent) 
was accounted for by salaries and wages. 

The cost of mental institutions, per person 
of the general population, for each province, is 
shown in the graph. 

SUMMARY 

Canadian public mental institutions in nine 
provinces reported financial data for the fiscal 
year 1959. 

A thirteen-per-cent increase of operating 
expenditures over 1958 resulted from increased 
cost of all items of expenditure, while the patient 
load (patient-days of care) had not increased. 

The cost per patient-day averaged $5.31.
