1960 

INTRODUCTION 

The number of mental health institutions 
reporting financial data to the Dominion Bureau 
of Statistics for 1960 was 63—nine more than in 
1959. The increase in institutions reporting was 
due mainly to the returns received from Quebec. 
This province submitted no financial returns in 
1959. Excluded from this publication are federal 
and private institutions and psychiatric units of 
other types of hospitals. The financial data for 
each institution refer to the fiscal year of which 
the greater part fell in 1960. Patient-days however 
refer to the calendar year. 

Data for this report were submitted on the 
Annual Return of Mental Institutions—Financial, 
and received at the Dominion Bureau of Statistics 
from the individual institutions or through the pro-
vincial health department. 

Le nombre des institutions pour maladies mentales 
qui ont presente leur rapport financier pour 1960 s'est 
etabli a 63, soit neuf de plus qu'en 1959. L'accroisse-
ment des institutions repondantes provient surtout des 
rapports revs du Quebec, qui, en 1959, n'avait sou-
mis aucun rapport financier. La presente publication 
ne s'interesse pas aux institutions federales et pri-
\Tees ni aux quartiers psychiatriques des autres 
hopitaux. Les donnees financieres de chaque insti-
tution se rapportent a l'annee financiere dont la plus 
grande partie coincide avec 1960. Les journees 
d'hospitalisation, toutefois, se rapportent a Pannee 
civile. 

Ce sont les questionnaires annuels sur les insti-
tutions pour maladies mentales, — formule financiere, —
qui ont apporte les donnees paraissant au present 
rapport, formules qui sont parvenues au Bureau federal 
de la statistique par le truchement des institutions 
elles-mernes ou du ministere provincial de la sante. 

OPERATING REVENUE 

Operating revenue of reporting mental health 
institutions was $116.7 millions in 1960. Of this 
amount almost 65 per cent was grants accruing 
from governments and intended to assist the insti-
tution in maintaining services and in covering 
operating deficits. It should be noted that this 
revenue component (grants) is apart from that 
revenue received from the different governments 
for services rendered for specific patients or 
groups of patients. This portion was almost 30 
per cent of the total revenue received. Government 
grants and payments in 1960 were 94.5 per cent 
compared with 93.6 per cent in 1959. Revenue from 
paying patients was 3.7 per cent, ranging from a low 
of 0.2 per cent in Ontario to 10.4 per cent in 
Alberta. 

The revenue pattern differs considerably ac-
cording to the type of mental institution reviewed. 
In aged and senile homes, revenue received from 
paying patients or relatives amounted to over 25 
per cent of the total operating revenue, while in 
psychiatric hospitals only 1.1 per cent of the 
revenue was received from paying patients. Con-
sequently government grants and payments for 
aged and senile homes and psychiatric hospitals 
were 74.1 and 96.7 per cent respectively. 

OPERATING EXPENDITURE 

Operating expenditure of mental institutions 
reporting financial data for 1960 was $116.6 mil-
lions—an increase of 29.6 per cent over that which 

RECETTES DE GESTION 

Les recettes de gestion des institutions pour 
maladies mentales repondantes se sont chiffrees par 
$116,700,000 en 1960. De ce montant, environ 65 p. 
100 etaient des subventions gouvernementales des-
tinees a maintenir les services et a rencontrer les 
deficits de gestion. A voter que cet element des 
recettes differe des recettes provenant des gouverne-
ments pour des services rendus a certains malades 
ou groupes de malades. Cette proportion atteignait 
presque 30 p.100 de toutes les recettes. Les sub-
ventions et paiements gouvernementaux, en 1960, 
s'etablissaient a 94.5 en 1960, comparativement a 
93.6 en 1959. Les recettes venant des malades eux-
memes atteignaient 3.7 p. 100 et s'echelonnaient de 
0.2 en Ontario a 10.4 en. Alberta. 

L'etat des recettes vane considerablement sui-
vant le genre d'institution.

