1961 
INTRODUCTION 

Financial data for 71 of the 80 public mental 
institutions in Canada in 1961 are reported in this 
publication. This, however, represents a coverage 
of 99.6 percent of the rated bed capacity of institu-
tions required to submit financial reports. No 
financial data is received from private mental 
institutions or psychiatric units in other types 
of hospitals. 

In this report estimates were made for 15 
public mental institutions in the Province of 
Quebec which did not report to the Dominion 
Bureau of Statistics for the year 1961. Financial 
data for each institution refer to the fiscal year 
of which the greatest part fell in 1961. Calcula-
tions for cost per patient-day are based upon 
patient-days of the calendar year. 

Data for this report were submitted on the 
Annual Return of Mental Institutions -Financial 
and received at the Bureau from the individual 
institutions or through the provincial health 
departments. 

OPERATING REVENUE 

Total operating revenue for 71 institutions 
amounted to 130 million dollars in 1961, an in-
crease of 11.1 percent over the previous year when 
63 institutions reported 117 million dollars. The 
main source of income (94.6 percent) was govern-
ment funds: $114,897,000 (or 88.2 percent) came 
from the provinces, $6,469,000 (5.0 percent) from 
the federal government and $1,914,000(1.4 percent) 
from municipalities. The amount of $44,000 (0.03 
percent) provided by the provincial hospital plan 
was received for in-patients in general active 
treatment wards. 

Le present rapport revele les donnees financieres 
de 71 des 80 institutions psychiatriques publiques du 
Canada pour Penn& 1961. Ces chiffres, cependant, 
interessent 99.6 p. 100 de la capacite theorique des 
institutions appelees a presenter un rapport financier. 
Les institutions privees pour maladies mentales et les 
quartiers psychiatriques d'autres hopitaux ne sou-
mettent pas de donnees financieres. 

La presente publication ne donne que des esti-
mations pour 15 institutions psychiatriques publiques 
du Quebec qui, pour 1961, n'ont pas soumis de rapport 
an Bureau federal de la statistique. Les donnees 
financieres de chaque institution se rapportent 
l'annee financiere dont la plus grande partie coincide 
avec 1961. Le calcul du tout de la journAe d'hospita-
lisation se base sur l'annee civile. 

Ce sont les questionnaires annuels sur les 
institutions psychiatriques, -formule financiere, -qui 
ont apporte les donnees paraissant an present rapport, 
questionnaires qui sont parvenus au Bureau par le 
truchement des institutions elles-memes ou du minis-
tore provincial de la Santé. 

REVENUS DE GESTION 

Les revenus de gestion de 71 institutions se sont 
etablis a 130 millions de dollars en 1961, accroisse-
ment de 11.1 p. 100 sur 1960 alors que 63 institutions 
avaient declare 117 millions. La provenance princi-
pale des revenus a ete l'apport gouvernemental (94.6 
p.100), dont 88.2 p. 100, ($114,897,000) venaient des 
provinces, 5 ($6,469,000) du gouvernement federal et 
1.4 ($1,914,000) des municipalites. La somme de 
$44,000 (0.03 p.100) a ete fournie par les regimes 
provinciaux d'assurance-hospitalisation pour les 
malades des salles de traitement general. 

Provincial governments provided between 
78.4 percent and 95.0 percent of the institutions 
operating revenues in all provinces, except Nova 
Scotia where only 54.9 percent came from pro-
vincial funds. However, Nova Scotia was the only 
province in which the municipalities provided a 
sizeable share (32.9 percent) of the revenue. Two 
other provinces in which municipalities contributed 
to the income of mental institutions were New 
Brunswick (4.6 percent of total revenue) and 
Alberta (0.4 percent) (Graph I). 

Les gouvernements provinciaux ont fourni entre 
78.4 et 95 p. 100 des revenus de gestion des institu-
tions, et cela dans toutes les provinces, sauf en 
Nouvelle-Ecosse ou le gouvernement provincial n'en 
a octroye que 54.9 p. 100. Neanmoins, cette derniere 
province a ete la seule ou les municipalites ont fourni 
une part aussi importante (32.9 p.100) des revenus. 
Les deux autres provinces oil les municipalites ont 
contribue au revenu des institutions psychiatriques 
sont le Nouveau-Brunswick (4.6 p.100 de tous les 
revenus) et l'Alberta (0.4) (graphique 1). 
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Contributions from the federal government 
averaged 5.0 percent of total income. They were 
considerably higher in Prince Edward Island 
(9.9 percent of total income) and Newfoundland 
(9.3 percent). Above average contributions from 
the federal government were also received in 
Alberta (6.9 percent of total income) and British 
Columbia (6.8 percent). 

