Population 

June 1 population figures as enumerated in 
Census years or estimated for inter-censal years. 

Types of Institution 

Mental hospital — an institution that provides 
treatment for all types of psychiatric conditions. 

Psychiatric hospital—an institution that provides 
short-term, intensive psychiatric treatment. 

Hospital for mentally defectives — an institution 
that provides care for mentally defective patients. 
Included are training schools for the mentally 
defective. 

Psychiatric unit — a unit within a hospital, organ-
ized for the treatment of patients with psychiatric 
disorders. 

Other types — special hospitals for alcoholics, 
emotionally disturbed children, aged and senile 
and epilepsy. 

Utilization 

Rated bed capacity —the number of beds that the 
institution is designed to accommodate, on the basis 
of established standards of floor area per bed. 

Beds set up —the number of beds actually set up 
in the hospital and available for accommodation of 
in-patients at December 31, whether or not actually 
occupied by a patient at that time. 

P atient-day —the period of service to an in-patient 
between the census taking hours on two succes-
sive days; includes the day of admission but ex-
cludes the day of separation. 

Average number of patients — the average number 
of patients in mental institutions on any particular 
day.

Government in -patient revenue and grants — revenue 
accrued from government departments to pay for 
the care of specific patients or to assist the 
hospital in maintaining services and in covering 
operating deficits. 

Operating expenditure — the cost, on an accrual 
basis, of operating and maintaining the institution 
during the year, regardless of the amount of dis-
bursements made during the year. 

Capital income — income becoming available during 
the year for new construction or additions to 
physical plant or equipment. 

Capital expense — reflects the application of 
capital income being received during the year for 
land acquisition, new construction or additions to 
the physical plant and equipment, and to retire-
ment of mortgage debt or debentures.

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INSTITUTIONAL FACILITIES AND SERVICES 

Introduction 
This report contains statistics on the facili-

ties, services and finances of mental institutions 
in Canada. It combines into one report data pre-
viously published as "Institutional Information" 
(part of "Mental Health Statistics", Catalogue No. 
83- 204) and "Mental Health Statistics, Financial 
Supplement", Catalogue No. 83-205. Facilities 
and services data are provided for both mental 
hospitals and psychiatric units located in other 
institutions, while financial information is con-
fined to public hospitals and excludes psychiatric 
units. 

Sources of data comprise the Annual Returns 
of Mental Institutions-General and Financial and 
the Annual Return of Psychiatric Units, which are 
submitted to the Dominion Bureau of Statistics 
either directly from the institution or by provincial 
offices in cases where special arrangements exist. 
Other sources include the Annual Return of 
Hospitals (H.S.' and H.$.2) as well as admission 
and separation cards of patients. 

INSTALLATIONS ET SERVICES DES INSTITUTIONS 

Introduction 

Le present rapport reunit en une seule publication 
des statistiques sur les installations, services et 
finances des institutions psychiatriques du Canada, 
statistiques qui, autrefois, paraissaient separement 
dans "Renseignements sur les institutions" (partie 
de "La statistique de Phygiene mentale", numero de 
catalogue 83-204) et dans le "Supplement financier 
de la statistique de Phygiene mentale" (numero de 
catalogue 83-205).

General 

Mental institutions operating in Canada in 
1962 numbered 150, an advance of 4 over the 
previous year. An additional 6 psychiatric units 
were largely responsible for the gain, although all 
other types of institutions showed either increases 
or decreases as well (Statement 1). Of the total 
number of mental institutions in operation, 46 were 
classified as public mental hospitals, 7 as public 
psychiatric hospitals, 16 as public hospitals for 
mentally defectives, 10 were other public mental 
hospitals (for alcoholics, emotionally disturbed 
children, aged and senile, and epilepsy) and 8 
were private mental and psychiatric hospitals. 
Psychiatric units located in other hospitals com-
prised 52 public and 11 federal. 

