Population 

June 1 population figures as enumerated in 
Census years or estimated for inter-censal years. 

Financial data reported generally do not re-
present a calendar year but rather a 12 month 
fiscal period, most of which occurs within the 
calendar year. 

Per diem costs employ patient-days for the 
calendar year ending December 31. 

Types of Institution 

Mental hospital — An institution that provides 
treatment for all types of psychiatric conditions. 

Psychiatric hospital— An institution that provides 
short-term, intensive psychiatric treatment. 

Hospital for mentally defectives — An institution 
that provides care for mentally defective patients. 
Included are training schools for the mentally 
defective. 

Psychiatric unit— A unit within a hospital, organ-
ized for the treatment of patients with psychiatric 
disorders. 

Other types — Special hospitals for alcoholics, 
emotionally disturbed children, aged and senile 
and epilepsy. 

Ownership 

The owner of the hospital is the person, group 
of persons, agency, or corporate body, in whose 
name the lease to the real estate is held; or 
if there is no lease, the registered owner accord-
ing to the deed. 

Utilization 

Rated bed capacity — The number of beds that the 
institution is designed to accommodate, on the ba-
sis of established standards of floor area per bed. 

Beds set up—The number of beds actually set up 
in the hospital and available for accommodation of 
in-patients at December 31, whether or not actually 
occupied by a patient at that time. 

Patient-day — The period of service to an in-patient 
between the census taking hours on two succes-
sive days; includes the day of admission but ex-
cludes the day of separation. 

Average number of patients — The average number 
of patients in mental institutions on any particular 
day. 

Population

juin et correspondent, soit aux chiffres des annees 
de recensement, soit aux estimations des annees 
intercensales.

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Personnel 

Full- time personnel — Persons employed on a full-
time basis, i.e., regularly employed throughout the 
hospital's full workweek. 

Part- time personnel — Persons employed on a part-
time basis, i.e., regularly employed on selected 
days or partial days in the hospital's workweek. 

Administrative staff — Includes the chief adminis-
trative officers, matrons or superintendents of 
nurses and other administrative staff (controller, 
secretary, business manager and general office 
staff). 

Medical staff — Includes certified psychiatrists, 
fellows in psychiatry, other specialists and phy-
sicians, residents and interns as well as consult-
ants. 

Nursing staff — Includes graduates, students, affil- 
iates, nursing assistants, orderlies and attendants. 

Other professional and technical staff— Includes 
dentists, psychologists, pharmacists, laboratory 
technologists and radiological technicians, occu-
pational and physiotherapists, academic teachers, 
social workers, dietitians, chaplains and others. 

Other staff— Includes employees of the dietary, 
laundry and housekeeping departments, building 
operation and maintenance, garden and farm and 
other departments. 

Services 

Specific services provided within the institu-
tion under the direction of a properly qualified 
person. Includes such services as diagnostic X-ray, 
electrocardiography, occupational therapy, social 
service, aftercare, etc. 

Clinics and Out-patient Departments 

Clinic — A unit formally organized to provide phy-
sician's services in mental health for the diagnosis 
and treatment of patients on an ambulatory basis. 

Session — A session is of approximately one-half 
working-day's duration (3 to 4 hours). 

Finances 

Operating revenue — Income that accrues during the 
year for the purpose of operation and maintenance 
of the institution. 

Government in -patient revenue and grants— Reve-
nue accrued from government departments to pay 
for the care of specific patients or to assist the 
hospital in maintaining services and in covering 
operating deficits. 

Operating expenditure — The cost, on an accrual 
basis, of operating and maintaining the institution 
during the year, regardless of the amount of dis-
bursements made during the year. 

Personnel 

A plein temps —Employe rdgulierement durant toute 
la semaine ouvrable de l'h6pital. 

A temps partiel —Employe rdgulierement certains 
jours ou certaines parties de jours de la semaine 
ouvrable de l'hopital.

INTRODUCTION 

Statistics contained in this report represent 
the facilities, services and finances of mental 
institutions reporting to the Dominion Bureau of 
Statistics for the year 1963. In certain areas, 
separate tables are shown for mental hospitals as 
distinct from psychiatric units located in other 
institutions—usually general hospitals. Financial 
data are limited, however, to public mental institu-
tions, as these are the only mental institutions 
which submit such information. 

