Population 

June 1 population figures as enumerated in 
Census years or estimated for inter-censal years. 

Financial data reported generally do not re-
present a calendar year but rather a 12 month 
fiscal period, most of which occurs within the 
calendar year. 

Per diem costs employ patient-days for the 
calendar year ending December 31. 

Types of Institution 

Mental institution —Mental hospitals and psychi-
atric units. 

Mental hospital — A hospital that provides treat-
ment for all types of psychiatric conditions. 

Psychiatric hospital — A hospital that provides 
short-term, intensive psychiatric treatment. 

Hospital for mental defectives — A hospital that 
provides care for mental defective patients. In- 
cluded are training schools for the mental defective. 

Other types —Special hospitals for alcoholics, 
emotionally disturbed children, aged and senile 
and epilepsy. 

Psychiatric unit — A unit within a hospital, organ-
ized for the treatment of patients with psychiatric 
disorders. 

Ownership 

The owner of the hospital is the person, group 
of persons, agency, or corporate body, in whose 
name the lease to the real estate is held; or 
if there is no lease, the registered owner accord-
ing to the deed. 

Utilization 

Rated bed capacity — The number of beds that the 
institution is designed to accomodate. 

Beds set up —The number of beds actually set up 
in the hospital and available for accommodation of 
in-patients at December 31, whether or not actually 
occupied by a patient at that time. 

Patient-day — The period of service to an in-patient 
between the census taking hours on two succes-
sive days; includes the day of admission but ex-
cludes the day of separation. 

Average number of patients — The average number 
of patients in mental institutions on any particular 
day. 

Population 

Les donnees sur la population sont celles du ler 
juin et correspondent, soit aux chiffres des annees 
de recensement, soit aux estimations des annees 
intercensales. 

La statistique ffnanciere du present rapport ne 
represente pas en general une armee civile, mais 
plutot une periode financiere de 12 mois, dont la 
majeure partie est comprise dans l'annee civile. 

Le coat quotidien se fonde sur les journees 
d'hospitalisation de l'annee civile close le 31 
decembre.

Etablissements pour maladies mentales — 1-18pitaux de 
maladies mentales et quartiers psychiatriques. 

HOpital pour maladies mentales — HOpital qui traite 
tous les troubles psychiatriques. 

Hiipital psychiatrique — 116pital qui foumit des 
traitements psychiatriques intensifs et de courte 
duree. 

HOpital pour deficients mentaux — Heipital qui pour-
voit au soin des deficients mentaux, y compris les 
ecoles de formation pour ceux-ci. 

Autres — Hapitaux speciaux pour alcooliques, entants 
atteints de troubles &loafs, vieillards et cas de se - - 
nilite, et epileptiques. 

Quartier psychiatrique —Quartier amenage dans un 
hOpital pour le traitement des malades affectes de 
troubles psychiatriques. 

Propriete 

Le proprietaire est la personne ou la societe qui 
detient le titre de propriete ou le bail des immeubles 
de l'institution. 

Utilisation 

Capacite theorique —Nombre de lits qu'une institution 
est censee loger. 

Lits dresses — Nombre de lits reellement dresses 
dans l'hopital et a la disposition des hospitalises, le 
31 decembre, que ces lits soient alors occupes ou 
non. 

Journee d'hospitalisation — Periode de soins a un 
hospitalise entre les heures de verification du role 
de deux jours successifs, y compris le jour d'admis-
sion mais non le jour de depart. 

Moyenne d'hospitalises —Nombre moyen de malades 
dans les institutions psychiatriques un jour donne. 
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Personnel 

Full- time personnel -Persons employed on a full-
time basis, i.e., regularly employed throughout the 
hospital's full workweek. 

Part- time personnel - Persons employed on a part-
time basis, i.e., regularly employed on selected 
days or partial days in the hospital's workweek. 

Administrative staff - Includes the chief adminis-
trative officers, matrons or superintendents of 
nurses and other administrative staff (controller, 
secretary, business manager and general office 
staff). 

