Types of Institution 

Mental institution — Mental hospitals and psychiatric 
units. 

Mental hospital — A hospital that provides treatment for 
all types of psychiatric conditions. 

Psychiatric hospital — A hospital that provides short-
term, intensive psychiatric treatment. 

Hospital for mental defectives — A hospital that provides 
care for mental defective patients. Included are training 
schools for the mental defective. 

Hospital for Emotionally Disturbed Children — A hospi-
tal that provides treatment and care to children with 
psychiatric disabilities classified as emotionally dis-
turbed. 

Other types — Special hospitals for alcoholics, aged and 
senile and epilepsy. 

Psychiatric unit — A unit within a hospital, organized for 
the treatment of patients with psychiatric disorders. 

Ownership 

The owner of the hospital is the person, group of 
persons, agency, or corporate body, in whose name the 
lease to the real estate is held; or if there is no lease, the 
registered owner according to the deed. 

Utilization 

Rated bed capacity — The number of beds that the insti-
tution is designed to accommodate. 

Beds set up — The number of beds actually set up in the 
hospital and available for accommodation of in-patients 
at December 31, whether or not actually occupied by a 
patient at that time. 

Patient-day — The period of service to an in-patient be-
tween the census taking hours on two successive days; 
includes the day of admission but excludes the day of 
separation. 

Average number of patients — The average number of 
patients in mental institutions on any particular day.

Medical staff -- Includes certified psychiatrists, fellows 
in psychiatry, other specialists and physicians, residents 
and interns as well as consultants. 

Nursing staff 	Includes graduates. students, affiliates, 
nursing assistants, orderlies and attendants. 

Other professional and technical staff - Includes den-
tists, psychologists, pharmacists, laboratory technolo-
gists and radiological technicians, occupational and 
physiotherapists. academic teachers, social workers, die-
titians, chaplains and others. 

Other staff - Includes employees of the dietary. laundry 
and housekeeping departments, building operation and 
maintenance. garden and farm and other departments. 

Services 

Specific services provided within the institution 
under the direction of a properly qualified person. In-
cludes such services as diagnostic X-ray, electrocardio-
graphy, occupational therapy. social service, aftercare. 
etc. 

Clinics and Out-patient Departments 

Clinic 	A unit formally organized to provide physi- 
cian's services in mental health for the diagnosis and 
treatment of patients on an ambulatory basis. 

Session - A session is of approximately one-half work-
ing-day's duration (3 to 4 hours). 

Finances 

Operating revenue --- Income that accrues during the 
year for the purpose of operation and maintenance of 
the hospital. 

Government in-patient revenue and grants -- Revenue 
accrued from government departments to pay for the 
care of specific patients or to assist the hospital in main-
taining services and in covering operating deficits. 

Operating expenditure - The cost, on an accrual basis. 
of operating and maintaining the hospital during the 
year. regardless of the amount of disbursements made 
during the year. 

Personnel

INTRODUCTION 

This report presents a detailed description of the 
services, facilities and finances of Canadian mental in-
stitutions as provided to the Dominion Bureau of 
Statistics for the reporting year 1967 as well as select-
ed historical tabulations and ratios dating back to 
1954. Financial data are limited to public hospitals as 
they are the only institutions required to report such 
information. 

The principal sources of the data are the Annual 
Returns of Mental Institutions - General and Finan-
cial. Supplementary data are taken from the Annual 
Returns of Psychiatric Units, the Annual Returns of 
Mental Health Clinics and Out-patient Departments and 
the Annual Returns of Hospitals (Forms HS-I and 
HS-2). Most reporting forms come to the Bureau 
through special arrangements made with the provincial 
offices, the balance being sent directly from the report-
ing institutions. 

