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PREFACE 

A wide range of hospital statistics relating 
to facilities available, services provided, per-
sonnel employed, training facilities and finances 
of general and allied special hospitals, mental 
institutions and tuberculosis sanatoria in Canada 
are produced by the Institutions Section of the 
Health and Welfare Division of the Dominion 
Bureau of Statistics. A series of twelve annual 
reports and one quarterly series are published to 
convey to the user the statistics collected. 

Statistics on hospitals have been compiled 
by the Dominion Bureau of Statistics since 1931 
and since then have been published in varying 
degrees of detail. The current list of publications 
is as follows:

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EXPLANATORY NOTES AND GLOSSARY 

Population 

June 1 population figures as enumerated in Census 
years or estimated for inter-censal years. 

Financial data reported generally do not represent 
a calendar year but rather a 12-month fiscal period, most 
of which occurs within the calendar year. 

Per diem costs employ patient-days for the calen-
dar year ending December 31. 

Types of Institution 

Mental institution — Mental hospitals and psychiatric 
units. 

Mental hospital — A hospital that provides treatment for 
all types of psychiatric conditions. 

Psychiatric hospital — A hospital that provides short-
term, intensive psychiatric treatment. 

Hospital for Retardates — A hospital that provides 
care for mental defective patients. Included are training 
schools for the mental defective. 

Hospital for Emotionally Disturbed Children — A hospi-
tal that provides treatment and care to children with 
psychiatric disabilities classified as emotionally dis-
turbed. 

Other types — Special hospitals for alcoholics, aged and 
senile and epilepsy. 

Psychiatric unit — A unit within a hospital, organized for 
the treatment of patients with psychiatric disorders. 

Ownership 

The owner of the hospital is the person, group of 
persons, agency, or. corporate body, in whose name the 
lease to the real estate is held; or if there is no lease, the 
registered owner according to the deed. 

Lay — A hospital owned by a voluntary lay body. 

Religious — A hospital owned by a religious organi-
zation. 

Municipal — A hospital owned by a city, town, county, 
municipality, or by districts or bodies which are em-
powered to levy taxes. 

Provincial — A hospital owned by a branch, division or 
department of a provincial government or a territorial 
government or by a provincially controlled institution 
such as a university.

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Utilization 

Rated bed capacity — The number of beds that the insti-
tution is designed to accommodate. 

Beds set up — The number of beds actually set up in the 
hospital and available for accommodation of in-patients 
at December 31, whether or not actually occupied by a 
patient at that time. 

Patient-day — The period of service to an in-patient be-
tween the census taking hours on two successive days; 
includes the day of admission but excludes the day of 
separation. 

Average number of patients — The average number of 
patients in mental institutions on any particular day. 

Personnel 

Full-time personnel — Persons employed on a full-time 
basis, i.e., regularly employed throughout the hospital's 
full workweek. 

Part-time personnel — Persons employed on a part-time 
basis, i.e., regularly employed on selected days or partial 
days in the hospital's workweek. 

Administrative staff — Includes the chief administrative 
officers, matrons or superintendents of nurses and other 
administrative staff (controller, secretary, business man-
ager and general office staff). 

Medical staff — Includes certified psychiatrists, fellows 
in psychiatry, other specialists and physicians, residents 
and interns as well as consultants. 

Nursing staff — Includes graduates, students, affiliates, 
nursing assistants, orderlies and attendants. 

Other professional and technical staff — Includes den-
tists, psychologists, pharmacists, laboratory technolo-
gists and radiological technicians, occupational and 
physiotherapists, academic teachers, social workers, die-
titians, chaplains and others. 

Other staff — Includes employees of the dietary, laundry 
and housekeeping departments, building operation and 
maintenance, garden and farm and other departments. 

Services 

Specific services provided within the institution 
under the direction of a properly qualified person. In-
cludes such services as diagnostic X-ray, electrocardio-
graphy, occupational therapy, social service, aftercare, 
etc. 

