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PREFACE 
An extensive array of hospital statistics 

relating to facilities available, services provided, 
personnel employed, educational facilities and 
finances of general and allied special hospitals, 
mental institutions and tuberculosis sanatoria 
operating in Canada is prepared by the Hospital 
Unit of the Institutions Section, Health and Welfare 
Division of Statistics Canada. A series of one 
quarterly and twelve annual reports are published, 
to provide users with a comprehensive presentation 
of these statistics. 

Statistics on hospitals have been compiled 
by Statistics Canada since 1931 and have since 
been published in varying degrees of detail. The 
current list of publications specifically related to 
hospitals is as follows:'

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EXPLANATORY NOTES AND GLOSSARY 

Population 

June 1 population figures as enumerated in Census 
years or estimated for inter-censal years. 

Financial data reported generally do not represent 
a calendar year but rather a 12-month fiscal period, most 
of which occurs within the calendar year. 

Per diem costs employ patient-days for the calen-
dar year ending December 31. 

Types of Institution 

Mental institution — Mental hospitals and psychiatric 
units. 

Mental hospital — A hospital that provides treatment for 
all types of psychiatric conditions. 

Psychiatric hospital — A hospital that provides short-
term, intensive psychiatric treatment. 

Hospital for Retardates — A hospital that provides 
care for mental defective patients. Included are training 
schools for the mental defective. 

Hospital for Emotionally Disturbed Children — A hospi-
tal that provides treatment and care to children with 
psychiatric disabilities classified as emotionally dis-
turbed. 

Other types — Special hospitals for alcoholics, aged and 
senile and epilepsy. 

Psychiatric unit — A unit within a hospital, organized for 
the treatment of patients with psychiatric disorders. 

Ownership 

The owner of the hospital is the person, group of 
persons, agency, or corporate body, in whose name the 
lease to the real estate is held; or if there is no lease, the 
registered owner according to the deed. 

Lay — A hospital owned by a voluntary lay body. 

Religious — A hospital owned by a religious organi-
zation. 

Municipal — A hospital owned by a city, town, county, 
municipality, or by districts or bodies which are em-
powered to levy taxes. 

Provincial — A hospital owned by a branch, division or 
department of a provincial government or a territorial 
government or by a provincially controlled institution 
such as a university.

Utilization 

Rated bed capacity — The number of beds that the insti-
tution is designed to.accommodate. 

Beds set up — The number of beds actually set up in the 
hospital and available for accommodation of in-patients 
at December 31, whether or not actually occupied by a 
patient at that time. 

Patient-day — The period of service to an in-patient be-
tween the census taking hours on two successive days; 
includes the day of admission but excludes the day of 
separation. 

Average number of patients — The average number of 
patients in mental institutions on any particular day. 

Personnel 

Full-time personnel — Persons employed on a full-time 
basis, i.e., regularly employed throughout the hospital's 
full workweek. 

Part-time personnel — Persons employed on a part-time 
basis, i.e., regularly employed on selected days or partial 
days in the hospital's workweek. 

Administrative staff — Includes the chief administrative 
officers, matrons or superintendents of nurses and other 
administrative staff (controller, secretary, business man-
ager and general office staff). 

Medical staff — Includes certified psychiatrists, fellows 
in psychiatry, other specialists and physicians, residents 
and interns as well as consultants. 

Nursing staff — Includes graduates, students, affiliates, 
nursing assistants, orderlies and attendants. 

Other professional and technical staff — Includes den-
tists, psychologists, pharmacists, laboratory technolo-
gists and radiological technicians, occupational and 
physiotherapists, academic teachers, social workers, die-
titians, chaplains and others. 

Other staff — Includes employees of the dietary, laundry 
and housekeeping departments, building operation and 
maintenance, garden and farm and other departments. 

Services 

Specific services provided within the institution 
under the direction of a properly qualified person. In-
cludes such services as diagnostic X-ray, electrocardio-
graphy, occupational therapy, social service, after-care, 
etc. 

