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PREFACE 

An extensive array of hospital statistics relating 
to facilities available, services provided, personnel 
employed, educational facilities and finances of general 
and allied special hospitals and mental institutions 
operating in Canada is prepared by the Hospital 
Section of the Health Division of Statistics Canada. A 
series of one quarterly and six annual reports are 
published, to provide users with a comprehensive 
presentation of these statistics. 

Statistics Canada wishes to express its indebted-
ness to the individual hospitals across the nation which 
have prepared and submitted data for inclusion in this 
national statistical program; to the provincial hospital 
plan authorities for the collection of the data, and; to 
the provincial hospital associations and the Canadian 
Hospital Association in their promotion of uniform 
accounting and recording practices. 

Statistics on hospitals have been compiled by 
Statistics Canada since 1931 and have since been 
published in varying degrees of detail. The reader's 
attention is drawn to the fact that, beginning with the 
reporting year 1973, Volume I, II and III have been 
condensed and combined into one volume — Volume 
I — Hospital Statistics: Beds, Services and Personnel, 
Catalogue 83-227. In a similar manner, Volume IV, V 
and VI have become Volume II — Hospital Statistics: 
Expenditures, Revenues and Balance Sheets, Catalogue 
83-228 and Volume VII — has become Volume III —
Hospitals Statistics: Indicators, Catalogue 83-229. Data 
no longer published in these reports are still available 
on request, along with other non-published, but col-
lected and tabulated data.

Population 

June 1 population figures as enumerated in 
Census years or estimated for inter-censal years. 

Financial data reported generally do not represent 
a calendar year but rather a 12 - month fiscal period, 
most of which occurs within the calendar year. 

Per diem costs employ patient-days for the calen-
dar year ending December 31. 

Types of Institution 

Mental institution — Mental hospitals and psychiatric 
units. 

Mental hospital — A hospital that provides treatment 
for all types of psychiatric conditions. 

Psychiatric hospital — A hospital that provides short-
term intensive psychiatric treatment. 

Hospital for retardates — A hospital that provides care 
for mental defective patients. Included are training 
schools for the mentally defective. 

Hospital for emotionally disturbed children — A hospi-
tal that provides treatment and care to children with 
psychiatric disabilities classified as emotionally dis-
turbed. 

Other types — Special hospitals for alcoholics, aged and 
senile and epilepsy. 

Psychiatric unit — A unit within a hospital, organized 
for the treatment of patients with psychiatric disorders.

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INTRODUCTION 

This report presents statistical information on 
the services and facilities of all Canadian mental institu-
tions as well as financial data pertaining to public men-
tal hospitals for the reporting year 1975. Selected his-
torical tabulations and ratios dating back to 1961, are 
also shown. The principal sources of these data are the 
Annual Returns of Mental Institutions - General and 
Financial. Supplementary data are taken from the 
Annual Returns of Hospitals (Forms HS- 1 and HS - 2). 
By special agreement, most reporting forms are received 
by Statistics Canada via the respective provincial of-
fices, the remainder being sent directly by the reporting 
institutions themselves. 

Le present bulletin contient des renseignements 
statistiques sur les services et les installations des etablisse-
ments canadiens pour maladies mentales et presente des 
donnees d'ordre financier sur les hOpitaux publics pour 
maladies mentales pour l'annee 1975. Il renferme egale-
ment des tableaux chronologiques et des rapports statisti-
ques qui remontent jusqu'a 1961. Les principales sources 
de renseignements sont les declarations annuelles - Gene-
rales et financieres.

Facilities and Services 

There were 289 mental institutions in operation 
in Canada in-1975, an increase of 29 over 1974. The 
266 institutions which reported data in 1975 repre-
sented 95.6% of the total rated bed capacity of all 
institutions in operation. Despite the increase in oper-
ating institutions, rated bed capacity for Canada as a 
whole decreased by 762 beds (1.4%) from 1974 to 
1975 and the number of rated beds per 1,000 popula-
tion remained at 2.4. 

Patient-days of care as reported by all institu-
tions declined by 5.8% from 17.5 million in 1974 to 
16.5 million in 1975. 

Percentage occupancy in all reporting institutions 
dropped from 89.3 in 1974 to 88.1 in 1975. 

On any given day in 1975(  there were 44,847 pa-
tients in Canadian mental institutions as a group. This 
daily average patient load was 6.6% lower than that 
experienced in 1974 (48,011). Over the same period, 
the average number of patients per hospital on a given 
day fell from 191 to 172. 

