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Introduction 

An extensive array of hospital statistics relating 
to facilities available, services provided, personnel 
employed, educational facilities and finances of 
general and allied special hospitals and mental insti-
tutions operating in Canada is prepared by the 
Institutional Statistics Section of the Health Division 
of Statistics Canada. A series of quarterly and annual 
reports are published, to provide users with a com-
prehensive presentation of the statistics. 

Statistics Canada wishes to express its indebted-
ness to the individual hospitals across Canada which 
have prepared and submitted data for inclusion in this 
national statistical program; to the provincial hospital 
plan authorities for the collection of the data, and to 
the provincial hospital associations and the Canadian 
Hospital Association in their promotion of uniform 
accounting and recording practices. 

Statistics on hospitals have been compiled by 
Statistics Canada since 1931 and have since been 
published in varying degrees of detail. The reader's 
attention is drawn to the fact that, beginning with the 
reporting year 1976, Volumes I, II and III have been 
condensed and combined into one volume — Hospital 
Annual Statistics. Data no longer published in these 
reports are still available on request, along with other 
non-published, but collected and tabulated data. 

This publication presents statistical information on 
the services and facilities of all Canadian mental insti-
tutions as well as financial data pertaining to public 
mental hospitals for the reporting year 1978-79. Se-
lected historical tabulations and ratios dating back to 
1964, are also shown. The principal sources of these 
data are the Annual Returns of Mental Institutions —
General and Financial. Supplementary data are taken 
from the Annual Returns of Health Care Facilities-
Hospitals (Part One and Part Two). By special agree-
ment, most reporting forms are received by Statistics 
Canada via the respective provincial offices, the re-
mainder being sent directly by the reporting institu-
tions themselves. 

Although the forms have already been scrutinized 
at the hospital and provincial levels, a further profes-
sional edit is carried out at Statistics Canada. Problems 
identified by this edit are resolved by comparison 
with prior years' forms and by liaison with the 
appropriate provincial authorities. The edit is based

As this 
process was not implemented uniformly across the 
country, some hospitals reported for a 12-month peri-
od, and some for a 15-month period, in 1977. All 
effected ratios, such as percentage occupancy and 
cost per patient-day, were appropriately adjusted but 
certain tabulations, such as total patient-days and op-
erating expenditure, contain a mix of data represent-
ing 12- and 15- month periods. Other types of data 
such as rated beds and numbers of personnel were 
not effected by the length of the reporting period. 
The year 1978 - 79 represents the first reporting 
period in which all the mental hospitals in the 
country have converted their reporting period from 
a calendar year to a fiscal year.

There were 223 mental institutions in operation 
in Canada in 1978 - 79, an increase of two over 1977. 
The 223 institutions which reported data in 1978 - 79 
represented 100.0% of the total rated bed capacity of 
all institutions in operation. Despite the increase in 
operating institutions, rated bed capacity for Canada 
as a whole decreased by 1,244 beds (5.5%) from 1977 
to 1978 - 79 and the number of rated beds per 1,000 
population dropped from 1.0 in 1977 to 0.9 in 1978 -
79. 

Patient-days of care as reported by all institutions 
declined by 15.2% from 7.4 million in 1977 to 6.3 
million in 1978 - 79. Percentage occupancy in all re-
porting institutions went from 89.7 in 1977 to 80.7 
in 1978 - 79. Over the same period, the average num-
ber of patients per hospital on a given day fell from 
92 to 77. 

Total personnel employed in all reporting mental 
hospitals in 1978 - 79 numbered 21,594, a decrease of 
7.0% from the 23,207 personnel reported in 1977. 

Finances 

In 1978 -79, financial data were reported by all 41 
of the public "mental" hospitals in operation. 

It should be noted that cost per patient-day data 
for the province of Newfoundland are not shown in 
this publication since these data have been found to 
be not comparable with that of the other provinces.

Cost per 
patient-day in current dollars has increased more than 
four times over the period 1971 to 1978 - 79 (1971 = 
100; 1978 - 79 = 429). In terms of constant (1971) 
dollars, cost per patient-day rose by 75% during this 
period, reaching $39.32, in 1978 - 79.

Population 
June 1 population figures as enumerated in census 

years or estimated for inter-censal years were used in 
calculations involving calendar years. October 1 post-
censal estimates were used in calculations involving 
fiscal years. 

Type of Institution 
Mental institution. Mental hospitals and psychiatric 
units. 

Mental hospital. A hospital that provides treatment 
for all types of psychiatric conditions. 

Psychiatric hospital. A hospital that provides short-
term intensive psychiatric treatment. 

Other types. Special hospitals for alcoholics, aged and 
senile and epilepsy. 

Psychiatric unit. A unit within a hospital, organized 
for the treatment of patients with psychiatric dis-
orders. 

Ownership 
The owner of the hospital is the person, group of 

persons, agency or corporate body, in whose name 
the lease to the real estate is held; or if there is no 
lease, the registered owner according to the deed. 

Lay. A hospital owned by a voluntary lay body. 

Religious. A hospital owned by a religious organiza-
tion. 

Municipal. A hospital owned by a city, town, country, 
municipality, or by districts or bodies which are em-
powered to levy taxes. 

Provincial. A hospital owned by a branch, division or 
department of a provincial government or a territorial 
government or by a provincially controlled institution 
such as a university.

This figure could be less than the rated bed capacity, 
due to budget restraints, or other factors.

of separation. 

Average number of patients. The average number of 
patients in mental institutions on any particular day. 

Personnel 

Full-time personnel. Persons employed on a full-time 
basis, i.e., regularly employed throughout the hospi-
tal's full workweek. 

Part-time personnel. Persons employed on a part-time 
basis. i.e., regularly employed on selected days or par-
tial days in the hospital's workweek. 

Administrative staff. Includes the chief administrative 
officers, matrons or superintendents of nurses and 
other administrative staff (controller, secretary, busi-
ness manager and general office staff). 

Medical staff. Includes certified psychiatrists, fellows 
in psychiatry, other specialists and physicians, resi-
dents and interns as well as consultants. 

Nursing staff. Includes graduates, students, affiliates, 
nursing assistants, orderlies and attendants. 

Other professional and technical staff. Includes den-
tists, psychologists, pharmacists, laboratory technolo-
gists and radiological technicians, occupational and 
physiotherapists, academic teachers, social workers, 
dietitians, chaplains and others. 

Other staff. Includes employees of the dietary, laun-
dry and housekeeping departments, building opera-
tion and maintenance, garden and farm and other 
departments.