FRAIS DE GESTION 

Les frais de gestion des institutions pour 
maladies mentales qui ont declare leurs donnees 
financieres en 1960 se sont chiffres par $116,600,000, 
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was reported in 1959. Excluding the expenditure 
data for the Province of Quebec for 1960 (which 
did not report for 1959) the increase was 8.1 per 
cent. Expenditures were higher in all provinces 
except Prince Edward Island and Nova Scotia. 
British Columbia and Newfoundland revealed the 
highest increases in the 1959-60 period of 16.2 
and 14.9 per cent respectively ;  

Expressing the 1960 expenditure figure in 
constant' (1949) dollars the total operating expend-
itures were $85.921 millions (Table 8)- an in-
crease of 16.0 per cent from the deflated 1958 
expenditure figure. 

Salaries and wages (excluding Quebec) were 
10.7 per cent higher than 1959 while food costs 
were 8.2 per cent more. Newfoundland salaries 
and wages showed the highest increment of 23.5 
per cent. 

1  Three indices were used to obtain a constant 
dollar expenditure series. Average wage series for the 
service industries was used to deflate net salaries and 
wages; wholesale food price index was used to deflate 
the food component, while the wholesale non-food price 
index was used to deflate all remaining expenditures.

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The proportionate salary and wage expendi-
ture has been increasing over a long period (Graph 
1) taking 64.6 cents of every dollar expended in 
1960. On the other hand the proportionate food cost 
has been declining, consuming only 12.9 cents of 
every dollar compared with 14.2 cents in 1958 and 
15.9 cents in 1956. 

COST PER PATIENT-DAY 

The cost per patient-day in mental institutions 
for 1960 was $4.94, a decrease of 7.0 per cent from 
1959. The comparatively high per diem cost re-
corded for 1959 ($5.31) was due to lack of data 
from the province of Quebec where per diem costs 
in the past have been lower than any other prov-
ince (Table 7). The per diem cost however went up 
by 21.1 per cent from the 1958 cost. Expressing the 
per diem cost in constant (1949) dollars, the in-
crease from 1958 was 15.9 per cent. Nova Scotia 
and Prince Edward Island had the largest increases 
since 1958 of 62.0 and 49.9 per cent respectively 
while the smallest increase which occurred in New 
Brunswick was only 8.4 per cent. No province 
reported a decrease in per diem costs in this 
Period. 

In 1960, Newfoundland revealed the highest 
per diem cost at $8.27 while Cuebec was lowest at 
$2.98. Both Newfoundland and Quebec have con-
sistently had the highest and lowest per diem costs 
in mental institutions for many years (Table 7).

FRAIS DE LA JOURNgE D'HOSPITALISATION 

Dans les institutions pour maladies mentales, 
le cat de la journee d'hospitalisation en 1960 a ete 
de $4.94 en 1960, baisse de 7 p.100 sur 1959. Le 
cat comparativement eleve pour cette derniere armee 
($5.31) provenait du manque de donnees pour le Quebec 
on les frais quotidiens, dans le passé, ont ete plus 
bas que partout ailleurs (tableau 7). Toutefois, le 
coat journalier est monte de 21.1 p. 100 sur 1958. Si 
l'on exprime les frais quotidiens en dollars constants 
de 1949, l'accroissement sur 1958 est de 15.9 p. 100. 
La Nouvelle-gcosse et l'ile-du-Prince-kdouard ont 
compte respectivement des accroissements respectifs 
sur 1958 de 62 et de 49.9 alors que la hausse la plus 
legere a eta accusee (8.4) par le Nouveau-Brunswick. 
Durant la periode observee, aucune province n'a 
enregistre de diminution du coat quotidien. 

En 1960, Terre-Neuve a accuse le coat quotidien 
le plus eleve ($8.27) et le Quebec, le plus bas ($2.98). 
Cette situation des deux provinces se maintient depuis 
plusieurs annees (tableau 7).