Payments received from patients and relatives 
(3.3 percent of total revenue) were generally lower 
than in previous years and accounted for more than 
5.0 percent of total income; in Quebec (5.1 per-
cent),Manitoba (5.3 percent), Alberta (5.8 percent), 
British Columbia (7.8 percent) and New Brunswick 
(9.7 percent). 

Operating revenue by type of institution 
for 1961 excludes Quebec institutions. Of the 
total revenue reported by mental institutions 
69.4 percent (75.2 million dollars) was received 
by mental hospitals, 24.0 percent (26.0 million 
dollars) by hospitals for mentally defectives, 2.5 
percent (2.7 million dollars) by psychiatric hos-
pitals, 2.4 percent (2.6 million dollars) by homes 
for aged and senile and 1.7 percent (1.8 million 
dollars) by other mental institutions. 

Hospitals for mentally defectives received 
93.2 percent of their income from provincial funds. 
This same source provided 89.0 percent of total 
revenue for hospitals grouped in the category 
"other institutions", 87.5 percent for mental hos-
pitals, 85.6 percent for aged and senile homes, 
82.9 percent for psychiatric hospitals. Income 
from federal sources accounted for a maximum of 
13.2 percent of revenue in psychiatric hospitals 
and a minimum of 3.3 percent in hospitals for 
mentally defectives. The only other revenue com-
ponent, amounting to more than 5.0 percent of 
institutional income, occurred in homes for the 
aged and senile, where revenue from patients or 
relatives amounted to. 9.1 percent of the income 
(Graph 1). 

La part du gouvernement federal s'est etablie en 
moyenne a 5 p.100 de tous les revenus. Cette part 
a ete considerablement plus elevee en Ile-du-Prince-
Edouard (9.9 p. 100) et à- Terre-Neuve (9.3). L'Alberta 
et la Colombie-Britarmique ont egalement regu du 
gouvernement federal une contribution plus conside-
rable que la moyenne (6.9 et 6.8 p. 100). 

Les revenus venant des malades eux-memes ou de 
leurs parents (3.3 p.100 du total) ont generalement 
baisse par rapport aux annees precedentes et ont 
compte pour plus de 5 p.100 du revenu total, soit 
5.1 p. 100 an Quebec, 5.3 au Manitoba, 5.8 en Alberta, 
7.8 en Colombie-Britannique et 9.7 au Nouveau-
Brunswick. 

Les revenus de gestion de 1961 suivant le genre 
d'institution, ne tient pas compte du Quebec. De tous 
les revenus des institutions psychiatriques, les 
hopitaux pour maladies mentales en ont recu 69.4 p. 
100 ($75,200,000), les hopitaux pour deficients men-
taux 24 (26 millions), les hopitaux psychiatriques 2.5 
$2,700,000) , les hospices de vieillards 2.4 ($2,600,000) 
et les autres institutions psychiatriques 1.7 
($1,800,000). 

Les hopitaux pour deficients mentaux ont puise 
93.2 p. 100 de leur revenu aux fonds provinciaux, les 
hopitaux "divers" 89 p. 100, les hopitaux pour mala-
dies mentales 87.5, les hospices de vieillards 85.6 
et les hopitaux psychiatriques 82.9. Le revenu pro-
venant de sources federales a atteint un maximum de 
13.2 p. 100 dans les hopitaux psychiatriques et un 
minimum de 3.3 dans les hopitaux pour deficients 
mentaux. Le seul autre element des revenus, qui a 
atteint plus de 5 p.100 du revenu des institutions, 
s'est rencontre dans les hospices de vieillards oh les 
revenus venant des malades .ou de leurs parents se 
sont etablies a 9.1 p. 100 du revenu (graphique 2). 

OPERATING EXPENDITURES 

Total operating expenditures of 71 mental 
institutions amounted to 132 million dollars com-
pared with 117 million dollars for 63 hospitals 
in 1960. 

Gross salaries and wages averaged 65.3 percent 
of total expenditure and ranged from 52.3 percent 
in Quebec to 72.4 percent in Saskatchewan, with 
Alberta (71.0 percent), Ontario (70.9 percent) and 
Manitoba (69.3 percent), also registering above 
average percentages (Table 3). 

Medical and surgical supplies and drugs 
accounted for 3.4 percent of total expenses and 
ranged from 2.2 percent in Saskatchewan to 5.1 
percent in Prince Edward Island. 

Food costs made up 20.4 percent (maximum) 
of total expenses in Newfoundland but only 9.7 
percent (minimum) in Alberta, while the proportion 
for Canada amounted to 12.3 percent. 

FRAIS DE GESTION 

Les frais de gestion de 71 institutions psychia-
triques se sont chiffres par 132 millions de dollars 
en 1961, comparativement a 117 millions (63 hopitaux) 
en 1960. 