The total rated bed capacity of mental insti-
tutions in Canada for 1962 amounted to 66,493. 
This was a decrease of 3,743 beds or 5.3 per cent 
from the 1961 figure. However, much of this appar-
ent decline represented a reclassification of 
Ontario public mental hospital beds from active 
treatment to residential units'. In 1962 there were 
3,732 rated beds in residential units, while in 
1961 there were 951. This change was significant 
enough to affect national totals, including the 
various rates and ratios which use bed capacity as 

These were first organized in July 1961 for 
patients who had been formally discharged from the 
public mental hospitals and required solely custodial 
care. 

Generalites

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The total of rated beds in mental institutions 
during 1962 was the equivalent of 358.1 beds per 
100,000 population of Canada (Chart 1). Mental 
hospitals, which accounted for 31.3 per cent of the 
institutions, had 67.2 per cent of the rated bed 
capacity, which in comparison with 1958, marks 
declines of 17.3 percentage points and 9.5 per-
centage points, respectively (Chart 2). Psychiatric 
units displayed considerable growth since 1958 in 
both number-from 29.0 per cent to 42.0 per cent 
of the total-and capacity-from 1.9 per cent to 
5.3 per cent. Psychiatric hospitals, which re-
presented roughly the same percentage of institu-
tions (8.7 per cent) in 1962 and 1958, nevertheless 
more than doubled their share of the bed capacity 
(3.6 per cent). In the same period, hospitals for 
mentally defectives advanced from 7.5 per cent of 
the institutions to 10.7 per cent, at the same time 
increasing their capacity from 16.1 per cent to 
20.7 per cent. 

Mental institutions reporting to the Dominion 
Bureau of Statistics in 1962 amounted to 137 or 
91.3 per cent of those operating. The bed capacity 
of these institutions, however, was 65,091 or 97.9 
per cent of the total operating capacity. Coverage 
was 100.0 per cent in the case of public psychiatric 
hospitals, public hospitals for mentally defectives 
and federal psychiatric units (Statement 3). Re-
porting public mental hospitals accounted for 93.5 
per cent of those in operation and represented 
98.5 per cent of the rated beds. 

La capacite theorique des institutions psychia-
triques du Canada, en 1962, equivalait a 358.1 lits 
P. 100,000 habitants (graphique 1). Les hOpitaux de 
maladies mentales, qui comptaient pour 31.3 P. 100 
des institutions, accusaient 67.2 P. 100 de la capacite 
theorique, ce qui, par rapport a 1958, marque des 
reductions procentuelles respectives de 17.3 et de 
9.5 (graphique 2). Les quartiers psychiatriques se 
sont considerablement accrus et en nombre (de 29 
42 P. 100) et en capacite (de 1.9 a 5.3). Les hOpitaux 
psychiatriques, qui representaient a peu pres le 
meme pourcentage (8.7) des institutions en 1962 et 
en 1958, ont cependant plus que double leur capacite 
(3.6 P. 100). Durant la meme periode, les h6pitaux de 
ddficience mentale se sont eleve's de 7.5 a 10.7 P. 
100 des institutions, leur capacite passant de 16.1 a 
20.7 P. 100. 

Les institutions psychiatriques qui ont fait 
rapport au Bureau federal de la statistique, en 1962, 
se chiffraient par 137, soit 91.3 p. 100 des institutions 
en activite. Leur capacite th6orique, neanmoins, 
atteignait 65,091 lits ou 97.9 P..100. Cent p. 100 des 
hOpitaux psychiatriques publics ont fait rapport; it en 
va de meme des hOpitaux publics de maladies mentales 
et des quartiers psychiatriques federaux (etat 3). Les 
hOpitaux publics de maladies mentales ont figure 
pour 93.5 P. 100 des hOpitaux en activite et pour 98.5 
P. 100 de leur capacite theorique.