The main sources of data are the Annual 
Returns of Mental Institutions —General and 
Financial. Unit information is collected on the 
Annual Return of Psychiatric Units. Supplementary 
sources comprise the Annual Return of Mental 
Health Clinics and Out-Patient Departments, 
Annual Returns of Hospitals (forms H.S.1 and 
H.S. 2) as well as admission/separation records of 
patients. By special arrangements, most of the 
reporting schedules arrive at the Dominion Bureau 
of Statistics through provincial offices, while the 
balance are sent directly from the reporting insti-
tution. 

FACILITIES AND SERVICES 

General 

Mental institutions operating in Canada in 
1963 numbered 157, a gain of 7 over the 1962 
figure. Rated bed capacity, however, decreased by 
907 or 1.4 per cent to 65,586 beds. Most of the 
decline occurred in the province of Quebec, where 
a number of patients were re-located into "foyers" 
or residential units designed primarily for custo-
dial care. This had the effect of reducing the rated 
bed capacity devoted to active treatment of mental 
disorders. Public mental hospitals accounted for 
64.3 per cent of the total rated beds in operating 
mental institutions (67.1 per cent in 1962). 

Rated beds per 1,000 population amounted to 
3.5, a slight decline from the ratio in 1953 (3.6). 
During this period, however, the rate varied, 
climbing to a high of 3.9 in the year 1961 (Chart 
1). The province with the greatest number of 
mental beds per 1,000 population in 1963 was Nova 
Scotia (4.1), while Newfoundland was lowest in 
this respect (1.7). 

Coverage was better in 1963 than in 1962 as 
some 149 out of 157 institutions reported, repre-
senting 98.3 per cent of the operating bed capacity, 
compared with 97.9 per cent in the preceding year. 
Response was 100 per cent in the case of public 
hospitals for mentally defectives, public psychia-
tric hospitals and all psychiatric units (public and 
federal). 

Les statistiques du present rapport visent les 
installations, services et finances des etablissements 
psychiatriques qui ont fait rapport au Bureau federal 
de la statistique en 1963. En ce qui concerne cer-
taines regions, des tableaux separes donnent la sta-
tistique des hopitaux de maladies mentales en tant 
qu'etablissements distincts des quartiers psychiatri-
ques situes dans divers etablissements (d'ordinaire 
dans les hopitaux generaux). Toutefois, la statistique 
financiere ne porte que sur les etablissements psy-
chiatriques publics, car ils sont les seuls a fournir 
ce genre de renseignements. 

Les presentes statistiques sont tirees des rap-
ports annuels des etablissements psychiatriques 
(renseignements generaux et financiers). Les ren-
seignements relatifs aux quartiers proviennent des 
rapports annuels des quartiers psychiatriques. Quant 
aux renseignements divers, ils sont tires des rapports 
annuels des dispensaires psychiatriques et des ser-
vices des malades externes, des rapports annuels des 
hopitaux (formules HS1 et HS2) ainsi que des fiches 
d'admission ou de radiation des malades. Le Bureau 
federal de la statistique regoit la plupart des ques-
tionnaires d'organismes provinciaux, grace a des 
dispositions speciales qui existent a cet effet et le 
reste, directement des etablissements repondants. 

INSTALLATIONS ET SERVICES 

Generalites 

Les etablissements psychiatriques en activite au 
Canada se chiffraient par 157 en 1963,7 de plus qu'en 
1962. La capacite theorique a cependant diminue de 
907 lits ou de 1.4 p. 100 pour s'etablir a 65,586 lits. 
Le Quebec a enregistre la plus forte proportion de 
cette baisse en raison du grand nombre de ses malades 
qui ont ete loges dans des foyers destines, avant tout, 
aux soins de garde des malades. Ce phenomene a 
cause une diminution du nombre de lits (capacite 
theorique) destines au traitement des malades men-
taux. Les hOpitaux publics de maladies mentales ont 
repondu pour 64.3 p. 100 (67.1 en 1962) de l'ensemble 
des lits (capacite theorique) dans les etablissements 
psychiatriques en activite. 

La capacite theorique pour 1,000 habitants a 
atteint 3.5 lits, leger recul sur 1953 (3.6). Au cours 
de cette periode, le rapport a toutefois varie et il a 
atteint un sommet (3.9) en 1961 (graphique 1). Au 
niveau provincial, la Nouvelle-2cosse a, en 1963, 
enregistre le rapport le plus eleve (4.1) et Terre-
Neuve. le plus bas (1.7).

Beds set up in reporting mental institutions 
amounted to 72,871, or 1.1 for every rated bed (no 
change from 1962). This ratio ranged from 0.9 in 
Prince Edward Island to 1.3 in Saskatchewan. 
Public mental hospitals maintained the highest 
number of beds set up per rated bed (1.2), while 
the lowest ratio occurred in "other" public mental 
hospitals (1.0). 