Medical staff - Includes certified psychiatrists, 
fellows in psychiatry, other specialists and phy-
sicians, residents and interns as well as consult-
ants. 

Nursing staff- Includes graduates, students, affil-
iates, nursing assistants, orderlies and attendants. 

Other professional and technical staff- Includes 
dentists, psychologists, pharmacists, laboratory 
technologists and radiological technicians, occu-
pational and physiotherapists, academic teachers, 
social workers, dietitians, chaplains and others. 

Other staff- Includes employees of the dietary, 
laundry and housekeeping departments, building 
operation and maintenance, garden and farm and 
other departments. 

Services 

Specific services provided within the institu-
tion under the direction of a properly qualified 
person. Includes such services as diagnostic X-ray, 
electrocardiography, occupational therapy, social 
service, aftercare, etc. 

Clinics and Out-patient Departments 

Clinic - A unit formally organized to provide phy-
sician's services in mental health for the diagnosis 
and treatment of patients on an ambulatory basis. 

Session - A session is of approximately one-half 
working-day's duration (3 to 4 hours). 

Finances 

Operating revenue- Income that accrues during the 
year for the purpose of operation and maintenance 
of the hospital. 

Government in -patient revenue and grants- Reve-
nue accrued from government departments to pay 
for the care of specific patients or to assist the 
hospital in maintaining services and in covering 
operating deficits. 

Operating expenditure - The cost, on an accrual 
basis, of operating and maintaining the hospital 
during the year, regardless of the amount of dis-
bursements made during the year. 

Personnel 

A plein temps - Employe regulierement durant toute 
la semaine ouvrable de l'h6pital. 

A temps partiel -Employe regulierement certains 
jours ou certaines parties de jours de la semaine 
ouvrable de l'hOpital. 

Administratif - Y compris les hauts fonctionnaires de 
l'administration, des matrones, les surintendantes 
des infirmieres et autre personnel administratif 
(contredeur, secretaire, directeur du bureau d'affaires 
et personnel de l'administration generale). 

Medical- Y compris les certifies en psychiatrie, les 
associes en psychiatrie, autres specialistes et me-
decins, les residents et internes et les consultants. 

Infirmier- Y compris les diplomes, eleves, affilies, 
assistantes-infirmieres, infirmiers et aides. 

Professionnel ou technique divers -. Y compris les 
dentistes, psychologues, pharmaciens, techniciens 
diplornes de laboratoire et techniciens en radiologie, 
ergotherapeutes et physiotherapeutes, instituteurs, 
travailleurs sociaux, dieteticiennes, aum6niers et 
autres.

Revenus de gestion - Revenus echeant durant l'annee 
aux fins du fonctionnement et de l'entretien de 
l'hOpital. 

Revenus et subventions relatifs aux hospitalises et 
venant de gouvernements - Accumulations de revenus 
venant de ministeres ou services gouvernementaux et 
destine-es a defrayer les soins de certains malades 
ou a aider l'hopital a maintenir ses services et a 
combler son deficit de gestibn.

INTRODUCTION 
The statistics in this report are concerned 

with the facilities, services and finances of 
mental institutions in Canada which reported to 
the Dominion Bureau of Statistics for the year 
1966. Financial data are limited to public hos-
pitals since they are the only institutions which 
are required to report such information. 

The principal source of data are the Annual 
Returns of Mental Institutions -General and 
Financial. Other information is collected on the 
Annual Return of Psychiatric Units, the Annual 
Return of Mental Health Clinics and Out-patient 
Departments and Annual Returns of Hospitals 
(Forms HS- 1 and HS- 2). By special arrangement, 
most reporting schedules come to the Bureau 
through provincial offices; the balance are sent 
directly from the reporting institutions. 

La statistique du present rapport porte sur les 
installations, les services et les finances des eta-
blissements pour maladies mentales au Canada qui 
ont fait un rapport au Bureau federal de la statistique 
en . 1966. La statistique financiere ne vise que les 
hopitaux publics, les seuls tenus de fournir ce genre 
de renseignements. 