Le present rapport renferme une description detaillee, 
fondee sur les chiffres communiqués au Bureau federal de la 
statistique pour Farm& 1967, des services, des installations 
et des finances des etablissements pour maladies mentales 
au Canada ainsi que certains taux et tableaux chronologi-
ques remontant a 1954. Les donnees financieres ne visent 
que les hopitaux publics, les seuls tenus de fournir ce genre 
de renseignements. 

Les principales sources de donnees sont les declara-
tions annuelles (generales et financieres) des etablissements 
pour maladies mentales. D'autres donnees sont tirees des 
declarations annuelles des quartiers psychiatriques, des ser-
vices de consultation externe et des cliniques pour maladies 
mentales, et des hOpitaux (formules HS-1 et HS-2). En 
vertu d'une entente, la plupart des declarations sont trans-
mises au Bureau par les autorites provinciales; les autres 
sont envoyees directement par les etablissements repon-
dants. 

FACILITIES AND SERVICES 
	

INSTALLATIONS ET SERVICES 

General 

There were 188 mental institutions operating in 
Canada in 1967, an increase of 11 from 1966. Cover-
age was virtually complete as only 4 institutions, repre-
senting 0.1 per cent of total operating bed capacity, 
failed to report. Despite the increase in operating insti-
tutions, rated bed capacity for Canada as a whole fell 
by 467 beds (less than one per cent) and the number 
of rated beds per 1,000 population dropped, for the 
sixth consecutive year, from 3.4 in 1966 to 3.3 in 
1967 (Chart 1). The most significant changes in rated 
bed capacity in 1967 occurred in Nova Scotia (- 640 
beds), Quebec (- 327) and Ontario (+ 380). Only New-
foundland (1.8) and Nova Scotia (2.6) fell outside the 
typical provincial pattern of between 3 and 4 rated 
beds per 1,000 population. Most of these rated beds 
(94.7 per cent) were in hospitals as opposed to units 
of other institutions (5.3 per cent) with public mental 
hospitals accounting for the largest proportion (60.7 
per cent) (Chart 2). 

In 1967, three in five (62.4 per cent) of the 
73,630 patients on books of mental institutions at 
December 31 were on the books of public mental 
hospitals (63.4 per cent in 1966) and an additional one 
in four patients (26.0 per cent) were on the books of 
public hospitals for mental defectives (Chart 2). 
"Other" public mental hospitals accounted for 3.7 per 
cent of patients on books followed by public psychi-
atric hospitals with 2.9 per cent. The number of 
patients on books has been declining since 1964 
(80,211) while the rate per 1,000 population began to 
decline in 1962 (Chart 3). 

Generalites 

En 1967, it y avait 188 etablissements pour maladies 
mentales en activite au Canada, soit 11 de plus qu'en 1966. 
Le champ de Penquete aurait ete integral n'eut ete l'absence 
de reponse de quatre etablissements representant 0.1 p. 100 
du nombre total de lits disponibles. Malgre une augmenta-
tion du nombre d'etablissements en activite, la capacity 
theorique pour l'ensemble du Canada a baisse de 467 lits 
(moins de 1 p. 100); la capacity theorique pour 1,000 habi-
tants a diminue pour une sixieme annee consecutive, pas-
sant de 3.4 a 3.3 (graphique 1). Les changements les plus 
importants du cote de la capacity theorique en 1967 ont eu 
lieu en Nouvelle-Ecosse (- 640 lits), au Quebec (- 327) et 
en Ontario (+ 380). Seules Terre-Neuve (1.8) et la Nouvelle-
Ecosse (2.6) se sont ecartees de la tendance typique (3 a 4 
tits pour 1,000 habitants). La plupart de ces lits (94.7 p. 
100) se trouvaient dans des hopitaux, par opposition aux 
quartiers d'autres etablissements (5.3 p. 100); les hOpitaux 
publics pour maladies mentales en accaparaient la plus forte 
proportion; soit 60.7 p. 100 (graphique 2). 