Clinics and Out-patient Departments 

Clinic — A unit formally organized to provide physi-
cian's services in mental health for the diagnosis and 
treatment of patients on an ambulatory basis. 

Session — A session is of approximately one-half work-
ing-day's duration (3 to 4 hours). 

Utilisation 

Capacite theorique — Nombre de lits pour lequel est concu 
fetablissement.

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INTRODUCTION 

This report contains a detailed description of the 
services and facilities of all Canadian mental institu-
tions as well as financial data pertaining to public 
mental hospitals for the reporting year 1969. Selected 
historical tabulations and ratios dating back to 1955 
are also shown. The principal sources of these data are 
the Annual Returns of Mental Institutions — General 
and Financial. Supplementary data are taken from the 
Annual Returns of Mental Health Clinics, the Annual 
Returns of Psychiatric Units and the Annual Returns 
of Hospitals (Forms HS - 1 and HS - 2). By special 
agreement most reporting forms are received by the 
Dominion Bureau of Statistics via the respective 
provincial offices, the remainder being sent directly by 
the reporting institutions themselves. 

Le present bulletin decrit, de facon detaillee, les 
services et les installations des etablissements canadiens 
pour maladies mentales et presente des donnees d'ordre 
financier sur les hopitaux publics pour maladies mentales 
pour l'annee 1969.

FACILITIES AND SERVICES 

General 

There were 228 mental institutions in operation 
in Canada in 1969, an increase of 11 over 1968. 
Coverage was virtually complete in 1969 as the 226 
institutions which reported data represented 99.96 per 
cent of the total rated bed capacity of all institutions 
in operation. When comparing 1968 data to 1969 data 
in this report, it should be noted that revisions have 
been made to the historical tables to include data on 
Quebec foyers which were excluded from the 1968 
report. 

Despite the increase in operating institutions, 
rated bed capacity for Canada as a whole decreased by 
4,700 beds (6.6 per cent) from 1968 to 1969 and the 
number of rated beds per 1,000 population dropped 
from 3.4 in 1968 to 3.2 in 1969 (Chart 1). This 
substantial decrease in rated beds was brought about 
largely by the deletion of 3,041 beds in Ontario 
public mental hospitals. In the provinces, only British 
Columbia (76) and Saskatchewan (60) increased their 
rated bed capacities from 1968 to 1969. Rated bed 
capacity in the Atlantic provinces remained unchanged 
from 1968 and fell in the other provinces, most 
notably in Ontario (— 2,738) and Quebec (— 1,136). 
Most of these beds (93.4 per cent) were located in 
hospitals as opposed to units of other institutions with 
public mental hospitals accounting for the largest 
proportion (59.1 per cent) (Chart 2). 

In 1969, three fifths (60.4 per cent) of patients 
on books at December 31 were on the books of public 
mental hospitals and 28.0 per cent were on the books 
of public hospitals for retardates (Chart 2). Histori- 

INSTALLATIONS ET SERVICES 

Generalites 

En 1969, il y avait au Canada 228 etablissements 
pour maladies mentales en activite, soit 11 de plus qu'en

cally, patients on books at December 31 reached a 
peak of 80,211 in 1964 and has been declining steadily 
since then, while the rate per 1,000 population has 
declined from 4.3 in 1962 to 3.2 in 1969 (Chart 3). 

Beds set up in reporting mental institutions 
declined from 69,219 in 1968 to 66,793 in 1969, a 
drop of 3.5 per cent. The ratio of beds set up to rated 
beds, for all institutions, went from 0.97 in 1968 to 
1.00 in 1969 (Chart 4). The Chart also shows that, 
provincially, this ratio varied from 0.84 in Prince 
Edward Island to 1.19 in Manitoba, in 1969. Public 
hospitals for retardates had the highest ratio of beds 
set up per rated bed (1.06) followed by public 
psychiatric hospitals (1.00). 