Clinics and Out-patient Departments 

Clinic — A unit formally organized to provide physi-
cian's services in mental health for the diagnosis and 
treatment of patients on an ambulatory basis. 

Session — A session is of approximately one-half work-
ing-day's duration (3 to 4 hours). 

Utilisation 

Capacite theorique — Nombre de lits pour lequel est concu 
l'etablissement. 

Lits dresses — Nombre de lits reellement dresses dans Phapi-
tal et a la disposition des hospitalises, le 31 decembre, que 
ces lits soient alors occupes ou non. 

Journee d'hospitalisation — Periode de soins a un hospita-
lise entre les heures de verification du role de deux jours 
successifs, y compris le jour d'admission mais non le jour de 
depart. 

Nombre moyen d'hospitalises — Nombre moyen de malades 
dans les etablissements pour maladies mentales. 

Personnel 

A plein temps — Employe regulierement durant toute la 
semaine ouvrable de l'hOpital. 

A temps partiel — Employe regulierement certains jours ou 
certaines parties de jours de la semaine ouvrable de l'hOpi-
tal. 

Administrant — Hauts fonctionnaires de l'administration, 
infirmieres en chef, surintendantes des infirmieres et autre 
personnel administratif (controleur, secretaire, directeur du 
bureau d'affaires et personnel de l'administration generale). 

Medical — Diplarnes en psychiatric, agreges en psychiatrie, 
autres specialistes et medecins, residents, internes et consul-
tants. 

Infirmier — Diplames, Cleves, affilies, assistantes-infirmieres, 
infirmiers et aides. 

Professionnel ou technique, autre — Dentistes, psycho-
logues, pharmaciens, techniciens diplomes de laboratoire et 
techniciens en radiologie, ergotherapeutes et physiothera-
peutes, instituteurs, travailleurs sociaux, dieteticiennes, 
aumaniers et autres. 

Autre — Employes preposes a la cuisine, a la buanderie et a 
l'entretien menager, au fonctionnement et a l'entretien des 
immeubles, au jardin et a la ferme et aux autres services. 

Services 

Services fournis par Petablissement sous la direction 
d'une personne qualifiee, soit les services de radio-diagnos-
tic, d'electrocardiographie et d'ergotherapie, le service 
social et la surveillance des malades partis. 

Dispensaires et services de consultation externe 

Dispensaire — Service specialement organise pour fournir des 
soins medicaux en hygiene mentale (diagnostic et traite-
ment) aux malades externes. 

Séance — La séance equivaut environ a une demi-journee 
ouvrable (de 3 a 4 heures). 
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Finances 

Operating revenue — Income that accrues during the 
year for the purpose of operation and maintenance of 
the hospital. 

Government in-patient revenue and grants — Revenue 
accrued from government departments to pay for the 
care of specific patients or to assist the hospital in main-
taining services and in covering operating deficits. 

Operating expenditure — The cost, on an accrual basis, 
of operating and maintaining the hospital during the 
year, regardless of the amount of disbursements made 
during the year. 

Etat financier 

Revenu de gestion — Revenu comptable de l'annee aux fins 
du fonctionnement et de l'entretien de l'hopital. 

Subventions et paiements gouvernementaux pour hospita-
lises — Recettes comptables provenant de ministeres ou 
services gouvernementaux et destindes a payer les coins de 
certains malades ou a aider l'hopital a maintenir ses services 
et a combler ses deficits d'exploitation. 

Frais de gestion — Frais de gestion et d'entretien de l'hopi-
tal durant l'annee, calcules d'apres la comptabilite d'exercice 
sans dgard au montant des &bourses.