Total personnel employed in all reporting mental 
hospitals in 1975 numbered 51,582, a decrease of 2.3% 
from the 52,814 personnel reported in 1974. 

Finances 

In 1975, financial data were reported by 99 of 
the 114 public "mental" hospitals in operation. The 15 
hospitals which did not report either their financial 
position or sufficient data for estimations to be made 
had a total rated bed capacity of 953 which amounted 
to 2.1% of the total operating rated bed capacity of 
public "mental" hospitals in 1975. 

Installations et services 

En 1975, it y avait en activite au Canada 289 etablis-
sements pour maladies mentales, soit 29 de plus qu'en 
1974. En 1975, les 266 etablissements declarants repre-
sentaient 95.6 % de la capacite theorique en lits de l'en-
semble des etablissements en activite. Bien que le nombre 
d'etablissements ait augmente, la capacite theorique a 
dirninue, entre 1974 et 1975, de 762 lits (1.4 %) et le 
nombre theorique de lits pour 1,000 habitants est de-
meure A 2.4. 

Le nombre de journees d'hospitalisation dans l'en-
semble des etablissements est passe de 17.5 millions en 
1974 a 16.5 millions en 1975 soit une diminution de 
5.8 %. 

Le pourcentage d'occupation de l'ensemble des eta-
blissements est passé, entre 1974 et 1975 de 89.3 a 88.1. 

En 1975, pour un jour quelconque, le nombre mo-
yen de malades dans l'ensemble des etablissements pour 
maladies mentales au Canada etait de 44,847 soit 6.6 % de 
moins qu'en 1974 (48,011). Au cours de la meme periode, 
le nombre moyen de malades par heipital pour un jour 
donne est passé de 191 a 172. 

En 1975, le nombre total de personnes employees 
dans l'ensemble des etablissements pour maladies mentales 
etait de 51,582 soit 2.3 % de moins qu'en 1974 (52,814). 

Finances 

En 1975, 99 des 114 hopitaux publics pour mala-
dies mentales en activite ont presente des donnees financi-
eres; les 15 autres etablissements qui n'ont pas fait con-
naitre leur situtation financiere ou qui n'ont pas fourni des 
donnees suffisantes pour que l'on puisse en tirer des esti-
mations avaient une capacite theorique de 953 lits, ce 
qui represente 2.1 % de la capacite theorique totale de 
l'ensemble des hopitaux publics pour maladies mentales 
en activite en 1975. 
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Financial data for the province of British Colum-
bia have been adjusted to bring the reported financial 
data which represent the fiscal year 1974 -75 more in 
line with the non-financial data which represent the 
calendar year 1975. These estimates will subsequently 
be revised (as is the case with 1974 British Columbia 
financial data in this report) and published in the1976 
report. 

It should also be noted that cost per patient-day 
data for the province of Newfoundland are not shown 
in this report since these data have been found to be 
not comparable with that of the other provinces. 

. 	In 1975, total reported operating revenue amount- 
ed to $681.2 million. Total reported operating expen-
diture for 1975 reached $681.9 million. Cost per pa-
tient-day in reporting hospitals rose by 20.1% from 
$38.78 in 1974 to $46.59 in 1975. Cost per patient-
day in current dollars has increased more than eight 
times over the period 1961 -1975 (1961 =100, 1975 = 
874). In terms of constant (1961) dollars cost per pa-
tient-day more than doubled from 1961 - 1975 (1975 = 
213). Hospital costs have risen by only 1% when consi-
dered in terms of constant (1961) dollars on a per 
capita basis (1975 =101).

En 1975, le revenu de gestion s'est eleve a $681.2 
millions. En 1975, les frais de gestion ont ete de $681.9 
millions. Le cat par journee d'hospitalisation dans les 
hopitaux declarants est passé de $38.78 en 1974 a $46.59 
en 1975, soit une augmentation de 20.1 %. Le coat par 
journee d'hospitalisation, en 1975 en dollars courants, a 
ete superieur a huit fois celui de 1961 - 1975 (1961 = 100, 
1975 = 874). Le coat par journee d'hospitalisation, en dol-
lars constants (1961), a augmente de plus que double de 
1961 -1975 (1975 = 213). Les depenses des hOpitaux en 
dollars constants (1961) par habitant (1975 = 101), n'ont 
augmente que de 1 %.