La remuneration brute a atteint en moyenne 65.3 
p. 100 de tous les frais de gestion et s'est echelormee 
de 52.3 p. 100 as Quebec a 72.4 en Saskatchewan; ont 
ega1ement accuse des pourcentages superieurs a la 
moyenne, l'Alberta (71), l'Ontario (70.9) et le Manitoba 
(69.3) (tableau 3). 

Les fournitures medicales et chirurgicales et les 
medicaments ont compte pour 3.4 p. 100 de tous les 
frais de gestion, pourcentage qui a oscine entre 2.2 
en Saskatchewan et 5.1 en Ile-du-Prince-gdouard. 

Les frais alimentaires ont forme 20.4 p. 100 de 
toutes les depenses a Terre-Neuve, mais seulement 
9.7 en Alberta; dans tout le Canada, ce pourcentage 
etait de 12.3. 
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Fxpenditures for fuel, electricity and water 
amounted to 3.6 percent of total expenses, ac-
counting for 2.8 percent in Saskatchewan and 3.1 
percent in Alberta to 7.4 percent in Prince Edward 
Island and New Brunswick. 

Other expenses which were mostly miscella-
neous supplies and non-capital equipment costs 
accounted for 15.4 percent of total expenses and 
ranged from 9.9 percent in Manitoba to 25.0 
percent in Quebec. 

The percentage distribution of expenditure by 
type of expense for public mental institutions in 
1955, 1958 and 1961 (Graph 2) reveals•that gross 
salaries and wages and "other" operating ex-
penditure have shown a continual increase in 
proportionate terms whereas food and fuel, elec-
tricity and water, have declined in this period. 

•Comparison of expenditures of the various 
types of institutions disclosed that psychiatric 
hospitals spent 78.1 percent of their total ex-
penses on salaries and wages. This expense 
component was 73.5 percent of the total in insti-
tutions doing a considerable amount of research 
(other), 68.7 percent in hospitals for mentally 
defectives, 67.6 percent in mental hospitals and 
65.9 percent in aged and senile homes. The dif-
ference may be explained by number and. type of 
personnel employed and corresponding salary rates. 

Les frais de combustible, electricite et eau ont 
totalise 3.6 p.100 de toutes les depenses, proportion 
qui a vane de 2.8 et de 3.1 p. 100 en Saskatchewan 
et en Alberta et a 7.4 en Ile-du-Prince-gdouard et au 
Nouveau-Brunswick. 

Les autres depenses, qui sont constituees prin-
cipalement des frais de fournitures diverses et des 
frais autres que pour immobilisations, se sont chif-
frees par 15.4 p. 100 de tous les frais de gestion et 
se sont echelonnees de 9.9 p. 100 au Manitoba a 25 
au Quebec. 

La repartition procentuelle des depenses, suivant 
leur genre, dans les institutions psychiatriques publi-
ques en 1955, 1958 et 1961 (graphique 2) revele que 
les frais de remuneration brute et "autres" frais de 
gestion ont marque, proportionnellement, un accroisse-
ment constant, tandis que les frais alimentaires et 
les depenses en combustible, electricite et eau ont 
decru. 

La comparaison des depenses des diverses 
institutions revele que les hopitaux, psychiatriques 
ont appliqué 78.1 p.100 de tous leurs . frais a la remu-
neration. Les pourcentages correspondants otaient de 
73.5 dans les institutions se livrant a une somme 
considerable de recherches (divers), de 68.7 dans les 
hopitaux pour deficients mentaux, de 67.6 dans les 
hopitaux pour maladies mentales et de 65.9 dans les 
hospices de vieillards. Ces differences s'expliquent 
peut-titre par le nombre et la categorie du personnel, 
ainsi que par la remuneration qui y correspond. 
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Food expenditure was 12.3 percent in 1961- 
amounting to 13.5 percent of total expenditure in 
aged and senile homes, 12.4 percent in mental 
hospitals, 11.1 percent in hospitals for mentally 
defectives, 5.9 percent in psychiatric hospitals 
and 2.9 percent in other institutions. 

COST PER PATIENT-DAY 

The cost per patient-day was $5.37, of which 
$3.51 was spent on salaries and wages, 180 on 
medical and surgical supplies and drugs, 66¢ on 
food, 19¢ on fuel, electricity and water, and 830 
on other operating expenses. 

Newfoundland experienced the highest cost 
per patient-day ($8.19) followed by British 
Columbia ($6.90) and Alberta ($6.82). Lowest cost 
per patient-day occurred in Quebec ($3.34), 
Manitoba ($4.51) and New Brunswick ($4.71). 