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Actual beds set up in reporting institutions 
amounted to 71,503, exceeding the rated capacity 
by 6,412 beds and representing a ratio of 1.10:1. A 
similar situation existed in all but "other" public 
mental hospitals and public psychiatric units, 
where the ratio amounted to 0.99 in each case. The 
highest ratio recorded was in public mental 
hospitals, which had 1.12 beds set up for every 
rated bed. Beds set up in reporting institutions 
were 385.0 per 100,000 population and ranged from 
2.5 per 100,000 in private mental and psychiatric 
hospitals to 264.4 Per 100,000 in public mental 
hospitals. Comparable rates for other types of 
mental institutions were: public psychiatric 
hospitals 11.5; public hospitals for mentally de-
fectives 79.7; other public mental hospitals 7.9; 
public psychiatric units 10.6; and federal psy-
chiatric units 8.4. On a provincial basis the ratio 
of beds set up per 100,000 population was highest 
in Saskatchewan (504.4) and lowest in Newfound-
land (195.7). Ratios for remaining provinces were: 
Prince Edward Island 364.2; Nova Scotia 405.9; 
New Brunswick 340.2; Quebec 400.4; Ontario 
360.1; Manitoba 441.0; Alberta 363.9; and British 
Columbia 420.7. 

Utilization 

Aggregate patient-days of care in all types of 
mental institutions in 1962 amounted to 24,873,300, 
a decline of 538,300 or 2.1 per cent below com-
parable 1961 data. Public mental hospitals 
accounted for 70.6 per cent of the total compared 
with 77.8 per cent in 1958 (Chart 4). Public 
hospitals for mentally defectives had the next 
highest proportion of patient-days-19.6 per cent, 
a gain of 5.4 percentage points over the 1958 
figure. In the past five years, the percentage of 
patient-days spent in public psychiatric hospitals 
rose from 0.9 to 2.8 and in public psychiatric units 
from 1.1 to 2.5. During the same period, "other" 
public mental hospitals showed a decrease in their 
patient-days, from 3.0 per cent to 2.0 per cent of 
the total. 

Les lits dresses dans les institutions repondantes 
ont totalise 71,503, depassant la capacite theorique 
de 6,412 lits pour un rapport de 1.10:1. Semblable 
situation existe partout, sauf dans les institutions 
psychiatriques publiques diverses et dans les 
quartiers psychiatriques publics ou le rapport est de 
0.99 dans chaque cas.

Utilisation 

L'ensemble des journees de soins aux malades 
dans toutes les categories d'institutions psychia-
triques s'est chiffre par 24,873,300 en 1962, diminu-
tion de 538,300 ou de 2.1 P. 100 sur 1961. Les 
h6pitaux publics de maladies mentales en ont compte 
70.6 P. 100, comparativement a 77.8 en 1958 (graphi-
que 4). Les h6pitaux publics de deficience mentale 
venaient ensuite avec 19.6 P. 100, avance de 5.4 sur 
1958. Durant les cinq dernieres winks, ce pour-
centage a monte de 0.9 a 2.8 dans les hOpitaux 
psychiatriques publics et de 1.1 a 2.5 dans les 
quartiers psychiatriques publics.

The average number of persons in mental 
institutions throughout 1962 amounted to 68,178, 
representing a ratio of 367 for every 100,000 
residents of Canada. In 1961, the average was 
69,939 and the ratio amounted to 383. Public 
mental hospitals accounted for the majority of the 
average population figure-48,115 or 259 per 
100,000 residents. Among the provinces, the 
average number of patients per 100,000 population 
reached its maximum in Saskatchewan (495) and 
its minimum in Newfoundland (197) (Chart 5). 
Patients on books at December 31, were the equiv-
alent of 410 for every 100,000 population, while the 
same ratio for those actually in institutions 
amounted to 356.

Of the 76,140 patients on books at December 
31, 1962, some 86.8 per cent were in institutions, 
while the remainder were either on probation (9.7 
per cent), boarding out (2.2 per cent) or otherwise 
absent (1.3 per cent) (Chart 6). Patients actually 
in the institution at year-end ranged from 80.2 per 
cent of those on books in public psychiatric 
hospitals to 100.0 per cent in both public and 
federal psychiatric units. Public psychiatric 
hospitals, on the other hand, had the highest per-
centage of those on probation (12.7 per cent) and 
otherwise absent (7.1per cent). The latter category 
accounted for only 1.2 per cent of those on books 
in public mental hospitals, while the lowest per-
centage of patients on probation occurred in 
"other" public mental hospitals (2.8 per cent). 