Utilization 

Aggregate patient-days of care reported by 
all types of mental institutions in Canada during 
1963 were 25.2 million, a rise of 0.3 million or 1.3 
per cent over the comparable 1962 figure. Patient-
days in mental hospitals (excluding units)advanced 
by 1.6 per cent to 24.2 million, with increases 
recorded in all types except public mental, which 
experienced a decline of 3.4 per cent. Psychiatric 
units located in other institutions accounted for 
4.4 per cent fewer patient-days than in 1962. 

The average number of patients in mental 
institutions in 1963 was 69,027, an increase of 
1.2 per cent over the 1962 average. Per 1,000 
population, the ratio amounted to 3.7, a slight 
decline from 1962. Since 1955, the number of 
patients per 1,000 population has shown a steady 
decrease (Chart 2). In the provinces, the rate

Public mental hospitals accounted for 
most of the average daily population per 1,000 
residents (2.5), followed by public hospitals for 
mentally defectives (0.8). 

Percentage occupancy in all mental institu-
tions in 1963 was 107 per cent, compared with 
104.7 per cent in 1962. Highest occupancy was 
noted in public mental hospitals (111.5 per cent) 
and the lowest in public psychiatric units (82.8 
per cent) (Chart 3). A provincial comparison re-
veals that occupancy ranged from 89.4 per cent 
in Prince Edward Island to 122.4 per cent in 
Saskatchewan. 

Patients on books at December 31 in all 
mental institutions reporting numbered 76,242, a 
very slight increase over the 1962 figure. Not all 
patients on books are necessarily in institution 
and in 1963, patients institutionalized at year-end 
were 86 per cent of the total (86.8 in 1962). The 
proportion was as low as 71.5 per cent in public 
psychiatric hospitals (Chart 4). Of patients in 
institutions, some 30.6 per cent (26.8 per cent in 
1962) were in open-door wards. The majority of 
patients (80.7 per cent) not in the institution were 
on probation, while the remainder were classified 
as boarding out (10.8 per cent) or otherwise absent 
(8.5 per cent) (Chart 5).

Personnel 

Total personnel employed by all reporting 
mental institutions (including psychiatric units) in 
1963 numbered over 38,000. Full-time employment 
accounted for 94.2 per cent. Personnel of mental 
institutions (excluding units) were approximately 
34,700, of which 95.6 per cent were full-time. In 
the case of psychiatric unit personnel, 81.3 per 
cent were full-time. Estimates for non-reporting 
institutions place the total of full-time personnel 
at 33,500 (Statement 1). 

Personnel 

Le personnel des dtablissements psychiatriques 
repondants (quartiers psychiatriques compris) totali-
sait plus de 38,000 en 1963. Le personnel a plein 
temps repondait pour 94.2 p. 100 de ce nombre.

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The ratio of full-time personnel per 100 aver-
age number of patients in mental institutions 
(other than units) continued to rise in 1963, 
amounting to 50 compared with 47.4 in 1962 (Chart 
6). Variation on a provincial basis ranged between 
35.3 in Quebec and 74.6 in Newfoundland. For 
every 100 patients in mental institutions (other 
than units) there were 29.8 full-time nursing staff, 
3.3 administrative staff, 0.9 medical, 2.7 other 
professional and technical and 13.3 other staff 
(Chart 7). In psychiatric units, the majority of full-
time employees were nursing staff, representing 
65.2 out of a total of 107.9 personnel per 100 
patients. The balance of the ratio comprised admin-
istrative staff 4.1, medical staff 7.7, other profes-
sional and technical 21.5 and other staff 9.4. 

Services 

In 1963, 82 institutions (other than psychiatric 
units) reported on specific services available 
under the supervision of a specially qualified 
person. Most frequently specified were occupa-
tional therapy and social service, occurring in 
67.9 per cent of the cases. Next, in order of 
importance were diagnostic X-ray and ECT' 
(61.7 per cent each), followed by electrocardio-
graphy (56.8 per cent), electroencephalography 
(50.6 per cent), after-care of discharged in-patients 
(48.1 per cent) and trial weekends (45.7 per cent) 
(Chart 8). 

Similar services were indicated as being 
available in 55 reporting psychiatric units. Nearly 
all of these (98.2 per cent) provided emergency 
consultation service, and a very high percentage 
were equipped for ECT (90.9 per cent). Generally, 
the frequency of occurrence for the same type of 
service was higher in psychiatric units than in 
other mental hospitals (see Tables 12 and 13). 