Les principales sources de donnees sont les 
rapports annuels (generaux et financiers) des etablis-
sements pour maladies mentales. Les autres donnees 
sont trees des rapports annuels des quartiers psy-
chiatriques, des cliniques et dispensaires pour mala-
dies mentales et des hopitaux (formules HS- 1 et 
HS- 2). Aux termes d'une entente speciale, la plupart 
des rapports sont transmis au Bureau par les autori-
tes provinciales; les autres sont envoyes directement 
par les etablissement repondants. 

FACILITIES AND SERVICES 

General 

More institutions were in operation during 
1966 (177) than in 1965 (170). Still, coverage was 
the same in 1966 compared with 1965 as 174 out 
of 177 institutions reported, representing 99.9 per 
cent of the operating bed capacity. One new psy-
chiatric unit in Newfoundland and two public 
hospitals for alcoholics in Manitoba did not report 
this year. 

In spite of an increase (7) in the number of 
mental institutions in operation over the period 
1965 through 1966, rated bed capacity decreased 
slightly (by 558 or less than one per cent) from 
69,128 to 68,570. This is attributable to signifi-
cant decreases in rated bed capacity in Nova 
Scotia, Manitoba, Saskatchewan and New Bruns-
wick which offset increases in other provinces. 
Following the trend of the past five consecutive 
years rated beds per 1,000 population declined 
slightly from 3.5 in 1965 to 3.4 in 1966 (Chart 1). 
The highest number of rated beds per 1,000 popu-
lation was found in Alberta (4.1) while at the 
other extreme Newfoundland maintained 1.8 rated 
beds per 1,000 population. The remaining provin-
cial ratios were between 3 and 4 rated beds per 
1,000 population. Of the total rated beds in all 
operating institutions, public mental hospitals 
accounted for the largest proportion (61.6 per 
cent) compared with 64.8 per cent in 1965 and 
65.8 per cent in 1964. 

As of December 31, 1966, three out of five 
patients (63.4 per cent) were on the books of 
public mental hospitals as against 66.9 per cent 
in 1965. Public hospitals for mental defectives 
accounted for the next largest proportion (25.3 per 
cent) of patients on books (22.7 per cent in 1965). 
The remaining proportion of patients on books at 
December 31 was distributed as follows: "other" 

INSTALLATIONS ET SERVICES 

Generalites 

Un plus grand nombre d'etablissements etaient 
en activite en 1966 (177) qu'en 1965 (170). Cepen-
dant, le champ de l'enquete etait le meme en 1966 
qu'en 1965 alors que 174 des 177 etablissements ont 
repondu, figurant pour 99.9 p. 100 des lits disponi-
bles. Un nouveau quartier psychiatrique a Terre-Neuve 
et deux hopitaux publics pour le traitement de l'ethy-
lisme au Manitoba n'ont pas envoye de rapport cette 
annee. 

Bien que le nombre d'etablissements psychiatri-
ques en activite ait augmente de 7 entre 1965 et 1966, 
la capacite theorique a diminue legerement (de 558 
lits, ou moins de 1 p. 100), soit de 69,128 a 68,570, 
par suite de baisses notables observees en Nouvelle-
Ecosse, au Manitoba, en Saskatchewan et au Nouveau-
Brunswick, qui ont compense les augmentations dans 
les autres provinces. Fidele a la courbe des cinq 
dernieres annees, la capacite theorique pour 1,000 
habitants a diminue legerement, soit de 3.5 en 1965 
a 3.4 en 1966 (graphique 1). C'est l'Alberta qui avait 
la capacite theorique la plus forte (4.1 lits pour 1,000 
habitants) et Terre-Neuve la plus faible (1.8). Les 
proportions des autres provinces variaient de 3 a 4 
lits pour 1,000 habitants. De la capacite theorique 
totale de tous les etablissements en activite, les 
hopitaux publics pour maladies mentales figuraient 
pour la plus grande proportion, soit pour 61.6 p. 100, 
contre 64.8 p. 100 en 1965 et 65.8 p. 100 en 1964. 