Le 31 decembre 1967, 62.4 p. 100 des 73,630 
malades inscrits dans les etablissements pour maladies men-
tales l'etaient dans les hopitaux publics pour maladies men-
tales (63.4 p. 100 en 1966) et 26.0 p. 100 l'etaient dans les 
hopitaux publics pour deficients mentaux (graphique 2). 
Les "autres" h6pitaux publics pour maladies mentales 
avaient 3.7 p. 100 des malades inscrits et les hopitaux 
psychiatriques publics, 2.9 p. 100. Le nombre de malades 
inscrits diminue depuis 1964 (80,211) et le taux pour 1,000 
habitants a commence a diminuer en 1962 (graphique 3).

Beds set up declined by 2.3 per cent from 
71,108 in 1966 to 69,442 in 1967 and the ratio of 
beds set up to rated beds went from 1.04 to 1.02, 
ranging from 0.87 in Prince Edward Island to 1.13 in 
New Brunswick (Chart 4). Public hospitals for mental 
defectives maintained the highest number of beds set 
up per rated bed (1.06) in 1967 followed by public 
mental hospitals and public psychiatric units (1.01 
each). Chart 4 shows that since 1963 the ratio of beds 
set up to rated beds has been approaching a 1:1 bal-
ance.

Utilization 

Patient-days of care as reported by all institu-
tions have been declining since 1963 (26.5 million) and 
the rate of decline has increased from 0.6 per cent be-
tween 1963 and 1964 to 2.8 per cent between 1966 
and 1967 when 23.8 million patient-days were report-
ed. The extent of the decline over the period in ques-
tion is portrayed graphically by Chart 5 which con-
siders patient-days as an index (1962 = 100). Over the 
period, the Canada index has fallen to 92.0. Only two 
provinces, New Brunswick (118.9) and Alberta (118.3), 
reported more patient-days in 1967 than in 1962. 
From 1966 to 1967 patient-days fell by some

697,000, as relatively modest increases in 	public 
psychiatric hospitals (41,000) and units (83,000) were 
more than offset by significant decreases in public 
mental hospitals (656,000) and public hospitals for 
Mental defectives (145,000). Regionally, the most 
notable increases in patient-days of care reported from 
1966 to 1967 occurred in Manitoba (28,000) and New-
foundland (20,000) while the largest decreases occur-
red in Quebec (264,000), Nova Scotia (213,000) and 
Ontario (153,000). 

The decline in percentage occupancy over the 
past few years is illustrated by Chart 6 which shows 
that percentage occupancy in all reporting institutions 
dropped from 98.5 in 1966 to 96.2 in 1967. Public 
hospitals for mental defectives experienced the highest 
occupancy (99.3) followed by public mental hospitals 
(97.5). In the provinces, percentage occupancy ranged 
from 111.2 in Manitoba to 81.6 in Prince Edward 
Island. 

On any given day in 1967 one could expect to 
find 65,400 patients in Canadian mental institutions, a 
decrease of 2.9 per cent from the 1966 daily average 
patient load of 67,400. The rate per 1,000 population 
declined from 3.4 in 1966 to 3.2 in 1967 in keeping 
with the trend of the last decade (Chart 7). In 1967, 
public mental hospitals had the largest daily patient 
load per 1,000 population (2.0) followed by public 
hospitals for mental defectives (0.8). Provincial varia-
tion was from 3.7 in New Brunswick and Alberta to 
1.8 in Newfoundland. 

At December 31, 1967 there were 73,630 pa-
tients reported on books of Canadian mental institu-
tions, a decrease of 3.5 per cent from the comparable 
1966 figure (76,273). The rate per 1,000 population 
also declined from 3.8 to 3.6 (Chart 8). At year end 
83.4 per cent of all patients on books were actually in 
institutions (84.0 per cent in 1966). The proportion of 
patients in institutions varied from 80.9 per cent in 
public psychiatric hospitals to 93.1 per cent in private 
hospitals (Chart 9). Patients not in institutions have 
increased as a proportion of patients on books from 
12.6 per cent of the total in 1962 to 16.6 per cent in 
1967. More than one half (54.8 per cent) of the pa-
tients not in institutions at December 31, 1967 were 
on probation while 36.8 per cent were boarding out 
and 8.4 per cent were otherwise absent. The location 
of patients not in institutions has changed markedly 
since 1962 as illustrated by Chart 10 which shows that 
in 1962 almost three quarters (73.4 per cent) of these 
patients were on probation as against one-half in 1967.