Utilization 

Patient-days of care as reported by all institu-
tions declined from 23.9 million in 1968 to 22.8 
million in 1969 (4.6 per cent). Patient-days of care as 
reported by all institutions has been declining since 
1963 (26.5 million) as illustrated by Chart 5 which 
portrays the decline in terms of index numbers 
(1963 = 100). The chart shows that, over the period, 
the Canada index has fallen to 86.2 in 1969. Provin-

Percentage occupancy in all reporting institu-
tions rose from 92.3 in 1968 to 94.0 in 1969 as only 
public hospitals for retardates recorded lower percent-
age occupancies, as a group, in 1969 than in 1968 
(Chart 6). Nevertheless public hospitals for retardates 
experienced the highest occupancy in 1969 (99.9) 
followed by private mental hospitals (95.5). Regionally 
percentage occupancy varied from 110.5 in Manitoba 
to 81.1 in Prince Edward Island.

In keeping 
with the trend of the last decade, the rate per 1,000 
population declined from 3.1 in 1968 to 3.0 in 1969 
(Chart 7). Over the same period, the average number of 
patients per hospital on a given day fell from 337 
to 287. 

There were 66,934 patients reported on the 
books of Canadian mental institutions at December 31, 
1969, a decrease of 5.1 per cent from the comparable 
1968 figure (70,508). The rate per 1,000 population 
also declined from 3.4 in 1968 to 3.2 in 1969 (Chart 
8). At year-end 86.2 per cent of all patients on books 
were actually in institutions (including residential units 
and foyers 7.5 per cent). The proportion of patients in 
institutions varied from 100.0 per cent in private 
hospitals to 74.4 per cent in public mental hospitals 
(Chart 9). Patients not in institutions constituted 13.1 
per cent of patients on books in 1969. Almost two 
thirds of these patients (64.9 per cent) were on 
probation while the remainder were in boarding homes 
(21.7 per cent) and otherwise absent (13.4 per cent). 
Chart 10 illustrates how these proportions have altered 
since 1962 when 73.4 per cent of patients not in 
institutions were on probation with 16.4 per cent 
boarding out and 10.2 per cent otherwise absent.

Total personnel employed in all reporting mental 
hospitals in 1969 numbered 50,831, an increase of 3.9 
per cent over the 48,931 personnel reported in 1968. 
Nursing staff accounted for 53.5 per cent of total 
reported personnel in 1969 followed by other profes-
sional and technical staff (9.0), administrative staff 
(8.5) and medical staff (3.3). In total, 92.8 per cent of 
reported personnel were full-time employees. The ratio 
of full-time to part-time employees was in the order of 
9:1 or greater for all above mentioned employee 
groups except medical staff which were in the order 
of 5:4. 

The ratio of full-time personnel per 100 average 
number of patients rose in all provinces from 1968 to 
1969 and the Canada ratio reached 84.1, more than 
double the 1960 ratio of 40.2 (Chart 11). By employ-
ment category there were 45.9 full-time nursing 
personnel per 100 average number of patients followed 
by administrative staff and other professional and 
technical staff (73 each) and medical staff (1.7). These 
staff ratios were all higher in 1969 than in 1968 
(Chart 12). 

Staffing patterns by employment categories for 
1969 are described in detail in Tables 16 to 20. In the 
administrative staff category the 128 chief administra-
tive officers were distributed among medical (39), 
psychiatric (35) and non-medical (54). Almost one 
third (32.7 per cent) of medical staff in reporting 
hospitals were psychiatrists. Consultants made up 23.8 
per cent of medical staff reported. Registered nurses 
(3,694), psychiatric nurses (2,964) and qualified nurs-
ing assistants (4,102) accounted for 39.5 per cent of 
reported nursing staff. 