INTRODUCTION 

This report contains a detailed description of the 
services and facilities of all Canadian mental institu-
tions as well as financial data pertaining to public 
mental hospitals for the reporting year 1970. Selected 
historical tabulations and ratios dating back to 1955 
are also shown. The principal sources of these data are 
the Annual Returns of Mental Institutions - General 
and Financial. Supplementary data are taken from the 
Annual Returns of Mental Health Clinics, the Annual 
Returns of Psychiatric Units and the Annual Returns 
of Hospitals (Forms HS - 1 and 'HS - 2). By special 
agreement most reporting forms are received by 
Statistics Canada via the respective provincial offices, 
the remainder being sent directly by the reporting 
institutions themselves. 

FACILITIES AND SERVICES 

General 

There were 232 mental institutions in operation 
in Canada in 1970, an increase of 4 over 1969. 
Coverage was virtually complete in 1970 as the 230 
institutions which reported data represented 99.95% 
of the total rated bed capacity of all institutions in 
operation. 

Despite the increase in operating institutions, 
rated bed capacity for Canada as a whole decreased by 
1,836 beds (2.8%) from 1969 to 1970 and the 
number of rated beds per 1,000 population dropped 
from 3.2 in 1969 to 3.0 in 1970 (Chart 1). This 
decrease in rated beds was brought about largely by 
the deletion of 1,228 beds in Ontario public mental 
hospitals. In the provinces, only Manitoba (46) and 
Quebec (27) increased their rated bed capacities from 
1969 to 1970. Rated bed capacity fell in the other 
provinces, most notably in Ontario (-1,255). Most of 
these beds (93.0%) were located in hospitals as opposed 
to units of other institutions with public mental 
hospitals accounting for the largest proportion (57.6%) 
(Chart 2). 

In 1970, almost three fifths (58.9%) of patients 
on books at December 31 were on the books of public 
mental hospitals and 28.8% were on the books of 
public hospitals for retardates (Chart 2). Historically, 
patients on books at December 31 reached a peak of 
80,211 in 1964 and has been declining steadily since 
then, while the rate per 1,000 population has declined 
from 4.3 in 1962 to 3.0 in 1970 (Chart 3). 

Le present bulletin decrit, de facon detaillee, les 
services et les installations des etablissements canadiens 
pour maladies mentales et presente des donnees d'ordre 
financier sur les hOpitaux publics pour maladies mentales 
pour l'annee 1970. II renferme egalement des tableaux 
chronologiques et des rapports statistiques qui remontent 
jusqu'a 1955. Les principales sources de renseignements 
sont les declarations annuelles - generales et financieres -
des etablissements pour maladies mentales; on s'est servi 
egalement de donnees tirees des declarations annuelles des 
cliniques pour maladies mentales, des unites psychiatri-
ques et des hopitaux (Formules HS - 1 et HS - 2). En 
vertu d'une entente, la plupart des declarations sont trans-
mises a Statistique Canada par les autorites provinciales; 
les autres sont envoyees directement par les etablissements 
repondants memes. 

INSTALLATIONS ET SERVICES 

Generalites 

En 1970, it y avait en activite au Canada 232 eta-
blissements pour maladies mentales, soit 4 de plus qu'en 
1969. En 1970, presque tous les hopitaux ont participe a 
l'enquete; en effet, les 230 etablissements declarants 
representaient 99.95 % de la capacity theorique en lits 
de l'ensemble des etablissements en activite. 

Bien que le nombre d'etablissements ait augmente, 
la capacity theorique a diminue, entre 1969 et 1970, de 
1,836 lits (2.8 %) et le nombre theorique de lits pour 
1,000 habitants est passe de 3.2 en 1969 a 3.0 en 1970 
(Graphique 1). Cette diminution de la capacity theorique 
est en grande partie attribuable a la suppression de 1,228 
lits dans les hOpitaux publics pour maladies mentales de 
I'Ontario. Seuls le Manitoba (46) et le Quebec (27) ont 
enregistre, entre 1969 et 1970, une augmentation de la 
capacity theorique. Dans les autres provinces on a observe 
des diminutions, dont les plus marquees en Ontario 
(-1,255). La plupart de ces lits (83.0 %) se trouvaient 
dans les hOpitaux et le reste dans les services d'autres 
etablissements, les hOpitaux publics pour maladies men-
tales ayant la plus forte proportion des lits, soit 57.6 % 
(Graphique 2). 