Gross salaries and wages per patient-day were 
highest in Alberta ($4.84) and lowest in Quebec 
($1.75). Medical and surgical supplies and ex-
penses ranged from 14¢ (in Nova Scotia, Quebec 
and Saskatchewan) to 35¢ (Newfoundland) per 
patient-day; food from 49t (Quebec) to $1.67 
(Newfoundland); fuel, electricity and water from 
12¢ (Quebec) to 38¢ (Newfoundland), and other 
operating expenses from 45¢ (Manitoba) to $1.24 
(British Columbia). 

En 1961, les frais alimentaires s'etablissaient 
12.3 p.100; Us atteignaient 13.5 dans les hospices 
pour vieillards, 12.4 dans les hopitaux pour maladies 
mentales, 11.1 dans les hopitaux pour deficients 
mentaux, 5.9 dans les hopitaux psychiatriques et 2.9 
dans les autres institutions. 

FRAIS DE LA JOURNE.E D'AOSPITALLSATION 

Le coat de la journee d'hospitalisation a ete de 
$5.37, dont $3.51 pour la remuneration, 18c. pour les 
medicaments et les fournitures medicales et chirur-
gicales, 66c. pour les frais alimentaires, 19c. pour le 
combustible, Pelectricite et l'eau et 83c. pour les 
autres frais de gestion. 

C'est Terre-Neuve qui a accuse le plus haut 
coat de la journee d'hospitalisation ($8.19), suivie 
de la Colombie-Britannique ($6.90) et de l'Alberta 
($6.82). Le tout le plus bas a ete enregistre par le 
Quebec ($3.34), precede du Manitoba ($4.51) et du 
Nouveau-Brunswick ($4.71). 

L'Alberta a compte la plus haute remuneration 
brute par journee d'hospitalisation ($4.84) et le 
Quebec, la plus basse ($1.75). Les frais de medica-
ments et de fournitures medicales et chirurgicales 
ont varie de 14c. en Nouvelle-gcosse, au Quebec et 
en Saskatchewan a 35c. a Terre-Neuve, les frais ali-
mentaires de 49c. au  Quebec a. $1.67 a Terre-Neuve, 
les depenses en combustible, electricite et eau de 
12c. an Quebec a 38c. a Terre-Neuve, et les autres 
frais de gestion de 45c. an  Manitoba a $1.24 en 
Colombie-Britannique. 

Costs per patient-day varied greatly when the 
type of institution was considered. They amounted 
to: 

$5.74 in aged and senile homes, 
5.90 in mental hospitals, 
6.35 in hospitals for mentally defectives, 

20.24 in psychiatric hospitals, and 
56.39 in other institutions -(some of these 

widely occupied with research work). 

The actual dollar amounts per patient-day by type 
of expense showed similar dispersion. These 
variations are explained chiefly by the amount 
and type of patient care provided and the number, 
type and specialization of personnel employed. 

Some historical data listing actual expenses 
as well as costs expressed in constant dollars are 
presented, based on net salaries (Tables 7a and 
8a) and gross salaries (Tables 7h, 8b and Graph 
3). Using 1955 as base year (1955=100.0) the 
index for patient-days increased to 103.0 by 1961, 
and the index for actual operating expenses to 
189.2 (expenditure expressed in constant dollars 
to 161.3). The cost per patient-day index climbed 
by 76.1 points and for the cost per patient-day 
expressed in constant dollar values by 50.2 points. 

Le cat de la journee d'hospitalisation a 
grandement varie suivant le genre d'institution. Il 
s'etablissait a: 

$5.74 dans les hospices de vieillards, 
5.90 dans les hopitaux pour maladies mentales, 
6.35 dans les hopitaux pour deficients mentaux, 

20.24 dans les hopitaux psychiatriques et 
56.39 dans les autres institutions, dont plusieurs 

s'occupaient en grande partie de recher-
c hes . 

La repartition reelle du dollar par journee d'hospitali-
sation, suivant les postes de depenses, accuse 
egalement une grande variete. Cela s'explique prin-
cipalement par la somme et le genre de soins de sante 
et par le nombre, la categorie et la specialisation 
du personnel. 

Certaines donnees chronologiques concernant 
les depenses reelles (en dollars constants) paraissent 
aux tableaux 7a et 8a (suivant la remuneration nette) 
et aux tableaux 7b, 8b et au graphique 3 (remuneration 
brute). A partir de 100 en 1955, l'indice des journees 
d'hospitalisation s'est eleve a 103 en 1961 et celui 
des frais reels de gestion a 189.2 (161.3 en dollars 
constants). Le cat de la journee d'hospitalisation 
a monte de 76.1 points et, en dollars constants, de 
50.2 points.