Personnel 
Total personnel employed in reporting mental 

institutions (excluding psychiatric units) in 1962 
amounted to over 32,000 or close to 2,000 more 
than in 1961. Nursing staff constituted 59.5 per 
cent of the total, while 6.2 per cent were employed 
in administration, 3.5 per cent were medical staff, 
5.8 per cent were classified as other professional 
and technical and 25.0 per cent were "other" 
personnel (dietary, housekeeping, building operation 
and maintenance, etc.) (Chart 7). Psychiatric units 
located in hospitals reported 2,200 employees, of 
whom almost 65 per cent were nursing staff, 13 per 
cent medical, 9 per cent other professional and 
technical and 13 per cent "other" staff.

P. 100 de ce total, le personnel administratif 6.2, le 
personnel medical 3.5, le personnel professionnel ou 
technique divers 5.8 et le personnel divers (alimen-
tation, entretien menager, fonctionnement et entre-
tien des immeubles, etc.) 25 P. 100 (graphique 7).

Complete coverage of personnel was obtained 
in all provinces except Quebec and British 
Columbia. Estimates for non-coverage place the 
total of full-time personnel in Canadian mental 
institutions (excluding psychiatric units) at 31,300, 
a rise of 2,000 over the comparable 1961 total 
(Statement 4). 

The proportion of full-time personnel (ex-
cluding psychiatric units) ranged from 53.8 per 
cent of the medical staff to 98.3 per cent for 
nursing (Chart 8). Saskatchewan showed the highest 
percentage of full-time staff (99.7 per cent), while 
Prince Edward Island was lowest with 84.6 per 
cent. Throughout the provinces, the percentage of 
nursing staff employed full-time remained excep-
tionally high, ranging only from 96.9 per cent in 
Prince Edward Island to 99.9 per cent in Saskat-
chewan. The greatest variation in the proportion of 
full-time personnel occurred among the medical 
staff, being as low as 9.7 per cent in Prince 
Edward Island and as high as 100.0 per cent in 
Saskatchewan. For other professional and techni-
cal staff, full-time ranged from 61.2 per cent in 
Nova Scotia to 99.5 per cent in British Columbia. 

Sauf le Quebec et la Colombie-Britannique, 
toutes les provinces ont fourni des donnees completes 
sur le personnel. Grace a des estimations relatives 
aux deux provinces mentionnees, on evalue l'effectif 
a plein temps des institutions psychiatriques au 
Canada (sans les quartiers psychiatriques) a 31,300, 
augmentation de 2,000 sur 1961 (etat 4).

La Saskatchewan 
a enregistre le plus haut pourcentage de personnel a 
plein temps (99.7) et l'Ile-du-Prince-Edouard, le plus 
bas (84.6). Au niveau provincial, le pourcentage du 
personnel infirmier de plein temps s'est maintenu 
assez Neve et a vane a peine, soit de 96.9 en ile-
du-Prince-Edouard a 99.9 en Saskatchewan.

Since 1952, the ratio of full-time staff (ex-
cluding psychiatric units) per 1,000 patients in 
institutions has risen from 273 to 489. The ratio 
per 1,000 average number of patients, during this 
same period, has climbed from 274 to 474 (Chart 
9). A brief comparison by province shows that 
Newfoundland registered the highest number of 
full-time staff per 1,000 patients in institutions, 
amounting to 732, while Quebec was lowest with 
323. In the same manner, Newfoundland and Quebec 
represented the range of values for full-time staff 
per 1,000 average number of patients-338 and 
694, respectively. 

Of the total number of full-time personnel 
(excluding psychiatric units) per 1,000 average 
patients, nursing staff accounted for 288, adminis-
trative staff 29, other professional and technical 
26, medical 9 and "other" staff 122 (Chart 10). In 
psychiatric units there were 633 full-time staff per 
1,000 average patients, comprising 454 nursing 
staff, 36 medical and 143 "other" staff.