Day and Night-Centre Therapy Units 

Two of the services listed on the reporting 
schedules for mental institutions are day and 
night-centre therapy units, which are made avail-
able to patients on a voluntary basis. In 1963, 
there were 12 institutions (excluding psychiatric 
units) reporting such facilities (11 for day-centres). 
Most of these (8) were found in Ontario, with 1 in 
Newfoundland, 1 in Quebec and 2 in Manitoba. 
According to information reported for these centres, 
there were, on the average, 240 patients treated 
per day in day-centres and 25 per night in night-
centres. 

Psychiatric units reporting day and night-
centres in 1963 amounted to 20 (9 in Quebec, 5 in 
Ontario, 1 in Manitoba and 5 in Saskatchewan). 
Of this number, 5 were night-centre therapy units. 
Average patients per day-centre were 162 and per 
night-centre were 25.

L'intervalle au niveau provincial allait de 35.3 au 
QuObec A74.6 a Terre-Neuve.Dans les etablissements 
psychiatriques (autres que les quartiers), pour 100 
malades, on comptait 29.8 employes A plein temps du 
service infirmier, 3.3 du personnel administratif, 0.9 
du personnel medical, 2.7 du personnel professionnel 
ou technique divers et 13.3 du personnel divers 
(graphique 7).

Services 

En 1963, 82 etablissements (sans les quartiers 
psychiatriques) disposaient de services particuliers 
qui etaient foumis sous la surveillance d'une per-
sonne qualifiee. Les plus frequemment mentionnes 
ont ete l'ergotherapie et le service social retrouves 
dans 67.9 p. 100 des hopitaux. Le radio-diagnostic 
s'est classe au second rang d'importance avec l'ECT I  
(61.7 p. 100 chacun) et ils etaient suivis de l'electro-
cardiographie (56.8), de l'electro-encephalographie

Training Facilities 

Training programs were reported by 82 mental 
institutions (excluding psychiatric units) in 1963. 
In medicine, 29.6 per cent indicated affiliation ' 
with a medical school for under-graduate education 
and 40.7 per cent had residencies in psychiatry. 
Comparable percentages for psychiatric units were 
56.4 per cent and 54.5 per cent, respectively 
(Chart 9). Formal training of psychiatric nurses 
was specified by 22.2 per cent of the institutions 
(50.9 per cent in psychiatric units). Affiliation for 
under-graduate nurses was noted by 35.8 per cent 
of the reporting institutions and 40.7 per cent 
provided formal training for ancillary nursing. 
Psychiatric units affiliated with a university or 
school for accepting student psychologists were 
29.1 per cent of those reporting, while similar 
arrangements were maintained for student social 
workers in 34.5 per cent. Corresponding percent-
ages for other mental institutions were 22.2 per 
cent and 30.9 per cent, respectively. 

Clinics and Out-patient Departments 

Clinics and out-patient departments reporting 
to the Dominion Bureau of Statistics in 1963 
numbered 147. The majority of these (115) were 
for adults and children, while 20 were for adults 
only and 12 for children only.

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reported to be 59,647, involving 108,548 patients 
and covering 598,369 interviews. The ratio of 
interviews per patient amounted to 5.5 and inter-
views per session were 10. Physicians accounted 
for 43.4 per cent of the interviews, social workers 
24.5 per cent, psychologists 18.1 per cent, thera-
pists 11.4 per cent, nurses 2.4 per cent and other 
personnel 0.3 per cent (Chart 10). 

Total personnel reported in 1963 were 2,243, 
comprising 30.0 per cent physicians, 16.4 per cent 
social workers, 14.3 per cent psychologists, 12.0 
per cent nursing staff, 5.1 per cent therapists and 
22.2 per cent other staff (mainly clerical). Full-
time employment accounted for 65.1 per cent of the 
personnel, ranging from 38.8 per cent of the physi-
cians to 94.4 per cent of the nursing staff. The 
ratio of total staff per 100 patients amounted to 
2.1 in 1963 compared with 1.6 in 1962. Full-time 
staff per 100 patients was 1.3. Of patients treated 
during the year, 46.4 per cent had attended the 
previous year as well, while the remainder attend-
ed for the first time in 1963. 

The aggregate of paid hours worked by all 
staff were distributed as follows: physicians 20.5 
per cent; social workers 1'7.7 per cent; psycholo-
gists 15.6 per cent; nursing staff 14.8 per cent; 
therapists 6.2 per cent; other staff 25.2 per cent. 