Le 31 decembre 1966, trois malades sur cinq 
(63.4 p. 100) etaient inscrits dans les hopitaux pu-
blics pour maladies mentales au regard de 66.9 p. 100 
en 1965. Les h6pitaux publics pour deficients men-
taux donnaient la seconde proportion la plus impor-
tante (25.3 p. 100) de malades inscrits (22.7 p. 100 
en 1965). Le reste des malades inscrits le 31 decem-
bre etait ainsi reparti: "autres" hopitaux publics pour 
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public mental hospitals 3.6 per cent; public psy-
chiatric hospitals, 2.8 per cent; public psychia-
tric units, 2.3 per cent; federal psychiatric units, 
1.6 per cent and private hospitals, 1.0 per cent 
(Chart 2). 

A decline of 2,489 beds, or 3.4 per cent, was 
evidenced in the number of beds set up in all 
mental institutions (from 73,597 in 1965 to 71,108 
in 1966). In other words, there were 1.04 beds set 
up for each rated bed as against the ratio of 1.07 
in 1965. This ratio was found to be lowest in 
Prince Edward Island (0.86) and highest in one of 
its neighbouring Maritime provinces, New Bruns-
wick (1.19). With regard to the different types of 
mental institutions, the ratio of beds set up per 
rated bed was highest in public hospitals for 
mental defectives (1.06) followed by private 
mental hospitals (1.05), public mental hospitals 
(1.04), public psychiatric units (1.00), public psy-
chiatric and "other" public mental hospitals 
(0.98) and federal psychiatric units with the 
lowest ratio (0.96), 

Utilization 

In 1966, all mental institutions reported 24.8 
million patient-days of care, representing a de-
cline of 0.9 million (3.5 per cent) from the 1965 
total of 25.7 million patient-days. Increases in 
patient-days for public hospitals for mental defec-
tives (7.2 per cent), public psychiatric units (6.7 
per cent), private hospitals (3.4 per cent), "other" 
public mental hospitals (0.3 per cent) and public 
psychiatric hospitals (0.2 per cent) were offset 
by a significant decrease in the patient-days for 
public mental hospitals (8.1 per cent), and, to a 
lesser degree, the decrease in patient-days for 
federal psychiatric units (7.1 per cent). Regarding 
individual provinces, the most significant in-
crease in patient-days appeared in Alberta (1.9 
per cent) while noteworthy decreases were found 
in Ontario (5.3 per cent), Nova Scotia (21.6 per 
cent) and Saskatchewan (15.1 per cent). Of all re-
porting psychiatric units public units accounted 
for 60.2 per cent of total patient-days of care. 
The number of patient-days in these public units 
in 1966 was 1,008,011, an increase of 0.7 per 
cent over the 1965 figure of 1,000,631. 

On any given day the average number of pa-
tients in mental institutions in 1966 was 68,106, 
a decrease of slightly over three per cent from the 
1965 average of 70,539. The trend of gradual de-
cline in the average number of patients per 1,000 
population which has been observed since 1955 
continued in 1966 as this rate experienced a de-
cline from 3.6 in 1965 to 3.4 in 1966 (Chart 3). 
With the exception of Newfoundland (1.7), the pro-
vincial rates were clustered around the Canada 
rate ranging from 3.0 in Nova Scotia to 3.9 in 
Alberta. Public mental hospitals reported the 
highest daily rate per 1,000 population (2.2) fol-
lowed by public hospitals for mental defectives 
(0.9).

La proportion de lits installes par lit theorique, selon 
la categorie d'etablissement psychiatrique, etait la 
plus elevee dans les hopitaux publics pour deficients 
mentaux (1.06); venaient ensuite les hopitaux psy-
chiatriques prives (1.05), les hOpitaux publics pour 
maladies mentales (1.04), les quartiers psychiatriques 
publics (1.00) et les h5pitaux psychiatriques publics 
et "autres" h6pitaux publics pour maladies mentales 
(0.98); les quartiers psychiatriques federaux donnaient 
la proportion la moins elevee (0.96).