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al and technical staff (7.6), administrative staff (7.5) 
and medical staff (3.4). In total, more than 94 per 
cent of reported personnel were full-time employees. 
This relationship held true for the administrative, nurs-
ing and "other" categories but not for the other pro-
fessional and technical group where the ratio of full-
time to part-time personnel was in the order of 9:1 or 
for medical staff where the ratio was almost 1:1. 

The ratio of full-time personnel per 100 average 
number of patients rose from 59.3 in 1966 to 69.5 in 
1967, in keeping with the trend of the last decade 
(Chart 11). Chart 11 also shows that from 1966 to 
1967, this ratio rose in all provinces except Newfound-
land. By employment category there were 39.3 full-
time nursing personnel per 100 average number of pa-
tients followed by administrative staff (5.3), other 
professional and technical staff (5.0) and medical staff 
(1.3). All these ratios were higher in 1967 than in 
1966 (Chart 12). 

Detailed breakdowns of staffing patterns by 
employment categories are given in Tables 16 to 20. 
Within the administrative staff category, the 112 chief 
administrative officers reported in 1967 were some-
what evenly distributed among medical (43), psychi-
atric (32) and non-medical (37). Consultants made up

La proportion d'employes a plein temps par centaine 
de malades est passee de 59.3 a 69.5 entre 1966 et 1967, ce 
qui est conforme a la tendance de la derniere decennie 
(graphique 11). II ressort aussi du graphique 11 que ce rap-
port a augmente dans toutes les provinces, sauf a Terre-
Neuve. Le personnel infirmier comptait 39.3 employes a 
plein temps par centaine de malade, le personnel admi-
nistratif 5.3, les autres professionnels et techniciens 5.0 et 
le personnel medical 1.3. Tous ces rapports etaient supe-
rieurs a ceux de 1966 (graphique 12). 

Les tableaux 16 a 20 renferment des ventilations 
detaillees du personnel par categorie d'emploi. Chez le per-
sonnel administratif, les 112 postes de directeurs generaux 
sont repartis assez uniformement entre medecine (43), 
psychiatrie (32) et services non medicaux (37). Les consul-
tants representaient 28.5 p. 100 du personnel medical en 
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28.5 per cent of medical staff reported in 1967. Regis-
tered nurses (2.999), psychiatric nurses (2.620) and 
qualified nursing assistants (3,172) comprised the three 
largest groups in reported nursing staff. 

Services 

In 1967, ancillary services provided under quali-
fied supervision were reported by 92 hospitals. The 
most frequently reported services were occupational 
therapy (82 per cent of the hospitals) and social serv-
ice (78 per cent). Services reported by more than three 
out of five hospitals included diagnostic X-ray (67 per 
cent), electrocardiography and out-patient services (63 
per cent each). More than one half of the hospitals 
reported "trial week-ends" (57 per cent), E.C.T. (elec-
troconvulsive therapy) and after-care of discharged in-
patients (55 per cent each), and electroencephalo-
graphy (52 per cent). 

In 1967, mental hospitals reported 19 day-centre 
and 4 night-centre therapy units as against 15 day and 
4 night units in 1966. These units are available to 
patients on a voluntary basis. Most of the centres were 
located in Ontario (12) and Quebec (6). Manitoba had 
two units and Newfoundland, Nova Scotia and Sas-
katchewan each reported one unit.