Services 

In 1969, some 101 hospitals reported ancillary 
services provided under qualified supervision. In excess 
of 80 per cent of these hospitals provided occupational 
therapy and social service. More than 60 per cent of 
the hospitals reported after-care of discharged in-
patients, out-patient services and diagnostic X-ray 
while more than one half of the hospitals reported 
ETC (electroconvulsive therapy), trial week-ends and 
electrocardiography. 

In 1969 there were 32 hospitals which reported 
day-centre therapy units and 10 hospitals which 
reported night-centre therapy units as compared with 
27 day-centre and 8 night-centre units reported in 
1968. These units which are available to patients on a 
voluntary basis were located mainly in Ontario (23) 
and Quebec (9). Manitoba reported 4 units followed by 
Nova Scotia (3), Saskatchewan (2) and Newfoundland 
(1). 

Personnel 

En 1969, le nombre total de personnes employees 
dans l'ensemble des etablissements pour maladies men-
tales haft de 50,831, soit une augmentation de 3.9 p. 100 
par rapport a 1968 (48,931). Le personnel infirmier repre-
sentait, en 1969, 53.5 p. 100 de l'effectif; venaient ensuite 
les autres membres du personnel professionnel et techni-
que (9.0), le personnel administratif (8.5) et le personnel 
medical (3.3). Au total, 92.8 p. 100 du personnel declare 
etait employe a plein temps. Le rapport des employes a 
plein temps aux employes a temps partiel etait d'environ 
9 contre 1 ou meme plus eleve dans tous les groupes 
l'exception du personnel medical (5 contre 4). 

La proportion d'employes a plein temps pour un 
nombre moyen de 100 malades a augmente, entre 1968 et 
1969, dans toutes les provinces; a l'echelle du Canada, la 
proportion a atteint 84A, soit deux fois plus qu'en 1960 
(40.2) (Graphique 11). La repartition par categorie d'em-
ploi montre que le personnel infirmier comptait 45.9 em-
ployes a plein temps par centaine de malades, le personnel 
administratif et les autres membres du personnel profes-
sionnel et technique, 7.3 chacun et le personnel medical, 
1.7. Tous ces rapports ont ete superieur a ceux de 1968 
(Graphique 12). 

Les Tableaux 16 a 20 presentent des ventilations 
detainees du personnel par categorie d'emploi pour 1969. 
Chez le personnel administratif, les 128 postes de direc-
teurs generaux se repartissent comme suit: medecine (39), 
psychiatrie (35) 'et services non medicaux (54). Les psy-
chiatres representent pres du tiers (323 p. 100) du per-
sonnel medical declare et les medecins consultants, 23.8 
p. 100. Les infirmieres autorisees (3,694), les infirmieres 
psychiatriques (2,964) et les infirmieres auxiliaires diplo-
mees (4,102) constituent 39.5 p. 100 du personnel 
infirmier. 

Services 

En 1969, 101 h6pitaux ont assure des services auxi-
bakes sous la surveillance de personnes qualifiees. Plus de 
80 p. 100 d'entre eux offraient des services sociaux et des 
services d'ergotherapie; plus de 60 p. 100 des h6pitaux 
ont declare avoir donne des soins post-hospitaliers et 
assure des services de radiodiagnostic et de consultation 
externes; et plus de 50 p. 100 ont accorde des conges de 
fm de semaine et fourni des services de therapie par elec-
trochocs et d'electrocardiographie. 

En 1969, 32 hopitaux ont declare des centres thera-
peutiques de jour et 10 des centres therapeutiques de nuit, 
contre 27 centres de jour et 8 de nuit en 1968. Les soins 
dorm& par ces centres sont facultatifs; la plupart d'entre 
eux sont situes en Ontario (23) et au Quebec (9). Le 
Manitoba en compte 4, la Nouvelle-Ecosse 3, la Saskat-
chewan 2 et Terre-Neuve 1.