En 1970, pies de trois cinquiemes (58.9 %) des 
malades enregistres le 31 decembre etaient dans les 
hopitaux publics pour maladies mentales et 28.8 % dans 
les hOpitaux publics pour attardes (Graphique 2). Si l'on 
se reporte aux annees precedentes, on constate que c'est 
en 1967 qu'on a enregistre le plus grand nombre de 
malades (80,211); depuis, ce nombre n'a cesse de dimi-
nuer comme, d'ailleurs, le taux pour 1,000 habitants, qui 
est tombe de 4.3 en 1962 a 3.0 en 1970 (Graphique 3). 
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Beds set up in reporting mental institutions 
declined from 66,793 in 1969 to 64,449 in 1970, a 
drop of 3.5%. The ratio of beds set up to rated beds, 
for all institutions remained constant at 1.00 from 
1969 to 1970 (Chart 4). The Chart also shows that, 
provincially, this ratio varied from 0.78 in Prince 
Edward Island to 1.09 in Alberta, in 1970. Public 
hospitals for retardates had the highest ratio of beds 
set up per rated bed (1.03) followed by public 
psychiatric hospitals (1.01). 

Utilization 

Patient-days of care as reported by all institu-
tions declined from 22.8 million in 1969 to 21.8 
million in 1970 (4.4%). Patient-days of care as reported 
by all institutions has been declining since 1964 (26.3 
million) as illustrated by Chart 5 which portrays the 
decline in terms of index numbers (1964 = 100). The 
chart shows that, over the period, the Canada index has 
fallen to 82.9 in 1970. Provincially, only Newfoundland 
(100.2) and Alberta (102.8) recorded more patient-
days in 1970 than in 1964. Patient-days dropped by 
0.9 million from 1969 to 1970 as increases in public 
psychiatric units (70,000) and public psychiatric hos-
pitals (14,000) were nullified by the larger decreases 
in public mental hospitals (892,000) and public hos-
pitals for retardates (144,000). Patient-days declined in

Utilisation 

Le nombre de journees d'hospitalisation dans l'en-
semble des etablissements est passé de 22.8 millions en 
1969 a 21.8 millions en 1970, soit une diminution de 
4.4 %. D'ailleurs, le nombre de journees d'hospitalisation 
est en baisse depuis 1964 (26.3 millions). Le Graphique 5 
presente cette diminution sous forme d'indices etablis a 
100 en 1964; it montre de plus que, pendant cette periode, 
l'indice canadien est tombe a 82.9 en 1970. Seules deux 
provinces, soit Terre-Neuve (100.2) et l'Alberta (102.8), 
comptaient plus de joumees d'hospitalisation en 1970 
qu'en 1964. De 1969 a 1970, le nombre de journees 
d'hospitalisation a diminue de 0.9 million, les augmenta-
tions enregistrees par les services psychiatriques des Bpi-

Percentage occupancy in all reporting institu-
tions fell from 94.0 in 1969 to 92.3 in 1970 (Chart 6). 
Private mental hospitals experienced the highest occu-
pancy in 1970 (98.6) followed by public hospitals for 
retardates (97.1). Regionally percentage occupancy 
varied from 101.9 in Alberta to 80.0 in Prince Edward 
Island. 

On any given day in 1970 there were 59,606 
patients in Canadian mental institutions as a group. 
This daily average patient load was 4.4% lower than 
that experienced in 1969 (62,339). In keeping with the 
trend of the last decade, the rate per 1,000 population 
declined from 3.0 in 1969 to 2.8 in 1970 (Chart 7). 
Over the same period, the average number of patients 
per hospital on a given day fell from 287 to 269. 