Depuis 1952, la proportion du personnel a plein 
temps (sans celui des quartiers psychiatriques) p. 
1,000 hospitalises a monte de 273 a 489. Ce merne 
rapport pour 1,000 malades a grimpe de 274 a 474 
durant la meme periode (graphique 9). Une comparaison 
rapide entre les provinces revele que Terre-Neuve a 
enregistre le rapport a 1,000 hospitalises le plus 
&eve (732) .et que le Quebec a accuse le plus bas 
(323). Quanta la moyenne p. 1,000 malades, Terre-
Neuve et le Quebec se placaient egalement aux 
extremites, soit 338 et 694 respectivement. 

De l'effectif k plein temps (sans le personnel 
des quartiers psychiatriques) pour 1,000 malades, le 
personnel infirmier en comptait 288, le personnel 
administratif 29, le personnel professionnel ou 
technique divers 26, le personnel medical 9 et le 
personnel divers 122 (graphique 10). Les quartiers 
psychiatriques avaient 633 employes a plein temps 
P. 1,000 malades, dont 454 appartenaient au personnel 
infirmier, 36 au personnel medical et 143 au personnel 
divers. 
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Services 
Specific services were indicated as being 

available in 77 institutions (other than psychiatric 
units) reporting in 1962. Diagnostic X-ray service, 
located in 61.0 per cent of the hospitals, was most 
frequently specified. Occupational therapy was 
carried on in 58.4 per cent of the reporting hospi-
tals and 57.1 per cent had provision for ECT's. 2  
Other services whose use was fairly widespread 
included social service (55.8 per cent) and electro-
cardiography (51.9 per cent) (see Table 12). Trial 
week-ends' were conducted by 64.9 per cent. 

Organized services were also available in 41 
of the 58 reporting psychiatric units. The most 
predominant type of service offered was ECT for 
in-patients (92.7 per cent of those reporting) and 
also for out-patients (80.5 per cent). As in the 
case of mental hospitals, occupational therapy 
was often indicated (82.9 per cent). In addition, 
82.9 per cent of the units were staffed to provide 
consultation services to the emergency unit (see 
Table 13). 

Day and Night-Centre Therapy Units- 
Day-centre therapy units were located in 13 

mental institutions (other than psychiatric units) 
reporting in 1962. Most of these (9) were found in 
Ontario, with 2 in British Columbia, and 1 each in 
Newfoundland and Saskatchewan. Information con-
concerning day and night-centre therapy units is 
not available from Quebec. Average number of 
patients receiving treatment at these centres per 
day amounted to 106 (82 in Ontario, 20 in New-
foundland, 3 in British Columbia and 1 in Saskat-
chewan). Night-centre therapy units were situated 
in 4 reporting institutions, 1 in each of Ontario, 
Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Alberta. These centres, 
on the average, treated 82 patients per night (53 
in Manitoba, 15 in Ontario, 10 in Alberta and 4 in 
Saskatchewan). 

Day-centre therapy units were operated by 8 
reporting psychiatric units, giving care to an 
average of 28 patients per day. In Ontario, 3 units 
treated an average of 12 patients, while 4 units in 
Saskatchewan averaged 16 patients a day. Com-
parable data were not available for the 1 unit 
located in Manitoba. Night-centre therapy units 
were reported by 2 psychiatric units (1 in Ontario 
and 1 in Saskatchewan). These 2 combined treated 
an average of 6 patients per night (5 in Ontario and 
1 in Saskatchewan). 

Services 
Soixante-dix-sept institutions repondantes de 

1962 (sans les quartiers psychiatriques) ont precise 
certains services. Le plus frequemment mentionne a 
ete celui de radio-diagnostic que l'on retrouve dans 
61 P. 100 des hOpitaux. L'ergotherapie, d'autre part, 
se rencontre dans 58.4 P. 100 des hOpitaux repon-
dants et l'ECT 2  dans 57.1. Les autres services 
assez repandus etaient, entre autres, le service 
social (55.8 p. 100) et l'electro-cardiographie (51.9) 
(voir tableau 12). Les cones de fin de semaine' ont 
ete utilises par 64.9 P. 100. 