FINANCES 

General 

In 1963, of the sa public mental institutions 
(excluding psychiatric units) in operation, 73 sub-
mitted financial data to the Dominion Bureau of 
Statistics. These reporting institutions represent-
ed 60,400 rated beds or 98.2 per cent of the total 
in operation (97.6 per cent in 1962). Finances are 
reported on a fiscal year basis (most of which 
coincides with the calendar year), while cost per 
patient-day calculations employ patient-days for 
the calendar year, 

Operating Revenue 

Operating revenue reported in 1963 amounted 
to $155.8 million, equivalent to $6.53 per patient-
day ($5.94 in 1962). Most of the revenue was 
derived from provincial governments (85.2 per 
cent), with the federal government providing 4.3 
per cent, municipal governments 1,3 per cent and 
other sources 9.2 per cent (Chart 11). 

The proportion of revenue from provincial 
governments accounted for over 80 per cent of the 
total in all but two provinces. Mental institutions 
in Nova Scotia received 30.2 per cent of their 
funds from municipal government, while in Quebec 
11.6 per cent was derived from the provincial 
hospital insurance plan'. 

'Quebec psychiatric hospitals derive much of 
their revenue from the provincial hospital insurance 
plan as distinct from the federal/provincial sharing 
agreements.

FINANCES 

Generalites 

En 1963, 73 des 83 etablissements psychiatriques 
publics en activite (sans les quartiers psychiatriques) 
ont presente un rapport financier au Bureau federal de 
la statistique.

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Variation was evident in the distribution of 
income according to type of hospital. Mental hos-
pitals obtained 85.9 per cent of their revenue from 
provincial governments, while psychiatric hospitals 
received 50.3 per cent (see footnote 2), mentally 
defective 94.0 per cent and other types 81.0 per 
cent (Chart 11). Payments from municipal govern-
ments were greatest in mental hospitals (1.7 per 
cent) as were payments from the federal govern-
ment (4.8 per cent). 

Operating Expenditure' 
Operating expenditure reported in 1963 

amounted to $159.8 million. Estimation for non-
coverage increases this figure to $162.4 million 
(Statement 2). Gross salaries and wages consumed 
66.8 per cent of the expenditures (Chart 12), a 
slight increase over 1962 (67.3 per cent). Medical, 
surgical supplies and drugs represented 3.9 per 
cent of the costs, a moderate increase over the 
previous year (3.6 per cent). Payments for food 
dropped to 11.1 per cent from 11.8 per cent, while 
the cost of fuel, electricity and water climbed 
slightly to represent 3.5 per cent (3.0 per cent). 
Other expenses declined slightly to 14.7 per cent 
of the total (15.2 per cent). 

Components of expenditure varied on a pro-
portional basis according to the type of mental 
institution. Gross salaries and wages ranged be-
tween 65.6 per cent of the expenditure in mental 
hospitals to 70.8 per cent in psychiatric hospitals

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(Chart 12). The percentage allocated to medical, 
surgical supplies and drugs was lowest in hospi-
tals for mentally defectives (1.9 per cent) and 
highest in mental hospitals (4.6 per cent). Mental 
hospitals also allocated the highest percentage 
of their disbursements for food (11.6 per cent) and 
fuel, electricity and water (3.7 per cent). Psychia-
tric hospitals had the lowest proportion of costs 
for these two items, 8.0 per cent and 2,4 per cent, 
respectively. 

Cost per patient-day in reporting mental insti-
tutions advanced to $6.69 from $5.94 in 1962, a 
gain of $0.75 or 12.6 per cent. Most of the rise can 
be attributed to an increase in the salaries and 
wages cost per patient-day, which climbed from 
$3.95 to $4.48 or 13.4 per cent. All other compon-
ents of cost per patient-day showed increases as 
well: medical, surgical supplies and drugs $0.26 
(+ 23.8 per cent); food $0.74 (+ 5.7 per cent); fuel, 
electricity and water $0.23 (+ 27.8 per cent); other 
expenses $0.98 (+ 8.9 per cent). 

Cost per patient-day ranged between $5.97 in 
hospitals for mentally defectives to $13.98 for 
psychiatric hospitals (Chart 13). In the provinces, 
the variation was from $4.78 in Quebec to $9.32 in 
Newfoundland (based on one hospital operating). 

Since 1955, the cost per patient-day has risen 
by $3.64 or 119.3 per cent (Chart 14). In constant 
(1949) dollars the gain has amounted to $1.92 or 
77.1 per cent. The cost per capita (using constant 
(1949) dollars) in 1963 was $5.57 compared with 
$3.64 in 1955.