L'aug-
mentation des journees d'hospitalisation dans les 
hopitaux publics pour deficients mentaux (7.2 p. 100), 
les quartiers psychiatriques publics (6.7 p. 100), les 
hopitaux prives (3.4 p. 100), les "autres" hopitaux 
publics pour maladies mentales (0.3 p. 100) et les 
hopitaux psychiatriques publics (0.2 p. 100)etait 
compensee par une diminution considerable des journees 
d'hospitalisation dans les hopitaux publics pour 
maladies mentales (8.1 p. 100) et, dans une moindre 
mesure, par la reduction des journees d'hospitalisation 
dans les quartiers psychiatriques federaux (7.1 p. 100).

Le nombre moyen de malades pour un jour donne 
dans les etablissements psychiatriques etait en 1966 
de 68,106, soit une baisse d'un peu plus de 3 p. 100 
au regard de la moyenne de 70,539 en 1965. La ten-
dance a la baisse progressive du nombre moyen de 
malades pour 1,000 habitants, observee depuis 1955, 
s'est maintenue en 1966, le taux ayant baisse de 3.6 
p. 100 en 1965 a 3.4 p. 100 en 1966 (graphique 3). Sauf 
a Terre-Neuve (1.7), les taux dans chaque province 
voisinaient le taux de l'ensemble du pays, variant de

proportion quotidienne laplus elevee de malades pour

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At December 31, 1966, there were 76,273 
patients on books of all institutions (3.8 per 
1,000 population), representing a decrease of 
three per cent from the 1965 figure of 78,642. At 
year end, 80.5 per cent of all patients on books 
were in institutions-ranging from 72.9 in public 
psychiatric hospitals to 100.0 per cent in public 
and federal psychiatric units (Chart 4). In 1965, 
84.5 per cent of patients on books were actually 
in institutions. Of the patients not in institutions 
at December 31 three of five (58.0 per cent) were 
on probation. The residual proportion of patients 
not in institutions was either boarding out (34.2 
per cent), or otherwise absent (7.8 per cent) 
(Chart 5). During the past eight years statistics 
have revealed a steady decline in the percentage 
of patients (on books) in institutions (Charts 6 
and 7).

Percentage occupancy in all reporting insti-
tutions in 1966 was 99.6, a decline from the 
1965 figure of 102.2. The highest occupancy was 
recorded in private hospitals (101.9) followed by 
public mental hospitals (101.4) and hospitals for 
mental defectives (101.2). Psychiatric units in 
Federal Hospitals had the lowest percentage oc-
cupancy (81.1) (Chart 8). Provincially, the rate of 
occupancy ranged from 87.1 in Prince Edward 
Island to 107.4 in Quebec.

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Personnel 

In 1966 all reporting mental hospitals and 
psychiatric units employed personnel numbering 
46,093, representing an increase of 4.1 per cent 
from the 1965 total of 44,280. Of this total, 
42,124 or 91.4 per cent were employed in hospi-
tals, the remaining 3,969, 8.6 per cent in psy-
chiatric units. Almost all personnel in hospitals 
were full-time employees (94.7 per cent) while in 
psychiatric units 83.5 per cent of personnel were 
employed full-time. In both hospitals and psy-
chiatric units, nursing staff accounted for 56.1 
per cent and 57.2 per cent of the staff respec 
tively. In hospitals, the relative staff ratios 
were: administrative staff, 7.2 per cent: profes-
sional and technical staff, 6.9 per cent and medi-
cal staff, 3.1 per cent. In psychiatric units, 
medical staff made up 16.1 per cent of the -total 
personnel, followed by other professional and 
technical staff (12.4 per cent). 