Services 

Quatre-vingt-douze hOpitaux pour maladies mentales 
dispensaient des services auxiliaires confies a des personnes 
competentes. Les services les plus frequents etaient l'ergo-
therapie (82 p. 100 des hopitaux) et les services sociaux (78 
p. 100). Les services declares par plus de trois hopitaux sur 
cinq comprenaient des services de diagnostic radiographique 
(67 p. 100), des services electrocardiographiques et des ser-
vices de consultation externe (63 p. 100 chacun). Plus de la 
moitie (57 p. 100) des hopitaux ont accorde aux malades 
des conges de fin de semaine, ont fourni des services de 
therapie electroconvulsive (TEC) (55 p. 100) et des soins 
aux malades ayant deja obtenu leur conge et des services 
d'electroencephalographie (52 p. 100). 

Les hopitaux pour maladies mentales ont declare 19 
centres therapeutiques de jour et 4 de nuit, contre 15 et 4 
respectivement farm& precedente.

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Training Facilities 

There were 105 hospitals which reported training 
facilities in 1967. Almost one third of these hospitals 
(32) were affiliated with a medical school for under-
graduate education and 31 hospitals were approved for 
residencies in psychiatry. Some 34 hospitals provided 
affiliation for under-graduate nurses and 5,680 affili-
ates were given training during 1967. Training for an-
cillary nursing personnel was provided by 36 hospitals 
and 1.418 students were graduated during 1967. There 
were 21 hospitals which accepted university students 
for formal training in psychology and 21 hospitals 
which offered formal training in occupational therapy 
while 24 hospitals provided training in social work. 

Clinics and Out-patient Departments 

In 1967, 199 clinics and out-patient departments 
reported in excess of 183,700 patients. 52 per cent of 
whom had attended in the previous year and 48 per 
cent of whom were attending for the first time. Seven 
out of ten clinics and out-patient departments report-
ing (140) were for adults and children, two out of ten 
(38) were for adults only and one-tenth (21) were for 
children only. 

FINANCES 

General 

Financial data were reported by 96 of the 100 
operating public mental hospitals in 1967. There were 
4 public "other" hospitals which did not report either 
their financial position or sufficient data for estima-
tions to be made. These hospitals had a total rated bed 
capacity of 88 which amounted to 0.1 per cent of the 
total operating rated bed capacity of public mental 
hospitals in 1967. Finances are reported on a fiscal 
year basis (most of which coincides with the calendar 
year) while cost per patient-day calculations are based 
on patient-days for the calendar year. 

Moyens d'enseignement 

Cent cinq hOpitaux dispensent de l'enseignement. Pres-
que le tiers (32) etaient affilies a une faculte de medecine 
pour l'enseignement de premier cycle et 31 etaient agrees 
pour l'internat en psychiatrie. 11 y avail quelque 34 hOpitaux 

affilies aux fins de l'enseignement aux eleves en sciences 
infirmieres; 5,680 eleves ont recu une formation en 1967. 

La formation du personnel auxiliaire de soins infirmiers 
etait dispensee dans 36 hOpitaux et 1,418 eleves ont recu 
leur diplorne; 21 hopitaux acceptaient des etudiants d'uni-
versite aux cours de specialisation en psychologie, 21 of-
fraient des cours en ergotherapie et 24 en admettaient a des 
cours de travail social. 

Cliniques et services de consultation externe 

En 1967, 199 cliniques et services de consultation 
externe ont declare plus de 183,700 'naiades, dont 52 p. 
100 avaient ete soignes l'annee precedente et 48 p. 100 
etaient soignes pour la premiere fois. Sept sur dix de ces 
services (140) etaient a ('intention des adultes et des en-

fants, deux sur dix (38) etaient reserves aux adultes et un 
sur dix (21) ne soignait que les enfants. 