Training Facilities 

Training facilities were reported by 118 hospitals 
in 1969. There were 34 hospitals which were affiliated 
with medical schools for under-graduate education and 
33 hospitals which were approved for residencies in 
psychiatry. The 6 hospitals with approved schools of 
nursing had 86 graduates in 1969. Affiliation for 
under-graduate nurses was provided by 34 hospitals 
which gave training to 6,472 affiliates during the year. 
Formal training programs for ancillary nursing person-
nel were provided by 40 hospitals in 1969 and 2,175 
students were graduated during the year. There were 
30 hospitals which accepted university students for 
formal training in psychology while 25 hospitals 
offered formal training in occupational therapy and 34 
hospitals provided training in social work. 

Clinics and Out-patient Departments 

The 212 clinics and out-patient departments 
which reported in 1969 had 204,149 patients during 
the year, 53 per cent of whom had attended in the 
previous year and 47 per cent of whom were attending 
for the first time. More than 70 per cent of these 
clinics and out-patient departments (154) were for 
adults and children while 20 per cent (41) were for 
adults only and 8 per cent (17) were for children only. 

FINANCES 

General 

In 1969, financial data were reported by 104 of 
the 108 public "mental" hospitals in operation. The 4 
hospitals which did not report either their financial 
position or sufficient data for estimations to be made 
had a total rated bed capacity of 144 which amounted 
to 0.2 per cent of the total operating rated bed 
capacity of public "mental" hospitals in 1969. 

Formation 

En 1969, 118 hOpitaux se sont occupes de forma-
tion. On a denombre 34 h6pitaux affilies a une faculte de 
medecine pour l'enseignement medical universitaire et 33 
h6pitaux autorises a offrir des postes de residents en 
psychiatrie. Les 6 hOpitaux ayant une ecole reconnue de 
sciences infirmieres ont decerne des diplOmes a 86 infir-
mieres en 1969. Les 34 hOpitaux affilies a une ecole de 
sciences infirmieres ont accueilli 6,472 eleves. La forma-
tion du personnel auxiliaire de soins infirmiers a ete 
assuree par 40 hOpitaux, et 2,175 eleves ont obtenu leur 
diplorne. Trente h6pitaux ont accepte des etudiants en 
psychologie, 25 ont donne des cours d'ergotherapie et 34 
des cours d'assistance sociale. 

Cliniques et services de consultation externe 

En 1969, 212 cliniques et services de consultation 
externe ont declare 204,149 malades, dont 53 p. 100 
avaient ete soignes Vann& precedente et 47 p. 100 etaient 
soignes pour la premiere fois. Plus de 70 p. 100 (154) de 
ces services etaient ouverts aux adultes et aux enfants, 20 
p. 100 (41) etaient reserves aux adultes et 8 p. 100 (17) 
aux enfants. 

FINANCES 

Generalites 

En 1969, 104 des 108 hOpitaux publics pour mala-
dies mentales en activite ont presente des donnees finan-
cieres; les 4 autres etablissements qui n'ont pas fait con-
naltre leur situation financiere ou qui n'ont pas fourni des 
donnees suffisantes pour que l'on puisse en tirer des esti-
mations avaient une capacite theorique de 144 lits, ce qui 
represente 0.2 p. 100 de la capacite theorique totale de 
l'ensemble des hopitaux pour maladies mentales en acti-
vite en 1969. 

It should be noted that finances are reported on 
a fiscal year basis (most of which coincides with the 
calendar year) while cost per patient-day calculations 
are based on patient-days for the calendar year. In this 
regard, financial data for the province of British 
Columbia have been estimated to bring the reported 
financial data which represent the fiscal year 1968 - 69 
more in line with the non-financial data which represent 
the calendar year 1969. These estimates will subse-
quently be revised (as is the case with 1968 British 
Columbia financial data in this report) and published 
in the 1970 report. 