There were 63,581 patients reported on the 
books of Canadian mental institutions at December 31, 
1970, a decrease of 5.1% from the comparable 1969

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figure (66,934). The rate per 1,000 population also 
declined from 3.2 in 1969 to 3.0 in 1970 (Chart 8). 
At year-end 87.9% of all patients on books were 
actually in institutions (including residential units and 
foyers 7.7%). The proportion of patients in institu-
tions varied from 100.0% in private hospitals to 76.2% 
in public mental hospitals (Chart 9). Patients not in 
institutions constituted 12.1% of patients on books in 
1970. More than three fifths of these patients (61.4%), 
were on probation while the remainder were in boarding 
homes (22.3%) and otherwise absent (16.3%). Chart 10 
illustrates how these proportions have altered since 
1962 when 73.4% of patients not, in institutions were 
on probation with 16.4% boarding out and 10.2% 
otherwise absent.

Personnel 

Total personnel employed in all reporting mental 
hospitals in 1970 numbered 51,373, an increase of 
1.1% over the 50,831 personnel reported in 1969. 
Nursing staff accounted for 53.3% of total reported 
personnel in 1970 followed by other professional and 
technical staff (9.4), administrative staff (8.4) and 
medical staff (3.7). In total, 92.7% of reported person-
nel were full-time employees. The ratio of full-time to

The ratio of full-time personnel per 100 average 
number of patients rose in most provinces from 1969 
to 1970 and the Canada ratio reached 89.4, more than 
double the 1961 ratio of 42.5 (Chart 11). By employ-
ment category there were 48.8 full-time nursing person-
nel per 100 average number of patients followed by 
other professional and technical staff (8.0), adminis-
trative staff (7.6) and medical staff (1.8) (Chart 12). 

Staffing patterns by employment categories for 
1970 are described in detail in Tables 16 to 20. In the 
administrative staff category the 125 chief adminis-
trative officers were distributed among medical (41), 
psychiatric (29) and non-medical (55). Almost one 
third (32.4%) of medical staff in reporting hospitals 
were psychiatrists. Consultants made up 26.0% of 
medical staff reported. Registered nurses (4,075), 
psychiatric nurses (3,200) and qualified nursing assist-
ants (4,500) accounted for 43.0% of reported nursing 
staff.

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Services 

In 1970, some 103 hospitals reported ancillary 
services provided under qualified supervision. Almost 
80% of these hospitals provided occupational therapy 
and social service. More than 60% of the hospitals 
reported out-patient services and diagnostic X-ray 
while more than one half of the hospitals reported 
ETC (electroconvulsive therapy), trial week-ends, 
electrocardiography and after-care of discharged in-
patients. 

In 1970 there were 34 hospitals which reported 
day-centre therapy units and 11 hospitals which 
reported night-centre therapy units as compared with 
32 day-centre and 10 night-centre units reported in 
1969. These units which are available to patients on a 
voluntary basis were located mainly in Ontario (21) 
and Quebec (8). British Columbia reported 5 units 
followed by Nova Scotia (4) and Saskatchewan (3). 

Training Facilities 

Training facilities were reported by 117 hospitals 
in 1970. There were 27 hospitals which were affiliated 
with medical schools for under-graduate education and 
35 hospitals which were approved for residencies in 
psychiatry. The 11 hospitals with approved schools of 
nursing had 119 graduates in 1970. Affiliation for 
under-graduate- nurses was provided by 40 hospitals 
which gave training to 6,606 affiliates during the year. 

Services

There were 
30 hospitals which accepted university students for 
formal training in psychology while 22 hospitals 
offered formal training in occupational therapy and 32 
hospitals provided training in social work. 

Clinics and Out-patient Departments 

The 249 clinics and out-patient departments 
which reported in 1970 had 248,029 patients during 
the year, 58% of whom had attended in the previous 
year and 42% of whom were attending for the first 
time. More than 70% of these clinics and out-patient 
departments (182) were for adults and children while 
20% (48) were for adults only and 7% (19) were for 
children only.