Sur les 58 quartiers psychiatriques repondants, 
41 disposaient egalement de services organises. Le 
service le plus commun Raft l'ECT pour hospitalises 
(92.7 P. 100) et pour malades externes (80.5). Comme 
dans le cas des hOpitaux de maladies mentales, 
Pergotherapie a ete indiquee dans une proportion de 
82.9 p. 100. En outre, 82.9 p. 100 des quartiers 
avaient un personnel charge des consultations dans 
une salle d'urgence (voir tableau 13). 

Centres therapeutiques diurnes ou nocturnes 
Des centres therapeutiques diurnes se rencon-

traient dans 13 institutions psychiatriques repon-
dantes de 1962 (autres que les quartiers). La plupart 
(9) se situaient on Ontario, deux en Colombie-
Britannique et un a Terre-Neuve et en Saskatchewan. 
Le Quebec ne fournit pas de renseignements con-
cernant les centres diurnes ou nocturnes. La moyenne 
des malades qui ont recu des traitements dans ces 
centres a ete de 106 Par jour (82 en Ontario, 20 a 
Terre-Neuve, 3 en Colombie-Britannique et 1 en 
Saskatchewan). Les centres nocturnes se trouvaient 
dans 4 institutions repondantes, soit un dans chacune 
des provinces de l'Ontario, du Manitoba, de la 
Saskatchewan et de l'Alberta. En moyenne, ces 
centres ont traite 82 malades par nuit (53 au Manitoba, 
15 en Ontario, 10 en Alberta et 4 en Saskatchewan). 

Huit quartiers psychiatriques ont malntenu un 
centre diurne et ont traite'une moyenne de 28 malades 
par jour. Les trois centres de l'Ontario ont traite une 
moyenne de 12 malades et les 4 de la Saskatchewan, 
16. Le manitoba ne dispose pas des donnees corres-
pondantes dans son unique centre. Deux quartiers 
psychiatriques ont declare disposer de centres 
nocturnes (1 en Ontario et 1 en Saskatchewan). Ces 
deux centres, ensemble, ont traite une moyenne de 6 
malades par nuit (5 en Ontario et 1 en Saskatchewan).

Physicians and Surgeons of Canada for residencies 
in psychiatry. In nursing, 23 hospitals indicated a 
formal training program for ancillary nursing 
personnel and graduated 544 nurses' aides, LPN's, 
and certified practical nurses, 165 orderlies, 181 
psychiatric aides and 358 "other" graduates. 
Psychiatric nurses graduated from 14 hospitals 
offering such a program numbered 270. Formal 
training for students accepted from a university 
department of psychology or social work was 
provided by 13 and 14 institutions, respectively 
(see Table 14). 

Of the 58 reporting psychiatric units, 41 
indicated some form of training facility. In medi-
cine, 23 were either affiliated with a medical 
school for under-graduate education or approved by 
the Royal College of Physicians and Surgeons for 
residencies in psychiatry. Most of the training in 
nursing was carried on by 23 units utilized for 
formal psychiatric training of undergraduate 
nurses, which during 1962 amounted to 1,345. 
Affiliation with a university department of psy-
chology was specified by 7 of the units, while 5 
were similarly associated with university depart-
ments of social work (see Table 15). 

Clinics and Out-patient Departments 
Clinics and out-patient departments reporting 

to the Dominion Bureau of Statistics in 1962 
numbered 108, of which 10 were for adults only, 
11 for children` only and 87 for both. Total 
sessions' amounted to 42,800, compared with 
39,600 reported by 103 clinics and out-patient 
departments in 1961. Patients during the year 
amounted to 78,300, of which 54.8 per cent attended 
for the first time, while 45.2 per cent had attended 
in previous years as well. 

Personnel employed numbered 1,222, with 
physicians accounting for the largest single group 
(29.0 per cent). Also quite numerous were social 
workers (20.0 per cent), clerical staff (18.3 per 
cent) and psychologists (16.3 per cent). Physicians 
conducted 41.9 per cent of the 427,000 interviews 
during the year, social workers directed 25.4 per 
cent, psychologists 20.2 per cent and therapists 
(who accounted for only 4.5 per cent of the per-
sonnel) were responsible for 11.9 per cent. 