Over the past decade the ratio of full-time 
personnel per 100 average number of patients has 
increased from year to year (Chart 9). In keeping 
with the trend, this ratio has increased from `57.1 
in 1965 to 61.2 in 1966. A concise comparison by 
province shows that this ratio ranged from 51.3 in 
Quebec to 86.1 in Newfoundland with the most 
significant increases occurring in Nova Scotia 
(from 59.9 to 77.7), Newfoundland (from 74.9 to

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hospitals there were 35.0 full-time nurses for 
every 100 patients, 4.5 administrative staff, 4.0 
other professional and technical staff, 1.1 medi-
cal staff and 16.6 other staff (Chart 10). In psy-
chiatric units there were 120 full-time personnel 
per 100 average number of patients. The nursing 
staff comprised the largest ratio (77.5) followed 
by other staff (19.4), other professional and tech-
nical staff (12.2) and medical staff (10.9).

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Services 

In 1966 ancillary services were provided 
under qualified supervision in 105 mental hospi-
tals. Social service and occupational therapy was 
available in 62.9 per cent of the hospitals and 
diagnostic X-ray service was reported by 57.1 per 
cent of the hospitals. More than half of the report-
ing hospitals (55.2 per cent) and (52.4 per cent) 
were equipped with electrocardiography service 
and out-patient services respectively. Almost 
half of the hospitals indicated provision for post 
discharge care for patients (49.5per cent). E.C.T. 
(electroconvulsive therapy) was carried on in 48.6 
per cent of all reporting hospitals. This year 53.3 
per cent of hospitals discharged patients on 
"trial week-ends", compared with 50.0 per cent 
in 1965. 

Services 

En 1966, 105 hopitaux pour maladies mentales 
dispensaient des services auxiliaires confies a des 
personnes competentes.

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Day and Night Centre Therapy Units 

In 1966, 19 such units were reported in oper-
ation in mental hospitals (15 day therapy units 
and 4 night-centre units), representing a de-
crease of 5 from the 24 reported in 1965. The 
majority of these units appeared in Ontario (9) 
and Quebec (6), Manitoba reported two, and New-
foundland and Saskatchewan each reported one. 
The average number of patient visits per day in 
1966 was 565, a substantial decrease from the 
1965 average of 988. On the other hand, night-
centres experienced an approximate three-fold 
increase in attendance, going from 82 in 1965 to 
226 in 1966. 

Training Facilities 
In 1966, training facilities affiliated with a 

medical school for undergraduate education were 
reported by 25.7 per cent of The reporting hospi-
tals, and three of ten hospitals (30.5 per cent) 
were approved for residencies in psychiatry. 
Formal training for psychiatric nurses and post-
graduate courses for registered nurses in psychi-
atric nursing were provided by 10.5 per cent and 
15.2 per cent of reporting hospitals respectively. 
Three out of ten hospitals (31.4 per cent) had 
affiliation for under-graduate nurses and 35.2 per 
cent of the hospitals provided a formal training 
program for auxiliary nursing personnel. Univer-
sity students were accepted by 19.0 per cent of 
reporting hospitals for further training in psycho-
logy and occupational therapy and by 27.6 per 
cent of hospitals for social service. 

Clinics and Out-patient Departments 

In 1966, 175 clinics and out-patient depart-
ments reported data pertaining to the type of 
patients served, number of full and part-time 
personnel, total sessions conducted during the 
year and the number of patients who attended 
clinics and out-patient departments throughout 
this same period. Most of these clinics (129) 
accepted both adults and children while 32 were 
for adults only and 14 for children only. The mean 
(average) number of sessions per clinic in 1966 
was 420.4 as against 413.7 in 1965 and 389.5 in 
1964. 

Total personnel employed numbered 3,381, of 
whom 68.6 per cent were .  full-time employees. 
Physicians accounted for the largest single group 
of reported personnel (26.5 per cent) followed by 
social workers (14.2 per cent), psychologists 
(12.2 per cent), nursing staff (14.5 per cent), 
therapists (5.0 per cent) and all other staff (main-
ly clerical) (27.6 per cent). The ratio of total 
personnel per 100 patients was 2.4 in 1966 as 
against 1.9 in 1965 and 1.8 in 1964. 

The number of patients attending clinics in 
1966 was 142,309 compared with 138,817 in 1965 
and 133,541 in 1964. Of this total number of pa-
tients, 44.6 per cent were reported as attending 
for the first time in 1166 as against 49.1 per cent 
in 1965 and 51.3 per cent in 1964. 