FINANCES 

Generalites 

Quatre-vingt-seize des 100 hOpitaux publics pour 
maladies mentales ont presente des donnees financieres 
pour 1967; 4 "autres" hopitaux publics n'ont pas fait con-
naitre leur situation financiere ou n'ont pas fourni des don-
nees suffisantes pour qu'on puisse en tirer des estimations. 
Ces hOpitaux avaient une capacite theorique de 88 lits, soit 
0.1 p. 100 de la capacite theorique des hopitaux publics 
pour maladies mentales. Les finances sont declarees pour 
l'annee financiere (qui coincide la plupart du temps avec 
l'annee civile), he calcul des frais par journee d'hospitalisa-
tion se fait suivant le nombre de journees d'hospitalisation 
de l'annee civile. 

Operating Revenue 

In 1967, total reported operating revenue 
amounted to S272.8 million or S12.12 per patient-day. 
Provincial governments were the source of 88.4 per 
cent of this revenue while the federal government con-

tributed 1.9 per cent and municipal governments 0.1 
per cent (Chart 13). Provincial hospital insurance con-
tributions increased from 2.0 per cent of total operat-
ing revenue in 1966 to 4.2 per cent in 1967 as Ontario 

became the third province to report revenue from this 

Recettes ordinaires 

En 1967, les recettes ordinaires atteignaient 272.8 

millions de dollars, soit S12.12 par journee d'hospitalisa-
tion; 88.4 p. 100 de ces recettes provenaient des administra-
tions provinciales 1.9 p. 100 de ('administration federale et

provincial Plan portion of operating revenue increased 

from 18.7 per cent of the total in its initial year 
(1966) to 34.8 per cent in 1967. 

There was considerab'e variation in the sources 
of revenue by type of hospital (Chart 13). Federal 

government contributions to all types of hospitals ex-
cept psychiatric (0.6 per cent) were in the order of 2 

per cent while provincial government participation 
varied from 95.8 per cent of total operating revenue in 
hospitals for mental defectives to 58.7 per cent in 

psychiatric hospitals. Provincial Plan contributions ac-
counted for almost one third (32.7 per cent) of operat-
ing revenue in psychiatric hospitals in 1967 as against 
23.3 per cent in 1966. In mental hospitals, plan con-
tributions more than doubled from 1966 (1.0 per cent 
of total operating revenue) to 1967 (2.5 per cent). 
Provincial Plans contributed to the operating revenue 
of "other" mental hospitals (5.5 per cent) for the first 

time in 1967.

Operating Expenditure 

Total reported operating expenditure for 1967 
amounted to $274.9 million. Salaries and wages ac-
counted for 72.9 per cent of operating expenditure fol-
lowed by other supplies and equipment (10.7 per 
cent), food (7.6 per cent), drugs (2.4 per cent) and 
fuel, electricity and water (2.2 per cent) as illustrated 
by Chart 14 which also demonstrates the variance in 
expenditure components with hospital type. 

It should be noted that cost per patient-day data 
for Newfoundland have been deleted from the 1967 
report since these data have been found to be not 
comparAble with that of other provinces. 

Frais de fonctionnement 

En 1967, les frais de fonctionnement se sont eleves 
A 274.9 millions de dollars. La remuneration representait 
72.9 p. 100 de ces frais, les autres fournitures et le mate-
riel 10.7 p. 100, les aliments 7.6 p. 100, les medicaments 
2.4 p. 100 et le chauffage, l'electricite et l'eau 2.2 p. 100 
comme on le voit au graphique 14, qui fait voir egalenient 
la variation des postes de depenses suivant le genre 

d'hopital. 

Les frais par journee d'hospitalisation A Terre-Neuve 
ne figurent pas dans le bulletin de 1967 parce qu'ils ne 

sont pas comparables a ceux des autres provinces. 