Il y a lieu de preciser que ces renseignements por-
tent sur ram& financiere (qui coincide la plupart du 
temps avec l'annee civile), tandis que le calcul des frais par 
journee d'hospitalisation se fait suivant le nombre de 
journees d'hospitalisation de l'annee civile. A cet egard, it 
convient de souligner que les donnees d'ordre pecuniaire 
pour la Colombie-Britannique ont ete estimees de facon a 
ramener les donnees financieres declarees pour l'exercice 
financier 1968 - 69 sur la meme base que les donnees qui 
n'ont pas un caractere strictement financier et qui portent 
sur l'annee civile 1969. Par la suite, ces chiffres seront 
revises et publics dam le bulletin relatif a ram& 1970, 
comme on publie les chiffres rectifies de la Colombie-
Britannique pour 1968 dans la presente edition. 
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It should also be noted that cost per patient-day 
data for the province of Newfoundland are not shown 
in this report since these data have been found to be 
not comparable with that of the other provinces. 

Operating Revenue 

In 1969 total reported operating revenue a-
mounted to $343.9 million. Provincial governments 
provided 88.9 per cent of this revenue and the federal 
government contributed 1.1 per cent. Provincial hospi-
tal insurance plans were the source of 5.7 per cent of 
total operating revenue (Chart 13). Sources of revenue 
varied considerably with type of hospital. Federal 
government contributions to all types of hospitals 
except psychiatric (0.2 per cent) were in the order of 1 
per cent while provincial government contributions 
varied from 97.1 per cent of the total operating revenue 
of hospitals for retardates to 16.0 per cent of total 
operating revenue of psychiatric hospitals. Provincial 
Plan contributions made up 71.8 per cent of the 
operating revenue of psychiatric hospitals. In mental 
hospitals Plan contributions amounted to 2.3 per cent 
of operating revenue and in "other" hospitals 6.6 per 
cent. 

II faut egalement noter que les donnees sur les frais 
par journee d'hospitalisation des etablissements de Terre-
Neuve ont ete supprimees parce qu'elles ne sont pas com-
parables a celles des autres provinces. 

Recettes ordinaires 

En 1969, les recettes ordinaires se sont elevees a 
343.9 millions de dollars, dont 88.9 p. 100 provenaient 
des gouvernements provinciaux et 1.1 p. 100 du gouverne-
ment federal. La contribution des regimes provinciaux 
d'assurance-hospitalisation s'est elevee a 5.7 p. 100 (Gra-
phique 13). Les sources de revenu varient considerable-
ment selon la categorie d'etablissement. Ainsi, la contri-
bution du gouvernement federal a toutes les categories 
d'hOpitaux, a l'exception des etablissements psychiatri-
ques (0.2 p. 100), a ete de l'ordre de 1 p. 100, tandis que 
la part des gouvernements provinciaux variait entre 97.1 
p. 100 de l'ensemble des recettes ordinaires des hOpitaux 
pour attardes et 16.0 p. 100 des recettes des hOpitaux 
pour maladies mentales. La participation des regimes pro-
vinciaux d'assurance-hospitalisation representait 71.8 p. 
100 des recettes ordinaires dans le cas des hopitaux psy-
chiatriques, 2.3 p. 100 dans celui des hopitaux pour 
maladies mentales et 6.6 p. 100 pour les "autres" 
hopitaux. 

Operating Expenditure 

Total reported operating expenditure for 1969 
reached $352.2 million. Salaries and wages made up 
75.9 per cent of total operating expenditure followed 
by other supplies and equipment (9.4 per cent), food 
(6.4 per cent), drugs (2.2 per cent) and fuel, electricity 
and water (1.9 per cent) (Chart 14). Chart 14 shows 
that these percentage relationships remained relatively 
stable for the different types of mental hospitals. 

Cost per patient-day in reporting hospitals rose 
by 20 per cent from $13.84 in 1968 to $16.67 in 
1969, ranging from $20.67 in Ontario to $10.92 in 
New Brunswick. Cost per patient-day was highest in 
psychiatric hospitals ($43.93) and much lower in both 
mental hospitals ($16.95) and hospitals for retardates 
($13.77). 