General 

In 1970, financial data were reported by 104 of 
the 107 public "mental" hospitals in operation. The 3 
hospitals which did not report either their financial 
position or sufficient data for estimations to be made 
had a total rated bed capacity of 75 which amounted 
to 0.1% of the total operating rated bed capacity of 
public "mental" hospitals in 1970. 

It should be noted that finances are reported on 
a fiscal year basis (most of which coincides with the 
calendar year) while cost per patient-day calculations 
are based on patient-days for the calendar year. In this 
regard, financial data for the province of British 
Columbia have been estimated to bring the reported 
financial data which represent the fiscal year 1969 - 70 
more in line with the non-financial data which re-
present the calendar year 1970. These estimates will 
subsequently be revised (as is the case with 1969 
British Columbia financial data in this report) and 
published in the 1971 report. 

It should also be noted that cost per patient-day 
data for the province of Newfoundland are not shown 
in this report since these data have been found to be 
not comparable with that of the other provinces. 

Operating Revenue 

In 1970 total reported operating revenue a-
mounted to $396.1 million. Provincial governments 
provided 89.8% of this revenue and the federal 
government contributed 1.0%. Provincial hospital in-
surance plans were the source of 5.5% of total 

FINANCES 

Generalites 

En 1970, 104 des 107 hopitaux publics pour mala-

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operating revenue (Chart 13). Sources of revenue 
varied considerably with type of hospital. Federal 
government contributions to all types of hospitals 
except psychiatric were in the order of 1% while 
provincial government contributions varied from 97.4% 
of the total operating revenue of hospitals for retar-
dates to 17.1% of total operating revenue of psychiatric 
hospitals. Provincial Plan contributions made up 73.5% 
of the operating revenue of psychiatric hospitals. In 
mental hospitals Plan contributions amounted to 2.2% 
of operating revenue and in "other" hospitals 5.9%. 

Operating Expenditure 

Total reported operating expenditure for 1970 
reached $400.7 million. Salaries and wages made up 
76.8% of total operating expenditure followed by 
other supplies and equipment (9.9%), food (5.7%), 
drugs (2.0%) and fuel, electricity and water (1.6%) 
(Chart 14). Chart 14 shows that these percentage 
relationships remained relatively stable for the different 
types of mental hospitals. 

Cost per patient-day in reporting hospitals rose 
by 19% from $16.79 in 1969 to $19.93 in 1970, 
ranging from $24.58 in Ontario to $13.68 in New 
Brunswick. Cost per patient-day was highest in 
psychiatric hospitals ($46.89) and much lower in both 
mental hospitals ($20.12) and hospitals for retardates 
($16.37). 

As illustrated by Chart 15, cost per patient-day 
in current dollars has more than tripled over the period 
1961 - 1970 (1961 = 100, 1970 = 374). This cost rise 
is due in part to the fact that patient-days used in the 
calculation of these ratios have been declining through-
out the period. Since 1961, cost per patient-day has 
more than doubled in all provinces. Ontario, the largest 
province, had a 1970 index of 393 and Quebec, the 
second largest province, had a 1970 index of 570. 

A comparison of costs in terms of current and 
constant (1961) dollars reveals that much of the cost 
rise from 1961 to 1970 was attributable to the de-
creased purchasing power of the Canadian dollar over 
this period. Chart 15 shows that in terms of constant 
(1961) dollars cost per patient-day increased by 71% 
from 1961 to 1970 (1970 = 171). The chart also 
shows that hospital costs have risen by only 18% when 
considered in terms of constant (1961) dollars on a per 
capita basis (1970 = 118). Chart 16 gives a comparison 
of cost per patient-day and per capita for the period 
1961 - 1970 in terms of current and constant (1961) 
dollars.