Aggregate hours worked per week by all per-
sonnel (both full and part-time) were 31,190. Of 
this number, physicians contributed 24.3 per cent, 
clerical staff 22.8 Per cent, social workers 18.6 
per cent and psychologists 17.8 per cent. Nursing 
staff accounted for 5.0 per cent of the aggregate 
hours (see Table 25).

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FINANCES 

General 
In 1962, financial data were received from 69 

of the 79 operating public mental institutions 
required to submit such information to the Dominion 
Bureau of Statistics. The rated bed capacity of 
these institutions amounted to 60,989 or 97.6 per 
cent of the total operating capacity. No financial 
data are received from private mental institutions 
or psychiatric units in other types of hospitals. 
Information submitted refers to the fiscal year of 
each institution, which for the most part occurs 
during the calendar year, while cost per patient-
day calculations employ patient-days for the year 
1962. 

FINANCES 

Generalites 
En 1962, 69 des 79 institutions psychiatriques

Operating Revenue 
Total operating revenue reported in 1962 

amounted to $139.8 million, a rise of 7.3 per cent 
over 1961 when 71 institutions reported $130.3 
million. Increases were noted in all provinces but 
Nova Scotia and Alberta, which experienced de-
clines of 0.7 per cent and 2.5 per cent, respectively. 
Operating revenue per patient-day was $5.94 com-
pared with $5.33 in 1961, a gain of 11.4 per cent. 

The principal component of revenue was pro-
vincial government in-patient revenue and grants, 
accounting for 86.6 per cent of the total in 1962 
versus 88.2 per cent in 1961. "Other" sources of 
revenue (patients and relatives, recoveries and 
sales, other grants, farm or garden, etc.) repre-
sented 7.1 per cent (5.4 per cent in 1961), federal 
government 4.3 per cent (5.0 per cent), municipal 
government 1.2 per cent (1.4 per cent) and pro-
vincial hospital insurance plans with 0.8 per cent 
(amount too small to be expressed in 1961). 

Provincial government contributions to revenue 
ranged from 61.2 per cent in Nova Scotia to 93.4 
per cent in Ontario (Chart 11). In the same manner, 
federal government revenue varied from 2.3 per 
cent in Quebec to 9.4 per cent in British Columbia. 
Revenue from municipal governments occurred in 
only 4 provinces, being highest in Nova Scotia 
(27.4 per cent), where 8 out of the 10 reporting 
institutions were owned and operated by munici-
palities. "Other" sources of operating revenue 
were lowest in Ontario (3.7 per cent) and highest 
in Quebec (18.1 per cent). 

Variation existed in the percentage distri-
bution of operating revenue by type of institution. 
Psychiatric hospitals had a lower proportion of 
provincial revenue (67.8 per cent) than either 
mental (87.8 per cent), mentally defective (88.1 
per cent) or other (82.4 per cent). The inclusion of 
psychiatric hospitals in Quebec, where by special

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arrangements most of the revenue is derived from 
provincial hospital insurance plans, 6  contributes 
significantly to this comparatively lower value. 
Evidence of this is seen from Chart 11, where the 
proportion of revenue from "other" sources (in-
cluding provincial plans) in psychiatric hospitals 
approaches 25 per cent. Income from the federal 
government ranged from 3.2 per cent in hospitals 
for mentally defectives to 6.9 per cent of the 
revenue in psychiatric hospitals. Municipal govern-
ments were the source of 1.6 per cent of the 
revenue in mental hospitals, 0.9 in psychiatric 
and 0.5 in mentally defective. 

Operating Expenditure 

Operating expenditure reported by public 
mental institutions in 1962 amounted to $141.6 
million compared with $132.2 million in 1961 (69 
hospitals vs. 71). Total estimated operating ex-
penditure, allowing for non-coverage, was $144.3 
million (Statement 5). In only one province (Alberta) 
did reporting institutions show lower expenditures 
than in 1961, amounting to $11.0 million as com-
pared with $11.3 million. On the other hand, the 
most significant percentage increase was recorded 
by New Brunswick institutions, where expenditures 
of $3.7 million were up by 14.3 per cent. Ontario 
mental institutions reported the greatest absolute 
gain ($4.7 million) with expenditures of $57.6 
million.