Centres therapeutiques diurnes et nocturnes 
En 1966, 19 de ces centres etaient declares en

Generalites

en activite en 1966, 94 ont presente des donnees fi-
nancieres.

FINANCES 

General 
Of 98 public mental hospitals operating in 

1966, 94 reported financial data. Coverage was 
better for financial statistics as there were 
64,374 rated beds in reporting hospitals, repre-
senting 99.8 per cent of the operating bed capac-
ity in public mental hospitals (98.6 per cent in 
1965). Finances are reported on a fiscal year 
basis (most of which coincides with the calendar 
year) while cost per patient-day calculations are 
based on patient-days for the calendar year. 

Operating Revenue 
Total reported operating revenue in 1966 

amounted to $231.4 million or $9.34 per patient-
day, representing an increase of approximately 13 
per cent over the revenue per patient-day in 1965 
($8.24). The sources from which this revenue 
were derived changed slightly from 1965 to 1966 
(on a proportional basis). The main sources of 
revenue were the provincial governments (89.5 per 
cent compared with 88.9 per cent in 1965). The 
federal government provided 2.3 per cent (2.6 per 
cent in 1965), municipal governments 0.5 per cent 
(1.1) and other sources 7.7 per cent (7.4) (Chart 
11). Comparison at the provincial level shows 
that provincial governments contributed more than 
79 per cent of total operating revenue in all prov-
inces except Nova Scotia (58.1 per cent) where 
municipal governments, which own 6 of the 8 
reporting hospitals, contributed 12.6 per cent of 
the total. The only other province in which munic-
ipal government made a noteworthy contribution 
to operating revenue was in New Brunswick (2.0 
per cent). The other significant source of oper-
ating revenue in Nova Scotia, which was non-
existent in 1965, was the provincial hospital 
insurance plan (18.7 per cent). In Quebec, the 
provincial hospital insurance plan was respon-
sible for 4.7 per cent of the province's total oper-
ating revenue. 

Variation was evidenced in the proportional 
distribution of operating revenue according to the 
type of hospital. Public hospitals for mental 
defectives received 95.0 per cent of their oper-
ating revenue from provincial governments fol-
lowed by mental hospitals (89.6 per cent), other 
mental hospitals (83.4 per cent) and psychiatric 
hospitals (67.6 per cent). The low proportion of 
operating revenue received by psychiatric hospi-
tals from provincial governments was comple-
mented by the percentage provided by the provin-
cial hospital insurance plans (23.3 per cent). The 
federal government contributed approximately two 
per cent of operating revenue to each type of 
hospital except psychiatric hospitals (0.5 per 
cent). 

Revenu de gestion 

Le revenu de gestion global en 1966 etait de 
231.4 millions de dollars, ou de $9.34 par journee 
d'hospitalisation, soit une augmentation de pres de 
13 p. 100 sur le montant de 1965 ($8.24). Les sources 
de ce revenu ont legerement change de 1965 a 1966

4.7 p. 100 de tout le revenu de gestion des h6pitaux 
de la province. 

La repartition proportionnelle du revenu de ges-
tion a valid selon la categorie d'hopitaux. Les hopi-
taux publics pour deficients mentaux ont obtenu 95 
p. 100 de leur revenu de gestion des gouvernements 
provinciaux, les hopitaux pour maladies mentales, 
89.6 p. 100, les autres h6pitaux pour maladies menta-
les, 83.4 *p. 100, et les hopitaux psychiatriques, 67.6 
p. 100. A la faible proportion du revenu de gestion 
que les hopitaux psychiatriques ont obtenu des gou-
vernements provinciaux s'ajoute le pourcentage regu 
des regimes provinciaux d'assurance-hospitalisation 
(23.3 p. 100). Le gouvernement federal a contribue 
pour environ 2 p. 100 du revenu de gestion pour chaque 
categorie d'hopitaux, sauf celle des hopitaux psy-
chiatriques (0.5 p. 100).