Cost per patient-day in reporting hospitals rose 
by $2.15 from $10.08 in 1966 to $12.23 in 1967, 
ranging from $13.73 in Nova Scotia to $8.86 in New 
Brunswick. Cost per patient-day was much higher in 
psychiatric hospitals ($32.56) than in either mental 
hospitals ($11.70) or hospitals for mental defectives 

($11.09). Salaries and wages accounted for 75.1 per 
cent of the expenditures of psychiatric hospitals fol-
lowed by hospitals for mental defectives (73.5 per 
cent) and mental hospitals (72.7 per cent). Approxi-
mately 8 per cent of total expenditures went for food 
in all types of hospitals except psychiatric (4.9 per 

cent). Expenditures on drugs were less than 2 per cent 
of the total in all except mental hospitals (3.1 per 
cent). 

Les frais par journee d'hospitalisation dans les hopi-
taux sont passes de $10.08 a $12.23 (+ $2.15). Sur le 
plan provincial, ils variaient entre $13.73 (Nouvelle-
Ecosse) et $8.86 (Nouveau-Brunswick). Its etaient de 
beaucoup superieurs dans les hopitaux psychiatriques 
($32.56) que dans les hopitaux pour maladies mentales 

($11.70) ou dans les h6pitaux pour deficients mentaux 
($11.09). La remuneration representait 75.1 p. 100 des 
depenses des h6pitaux psychiatriques, 73.5 p. 100 de cel-
les des h6pitaux pour deficients mentaux et 72.7 p. 100 
de celles des hopitaux pour maladies mentales. Environ 8 
p. 100 des depenses totales ont ete consacrees aux ali-
ments dans tous les genres d'hopitaux, sauf les hopitaux 
psychiatriques (4.9 p. 100). Les depenses en medicaments 
ont ete inferieures a 2 p. 100 des depenses totales dans 

tous les hopitaux, sauf dans les hopitaux pour maladies 

mentales (3.1 p. 100). 
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In terms of current dollars, cost per patient-day 
increased more than one and one quarter times from 
1961 to 1967 (129.5 per cent) and the increment 
added each year has been proportionally larger (Chart 
15). Part of the rise in this cost ratio is due to the fact 
that the patient-days used in these calculations have 
been declining by approximately 3 per cent per annum 
since 1963. Inspection of Table 29 reveals that cost 
per patient-day has risen much more rapidly in Quebec 
than in the other provinces. While cost per patient-day 
has more than doubled since 1961 in four provinces, 
the 1967 Quebec index (1961 = 100) has more than 
tripled (369.5) and affected the 1967 Canada index of 
229.5 to the extent that the 1967 Canada index ex-
cluding Quebec would have been 197.6. 

Inflationary pressures on the Canadian dollar 
over the period in question were responsible for much 
of the cost rise. Chart 15 shows that in terms of con-
stant (1961) dollars, cost per patient-day increased by 
almost 57 per cent from 1961 to 1967 (1967= 156.8). 
The chart also shows that since 1961, hospital costs 
have risen by just over 25 per cent when considered in 
terms of constant (1961) dollars on a per capita basis 
(1967= 127.2). Cost per patient-day and per capita are 
compared on a current and constant (1961) dollar 
basis for the period 1961-1967 in Chart 16. 

Les frais par journee d'hospitalisation.. en dollars 
courants, ont augmento de plus d'une fois et quart de 
1961 a 1967 (129.5 p. 100) et la majoration a Ote pro-
portionnellement plus forte chaque année (graphique 15).

Au cours de la periode observee, les pressions infla-
t io nnistes ont ete grandement responsables de cette 
hausse. Le graphique 15 revele que les frais par journee 
d'hospitalisation, en dollars constants (1961), ont augmen-
te de presque 57 p. 100 de 1961 a 1967 (1967 =156.8).11 
montre egalement que. depuis 1961, les depenses des 
hopitaux ont ,progresse d'un peu plus de 25 p. 100 par 
habitant (1967 = 127.2), si les calculs sont faits en dollars 
constants (1961). Le graphique 16 fournit, pour la pe-
riode de 1961 a 1967, une comparaison des frais par jour-
née d'hospitalisation et par habitant en dollars courants et 
en dollars constants (1961).