As illustrated by Chart 15, cost per patient-day 
in current dollars has more than tripled over the period 
1961 - 1969 (1961 = 100, 1969 = 313). This cost rise 
is due in part to the fact that patient-days used in the 
calculation of these ratios have been declining through-
out the period. Since 1961, cost per patient-day has 
more than doubled in all provinces except Alberta 
(1961 = 100, 1969 = 190). Ontario, the largest prov-
ince, had a 1969 index of 330 and Quebec, the second 
largest province, had a 1969 index of 479. 

Frais de fonctionnement 

En 1969, les frais de fonctionnement se sont eleves 
a 352.2 millions de dollars. La remuneration du personnel 
en a absorbe la plus grande part, soit 75.9 p. 100, suivie 
par les fournitures et le materiel (9.4 p. 100), la nourriture 
(6.4 p. 100), les medicaments (2.2 p. 100) et le chauffage, 
l'electricite et l'eau (1.9 p. 100) (Graphique 14). Le 
Graphique 14 montre que les pourcentages sont sensible-
ment les mdmes dans les differents genres d'hopitaux pour 
maladies mentales. 

Les frais par journee d'hospitalisation dans les hopi-
taux declarants sont passes de $13.84 en 1968 a $16.67 
en 1969, soit une augmentation de 20 p. 100; d'une pro-
vince a l'autre, ils oscillaient entre $20.67 (Ontario) et 
$10.92 (Nouveau-Brunswick). Its etaient beaucoup plus 
&eves dans les h6pitaux psychiatriques ($43.93) que dans 
les hOpitaux pour maladies mentales ($16.95) ou les hopi-
taux pour attardes ($13.77). 

Comme l'indique le Graphique 15, les frais par 
journee d'hospitalisation, en dollars courants, ont triple de 
1961 a 1969 (1961 = 100, 1969 = 313). Cette hausse 
s'explique en partie par la diminution constante, durant 
cette *lode, du nombre de journees d'hospitalisation 
utilise dans le calcul des rapports. Depuis 1961, les frais 
par journee d'hospitalisation ont plus que double dans 
toutes les provinces a l'exception de l'Alberta (1961 =100, 
1969 = 190). Ainsi en Ontario, la plus grande des provin-

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A comparison of costs in terms of current and 
constant (1961) dollars reveals that much of the cost 
rise from 1961 to 1969 was attributable to the de-
creased purchasing power of the Canadian dollar over 
this period. In this connection it should be noted that 
the historical series of constant dollar data presented 
in this report have been revised to provide a more 
accurate measurement of trends. Chart 15 shows that 
in terms of constant (1961) dollars cost per patient-day 
increased by 55 per cent from 1961 to 1969 (1969 = 
155). The chart also shows that hospital costs have 
risen by only 15 per cent when considered in terms of 
constant (1961) dollars on a per capita basis (1969 = 
115). Chart 16 gives a comparison of cost per patient-
day and per capita for the period 1961 - 1969 in terms 
of current and constant (1961) dollars. 

Si l'on compare les frais exprimes en dollars cou-
rants et en dollars constants (1961), on constate que cette 
augmentation est en grande partie attribuable a la diminu-
tion du pouvoir d'achat du dollar canadien au cours de la 
periode observee. II convient de souligner, a ce sujet, que 
les series chronologiques en dollars constants presentees 
dans le present bulletin ont ete rectifiees de facon a mieux 
rendre compte des tendances. Le Graphique 15 revele que 
les frais par journee d'hospitalisation, en dollars constants 
(1961), ont augmente de 55 p. 100 de 1961 a 1969 
(1969 = 155). I1 montre egalement que les depenses des 
hOpitaux, dollars constants (1961) par habitant (1969 = 
115), n'ont augmente que de 15 p. 100. Le Graphique 16 
presente, pour la periode de 1961 a 1969, une comparai-
son des frais par journee d'hospitalisation et par habitant, 
en dollars courants et en dollars constants (1961).