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Salaries and wages represented 66.4 per cent 
of the operating costs in 1962 (Chart 12), a 
moderate increase over the corresponding 1961 
proportion (65.3 per cent). However, the percentage 
of expenditures allocated to food dropped slightly 
from 12.3 per cent to 11.8 per cent, as did fuel, 
electricity and water (from 3.6 per cent to 3.0 per 
cent) and other" expenses (from 15.4 per cent to 
15.2 per cent). Medical, surgical supplies and 
drugs accounted for 3.6 per cent of the total in 
1962 and 3.4 per cent in 1961. 

The principal component of expenditure in 
every province was salaries and wages, ranging 
from 54.8 per cent in Prince Edward Island to 
72.6 per cent in Saskatchewan. Food costs varied 
from 10.1 per cent in Alberta to 20.9 per cent in 
Newfoundland, and medical, surgical supplies and 
drugs from 2.2 per cent in Saskatchewan to 6.4 
per cent in Prince Edward Island. The proportion 
of expenditures consumed by fuel, electricity and 
water costs ranged between 1.6 per cent in Quebec 
to 6.9 per cent in Prince Edward Island. Reporting 
mental institutions in Ontario allocated more of 
their disbursements to other expenses (20.7 per 
cent) than did other provinces, while Manitoba was 
lowest in this respect with 9.3 per cent.

Since 1955, actual operating expenditures 
reported by mental institutions have climbed from 
$69.9 million to $141.6 million, or almost 103 per 
cent. The most notable gains during this period 
occurred in 1956 and 1958, amounting to 12.8 per 
cent in both cases. On a constant (1949) dollar 
basis, operating expenditures in 1962 were $96.8 
million, some 69.5 Per cent higher than the $57.1 
million recorded in 1955. The most notable advance 
in any one year over the previous year was in 
1958 and amounted to 10.5 per cent. 

Cost Per Patient-Day 

The cost per patient-day of care in reporting 
mental institutions in 1962 was $6.01 compared 
with $5.41 in 1961. Salaries and wages consumed 
$3.99 of this amount ($3.54 in 1961), food re-
presented $0.71 ($0.67 in 1961), medical, surgical 
supplies and drugs $0.22 ($0.18), fuel, electricity 
and water $0.18 ($0.19) and other costs $0.91 
($0.83 in 1961). As mentioned earlier in the 
introduction to this Report, patient-days in Ontario 
residential units are excluded from these data. 
Cost per patient-day, therefore, would have been 
lower ($5.76) had these units been included in 
the calculations (Statement 6). 

Mental institutions reporting from Ontario had 
the highest cost per patient-day for salaries and 
wages ($5.30), while Quebec was lowest with 
$2.28 (Chart 13). Food costs per patient-day 
ranged from $0.53 in Quebec to $1.78 in Newfound-
land. °  The latter province also showed the highest 
per patient-day expenditure on medical, surgical 
supplies and drugs ($0.39), the lowest value 
($0.14) being shared by both Nova Scotia and 
Saskatchewan. Other costs varied from $0.72 per 
patient-day in New Brunswick to $1.29 in British 
Columbia.

Psychiatric hospitals had a higher cost per 
patient-day ($12.10) than other types of reporting 
mental institutions: mental hospitals $5.56; 
hospitals for mentally defectives $6.30; other 
types' $10.61. Individual components of cost per 
patient-day were also highest in the case of psy-
chiatric hospitals: gross salaries and wages 
$8.21; medical, surgical supplies and drugs $0.43; 
food $1.13; fuel, electricity and water $0.36; other 
costs $1.97. Mental hospitals reported the lowest 
cost per patient-day for gross salaries and wages 
($3.65), fuel, electricity and water ($0.16), and 
other expenses ($0.80). Medical, surgical supplies 
and drugs cost per patient-day were minimal in 
hospitals for mentally defectives ($0.11), which 
also had the least cost per patient-day for food 
($0.66). 

Operating expenditure per patient-day has 
climbed steadily between 1955 ($3.05) and 1962 
($6.01). In terms of constant (1949) dollars the 
advance amounted to $1.62 or 65.1 per cent (Chart