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Operating Expenditure 

Total reported operating expenditure in 1966 
was $241.2 million. Estimation for non-coverage 
raised the 1966 total by over one-half million 
dollars (Statement 1). When comparing total oper-
ating expenditure to total operating revenue in 
1966, it was found that expenditures exceeded 
revenues by $9.8 million or 4.2 per cent. Since 
1960, total operating expenditure has been greater 
than total operating revenue in reporting public 
mental hospitals (Chart 12).

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The largest expenditure item was salaries 
and wages (71.3 per cent), representing an in-
crease of 1.4 percentage points from the 1965 
proportion (69.9 per cent). The proportion of ex-
penditures allocated to food (the next largest 
single expenditure item) decreased slightly from 
9.8 per cent in 1965 to 8.9 per cent in 1966. Other 
supplies and equipment accounted for 10.7 per 
cent of operating expenditure (9.9 per cent in 
1965). The proportion of operating expenditure 
assigned to drugs and medical and surgical sup-
plies decreased slightly from 3.4 per cent in 1965 
to 3.3 per cent in 1966 as was the experience 
with fuel, electricity and water expenditure (from 
2.7 per cent in 1965 to 2.4 per cent in 1966) and 
depreciation expenditure (from 1.5 per cent in 
1965 to 1.2 per cent in 1966) (Chart 13).

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The percentage distribution of reported oper-
ating expenditure varied with the type of mental 
hospital. Salaries and wages represented the 
largest item of expenditure in hospitals for mental 
defectives (72.4 per cent) followed by mental 
hospitals (71.2 per cent), psychiatric hospitals 
(71.0 per cent) and other mental hospitals (68.8 
per cent). Food expenditure was the next largest 
single item, being greatest in public mental 
hospitals (9.2 per cent) and lowest in psychiatric 
hospitals (6;5 per cent). Public mental hospitals 
expended more for drugs (2.9 per cent) than did 
psychiatric hospitals (1.8 per cent), other mental 
hospitals (1.2 per cent) or hospitals for mental 
defectives (1.0 per cent). Expenditure for other 
supplies and equipment was 15.1 per cent in 
psychiatric hospitals whereas it accounted for 
approximately one-tenth of total operating expend-
iture in the other major classifications of hos-
pitals. The proportion of expenditure for all re-
maining items (medical and surgical supplies, 
fuel, electricity and water, interest on loans, 
depreciation and other) in the various types of 
mental hospitals ranged from 5.6 per cent to 10.0 
per cent of total operating expenditure.

Cost per patient-day in reporting mental 
hospitals in 1966 was $9.92, an increase of $1.59 
from the previous year's cost of $8.33. This cost 
was the highest of the decade. At the same time, 
the proportional increase in the cost per patient-
day from 1965 to 1966 (19.1 per cent) was the 
greatest ever experienced from one year to a suc-
ceeding year. Cost per patient-day was highest in 
psychiatric hospitals ($25.08) and other mental 
hospitals ($21.88) followed by mental hospitals 
($9.73) and hospitals for mental defectives ($8.98) 
(Chart 14). While costs have displayed a tendency 
to rise, the number of patient-days have been 
declining (by 3.5 per cent from 1965 to 1966). 

In terms of constant (1949) dollars the cost 
per patient-day from 1955 to 1966 has increased 
$3.55 or 142.6 per cent (Chart 15). Expenditure 
per capita in constant (1949) dollars has in-
creased from $3.64 in 1955 to $7.09 in 1966, a 
rise of $3.45 or 94.8 per cent. 

In the provinces, cost per patient-day varied 
from $8.28 in New Brunswick to $12.14 in New-
foundland. Cost per patient-day has always been 
significantly higher in Newfoundland than in the 
other provinces (Table 31). Salaries and wages 
per patient-day were greatest in Ontario ($8.18) 
and Saskatchewan ($7.98), and were lowest in 
New Brunswick ($5.87) and Prince Edward Island 
($5.91). The cost of food per patient-day was 
highest in Newfoundland ($2.12) while Quebec
